THE FORRESTERS.
Brief Historical Sketch of the
Order—Its Objects and Aims.

“The order of Forestors was founded in
Knarsborough, England, in 1745. Orig-
inally it was called the Royal Order of
Foresters; but in 1834 the name was
changed to “the Ancient Order of Fores-
ters,” under which name it has liyed and
prospered down to the present time, and
s spread to the four quarters of the
globe. It gives sick and funeral bene-
fits and free medical attendance
insuranc

In June, 1874, a number of the mem-
bers left the Ancient Order and fonuded
the Independentorder. The only change
made, howeyer, was the addition to the
bencfits given by the ancient order of an

but no

insurance benefit of $1,000 upon the
death assessment plan.

The Independent order was intro-
duced into Canada in 1876 from the

United States by the formation of Court
Hope No. 1, Loudon. In 1878 the High
court of Ontario duly cons
and incorporated subject to the $
court of the United States.

In June, 1881, the Supreme Court in
session In New York resolyed to change
the name of the order to the “United Or-
der of Foresters” against the protests of
the Canadian representatives. Toward
the end of the same month the High
Court of Onturio of the Independent Or-
der, convened in Ottawa, and by unani-
mous vote resolved not to abandon the
name of the Order, but took immediate
steps to re-organize the Supreme Court.
Accordingly on the 23rd day of July,
