Bools and shoes main­
ta in  tho activ ity  previously noted, but 
leather isqu leter, though firm. Petrole­
um has continued dull with a  declining 
tendency. Cattle are  in generally heavy 
supply a t W estern cities, bu t hogs have 
been less freely shipped and are  up a 
cents. Raw sugar is 3-ltl cents up  on 
good refining demand, and  the  strong 
statistical position. Refined Is X  cents 
higher on active demand.

T he bank c learings a t 51 cities fo r the 
week ended September 11, were SI, 10.1.- 
987,557, a gain, over this week last year 
of 2 p ercen t. Now York c ity 's  clearings 
which constitutes 00.9 per c en t of tho 
grand total are  less than  those for a like 
period last year by 4.0 per cent, while a t 
50 o the r cities the  gain is 14 per cent.

S toek speculation a t  New York Is In a 
demoralized condition owing to  the  s trin ­
gency of the  money m arket, and share 
values have declined sharply, corn car­
riers and some of the  tru s t ge tting espe­
cially weak.

The grain  m arkets were g reatly  af­
fected by the  unfavorable government 
crop report and prices are  up  5@0c per 
bushel on wheat, corn and oats.

land. Such soils a re  term ed * sour," and 
th e  presence o f . the  acids can  be told by 
th e  chav icter of vegetation, w hich is 
a lw ays harsh and  of lit tle  value. The 
beneficial action of lim e in  such cases 
arises from  the  lim e combination w ith 
the  acids, w hich m akes the  land sour, 
and, thus neutralizing them , tu m s them  
in to  a  condition th a t is harmless. The 
combination form s carbonate of lim e or 
some o the r sa lt of Ume.

The effects of lime upon inorganic 
m atter, says Ohio Fanner, m ust not be 
forgotten, fo r these are  all im portant. In 
very m any cases i t  liberates potash and 
soda from a  dorm ant state and renders 
them  available to  plants. The m ost im­
p o rtan t action in  th is  respect is the  for­
m ation of double silicates of alumina.
If  a  double silicate of alum ina and  soda 
exists in  soil, and  lim e is added, the  sili­
cate  gives u p  th e  soda and  takes up the  
lim e, fonning silicate of alum ina and 
lime. If potash be added the  lim e is 
given up  and th e  potash taken  up, form ­
ing  silicate of alum ina  and potash. H 
ammonia comes in  contact w ith i t  the 
potash is  cast aside for the  ammonia, 
fonning  silicate of alum ina and ammo­
nia.

As clay consists very largely of silicate 
o f alum ina, tho action of lim e on clay 
soils is seen to  be im portant. Applied 
c lay lands, lim e disintegrates, or breaks 
up  the  hard , tenacious, “ packy" char­
acter, and makes th e ir  tillage much 
easier; when caustic or quicklim e is 
plied to  sandy soils i t  m akes them  m 
adhesive, more com pact and more re­
tentive of moisture. L im e does no t ex­
haust soils, except as i t  prepares unavail­
able p lan t food so th a t crops can take  it 
up. I t  is the crop th a t exhausts, n o t the 
lime. The la tte r  reaUy adds to  tho soil, 
as lim e is a  p lan t food itself.

An English au thority  sum s up th e  ad­
vantages of lim e a s  follows: I t  encour­
ages decomposition of organic m atter, 
neutralizes in ju rious acids, liberates al­
kaline m atters, promotes tho form ation 
of double s ilicates, favors the  production 
of n itra te  of potash, contributes food es­
sential for the  perfect grow th of plants, 
and improves the  physical character of 
the soil a nd  promotes healthy  growth.

Bees Swarming W ithout Much Brood.
“ I. W ill bees sw arm  w ithou t much 

brood in  th e  hive or any  queen cell s ta r t­
ed. 2. How  long do they sw arm  before 
th e  queen hatches, or is she hatched 
w hen they swarm?"

T he foregoing questions w ere answered 
as follows in  The American Bee Journal 
hy  M. Mahin: “ 1. In  norm al condition 
bees w ill n o t sw arm  w hen the re  is little  
brood and  no queen cell. W hen there  is 
plenty of brood, and  tho  hive crowded 
w ith  bees, and  w eather ho t, especially 
if  th e  hive is  poorly ventilated, they will 
sometimes sw arm  w ithout s tarting  queen 
cells. 2. Usually a  young queen is 
hatched in  from  six to  e igh t days after

e issue of a sw arm  w ith  the  old queen."
Mrs. L. H arrison replied: "1. If  the 

honey flow is good, Italians will often 
sw arm  w ithout queen cells, b u t no t w ith­
o u t p len ty  of bees and  brood. 2. In  a 
normal condition, usually from  tw o to 
tw elve hours, b u t w ith  a  sudden flow of 
honey they  m ay sw arm  before a  queen 
cell is started."

The editor said: "1. A bnorm al sw arm ­
ing  often occurs, b u t w hen bees are  in  a 
norm al condition they do n o t sw arm  with 
no brood in  the  hive—nor queen cells 
started. W hen i t  is  very ho t, or in  the 
m idst of a  g rea t honey flow, they some­
times leave th e  hive for w an t of room, 
In the  condition sta ted  in  the  question. 
2. The old queen leaves w ith  the  swarm 
six or e igh t days before th e  first queen is 
hatched."

The magazine 
is a  sheet iron case half a n  inch thick 
and  about four inches square, fitting to 
the  under side of the  lock.

A  gate  shu ts i t  off a t  th e  w ill of the  
operator, so th a t th e  gun can be used 
e ither as m agazine o r a  single firing arm. 
I t  is  provided w ith  a  novelty  in  th e  way 
of a  long range s igh t designed to  cover 
distances from  1,800 to  8,500 yards, b u t 
the  ordinary sigh t is  n o t considered as 
fine a s  th a t in  use on  the  American 
Springfield rifle. The cartridges are 
shaped somewhat a fte r tho  design of the 
famous Lebel cartridge, th e  leaden ball 
being encased in  a  th in  steel sheet for 
the  purpose of p reventing the  distortion 
of the  bulle t.—W ashington Star.

W hen m ade solid 
by baling, the  dam p vapor cannot escape 
from the in terior, and i t  i s  therefore nec­
essary to  give sufficient tim e  for the 
dampness to  pass off. T his period wonld 
vary w ith seasons and w ith  the  ripeness 
of the  crop, b n t as a  general rule, to  be 
observed in  all seasons, five or six weeks 
are  usually allowed.

W e commenced tho plan of testing 
milk fo rb n tte r  fa t A pril 1,1890. Tak­
ing  tho tests about once per week, we 
took five te sts  in  A pril, and m ade an 
average of the  five tests for a  basis of 
each patron. A t tho  end of tho month 
wo found th e  churn  had made .088 per 
cent. (8 8-10 per cw t.) more b u tte r  than 
tho test w ork indicated; therefore we 
added th a t percentage to  each te st, g iv­
ing  each pa tron  h is  pro ra ta  share of 
w hat the  churn  made more than  the 
test w ork indicated.

T he tests are  a ll made by num ber, the 
person malting th e  tests never knowing 
whoso m ilk is being teste'd. A fter the 
testa are  made and  reported the  foreman 
o f tho cream ery attaches tho patron’s 
name to  tho num ber; then the  w ork is 
ready for tho  bookkeeper. T his is  done 
to  remove any cause fo r suspicion of 
favoritism  on tho  p a rt of the  patrons. 
Wo keep a  daily  record of the bu tte r  
yield of the  cream ery, and  if  we have 
any suspicion th a t any  one is dishonest 
we take a  te s t Immediately and they 
are credited by  th is  te s t u n til another is 
made.

For April the  low est yield for any 
patron w as 3.62 pounds of b u tte r  for 
each 100 pounds of m ilk delivered, and 
tho highest was 4.74 pounds of butter 
fo r each 100 pounds of m ilk received— 
the la s t receiving 81 per cent, more per 
100 pounds of m ilk than  the  first.

T his creamery is operated on  the  divi­
dend plan, tb» patrons paying us four 
cents a  pound for m aking the 'bu tte  
the  old plan of paying by the  100 ponnds 
of m ilk each patron would have 
ceived sixty-seven cents per 100 pounds 
for his m ilk; a s  we paid by  th e  test the 
low est received fifty-seven and seven- 
e ighths cents per 100 pounds, and the 
highest seventy-three cen ts per 
ponnds.

W e are  now using th e  P a trick  or Iowa 
s ta tion  test, and  like i t  well.

Tho following is  the  percentage of 
cream and  of b u tte r  fa t in  fourteen sam­
ples of m ilk, the  m ilk having been al­
lowed to  stand  un til the  cream raised 
and  was measured; then  i t  w as tested 
w ith  P a trick 's test:

and also a  U nited States post road; th a t 
tho company now has seven poles carry­
ing seven wires on tho east side of Canal, 
between Pearl and Bridge streets; th a t 
there has been no legislation by tho 
sta te  prescribing other than  the  present 
and usual method of m aintaining the 
lines and th a t they are  no t encroach­
ments o r  encumbrances upon the  street. 
T h a t on April 25 tho city’s  officers

See th a t the  cows have a  liberal sup 
ply of pure cold w ater. As well m ight 
a  cook expect to  make good, palatable 
porridge ou t of m usty oatm eal a nd  s tag­
nan t w ater a s  to  g e t pure, sw eet fla­
vored, wholesome m ilk ou t of musty 
feed and foul drink  consumed by  a  cow.

See th a t the  cows have access to  salt 
every day. They best know  when to 
help themselves.

L et the  cows be saved from  annoyance 
and w orry. A ny harsh  trea tm en t tha t 
excites a  cow lessens tho quantity  and 
in jures the  quality  of her yield.

W here practicable le t  the  cows be 
m ilked regularly  as to  tim e, and by the 
sam e person.

T he udder should be  well brushed and 
then rubbed w ith  a  coarse towel before 
milking.

Tho milk should be carefully strained 
imm ediately a fte r th e  m ilking is  com­
pleted.

Thorough a iringo f th e  m ilk for a  few 
m inutes by dipping, pouring or stirring 
w ill improve th e  flavor of the  butter.

W hen set for th e  rising of th e  cream 
m ilk should be a t a  tem perature of 
about DO degs. F.

W hen deep se tting pails are  used the 
w ater in  the  tank should be k ept a s near 
45 degs. F. as possible.

M ilk cans should be  washed in  cold .or 
tepid w ater first, th en  rinsed in  boiling 
w ater before they are  exposed to  ' 
aired. The addition of a  little  soda and 
borax to  the  ho t w ater w ill increase its 
cleansing properties.—Prof. Robertson, 
in  Farm . Stockm an and  Home.

W ith  the  once per 
day delivery' plan tho care  of the  nigh t's 
milk devolves upon the  patron, and  eight 
ou t of every ten of them  resolve to  do 
as little  as possible fo r th e  best keeping 
of the  milk.

If  there  w as an immense job  of labor 
connected w ith the  home care of the 
n igh t's mess there would be some ex­
cuse, b n t w ith  a  tw enty-live cent ther­
mometer and  a  b ig  dipper one can 
aerate a  big can o f m ilk, and  know  that 
the  tem perature has been reduced a  cer­
ta in  num ber -of degrees, and insure 
alm ost absolutely a  good keeping condi­
tion of the  m ilk.—Jo h n  Gould.

where thousands of studen ts go annually, 
m any o f them  am bitious young teachers 
who desire to  im prove themselves during 
the ir brief vacation. A t th e  school, ox 
schools ra the r—for the re  has gradually 
g row n here an agglom eration of educa­
tional nuclei—every branch o f learning, 
a r t  or science has a  six  weeks’ te rm  de­
voted to  it. The lessons a re  so long, the 
study  so severe, th a t no  m ore th a n  one 
o r tw o branches can be taken du ring  a 
summer, b u t these few  are  learned with 
more thoroughness than  one m igh t ex­
pect from  the  conditions.

Every k ind  of person is  found among 
the  students. There are  some college 
presidents and professors, who in  the ir 
hearts know they are  deficient in  a  given 
branch of learning. T hey come here, 
and  w ith the  simple hum ility  of the 
child s it perhaps am ong the ir own s tu ­
dents and make up  th e  lack they  know 
of. This is  the  tru e  sp irit of science.
