TRAINS MUSI NOT RUN.

SOME PLAIN TALK ON THE SUB-
JECT OF RAILROAD BTRIKES.
How *“Public Seotiment” Is Created, and
What It Amounts To—How About the
*Rights" of the Wronged?—The Cloak-

makers' “‘Sweaters.”

Moasured by the interest manifested
by press and public the most important
event of the year in labor circles is the
New York Central strike. It should be
of the deopest importance to organized
railway employes, for it has proved con
clusively—if proof were wanting—that
in only one way can railway companies
bo compsiled to concede tho demands of
those in their employ. Tho chief busi-
hess of railroading is the operation of
trains; every other branch of the busi-
1w s simply subsfBiary. So long asa
company can run its trains, or any con-
siderable portion of them, its striking
employea are fighting a losing battlo.
Of conrse overybody knows this, and 1
wm mot imparting nows in stafing it
bero. But while it is known to overy
ane railroad strikes aro generally®talled
and conducted under circumstances and
in such a way ag to mako ono think the
stikers amd their leaders aro wholly ig-
norant on this point.

The history of strikes of railway men,
from 1877 down to the present time, pre-
souts a list of defeats very rarcly broken
by the record of a victory, and in every
case defeat was dne to lack of assuranco
before the strike was ordered that the
elements necessary to prevent the opera-
ton of trains were controllable, or be-
eauso the conragago uso them was want-
ing during the strike. The Union Pacifi
strikes of My 1 and Aug. 15, 1884, wero
eweptions. [n tho first of theso strikes
the men were eompletely unorganized,
but they had the courago to swop th
ranning of all but the mail trains, and
the company very wisely yielded in a
fow days. Atthe timoof tho August
strike the men had mattersin such shaj
$hat it only took the officials fory-cight
hours ko learn that the trains would not
&n-ml to run until the demands
ot their employes were rocognized.

In a majority of casea too muoh has
been left to be settled after the strike
was on. Certain departments have
struok without any hope of winning un-
aided by the men in other departments,
but foolishly trusting that the justice of

sir canso would win at the proper
timo the co-operation of these others.

A MILKING [/ACHINE THAT WILL
MILK INVENTED AT LAST.

It Is Not & Yankeo Notlon, but a Brit-
1ah Ono—It Will Apparently To & God-
soud to Dairymen with Large Merds.

A good wany of the visitors to the Kil-
marnock show last week took occasion
to inspect the working of the new milk-
ing mac! Imm invented by Mr. Murel
land, which has been for some wecks in
daily use on » tho farm of Haining Mains,
some three miles from Kilmarnock. The
machine has bean working efficiently
nd without a single hitch. The cows
were found to be milked quite clean in
from cight to ten minutes, and as one
dairymaid could attend to tho milking
of half a dozen cows by the machine it
seems clear that dairy farmers will
shortly have the means of overcoming
the milking difficulty.

Briefly described the maching is sim-
ply an cvolution of the idea embodied in
the bell-and-suction tube found in every
druggist’s shop for drawing the milk
from o womnn's breast. An iron suction
tube is fitted all round the byre, above
the cows, and from this an india rubber
tube desconds to the vessel into which
the milk is to be drawn. A belt is hung
over tho cow's back, and from this belt
the close vessel into which the milk is to
be drawn is suspended.

Four separate India rubber tubes,
about a foot and a half long, terminate
in this vessel, and at the other end they
have tin necks whioh go on to the sepa-

rate teats of the cow. They do not
the teats, but fix themselyes by the force
of the suction to the ndder at tho root
of tho teats. The suction force issup-
plied by a force pump erected in a cor-
ner of the byre, which can be easily man-

aged by a boy. The lidof the closed
Vesscl 5 of glass, so that the milkmaid
can see at a glance that the four differ-
ent streams of milk from the aifferent
teats are coming all right, and this glass
cover is also held on by the suction.
As zoon as the suction forco is switched
off the glass lid can be lifted off and the
tubes withdrawn from the teats.

It may be objected that some difficulty
would be experienced in keeping these
India rubber tubes clean, particularly
during the warm weather, but _there is
1o reason why they should not be made
of tin, in which case they could be ef-
fectively cleansed by ringing with boil-
ing water. The tin necks of these tubes
were sharp at the point where they
grasped the udder, and some of the ex-
perts were inclined to think that the
bell shape would be better, but these
are details which the inventor will soon
make right. The cows at Haining Mains'
seemed to like the mechanical milker
very well, at least thoy chewed the cud
very complacently while the milk was
being Arawh frofa thema by the suction
tube. The initial cost of the apparatus
should not be great, and altogether the
simplicity of the machine is one of the
g strqngest points that can be urged in its
Fayor.

RURAL SWEATERS.

How thie Wives and Daughters of Farm-
Help to Keep Down Olty Wages.

There is ono class of laborin the cloth-
ing business which is worso paid_than
the cloakmukers and than the Hebrews
in the stuffy east ido &weater shops
along Division and its cross streets. They
aro farmers’ wives and daughters. Dur-
ing th fall and winter months there is
little doing on a farm or in many small
country towns. Tho head of the family
works, but his wives and danghters have
not much to do. They find that by
making clothes they can earn two or
three dollars apieco o week during the
afternoon and evening. Thay are good
workers, and they do honest, faithful
work, and the few dollars that they earn
is 80 muclh added to the family fond. It
is enongh for them to buy an occasional
new dress and to take a few weeks at
Ocean Grove or Asbury Park the next

Some of the large manufacturers haye
their goods cut and send all the mate-
rials with an agent around to the coun-
try :uuu: and farm houses where these
people live, e are many such in
New Em,lunvl and the middle states.
The dgent leaves enough work for a
month, and calls around at the end of a
‘month to inspect and take back the fin-
ished work and to leave material for
further work. These women do not have
to live on their wages. Money in hand
has an abnormal value to them. There
are many of them who do not have $20 a
year to spend as they wish. They will
work at a much lower rate than any
work that can be done in New York.
Of course, they can be used on only cer-
tain standard grades of work, and not
on orders that have to be filled rapidly.
They do a great deal of the cheap work,
even than the eweat shops of

It is the competition of these women
which has cut down the wages in the
clothing trade, and which throws out of
work for several months in the year the
regular clothing makers of New York
city. As the country women will do the
work so much cheaper themanufacturers
throw as much work to them as they
can, and all the cheap grades they are
ablé to attend to.—New York Sun.
