DILLON AND OBRIEN

NEWSPAPER COMMENT ON THEIR

LoxDON, Sept. 10.—The arrest of the
Irish loaders yesterday fills & conspicu-
ous place in the newspapers throughout
the United Kingdom this morning. Va-
rious explanations are surmised to ac-
count for Mr. Balfour’s sudden stroke.
The commonest one on the part of the
Liberal press Is that its object was to
prevent Messrs. Dillon and O'Brien from
going to America to arouse American
sympathy and to solicit American aid.
The Conservatives, however, scont the
idea that Mr. Balfour could have acted
from such a motive. They see in his
present policy a laudable effort to pre-
wvent the recurrence of disorder In Ire-
land. On the whole, one gets the im-
pression that the predominant public

opinion i3, so far, extremely doubtful of
the wisdom, or expediency of the govern-
ment's course.

The Dublin Freeman’s Journal, Na-
tionalist, says: “If the government’s
object was to stop the visit of Messrs.
Dillon and O'Brien to America, the ar-
rests are a shameful confession of his
weakness and discomfiture.” Further

reporter of the MorxiNG Press started
out yesterday to investigate the work-
ings of the Warren-Scharf Asphalt com-
pany. At the company’s business head-
quarters on Watson strect ho was in-
formed that the asphalt is imported from
the Island of rinidad, which lies off the
southeast coast of Florida and belongs
to the group of West India Islands. It
_ s mined or dug from the top of a lake

which lies in the interfor. The lake is
nearly three miles long and one wile
wide, and the asphalt is harvested from
the surface by natives. The supply is
inexhaustible; as fast as it is haryested
from the surface more of it rises from
the bottom. Its color is black and re-
sembles pitch tar.

The Warren-Scharf company and the
Barber compauy of \Washington have
exclusive control of the supply, the
‘Warren-Scharf company having its
headquarterd in New York and the

- Barber company in Washington. The
former has laid_ pavoment in the streets
of 22 leading American cities. They
hlv\‘ their own line of boats plying be-
tween Now York and the island. The
asphalt {s imported in barrels and is
refined at the company’s refining works
in New York.

Next }\Iondl\ the plant here will re-
ceive an Invoice of asphalt from New
York and the wanman will be here
Tuesday or Wednesday. The men who
lay the asphalt on the concrete and
cement foundation which has been
pared for it, are all negroes from the clty
of Washington, The asphalt is red hot
when dumped on the street and the
colored men, with gunny sacks tied
aronnd their feet, nke it smooth. The
