The 
engagement was a  profitable one and It 
was a  d ram atic success, the  only cloud 
to  m ar the brillian t horizon being the 
poor ta len t displayed by the  m ajority of 
the  supporting company. Mr. Downing, 
Mr. Holt and Eugenio B lair a re  a rtists, 
and their work a t  each performance was 
meritorious. “ The W hite Pilgrim ” 
affords excellent opportunity for the  dis­
play of ta len t in both Downing and 
Holt, and in fac t the  character acting of 
the la tte r  as Sigurd was really his bc& 
work here.

Ho 
was shortly Induced to  return  to the

ment of which he not only Intrenched 
himself in the  hearts of the music loving 
public of V ienna, bu t made himself and 
the  "Sperl”  famous all over Europe. It 
Is, therefore, over sixty years th a t the 
S trauss orchestra has b^en a  name to 
conjure w ith, and Its reputation has been 
m aintained unimpaired, as its direction 
has passed from the  elder to  the  younger 
Johoun and  finally to  Eduard, who has 
now for nearly tw enty years directed the 
famous band In all the  leading c ities of 
Europe.
