T H E  M’KIXLKY BILL.
Now It is quite  c ertain  the  McKinley 

bill as amended and agreed to  in confer­
ence, will become the  law. and i t  is 
fu rther quite certain  th a t i t  will remain 
the  law concerning imports for a t  least 
four years, perhaps much longer, be­
cause the  senate cannot bo changed 
sooner than four years; possibly not 
then.

T he a gitation for a  change in the  tariff 
as fixed will perhaps no t cease. I t  will 
continue with more or less Interest, ac­
cording to  the  condition of the  country. 
I f  general prosperity does not se t in 
strong, no difference from w hat cause it 
is deferred, the  impatience of th e  people 
will refuse fu rther confidence to  the Re­
publican party , and its policy.

We do no t believe this change in the 
ta riff  will favorably affect business. Wo 
fea r i t  w ill be unfavorable. We are  now 
speaking o f the  immediate effect as it  
w ill appear through the  operations of 
Importers and the ir influence upon the 
money m arket. The effect upon con­
sumers is more d istan t, b u t should It 
cause such advances and declines in

a t once as a re  to  be expected from 
the  changes in  rates, its effects will be 
used to  condemn i t  or approve it  in  this 
electlou, and the  fate  of parties will be 
in  the  resu lt next November.

B u t to  business men the fac t remains, 
the  tariff question Is settled for a  num­
ber of years despite the  contests of par­
ties over th a t issue. T his feature of the 
situation should maKo the  tariff question 
a  secondary one a t  th is  tim e and concen­
tra te  the a ttention of voters on other 
Issues. We believe the  general pros­
perity of the  people is more involved in 
o the r questions than  the tariff.

T he Lodge election bill presents an 
issue th a t is sectional and provocative of 
th e  bitterness engendered by the rebel­
lion and emancipation. If  the  bill had 
not th e  appearance of a  purely partisan 
movement and was indeed an earnest 
measure to  insure houest elections it  
would bo be tter  received with conserva­
tive voters. B ut it  has the suspicion 
fixed upon it  th a t i ts  first purpose is the 
success of the  Republicau party  ra the r 
than  the  preservation of the  righ ts of 
colored citizens. I t  is an impeachment 
of the  honesty of southern elections and 
Is bitterly  resented by the  southern 
whites. Wo do no t believe the hateful 
feelings i t  is calculated to  revive will be 
beneficial to  the nation or the  colored 
race. T he negro is now a  citizen and, 
like a  w hite citizen, he m ust fight his 
own battles for the  r igh t of citizenship 
th a t he may bo denied or cheated ou t of.

I t  Is tim e sectional ha tred  should 
cease and love of the  union fostered. I t 
was a  m istake to  make a  voter of the ig. 
n o ran t frecdman so soon a fte r emerging 
Irom  slavery. l ie  is no t y e t capable of 
ru ling  the w hites of the  south, and in­
deed he cannot do so save in  force and 
blood. To force his rule on th e  south 
through the  federal bayonet is a  danger­
ous policy to  e n ter upon.

The silver coinage question is not fully 
settled. T he growing demand of all in­
dustria l classes Is fo r free silver coin­
age. A new issue  of legal tender treas­
ury  notes is wanted and in  these Iwo 
fea tures of the  money question abides 
more hope for general prosperity than in 
h igh tariff and a force bill for the  south­
ern negro.

T he trend  of national legislation must 
be changed from favor to  the  few to 
favor for the  many. Anti-monopoly is 
no t a  meaningless sound. Aside from so 
m uch of w hat the  word conveys as may 
be found In taxation and tru sts  its  main 
significance is aimed a t corporations. 
T he vast aggregations of capital will not 
be to lerated as rough riders over the 
tolling masses. There is sucla a thing  as 
usury In dividends as well as m interest 
and usury Is robbery In any shape. Cap­
ita l, In a ll fairness. Is not entitled to any 
g rea ter p a rt of the  national gain in 
w ealth  than  Is labor, and th is m ust be­
come the  rule through the  elimination of 
w atered stock and government control of 
such grea t and general en terprises as 
requ ire  chartered privileges.

Sweeten i t  and soften it and disguise 
as we may, the  preacher of our day Is no 
more o r less (and properly so) than  a 
hired man, and If he does no t please bit 
m asters he cannot complain th a t they 
h a v e  no fu rther use for him, He Is 
under exactly the  sam e limitations 
all m en'w ho work for wages. If  Brother 
H eritage's congregation were all Prohi­
bitionists he could safely preach politt 
cal prohibition, bu t under the  circum­
stances i t  would have beeu dangerous for 
him to have spoken less guardedly 
more strongly.
