office, has deemed it necessary to call
the atfention of the public toit. He has
issued a cireu on the subject and re-
quests postmasters to enlist the service
of the press in giving to the public in-
formation relative fo his department
which may result in increasing the
effealoncy of the postal system.  Follow-
are some of tho mora important and in
teresting statoments made in the circular:

Over six million pleces of mail matter
are sent annually to the dead letter of-
fice by reason of incorrect, illegible, or
deficient address, insufiiciont postage,
fnsecure inclosing, whereby —matter
mailed becomes sopurated from the en-
velope or wrapper, or the failure to be
oalled for or delivered to the person ad-
dressed. This Is a daily average of over
twenty thousand pleces.

Matter sent to the dead letter office,
which cannot be delivered to the person
addressed, Is required to be opened in its
treatment for the purpose of return to
the sender, and if the name and address
of the sender bie ot shown or cannot be
ascertained from .the contents, and it
contains no valuable inclosuie, it must
be destroyed.

Letters opened and found to contain
any inclosure of obvious value are en-
tered upon proper records, and, if such,
those which do not disclose sifiicient in-
lormnxlon to enable them to be returned

re filed, -subject to reclamation upon
pwpel’ application and identification.

- Of thé onclaimed and underlivered
mail matter received during the past
fiscal year, 451,000 were letters misdi-
rected, or only partially addressed—that
is, mot addressed to a postoffice, or,
addressed to a postoffice withont the
state being given, or, addressed to a
postofiice not in the state named, etc.,
ete.—while 24,000 were entirely blank,
bearing no address whatever.
the latter were frequently found the
correspondence of business men, of
which a large portion contained inclos-
ures of money, drafts, checks, etc.

One hundred and sixty-five thousand
were letters mainly addressed to persons
in care of hotels. Forty-two thousand
were letters to fictitious addresses, and
principally correspondence relating: to
what is known as ‘‘green goods™ or “saw
dust” swindles, etc., many of them con-
taining money with orders for the pur-
chase of these fraudulent goods. Parties
engaged in these frandulent and unlaw-
ful enterprisesiinvariable do so under an
assumed name, and when the character
and business of such persons is discover-
ed by the postal authorities, such matter
addressed to them is declared *‘fictitions™
and delivery withhold.

Another fine shrub is the elder, with
its great flat cymes of ivory white flow-
ers. A large bush, covered with blos-
soms, has the appearance of being
draped with lace. Its wine colored ber-
ries are very attractive during the au-
tumn. For a corner where it can be
given ample room to develop itself in we
have few better shrubs,

The dogwoods might perhaps be called
emall trees more appropriately than
shrubs. But call them what we will,
they are well deserving a place in any
collection where thero is room enough
for them,

The shadblow is another good bash
for garden use. Its white flowers are
always huiled with delight, because
they come so early inspring. In time
it becomes quite a tree, but it can be
kept as a shrub for years by cutting it
back well each season.
