The Waste at a Summer Hotel.

In accordance with the long estab-
lished and destructive idea which has
prevailed in the best hotels of the United
States from time immemorial, at least
twice as much food is served as the
guest can eat. The result is that at least
fifty barrels of waste are carted away
from this hotel each day by a man em-
ployed for that purpose. In the rush
consequent npon the feeding of so many
persons silverwaro and other articles in
use in the dining rooms are constantly
being thrown into the receptacles for
this waste material, and consequently
the services of one man are required to
search and rescue these utensils.

At a certain seaside hotel 8,000 per-
sons can be fed at one time. Oue
Saturday and Sunday nearly 20,000
persons were catered to between the
hours of 11:30 a. m. and 1 p. m. Judg-

ing from the amount of food do-
voured, everieumn. ‘woman and child
visiting the beach that day must have
been hungry. The value of the silver-
sware and crockery used by this immense
crowd amounted in the aggregate to
$30,000. Each one required three nap-
kins, one for personal use and the other
two for the waiter's use. Five plates
were used with each order, no matter
how trivial, which ran the total number
of pieces of crockery up to 75,000.—New
York World.

LAYING HENS.

ow and What to Foed for n Regular
Sepply of Egge In Winter.

It you want your hentolay give them
food best caleulated to furnish egg form-
ing material and _gently stimulato—rna-
terial to furnish lime for tho shell and
meat to make blood. Remember that
thereisa continual drain on the resources
of the regular 1 hen, In summer
on extended runs hens will almost or en-
tirely find their own egg malking mate-
rial. But in winter and in confinement
tlieso must be supplied regularly. One
simple rulo with adult fowls is to give
them as much food ns they will eat
eagerly and no more. When practicablo
make laying hens seratoh and work for
their feed. Bxercise conduces toprolifi
acy, while moping about and overfeed-
ingresults in too much fat to allow tho
production of a full quota of eggs. Food
for laying fowls is one of the subjects
considered in the ponltry report of the
experiment farm at Ottawa, Canada.
Following are some of the directions

en:

Tn the cold weather of winter a warm
meal in the morning is necessary to start
and keep up a steady supply of azgs. A
good plan is to throw all the waste of
the kitchien in the shapeof scraps, pieces
of bread, uneaten vegetables, etc.
a pot, heat up in the morning till nearly
boiling, and then mix bran, provender,
shorts or whatever is most abundant or
cheap on the farm into & hot mess, dust-
ing in a small quantity of red pepper be-
fore mixing. Let the mixture stand for
a few minutes until the meal is nearly
cooked, then feed in a clean trough, with
laths over it, to keep the hens from jump-
ing in and fouling or wasting the feed
in their eager anxiety.

Feed only enough of this soft stuff to
barely satisfy, never enough to gorge.
When a hen has had so much food that
she will go intoa corner and mope sho
has had too much, and if the overfeed-
ing is continued will soon cense to lay.
The laying hens are the active ones. If
food is given at noon it should be oats,
sand scattered among the litter on the
floor. Thisameal should be light. The
1ast feed in the afterncon shonld be gen-
erous. Each hen should besent to roost
with s full crop to carry her over the
long night. Green food in, the shape of
vegetables usually grown on every farm
will bo relished by the layers.

Cabbages, turnips OF CAITOts are gen-
erally the most convenient. Small pota-
toes boiled and mixed with provender or
bran is n good change for the morning.
meal. Someof the above named vege
tables should always be in the pens of
the layers. Red clover hay, steamed,
chopped and mixed with bran, and given
while hot, is one of the healthicst foods
for the morning meal. Meat in some
shape must bo given at least twice a
week to furnish blood making material.
Hens fed on meat lay well. If given no
meat the hens will eat their eggs and
pick feathers from one anothier.

As cold weather approaches provision
must be made for keeping laying hens
warm, especially at night. Hens will
bear a great deal of cold in the sunzhine,
and will not stop laying if they can roost
warm, The importance of warm quar-
ters, with good ventilation, can hardly
De overestimated. A very/good arrange-
ment for & hen house for winter suggest-
ed by one authority in suck matters
Zonsists in making” the ceiling of rails
about six feet above the floor. These
rails are covered with soft hay or coarse
swamp hay of any kind. The roosts are
placed aboat three feet high above the
floor.

Selecting Seed Coru.

In selecting seed corn be careful to re-
ject grains the outside shell or pulp sac
of which is broken, for the germinating
power of such sved is impaired. Reject
also all ill shapen kernels. Most farm-
ers refect the tip and butt kernels, bt
it is pretty well demonstrated that this
is no improvement. Lf the ears are guite
fully developed and well filled out it is
claimed, with considerable truth, that
to discard the butt and tip grains has a
tendency to shorten the ears. In high
morthern latitudes, however, where the
dent varieties are mostly grown, the tip
seeds are nsually discarded becansoof an
alleged tendency to degeuerate i
flint variety,—American Agriculturist.

The Care of Manure.

Even solid manure  requires care. If
the solids are massed together and be-
come very dry they will posscss bt Tittle
valne, but can be preserved by the addi-
tion of absorbents, which permit of mix-
ing both the liquids and solids in a man-
ner to impart to the whole n ureater
value than is possessed by either singly,
45 110 manure can bea complete fertilizer
that does not contain all the substances
required as plant food, henco absorbents
24 to the manure as well as preseryeit.

Tiings Told by Apiarists.

Professor A. F. Cook says: “Never al-
low the queen to be forced to idleness
for want of emp! . Bxtrect all
nncapped honey in the fall and the honey
from all the brood combs not needed for
the winter.  The honey should also be
thrown from pieces of drone comb which
are cut from the brood frames and from
the uncapped comb in eections at the
close of the season.™

M. Quimby said on the subject
winteriug bees: “Dry, pure
proper, even temperature are two prime
essentials in snccessful wintering of bees,
Theso certainly cannot be so perfectly
controlled out of doors as in a snitable
indoor repository.

A Colorailo bee keeper says: 1t will
fot pay to buy bos_ hives and black bees
to transfer and Italianize, However, if
& persan going intothe business has ha
little or no experience it is good school-
ing to perform this work; but otherwise
it is better to purchase a good stock of
bees in good frame hives ready for busi-

A Volcano Serving as a Lighthouse.

News bronght down to Port Townsend
by officers and passengers on the steamer
Arago confirms the reports as to Mount
Bogoslov being in a state of activity.
About two months ago_there was a vio-
lent earthquake on all the islands in the
Alentian group, and soon after Bogos-
lov, which is on Oumnak Island, began
emitting steam and smoke and fire and
lava. Bogoslov has been an active vol-
cano since 1766, when the island upon
which it is sitnated is said to have risen
from the sea,

Although always marked on charts as
extinct several times in the past year
smoke and steam have been issuing from
the crater, and from its original height
of 1,800 feet the volcano has been eaten

down to feet above the sea level
Professor Elliot, of the Smithsonian In-
stitution. has visited the island upon
which the volcano is situated, and has
made important scientific investiga-
tions. The flare of fire thousands of
feet in height can be seen at night issu-
ing from the mountain.

Mount Shishaldin, which is 5,952 feet
bigh. on Analga Island, is emitting steam
and smoke, and, it is thought, will soon
bein a state of ernption. This mount-
ain can be seen at sea for nearly 100
miles, and will be of great good to nay-
igation if it should become active, as
the pillar of fire can be seen for a great
distance, and will serve as a_guide
through the dangerons Oumnak Pass.—
San Francisco Chronicle.
