I Mr. Umlson of the  Hudson house, and 
denies ever having signed any other. 
He denies over having rented any of

R eferring particularly to  the ‘‘notorious 
house near the city  w ater works on 
Michigan avenue," ho shows by the alll- 
dav ito f the assessor of Lansing tha t the 
property was assessed to Mary A. Sh  e in 
1884, and th a t for the  years 1885. *881*. 
1887, 1888, 188i», 181K) the properly was 
assessed to  Minnie Hell, and th a t It was 
not assessed to  Janies M. T u rner those 
years. I t  Is claimed, however, th a t 
these women only held the  property un­
der eontracts of sale th a t covered up 
rental, and th a t the property has since 
reverted to  T urner. If the circum­
stances sustain tliis view It will lie all 
tho  worse for Mr. Turner.

I t  is also asserted by citizens of Lan­
sing th a t the  Jordan  brick yard, from 
w hich F a rr  and V incent got the  b 
for the  school building for the blind 
really owned by T urner, and tha 
also has since become the property of 
Turner.

I f  trickery  and deception are  the 
m cnts under w hich^M r,•Turner con 
cd his In terests and reaped profits from 
violation of sta tu to ry  and moral law 
ho will stand doubly condemned before 
tho people.
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TURNER’S DEFENSE.
T he defense of Jam es M. T urner 

a gainst tho a ttack  made upon him by 
Prof. McElroy appeared in thoTolegram- 
U erald yesterday m orning and (ills 
columns. About one-half of It is devoted 
to showing Prof. McElroy a mean 
man, unw orthy of the  office he llllcd and 
how Mr, T u rner found it  out and used 
h is official positipn to  em barrass, annoy 
and humiliate him. I t  is plainly w ritten 
all over th is defense th a t Jam es M. T u r­
ner had conceived a  dislike of McElroy 
from some cause not so plainly seen and 
th a t ho had p u t upon himself the task of 
annoying him. Tho rea l cause of T ur­
ner's dislike of McElroy was not Inconip- 
etoncy for the  duties of superintendent 
and tho w ar upon him evidently was In 
spired by T u rner and was waged upon 
him in an underhand way by no means 
complimentary to T u rner 's  manliness 
and  candor.

T he tone of the defense is no t high 
and  dignified. T here  are  slangy ex 
slons in it  and a sp irit of sw agger unbo  
coming a  man chosen as a candidate for 
governor.

In regard to his conduct as treasurer 
for tho fund for the  school for the blind 
ho substantially  adm its the tru th  of the 
charges made by Prof. McElroy. 
adm its he drew out the  S30.000 from the 
s ta le  treasury  th a t constituted the total 
appropriation for tho school, and tha t 
tire same was carried in his private ac 
counts. T his is Mr. T u rner's own state 
mont on th is Im portant point:

“ Now, in  r6gard to  the gross misuse of 
tho funds belonging to the  sta te  school 
for the  blind. I have only to  say th a t in 
my office a t  - th a t time, as now, there 
wore kept largo accounts w ith more than 
two hundred Individual acoouuts. Dur­
ing tho tim e of m y Incumbency as treas­
u rer of the  institution, the  account of 
tho school fo r tlie blind w as added to  the 
o ther accounts In my office. On every 
occasion, instantly  upon the  receipt of 
any funds for account of the  institution, 
they were handed over to my cashier, 
Mr. C. P. Ten Eyck, to be placed to the 
cred it of the institution, whore they re­
mained and were not mixed with any 
o ther account. When vouchors, or pay­
rolls, duly audited and certified by Me 
Elroy, were presented, they were paid, 
e ither in currency or check, ond charged 
against th is account. Not one dollar of 
school funds, while I was treasorer of 
th a t institution, was ever loaned to any 
individual, corporation or bank, for any 
lim e or for any amount. Nor did I  while 
connected w ith said Institution ever re­
ceive from any source one penny of in­
terest on any funds in my hands.

T h is avoids the  direc t charge of Prof. 
McElroy th a t the sta te  fund was carried 
In bank to  the  credit of Janies M .Turner 
and subject to his check. T his was for­
bidden by law. For Mr. T urner to say 
he did not loan this money to  any one 
and did not receive interest on It is beg­
g ing tho question. lie  had placed the 
money, con trary  to  law, in  h is own ac­
counts. where he could use it for his own 
advantage. Mr. T u rner was not loan­
ing money to any one a t th a t time. He 
needed all the  money he could got for 
his own use and advantage. Other bal­
ances in sta te  funds, carried .as tho law 
d irects by tho other sta te  officers brought 
to  the  s ta te  4 per cen t Interest. In  ef­
fect Mr. T u rner loaned this money to 
himself, b u t paid no Interest. He claimed 
to  Alger and others a t the tim e th a t he 
had a  right to  do this as he had given 
security  fo r the money. T hjs, however. 
Is no defense, for I t was against th e  law 
for Mr. T u rner to deposit the money in 
bank to  h is own crodst. I t  was the  state’s 
money and tho  sta te  was entitled to  tho 
luterest on  the  daily balances.

On the m atter of sales of brick, Mr. 
T u rner shows by Mr. Vincent's affidavit 
tlm t he d( î not sell brick to  the  con-; 
trac tors for th e  building of the  school 
fo r the  blind, nor did he force upon the 
contractors a rule th a t compelled them 
to buy brick in Lansing a t prices higher 
than brick could have been bought in 
Owo&so. The Mr. Vincent th a t makes 
th is affidavit a t  th is tliAc is the  same 
Mr. Vincent who made the  affidavit for 
Mr. McElroy susta in ing  the  c h a r t  s 
then made.

he *‘U personally interested.** and th a t it 
cost higher than  other slate, bu t ho 
claims it  is be tter, and th a t the  state got 
fu ll value received In the  purchase of 
th is slate.

Mr. T u rner claims th a t every vouclmr 
he paid for the  school was upon approval 
of Prof. McElroy a s  superintendent. 
T h is Is a good defense against McElroy, 
b u t if the  la tte r chooses to expose any

REED AND HARRISON.
Reed is indignant a t  H arrison for ig­

noring his choice for a  collector in hi:

bill will pass tho next congress.

If  the Republicans win the  olectious 
next November the tariff question will 
be ended for some tim e, because it  will 
be the second expression by tho pi 
favorable to  the Republican view.

- T he scarcity  of gas continues to  play 
the  m ain p a rt in  a t  least a .dozen of the 
leading iron works. The falling off in 
supply and  the  loss o f tim e a re  now so 
discouraging in  some m ills th a t the  men 
threa ten  to  q u it w ork i f  the  change back 
to  coal is  no t soon made. There are 
nearly  8,1)00 iron w orkers on both sides 
of the  Xlonongahela r iver w ho have av­
eraged little  more than  h alf tim e in  the 
last throe weeks. In  about ten mills 
the  restriction on th e .o u tp u t of muck 
iron alone is  a t  least 200 tons a  day. 
T here are a  num ber of firms now  which 
w ill commence to  prepare  for coal to  be 
used in  case gas should give ou t when 
the  w eather gets colder. Tho change is 
m ade in  the  furnaces as they are  being 
repaired from  tim e  to  tim e. So fa r  as 
possible a ll the  mills are  run  to  their 
u tm ost, b u t the  average is  hliout two- 
th ird s  capacity .—P ittsbu rg  Chronicle-

Every devia­
tion sidewise from  a  s tra igh t lino de­
trac ts  from  its  carry ing  capacity : every 
deviation up  or down from its grade 
line is more or less fata l to  its efficiency 
The country is full of ditchers who, nc 
cording to  the ir own' story, have laid 
miles of tile  in  England or Ireland, who 
pretend to  have tho skill to  determ ine 
tho proper inclination of tho grade  lino 
entirely  by  the  eye.

"1 have tested tho w ork of some of the  
best men of th is class,” tells Professor 
Carpenter, "by  running a  level over 
tho bottom  o f tho  d itch  a fte r  thoy sup- 
posed it  w as filled to  receive tho tile, 
and I have found variations from tho 
grndo lino w ithin forty  rods equal to 
ouo foot in  dep th  and  sufficient to  nearly  
destroy tho value of tho drain. My own 
opinion is th a t 00 per cent, of the  class 
of work done by  those men is  more or 
less a failure, and th a t there are  miles 
of drain  in  operation not running  to 
one-half or to  one-quarter the ir fu ll ca­
pacity. T his of course m eans th a t for 
the  benefits received too grea t an ex­
penditure has been made for tile.

“ I t  never pays to  lay  tile  unless thoy 
are  laid in  such a  w ay th a t the ir full 
capacity  is utilized. I t does no t pay to 
givo |2t) per thousand (44 cen ts per rod, 
for four inch tile  and have them  laid so 
th a t they  will only do th e  w ork of two 
inch tile, w orth $10 per thousand) lOj 
cen ts pbr rod: ye t th is is  done more 
frequently than  m any would supp 
It is often done for men who feel fully 
satisfied th a t they have had a  good job 
done, sim ply because they  do not know 
w hat a  good jo b  is. In  all ordinary 
cases it  will pay  to  drain, and  in  any 
case it  w ill pay to  take such precautions 
as will insure you th a t your tile  w ill 

: to  full capacity."

reason why orchards in  many 
places, though productive for a  tim e, are 
uo t enduring is th a t tho  trees a re  of 

no t quite hardy  enough for the 
spot w here, they grow. Top worked 
upon native seedlings they do  well for 
a  while: b u t severe test w inters, in  con­
junction w ith heavy crops of f ru it as 
they come into fa ll bearing, weaken the  
v itality  o f the  grafts, and w ith a  hard 
w inter, imm ediately follow ing a  large 
yield of fru it, tho orchard is  found in 
ii bad and often  an irrecoverable con­
dition. There is noth ing  in  such a  re­
su lt th a t should be unexpected to  an in­
telligent cu ltivator. If ho w ants a  long 
lived orchard, says T. H. Hoskins, of 
Vermont, in  G arden and Forest, he 
m ust p lan t only such long lived varieties 
as are  quite  capable of enduring the 
severest extrem es of tho  locality.

B ut Mr. Hoskins believes i t  will often 
pay sufficiently well to  practice the  other 
m ethod, though inevitable risks a ttend  
it. The orchardists of south western 
Maine grow  such valuable commercial 
apples as the  Baldwin, th e  R hode Island 
greening, the  Roxhnry russet and the 
Gravenstein successfully only w hen top 
worked upon hardy native  stocks. Handy 
to  Portland and to Boston, these grow ­
e rs have easy access to  the  best homo 
and foreign m arkets w ith  the ir apples, 
which, w hen well grown and properly 
handled, havo a  quick and  su re  sale a t  a  
high price. T heir trees w ill not be long 
lived, bu t they w ill live long enough to 
yield a  handsome profit: and  a t  they 
rarely die all a t  one tim e the  orchard 
:an be kept up  by replan ting  o r by suc­

cessive planting, so as to  m ake th e  busi- 
continuous. Such orchards, short 

lived though they m ay be, a re  very u
profitable tl.aa  the ir long lived 

predecessors.
