WASHINGTON, Oct. 12.—0p.m, —Justice
Miller's condition remains practically
unchanged tonfght. He s slowly dylug.
He has not had a consclous moment
sinco Friday night. The paralysis is
slowly creoping upward.  The breath is
gradually growing shorter and extend-
ing less and less into the lungs which
are filled with congested blood. An
accumulation of phlogm in the throat
grows more serious and threatens to
produce strangulation at any momeut.
Dr. Lincoln says le docs not think he
can live through the night, but le said
50 Inst night. Members of family who
answer inquiries relative to his condi-
tion say that they are hopeless and death
must come soon, perhaps within a few
minutes, perbaps not for hours. They
do not think, however, that he
out throngh the night.

ABOUT FEEDING HOGS ON CREAMERY
BUTTERMILK,

It Is Well to Enow How Not to Do It
Have the Good of the Shoats in View
as Well ax the Getting Rid of the But-
termilk.

Theodore Louis answers an inquirer

n Farm, Stock and Home as follows on
ho subject of fattening hogs on butter-
milk at a creamer: o feed butter-
milk to advantage at a creamery re-
quires more than the simple feeding of
it. The few instances where I have had
an opportunity to observe hog feeding
at creameries forced the conclusion that
he only aimseems to bo how to get rid
of the Duttermilk, not how to feed and
fatten the hogs, the mud and filth often
being knee deep, and one would be at
his wit's end to kmow if a long line of
troughs contained buttermilk or mire.

Do not lavish pity on a brother dairy-
man who has been twice caught water-
ing bis milk.

Do mot let the
milking stable become a repository for
all of the cow dung on the premises, but
clear it out and scatter the manure over
some sterile field. The result will be
that you will be blessed with & pure at-
