J u s t i c e  M il le r  Is D ead.
Washington, Oct. 13.—Asssoclato 

Ju stice  M iller expired a t  10:32 tonight.
As had been predicted, the  end was 

peaceful and painless. He did not for a 
moment re tu rn  to  consciousness since 
the nigh t o f the  fatal stroke. No defi­
n ite  arrangem ents have been made In 
regard to  the  funeral.

D E A T H  O F G EN ER A L BE L K N A P.

W ashington, Oct. 13.—Gen. William 
W. Belknap, ex-secretary of war, was 
found dead in  bod this morning in  his 
room in the  E vans building on New 
York avenue lu  th is  city. T he room in 
which ho w as found joined his office 
rooms and was only occupied by the  
general d uring  his wife's absence from 
the city. Gen. Belknap was la s t soon 
olive on Saturday n igh t about m idnight, 
when he was on his way to  his rooms, 
apparently in excellent health . Mrs. 
Belknap, who Is In Now Y'ork City, 
has been notified of her husband's sud­
den death.

T he coroner’s Inquest showed th a t tho 
general suffered from fatty  degenera­
tion of th e  heart and th a t the  immediate 
cause of h is death  was inflam atlon of 
the  heart.

Gen. Belknap's career has been an 
honored, and checkered one. He was a  
g a llan t Iowa soldier In the  Union arm y, 
and w as a conspicuously able man in 
the  various positions he filled, and when 
P residcn tG raut appointed him secretary 
of w ar a fte r  the  death  of his faith fu l 
Rawlins the  country believed i t  was a 
Just rew ard for distinguished services. 
T hen came the  exposures brought about 
by the  Investigations o f the  forty-fourth 
congress, and Gun. Belknap's enforced 
retirem ent from the  cabinet. T o  this 
day the  friends of Gen. Belknap insist 
th a t he was .guiltless of an knowledge of 
the  co rrup t domestic influence by which 
he was surrounded and which led to  the 
bartering of the  post-tradcrshlps and 
o the r scandalous things.

Gen. Boynton said today th a t the 
country would one day, if i t  has not al­
ready done so, acqu it him of any  evil de­
sign o r corrupt act. "L ike  the  noble 
man th a t he w as,” said tho general, "he 
took upon himself aii the  blame and 
bore its consequences in silence In order 
to  save, as fa r  as possible from publicity 
the  supreme folly of his wife and rela­
tives."

The same honors to  his memory will 
be paid as have been paid to  all deceased 
predecessors, w ith the  single exception 
of Jefferson Davis, who. a t  his death, 
was not a citizen of his own country. 
T he departm ent will be draped this 
afternoon. The usual general order will 
be Issued and on the day of the  funeral 
tho departm ent will be closed.

U P  P IK E ’S PE A K .

T h e  A scen t o l M o u n ta in  May Now  
be M ade by  R a il.

Denver ,  Oct, 13.—The m ost Interest­
ing  even t in railroad  circles today, per­
haps. Is the  opening to traffic of tho 
M anltou & P ike's Peak railway, a cog 
railroad running  to  tho  top of Pike's 
Peak. T he work of constructing i t  was 
commenced about two years ago, the  ob­
je c t being to  furnish an easy means for 
western tourists to  reach the  pinnacle of 
P ike 's  Peak . T he exact length of the 
road Is 40,158 feet, o r  nine miles. The 
to tal ascent In th a t distance Is 7,500 feet. 
T he maximum grade Is 25 per cent. Tho 
lino has a  number o f sha rp  curves, some 
of which are  16 degrees. Of the  entire 
length 28,378 feet a re  s tra igh t line and 
18.477 feet curved. The rails a re  laid 
on red spruce ties having an eight-inch 
face: they a rc  seven Inches deep and 
nlfie fee t long. T he rails weigh 40 
pounds to the  yard. In  the  cen ter of 
tho track  two cog rails a rc  placed. T hey 
a re  made of the  finest Coca steel. The 
speed a ttainab le  on the road Is 17 miles 
in hour, b u t tra in s  •• ill no t be run  a t  a 

g rea ter speed th a n  eight miles an hour.
T he road IS equipped with three loco­

motive, each of which weighs 25 tons. 
One engine will push two c ars weighing 
42,000 pounds loaded. T ho cars are 
pushed, no t hauled, up  the  mountain. 
In  addition to  the  locomotives tho equip- 

o f tho road consists of six passen­
ger coaches, two observation c ars and 
two flat cars. Each car has capacity 
for carrying 00 persons.

The company which constructed the 
road is closely connected w ith the  Hock 
Island, and tho new road may almost be 
considered a  p a rt of the  Bock Island’s 
system. T he scene Is of the most mag­
nificent description possible. I t  consists 
of mountain stream , cascade, rapids 
canon and na tura l park.

As a ll the 
fac ts are  within my knowledge, I have 
boon requested to w rite  you full parti 
lars. Like all cities, we have dotcctl 
and police officers who are  anxious 
make a repu ta tion  oven if they have 
arrest Innocent persons. As a mattet 
fac t, your sons were not arrested  with 
any idea of proving them guilty of the 
crim e charged, bu t because two of then 
answered, In part, tho description o: 
men accused of m urdering a man in T a­
coma, state o f W ashington, about three 
years ago.

"An investigation showed conclusive 
ly th a t they were not the  persons w ant­
ed: In fact, there have been about 
tw enty persons arrested  for th a t same 
crime. About tho tim e they were a r­
rested one of the  settle rs in tho county, 
adjoining th e ir  claim , lost a  pa ir of spec­
tacles, a pipe and a m agnifying glass, all 
of the  value of about one dollar. Two 

in arrested  who had been 
u r sons and they claimed 
hpd given them the  prop­

erty . consequently they were arrested 
and indicted by the  grand  Jury. Tho 
case against them was tried th is week 
and the  Jury returned a verdict of no 
guilty, there being absolutely no evl 

against them. The sailors wen 
then tried and convicted. The evldenci 
being the  same in  both cases, they wort 
acquitted o f both charges and release! 
from custody. These are  tho facts it 
brief and can bo verified by w riting b

Our homo consnmption o f nearly  every 
product of the  land is far under w hat it 
should be, because we have been bowing 
to  European bankers and cap ita lis ts In 
m aintaining a  lim ited sliver coinage and 
the  E uropean system of a  gold basis. 
An American system of Industry for 
American consumption operated harm o­
niously with an American system of 
money, and plenty of it, Issued by tho 
government, will lead to such develop­
m ent under the  aroused sp irit of Ameri­
ca for Americans, forced by European 
proscription as will soon m ake the  world 
our meat.

A protective tariff stim ulates produc­
tion and th a t stim ulation will inevitably 
bring  d isaster unless the volume of 
money Is enlarged and the  stim ulus of 
money keeps pace with the  tariff stimu­
lus to Industry.

DAIRY AND CREAMERY.
CANADIAN CHEESE VS. UNITEC 

STATES CHEESE.

1 do no t th ink  the  use of a  cu rd  mill 
responsible for the  excellence of Cana­

dian cheese over W isconsin cheese, bu t 
t  do th ink  the  Canadian method of m ak­
ing cheese, under which it is d ifficult to  

away w ith  the  "cu rd  m ill." or more 
properly, the  "curd  cu tter,"  ie responsi­
b le  fo r the  difference in  quality . I have 
never seen a  W isconsin cheese made, bu t 
I have seen and sam pled a g rea t nuiny 
W isconsin cheeses in  Chicago, and  never 
saw  one th a t would be classed as fancy 
here, and a  very large  proportion of them 

* decidedly poor. From  the  nppear- 
of your W isconsin cheese I  should 

imagine the  curd was allowed to  remain 
m uch longer in  the  whey than  in  Con- 

This, I think, is the principal 
cause of th e  difference in  quality  be­
tween Canadian and  W isconsin cheese.

Of those f saw in Chicago a  large  pro­
portion had apparently  rem ained in  the 
w hey u n til the  a rid ity  of the  whey had 
destroyed the  color, and  nearly  all of 
them  had entirely  too much whey left in 

cheese to  m ake a  good keeping 
cheese: fo r wherever whey is, no m atter 
w hether i t  is in  tho d itch  near th e  fac­
to ry  or in  th e  cheese th a t leaves the  fac­
to ry , i t  will stink i f  you give i t  tim e, 
and the  a im  of every cheesemakershould 

i get tho w hey .entirely away from 
tho  curd ns early  a s  possible. O ur Cana­
d ian m akers d raw  off the  whey on  the 
approach of acid: th a t is, as soon as the 

m il w ill adhere to  the  ho t iron, and the 
urd  is imm ediately throw n out into a 

cu rd  sink, w here tho whey can bo thor­
oughly drained off and the  curd is stirred 
u n til i t  has attained  the  proper dryness, 
a fte r  w hich i t  is allowed to  m at and  ia 
kept as w arm  as ]Ktssible, until i t  is suf- 
ficieutly m atured  to  sa lt and  p u t to 
press, w hich is usually some hours after 

e  w hey has been draw n off, and this 
w here th e  benefit of th e  cu rd  cu tter 

comes in.
Is a  try ing  task  to  keep the  c urd from 

m atting, and w hile yon w osld  be keeping 
it  from m atting  you would be  reducing 
the  tem perature o f th e  curd by continual 
s tirring , thereby retard ing  the  process of 
ripening, to  say noth ing  of tho unequal 
degree of firmness th e  cheese w ould a t­
ta in  from the  unequal stirr ing  day  by  d a y ; 
w hile by  the  Canadian process of m at­
ting  and keeping the  cu rd  in  large  pieces, 
which are  tn rued  frequently  to  prevent 
the  w hey from stand ing  in  pools on  the 
curd, the  labor is reduced and tho  tem ­
pera ture  kept u p  u n til th e  cu rd  is suffi­
ciently m atured  to  sa lt, when i t  is put 
through the  curd c u tte r  and salted; and 
even he-e, I th ink, there  is some benefit 
in  using a  curd cu tter—the pieces being 
of an equal size the  sa lt is evenly dis­
tribu ted .—B. M. B allantine in  H oard 's 
Dairyman.

The value of a n  a rticle  is governed by 
the  demand, as well as th e  cost of pro­
duction. This is pa rticu larly  the  case 
w ith bu tte r, by  reason of its quick de­
terioration, preventing i ts  living held for 
a  be tter  m arket. The M ercantile Ex­
change Reporter has asked the  opinion of 
100 commission m erchants in  New York 
and  the  replies, in  alm ost every case, have 
been to  the  effect th a t b u tte r  m ade by 
the  separator process is superior to  tha t 
made by  any otlfbr m ethod. T his is in 
line w ith the  p rac tice  advocated by  b u t­
ter m akers, to  ge t the  .finished product 
as soon as possible a fte r  the  milk has 
lieeu drawn.

The atmosphere of the  farm  and d a irr  
seems to  la- full of enemies to  milk 
ra the r to  express i t  d ifferently, of organ­
ism s th a t find in  m ilk the  natnra l ele­
m ents of life, grow th and reprodncth 
To keep these on t o r so handle th e  milk 
and cream th a t the  conditions shall be 
unfavorable to  the ir developm ent is the 
problem. The separator e lim inates many 
of the  dangers by  reason o f its  quick re ­
sults. The fanne r can  furn ish  purem ilk 
to  the  factory much easier than  pure 

n, a nd  the  factory w ith  its modern 
appliances and m ethods can care for the 
cream and ripen it  properly while under 

vn control. In  addition to  th e  su ­
perior quality  of the  separator h o tte r  an 
advantage is iu  tho larger yield.

Properly m u  the  separator pikes out 
all the  cream, which is  p ractically  im ­
possible by  the  se ttling  and  other meth­
ods. The submerged p lan, i f  all tho con­
ditions are  favorable and  carefpUy pur­
sued. will secure abou t all the  cream, 

n  m any cases tliis is n o t done. iVe 
in  the  near future  to  seeasepara tor 

th a t can lie operated by hand sold a t a 
price tha t the  private dairym an can use 
it  profitably. W hen tlm t is done we may 
hope to  see dairy  b u tte r  in  the  general 
m arket selling a t be tter  prices than  the  
creamery, and  a  un iform ity th a t a t the 
present tim e is sim ply impossible.—D. 
W. Wilson in  Farm ers' Review.

The improved milk testers are  so simple 
th a t anybody can use them  w ho has in­
telligence enough to  vote properly. The 
expense of some of them , however, is 
g reater than  others, a nd  th is  is a n  item 
\h e  b u tte r  fac tory  m ust look after 
sharply.

A cheese m aker visited no less than 
1011 factories in  W isconsin, and  found 
th a t all of the  proprietors who made 
poor cheese committed the  same mistake 
of allowing the  curd to  cool in  the  whey.

Cheese and bu tte r  factory proprietors 
ought not to  depend on those w ho want 
to  buy the ir w ares to  teU them  w hat the 
m arket price is. President H orton, of 
the  Michigan State D airym an's associa­
tion, recommends th a t each factory 
spend f i  a year out of its  own funds for 
regular m arket reports.

The chief of the  police of Moscow has 
issued orders th a t those who sell papers 
or other printed m a tte r  in  tho streets 
shall not be allowed to  pursue their 
cation if  they are not dressed in  proper 
uniform, or if  they do not appear clean

T he Labor W orld, Michael D avitfs 
paper, w hich lias been announced for 
some tim e, has made its  appearance in 
London. A dispatch says immense or­
ders for tho paper have been received by 
cable from America and elsewhere. The 
L abor W orld resembles The Pall Mall 
G azette in  size and form, w ith sixteen 
neatly  printed pages, five narrow  col­
um ns to  tho page.

Its sa luta tory editorial contains the 
following:

The Labor W orld begins its  career at 
a  tim e when w orking men and women 
a re  no longer required do beg for tho ad­
vocacy of the ir  in terests in the  press, 
Nevertheless we have tho am bition to 
become of some service to  tho cause now 
enlisting under its  banner some of tho 
foremost w riters o f  th e  day.

Now, w hat is  i t  th a t they  want? W hat 
does tho new progressive lalmr move­
m ent demand? Its claims m ay  perhaps 
be summ ed up  under th ree  heads:

F irs t—I t  asks for a  be tter  and  more 
democratic organization of labor.

Second—It demands th a t to  tho com­
m unity , no t to  the  landlord, shall accrue 
th a t immense anim al increm ent duo to 
general industry  and enterprise; and 

T hird—It calls fo r a n  extension of 
s ta te  and m unicipal control and ow ner­
ship of such monopolies as can bo m an­
aged by public bodies in  the  public in­
terest.

U nder the  first head will come ade­
quate  inspection o f  all factories and 
w orkshops by practical w orking men and 
women and tho reduction of the  hours of 
labor wherever imssible. We can scarcely 
e stim ate fully the  imm ense benefits 
which people m ay derive from  shorten­
ing  tho hours of the ir long and monot­
onous toil.

U nder the  second head will come the 
taxation of ground values to  lie applied 
for the  purposes of public Improvement 
and  the  absorption by.the s ta te  of m in­
ing royalties. In London alone we pay 
this year to  the  grand landlords £15,QUO,- 
000 merely for the  permission to  live here. 
This huge snm is  no t paid for a ny  value 
received. I t  is a  fine levied on labor and 
inventions by men who have never raised 
a  finger to  earn it ,  and  w hich is increas­
ing a t  such a  rate  as to  render the ir pos­
sessors rich beyond all the  dream s of av­
arice. W ealth thus poured unjustly  into 
private coffers m ight, if  pu t to  public 
purposes, render th is huge city  of Lon­
don th e  m ost a ttrac tive  c ity  in  tho 
world, and  the  g rea t purposes to  which 
i t  should be p u t are  th e  provision of 
healthy dw ellings and rational recre­
ation and instruction for tho people.

U nder th e  th ird  head comes the  absorp­
tion by  public bodies of such institutions 
as m arkets, docks, harbors, gas and w ater 
and  electric lighting works, railways, 
tram w ays, omnibuses and  other means 
of tra n s it The public should n u i these 
necessary monopolies and  should no lon­
ger perm it p rivate  people to  m ake rent 
and  profits c u t of them. The country  or 
tow n councils should im m ediately con­
tro l, and  then  own and  adm inister, these 
and  other useful and necessary in stitu ­
tions.

Such, broadly speaking, are  the  re­
form s we advocate.

E lsbly Million lor Workingmen.
There is no w riter  in  tho U nited States 

more careful about h is f igures than Ed­
w ard Atkinson. He says th a t tho con­
sum ers of iron and  steel in  tho United 
States pay about 180,000,000 per' year 
more fo r iron and  steel th a n  they would 
if  they could b uy  i t  in  th e  open m arket 
of the  world. The h igh protectionists 
w ant u s to  believe the ir ridiculous s ta te ­
m ent th a t these 180,000,000 forced out 
of the  pockets of tho consumers in  this 
country  are  religiously paid over by  
m anufacturers to  the ir  w orkingmen.

I f  th is is tho object to  lie a ttained  by 
exorbitant ta riffs on iron and  steel— 
namely, the  paying of $80,000,000 per 
year to  American workm en engaged in 
th a t industry—a  m uch fairer w ay would 

a in  by  law  in th e  hands of some 
officer th a t am ount, and have it  

d istributed am ong them . Then we wonld 
know th a t they got it. Tho w ay the 
m a tte r  now stands the re  is a  grave sus­
picion in  the  minds of very m any in te lli­
gen t people th a t Mr. Carnegio and  the  
o ther iron barons of Pennsylvania get 
the  most of th a t $80,000,000. T hey are 
led to  th is  conclusion because th e  m iners 
o f ore and  many of the  w orkers in  the 
mills and furnaces a re  iu  poverty, while 
Mr. Carnegie rides over Europe w ith a 
coach and four, hobnobs w ith royalty 
and aristocracy and  gives away hun­
dreds of thousands for popular chari­
table purposes, besides piling  up  new 
fortunes each year.—O m aha World, Her-
ald. ______________ __

Wreci of Women •m l Children.
T hat mem orial w hich the  W oman's 

N ational Industrial league has sen t to 
the  senate is a  ra th e r  serious and solemn 
document.

I t refers to  the  wages paid to  women 
and children who w ork in  factories, 
and its sta tem ents are  s tartling . No 
wonder Mr. P lum b asked th a t the  com­
m ittee on education and  labor be in­
structed  to  ascertain  tho  tru th  of the 
charges.

Tho memorial asserts th a t in  many of 
our woolen m ills children only get th ir ­
ty-five cents a  day, a n d  the ir mothers 
seventy-five cents; th a t th e  New York 
women who m ake trousers ge t a  pit­
tance of tw elve cen ts a  pair; th a t a wo- 

's  wages in  tho  m ills of Penusylva- 
are  from forty-seven to  fifty-five 

cents a  day, and  th a t 70,000 g irls in 
M assachusetts, w orking long hours, can 
barely earn  enough to  keep body and 
soul together.

Talk about pauper labor! W hy, here 
i t  is  a t  our very doors.—New York
Herald. _________________
