The move has 
been, In Its way, alm ost as much of a 
success as G ladstone's campaign In 
Mldothlam He secured tho confidence 
of the  peo'ple by appearing among them 
w ithout au escort of police or military. 
Moreover, he presented the  aspect of a 
chief Inquiring Into the  griefs and suf­

f e r in g s  of the  people on th e ir  own 
grounds and listening In person to  the ir 
complaints. I t  was known his 
coming was a promise of help, Immedi­
ate  If necessary, and In a prac tical and 
substan tia l form. W hatever may have 
been the  motives of Balfour, I t Is to  his 
cred it and th a t of the  people th a t ho was 
trea ted  w ith respect wherever he went, 
even where thousands bad taught their 
children to  curse  him, and hundreds 
were ready to  shoot him on sight. 
If  the  display of audacity  was a t 
first the  motive of tho  visit, they 
believe he has come back In 
be tter  sp irit and w ith larger 
purposes. H e witnessed the  misery of 
the  land and acknowledged Its existence. 
B e says the  ag ita to rs  are  largely respon­
sible fo r the  dire condition of things. 
T hey have been profuse In promises of 
plenty to  come through home rule, and 
th is has caused many indolent farmers 
to  neglect the ir crops. Ho admits, how­
ever, th a t In many o f tho distressed dis­
tr ic ts  the  failure of the crops is duo to 
natura l causes Impossible for human 
prudence to  foresee o r control.

To meet and mitigate tho misery Is 
- the  duty of the  government. T h a t the 

government shall tu rn  atten tion  to these 
things, no t home rule. Is w hat the  Irish ­
man wants and Its efforts will bo in this 
dlrectlqn.

Im portan t measures will be laid before 
parliam ent for tho Im provement of I re ­
land. To immediate relief a  large sum 
of money will be devoted, and work on a 
new systhm of railways will begin a t an 
early day.

DEATH ON THE TRACK
A n  OHl S o ld ie r  K i l le d  o n  I lie  

N o rth  P a r k  Itond .

One of tho most sickening sigh ts over 
behold was witnessed last nigh t near the 
Sw eet s tre e t station of tho N orth  Park 
railway. In  a  ditch  near the  Second 
stree t crossing north  of th e  station, lay 
tho mangled rem ains of Joseph Ncdoau, 
Sr., an Inm ate of tho soldiers' home. 
Every bone In his body appeared to  have 
been broken, and his flesh hung In 
shreds a s  though It had been parboiled. 
His b rains wore scattered  upon tho 
ground, and his body looked as though 
It had passed through a  threshing ma­
chine. As soon us it  was discovered, 
Coroner Locher was notified, and In 
company w ith City Physician W right, 
repaired to  tho spot where the  body was 
lying.

T he sight fairly paralyzed both o f tho 
doctors, and those who looked a t  tho 
body tu rned  away wishing they had not 
gazed upon the horrible spectacle.

From w hat could bo learned last n ight 
I t seems Ncdoau hod passed pa rt of the 
day In tho city and was trying to  get 
back to  tho  home. W hile walking along 
tho track  ho was overcome and either 
fell down and was unable to ge t up or 
else sa t down upon th e  track  to  rest. 
E ither from an Injury received lu tho 
fall, o r  from an overdose of spirits, 
Nedeau was unable to move, and a t  9:30 
tho tra in  came round tho curve a t a furi­
ous r a te , picked-Nedeau up and dragged 
him 30 feet. The coroner was unable to 
fix the  blame upon anyone, bu t will sum­
mon a  Jury th is m orning and make a 
thorough Investigation of tho m atter, 
and If possible determ ine who is respon­
sible for the  sad fate of tho  old and 
feeble soldier. Nedeau was 65 years old 
and leaves a  son who Is also an Inmate 
of tho Soldiers' homo.

He then denied 
th a t he had ever had a  conference with 
Governor Luce, except th a t Luce had 
said to  him tha t.he  did no t appoint T u r­
ner on tho  board of the  school for the 
blind on account of charges preferred 
a gainst him by McEIroy. “ But,”  Alger 
continued, “ I  did nb t believe them  then, 
and I  do n o t believe them  now."

I w anted-G overnor Luce to  appoint 
him over the  school fo r the  blind; he 
knew he had served the  sta te  faithfully 
and well, and th a t ho bad a  warm heart 
in his bosom for tho poor blind people In 
his charge."

Gen. Alger said he had spoken In Mc­
Kinley’s  d istric t In Ohio, and had heard

E ditor Morriro  Pm iss—In  your 
issuo of U 'l  Sunday. 0«or*o I. Qnlmby 
•ttam p tcd  to  dom onstrnto th a t  the  pro­
tective tariff system has boon found nnl- 
versally bonellclal to  tho  American peo­
ple In Its operation and effect.

In order to  do this Mr. Qulmby 
assumed th a t inasmucli as our esporls 
have hicronsdd under protection In a 
g rea ter ratio  than  the  Jncrease In popu­
lation, we can easily dispose of our sur­
plus products abroad w ithout purchas­
ing from the re  In re tu rn—th a t as the 
purchasing power of wages have In­
creased ra th e r  than diminished with 
emigration from abroad. I t Is be tter for 
us to  Import men than  merchandise— 
th a t as tho m anufacturing Industries of 
the  small sta te  of Connecticut failed In a 
single year to  realize large proflts, there Is
no reason for a belief th a t prices are  en­
hanced or m anufacturers enriched by a 
tariff designed to  p rotect them from for­
eign competition, and those assumptions 
are followed by a series of statem ents 
th a t can only bo analyzed upon full quo­
tation.

Mr. Qulmby says: -Now I assert th a t
by tho experience of tho American con­
sum er for tho last 30 years th a t every 
article of m anufacture  th a t was Imported 
by the  law—the quantity  of those goods 
In 'th a t tim e have Increased sales per 
cap ita  of over 100 per cen t., and In some 
lines, like carpets, over 000 per cent., 
and In all linos a t  lower prices th a n  In 
any nation on  e arth ,m easured  by a  day’s 
labor of a  workman In any Industry.”

L ike tho generality  of protectionist 
argum ents, M r. Qulmby’s reasoning Is 
of tho order commonly known a “ Jump­
ing a t  conclusions.” A fter m aking the 
leaps th a t ho did In reference to  percent­
ages of population and  exports; (migra­
tion and th e  purchasing power of wages 
and the  profits of m anufacturing  within 
a  limited tim e and space, It Is perhaps 
no t surprising th a t he should have con­
ceived the  Idea th a t there  was some act 
of congress th a t required an importation 
of m anufactured a r th  les, or th a t the 
quantities of such "Imported-by-law” 
goods “ have increased sales per capita 
a t lower prices than  In any other nation 
on e a r th .” T he protectionist’s “ banshee" 
o f an “ inundation of foreign goods” 
m ust have assumed appallingly realistic 
proportions while Mr. Quimby’s article 
was in process of construction. He adds: 
“ U nder protection, Amerlcau facilities 
fo r m aking goods have Increased during 
th e  last 30 years faster  than  In anycoun- 
try  on the  face of the  globe, and we are 
the  leading m anufacturing nation o f tho 
world today, try ing  to  supply 
our home m arket. English ships 
on every sea a re  hunting  cus­
tomers, w ith plenty of unemployed 
labor, to  supply tho world w ith te itlle  
fabrics and m etal goods. We buy more 
of her m anufacturles than any other 
nation, and still we pass her w ith our 
banner of protection to  American Indus­
try  w aving in th e  breeze over ton years 
ago In the  quantity  and value of the pro­
ducts of our factories. The United Slates 
stands a t the  head of the  world today In 

'national wealth, m anufactures and Inter­
nal commerce, and a  close second to  En­
gland In foreign shipping, and If the  free 
trade r will only have a  little  patience 
and give us time, and no t struggle every 

, two years to  try  and destroy the  policy 
of protection, I  think  we will be able to 
buy the  ships (If we w ant them). But 
you m ust bear In mind th a t foreign com­
merce gives the least re tu rn  to  th e  na 
tlon and to  Its c itizens."

T he assertion as to  the  increase ol 
American facilities for m aking goods 
may perhaps puss unchallenged; certain ­
ly no o the r nation was possessed of such 
undeveloped resources as the  United 
States contained 30 years  ago, and with 
Improved methods of m anufacturing It 
would be strange, Indeed, If there  was 
no t an Increase of m anufacturing facili­
ties. W hat most concerns the  A merican 
people a t  the  present tim e, howevor. Is 
the fac t th a t most of our undeveloped 
resources have been monopolized bv 
■comparatively few Individuals, and thq 
monopolists arc  engaged, no t in  calcu­
la ting  how the  Increased facilities cat 
be made availab le  for the general good, 
b u t how, by lim iting production, they 
can  burdeq and oppress the  American 
people for their own enrichment.

Again. In undertaking to  fit this 
crease of m anufacturing facilities to 
protective system, Mr. Qulmby o ' 
looked the  fac t tha t by the report of 
tariff commission of 1882, th a t during 
the  low tariff decade from 1850 to  1860, 
our m anufactured products increased 85 
per cen t., while during  the  high tariff 
decade from 1870 to  1880 tho increase 
was less than  27 per cent. T he Increase 
of wages from 1850 to  1860 was 60 per 
cen t., while from 1870 to  1880 It was less 
th a n  23 per cent. T h a t report may also 
furnish a  clue to  tho reasons for the low 
rate s of profit sta ted  to  have been ob­
tained by Connecticut m anufacturers in 
1887. Tho commission was composed en­
tirely of protectionists, and a fte r  months 
of careful investigation they were moved 
to  say th a t excessive duties encouraged 
the  Investment of capital In m anufac­
turing  enterprise by rash  and unskilled 
speculators, to  be followed by d isaster ‘ *

13 per cent, of our foreign trade  was by 
means of American shipping.

I t  may also bo noticed th a t Groat 
B ritain , w ith all tho disadvantages to 
tho people arising from her system of 
land tenures and feudal aristocracy, 
m aintains an average of 200 people to 
tho square mile, while our population 
does not exceed an average o f  18 to  tho 
square mile; and th a t during  tho 50 
years th a t have elapsed since ('.real 
B ritain  abolished tho protective system 

• has been a  steady Improvement In 
tho condition of her w orkers, while In 
this country tho tendency among the 

highly protected Industries has 
to  a  lower standard  of compensa­

tion.
I t  la evident th a t Mr. Qnlmby has 
ver carried his Investigation of 

politically economic questions beyond 
mere McKlnloylsm. It was such reason- 
lug as his th a t moved Bill Nyo to remark 

"upon the  same theory, a violent 
death every m orning before b reakfast 
was what made the flush limes In Cali­
fornia, Nevada and Colorado; th a t in 
order to have prosperity wo m ust have 
noro murders and lynching solrles; tha t 

when a man w as killed In Lcadvlllo 
cry day or two, laborers w ere paid as 

high as Sio a  day; aud tha t, therefore, 
crime makes money plenty and wages 
lilgh." E. A. Maher .

S u g g e s tio n  fo r  " P u b l i c  O p in io n .’’

head of "Public Opinion, a  few days ago, 
some rem arks were made In regard to 
tho way the  clerk In the  reforonco library 
treated visitors to  th a t departm ent.
