T ho railroads report 
th e  sale of probably 5,000 voters' tickets 
Probably tho banner sta te s, so fa r  as th 
num ber of voters who have gone from 
hero are  concerned, a rc  Now York and 
the  New England states. A surprisingly 
large number of voters have th is  yea 
gone west, while M aryland am 
V irginia people have fallen oil somewhat 
In the ir usual quotas. Tho Maryland 
defection can bo explained by the 
passage of tho now reg istration law, 
which c u t off so many form er voters In 
th a t sta te . Ono M aryland club which 
last year sent over 400 voters Into Mary­
land will th is  year have hard wor 
get o u t 100.

T he E vening S tar, Independent, a fte r 
a  careful inquiry a t  headquarters of the 
two congressional committees, the  sum- 
marlxes the  situation :’“ I t  Is a  very un­
certain  th ing  when the D em ocrats count 
on gains in Republican strongholds. 
They expect th a t the  enactm ent of the

“ A m atter-of-fact, stylish young gen­
tlewoman, pleasan t surroundings, fond 
of amusem ent, desires acquaintance of 
gentlem an of mnens, reiinement, good 
common sense, with certain  am ount of 
leisure to  contribute  toward happiness,” 
•tc.

“ A gentlem an seeks acquaintance of 
a  m odest lady residing in Jersey City or 
Brooklyn, wdio would appreciate a  dis­
cree t friend," etc.

“ A young man too modest to  describe 
his many virtues, chief among which is 
his ability to  hold his tongue, would be

“ A young gentlem an wishes to  m eet a 
young widow or lady of m eans to  whom 
he would bo a kind and .discreet friend.

B ditok Mobnimq P ress—Your read­
ers upon scanning the  above caption 
will doubtless say, th is  man m ust be a 
very unfortunate man Indeed to be the 
most unfortunate  man In all thn world, 
and such Is th e  fac t. T he man I have 
reference to, however. Is no t one who is 
undergoing grea t physical pain, or who 
has suffered tho loss of his most Im­
portan t organs, o r  has been stripped of 
his earth ly  possessions, o r lost all his 
friends by death.

M ost of your readers have doubtless 
heard of "T he  Man W ithout a  Country,” 
and there  are  thousands of fugitives 
from Justice, who And no free spot under 
tho sun. Such men a re  greatly  to  be 
pitied; b u t I think  there  Is ano.hor man 
whose case is more pitiable still. His 
nam e is "P e rve rt,"  an odious name—a 
name which no act o f the  legislature can 
change. Ho Is tho  man whoso history 
gave rise to  the wonderful legend of the 
wandering Jew. Thousands upon thou­
sands Perverts, like Abraham, Moses, 
Zoroaster, Buddha.Chrlst, Paul, Luther, 
Wesley, Channlng, Parker, Phillips, Em­
erson, and a groat host of o thers whose 
names are  now forgotten ("o f whom the 
w irld was no t w orthy,") who "a ll died 
in  falih , no t having received th e  prom­
ises, bu t having seen them and greeted 
them  from a fa r, and having confessed 
th a t they were strangers and pilgrims 
on the  earth ."

T his phrase, “ strangers and pil­
grims,”  aptly  Illustra tes tho condition 
of all perverts. They are  "strangers," 
nnknown; th a t is, th e ir  peculiar condi­
tion of mind Is no t understood; and they 
a rc  "pilgrim s" because they abide not 
long In a place. T hey  are  looked upon 
as "aliens from the  commonwealth" be­
cause they “ make it  m anifest th a t they 
a re  seeking a fte r  a  country  of their 
ow n," a  “ promised land,”  th a t "they 
desire a be tter  country” than  this. 
C hristian and F a ith fu l in  B unyau 's In­
comparable allegory, during  the ir Jour­
ney through "V anity  F a ir ,”  are  repre­
sentative perverts, and the  trea tm ent 
thev receive is the  trea tm ent the  poor 
pervert receives.

The true  Pervert Is ano ther A braham 
who has received a  call to leave his 
father’s house, bis kindred and friends, 
to  go Into a  country  which God is to 
show them; and if obedient to  tho  call, 
he goes forth no t knowing w hither he 
goes. The first offense which the 
pervert commits Is In th is assumption 
th a t the  faith  of his fathers Is not final 
and complete, and th is Is an unpardon­
able offense. He a ttacks the  conceit of 
his friends and relatives by Intim ating 
th a t the ir fa ith  is outgrown; tha t 
wisdom will not die w ith them ; and th a t 
there Is a  be tter  way than they yet have 
known. Conceit, prejudice, supersti­
tion and pharlseelsm, all rise up  against 
him and cast him out. The man never 
is forgiven who leaves one pa rty  o r sect 
and Joins another. H is form er asso­
ciates feel th a t ho has cast a s lu r  upon 
them by insinuating th a t they are In 
error, o r  th a t they do  no t hold In their 
puny hands the  e ternal tru th s  of God. 
He is charged with being unstable, and 
It is even doubted w hether he Is quite  
r igh t In h is mind, o r ho would not 
desert th e  communion In w hich he was 
brought up.

I  have often envied a clam  for his 
calm content, and his fixedness. All he 
has to do Is to  shu t himself up In his 
shell and suck w hatever of nutrim ent 
k ind N atu re  may see fit to  cast In his 
Way. He does Indeed grow  up  to  a cer­
ta in  point because he cannot help it, bu t 
he always rem ains a  clam, nestling In 
blissful repose In the  oozy slime. There 
are  thousands of human clams. N o th ­
ing  will so quickly excite the ir w rath as 
to  Insinuate th a t a  clam Is no t the  no­
b lest work of G id ; and so no man Is so 
universally hated as tho man who by be­
ing a  pervert ceases to  be a  clam.
