CANUCKS ARE HUSTLING

Canadu Sends an Enyoy to Drum up
“Trade with the West Indies.

OrTAWA, Ontarlo, Nov. 4.—The Do-
minion government has decided to adopt
a vigorous forclgn trade policy, now
that the McKinley bill will divert Cana-
dian trade from the United States.
After o full discussion of the subject it
has been decided by the government to
take immediate steps to promote
closer trade relations between Canada
and the West Indies. Hon. George E.
Foster, minister of finance, goes to the
West Indies this week on a trade mis-
sion.
