Wasuinoton, N ov. 5.—Wnshlngton- 
hns no t boon In such a  Democratic swirl 
since 18S4, w hen I t was known th a t 
Cleveland had been elected president 
People wore prepared for tho election of 
a  Democratic house, b u t no t for a ma­
jority  of 75 o r 80.. and  certainly they 
were not prepared for such a  landslide; 
such a  reversal of political sentim ent In 
the  E astern  states. The news from 
M assachusetts la s t nigh t and from Penn­
sylvania th is  morning, w hich Indicates 
beyond question th e  election of Pattlson 
by from 5,000 to  7,000 majority, has set 
tho city w ild. N othing b u t tho barest 
of routine Is going on In tho 
departm ents. Sec re tary  Noble has 
sh u t himself up w ith  his an­
nual repo rt and Secretary Wlndom Is In 
only' to  personal friends. Tho only one 
of tho cabinet to  take  any in terest in 
the  news Is Mr. Blaine, who has tho 
press bu lletins sen t to  his house as they 
arrive. Mr. Blaine said th is morning 
th a t  he was n o t surprised th a t the  hous^ 
should have gone Dem ocratic, b u t he 
w as n o t p repared for so sweeping a  re­
versal. T ho resu lt In Pennsylvania as­
tounded him, bu t he declined to  give any 
reason for It. Mr. Blaine’s  consterna­
tion a t  D olam ater's defeat may be ac­
counted for when I t is remembered th a t 
in  h is speech In Philadelphia Saturday 
n igh t he said th a t if Pennsylvania went 
Dem ocratic a t  th is election nothing 
could prevent the  election of a Demo­
c ra tic  president in  1892.

The electric c u rren t is so full of sur­
prises th a t it  Is h a rd  to  concentrate com­
m ent. Gov. G ear's defeat in lotva, which 
he acknowledges in a p rivate dispatch, Is 
one of them, and nex t to the  defeat ol 
McKinley, which was no t unexpected, 
is regarded as the  hardest blow a t  tho 
tariff, for G ear helped to  mako It, being 
one o f the  m ost active members of the 
ways and means committee. Everybody 
here regards the  g rea t victory as a s  a 
national revolt a t  first, tho McKinley 
tariff; second, the  proposed election 
law, and th ird ; tho wild extravagance of 
th e  last congress, which wiped ou t tho, 
surplus, decreased the  revenue and  cre­
a ted  a  deficiency. These elem ents and 
a  general d isgust - a t  the  arrogance of 
Bepublican leaders o f th e  Reed stripe, 
together w ith the  Quay episode In Penn­
sylvania , have done the  mischief. T hat 
I t is an u tte r  and complete change of 
political sentim ent and one th a t  will be 
far-reaching is  adm itted by all.

T here  are  various estim ates of tho 
Democratic m ajority  In the  n ex t house. 
Tbero are  so many distric ts ye t In doobt 
and  so many surprises coming In from 
th e  w est t h a t nothing reasonably accu- 
rated  can bo predicted. I t  Is known, 
however, th a t tho D m ocralic m ajority 
w ill be larger than  i t  was In tho Forty- 
fou rth  congress. The re tu rn s so fur 
Indicate tho election of 309 Democrats 
and 123 republicans, though, of course, 
th is  Is subject to  changes. B ut th a t tho 
next house will have from 75 to  80 clean 
D emocrats nobody knows.

I t  Is certain , however, th a t the  now 
election law Is acceptable and can be 
made more so by a  few amendatory 
touches. I t  Is a  source of com fort I 
parties th a t this law has banished the 
occupation of the  ward s tr ike r and with 
him m ust disappear nearly all the  cor­
rup ting  elements of our elections. T his 
will make I t possible for a good ma 
become a  candidate w ithout fear th a t 
money can defeat him. Bribery has re­
ceived a  deadly blow from the  booth 
into which the  voter can en ter and 
cretly prepare a  ballot th a t may remain 
a  secret w ith himself forever If h 
wishes.

Intim idation vanishes also w ith brib­
ery a t  the  en trance  to  the  booth, 
th a t entrance, too, ignorance stands 
barrassed and ashamed and there  the 
voter Is spurred to  a t  least become able 
to  read and write.

T he mode of counting the  ballot Is 
necessarily tedious. The old count 
always m ade fairly and quickly and the 
law  m ight be wisely changed so 
adm it of th e  count being made 
previous election.

Perhaps there  Is no feature of the 
election th a t will a ttra c t more a ttention 
than  the  slipping of th e  candidates 
names for governor. If  I t should appear 
th a t the  saloon c u t W inans for T urner 
the  reason will be understood and ap­
preciated. I t  is perfectly r ig h t fo r saloon 
men to  have the ir politics,but they should 
have a  higher idea of the ir du ty  as c iti­
zens than to  base their votes on adm ira­
tion for a  man who countenances broth­
els and aids the  sale of liquors. I f  sa­
loon men have no politics b u t the  saloon 
and the  vices I t engenders the  saloon will 
have to  go. The saloon In politics Is 
more dangerous than  anywhere else, and 
will surely no t be to lerated by th e  good 
people of Michigan.

LOGAN AND THOMAS.
T he D etroit Journal comments on “ a 

c hapter of history,”  being the  Intended 
removal of Gen. Thom as from the  com­
m and o f th e  arm y of the  Cumberland a t 
N ashville, and th e  appointm ent of Gen. 
Logan as h is successor.

G ran t's s ta tem ent is correct. Logan 
had orders to  relieve Thom as under cer­
ta in  conditions, bu t got no fu rth e r  than 
Louisville. T he Journal m u tt surely be 
m istaken In representing G rant as say­
ing Logan stopped a t  Louisville because 
he go t news of “ the  b a ttle  of F ranklin .” 
T h a t b a ttle  was fonght under the  imme­
diate command of Schofield long before 
the  removal of Thom as was contem­
plated.

T he dissatisfaction w ith Thom as arose 
o u t of his delay In attack ing  Hood a t 
N ashville. Thom as w as like McClellan, 
cautious and  a  careful commander, and 
did noth ing  rashly, b u t when he moved 
o r stood for b a ttle  he was always suc­
cessful. Bad w eather and th e  prepara­
tion of a  line of defense, if  necessary, 
delayed Thom as until the  authorities a t 
W ashington became im patient, and Lo­
gan was sen t to  relieve him by a  certain 
tim e If he did no t move.

T he a ttack  on Hood a t  Nashville was 
successfully made by the  tim e Logan 
reached Louisville and a  g rea t victory 
achieved.

H ad Thom as delayed his movement a 
few days, no one can tell w hat the  re­
s u lt would have been. T he grand old 
hero who stood as a rock a t  Chlcka- 
m auga and who won the  fight a t  Mills 
Springs In Kentucky over Zolllcofler 
m ight have gone down in history side 
by side w ith the  victor a t  K ing's M oun­
ta in  and A ntletam , mocked a t  for his 
F abian policy.

Logan m ight have fought rashly and 
lost. W hat then?  Nashville, in  rebel 
possession, and Hood's arm y flushed 
w ith victory, recruited and refurnished, 
would have soon been on  Sherm an's 
tra il and the m arch to  the  sea made im­
possible, A tlan ta  and Chattanooga re­
cap tured , Sherm an's arm y lost, and 
A ppomattox long delayed.

TUHNEU IS BEATEN.
T u rn er  Is beaten and the Morning 

Paces rejoices.
We do not rejoice because T urner Is a 

beaten Republican, bu t because he is a 
baffled and defeated corruptionist.

His nomination was a disgrace to  the 
Republican party .

"Y ou see," said Mr. Bradley, " i t  is 
like th is : I w ill h ave an agent in  every 
tow n and county of th e  U nited States to  
g e t nam es and  furnish them  to the  cen­
tra l office. I t  w ill cost them  th a t has 
the ir nam es in  the  directory fifty cents 
afrieco for enrollm ent, and a  stam p to 
identify theirselves by. Every man will 
be registered in  th is  w ay: say , fo r in­
stance, ‘G . A. Moore, No. 8, book M. 
vol. 2, N ineteenth cen tury .' Now  sup­
pose Moore lives in  St. Louis and goes 
to California. H is friends doesn't kno 
where he’s  gone, and  w an t to  w rite  to 
him ; w h a t do they  do? W hy, they ju s t 
w rite to  th is direc tory , and  the  directory 
forw ards th e  letter."

"Free?" -
"Oh, no; i t  w ill cost abou t ten  cents. 
“H ow  w ill th e  direc tory  know he's 

gone to  California?"
"W hy, belli te ll ’em of course. Yon 

see it 's  only h onest citizens th a t w ill be 
expected to  send in  the ir names, and  if 
any of ’em com m it a  crim e wo will have 
th e ir  record, th u s  m aking the  directory 
a  k ind of detective business too.

"Suppose he don’t  te ll the  directory 
where he 's gone?"

"T hen  th a t’s h is fau lt, and  he don’t  
ge t his letters. But we’re liable to  find 
ou t w here he is, ju s t the  same. There’s 

identification goes a long w ith the  di­
rectory th a t p ractically  prevents a  man 
from  losing himself."

H ere the  professor produced a  nickel 
plated in strum ent of h is own invention 
for tak ing  head measurements.

we seldom Tiear. I t  is L ord H owe isl­
and, th e  home of fifty or sixty white 
people, about 000 miles northeast of New 
Sonth W ales. Y ears ago tw o or three 
fam ilies from  N ew  Zealand thought they 
w ould seek a  new  home.

T hey had heard  of the  profuse vegeta­
tion on this crescent shaped little  island, 
and decided th a t  they w ould build  new 
homes there. So they w ent to  Lord 
Howe island, which is only six  miles 
long and about a  mile wide, and rises 
precipitously from  the  sea to  a  height of 
nearly  3,000 feet a t  nearly  every point. 
They bu ilt th e ir hu ts, tilled  the  land, 
a nd  a fte r  a  w hile tw o or three other 
families joined them . Some of these 
original settlers a re  still living, b u t most 
o f the  residents are  the ir descendants.

T he island is  under th e  governm ent of 
N ew  Zealand, and  onco a  year i t  is visit­
ed by a  m agistrate, w ho settles a ll little  
disputes. I t  is  a  very easy task , for 
there aro seldom any  differences among 
tho people. L ike P itca irn  and  o ther li t ­
tle  island commnnities, they have never 
found i t  necessary to  bu ild  a  jail.

There were none o f  th e  higher 
mals on the  islands w hen they w ent 
there, b n t now there aro quite a  num ­
ber o f  goats, swine and  cats, w hich, hav­
ing  escaped from  domesticity, have 
lived in  the  woods so long th a t they 
have become qn ite  w ild. W hile some 
of the  men engage in  til ling  the ir g a r­
dens others are  o n t fishing. A  great 
m any edible fish are  caught there, and 
the people find i t  very easy to  live in 
com fort w ithout a  large  am ount of labor.

T hey say  they have n o t the  slightest 
desire to  re tu rn  to  la rger communities. 
T hey do n o t encourage im m igration be­
cause they th ink  they a n d  the ir children 
w ill need all of the  3,220 acres o f the  isl­
and. Sometimes a  sailo r from  a  passing 
ship spends a  lit tle  w hile in  the  commu­
n ity , and has been-known to carry  away 
one of th e  daughters os his wife, bnt 
m ost of the  people are  born, live and die 
there.

T hey cannot trave l more th a n  a  few 
hundred rods w ithou t seeing the  sea, and 
of course they  come to know every inch 
of the ir little  world. Once or twice a 
year a  vessel comes to  them  w ith  a  large 
variety  of supplies, and  they purchase 
w ith the ir corpa and  other products the 
goods they need for the  ensuing year. 
A t the  sam e tim e th e ir  libraries are  re­
plenished w ith  new books, a  large  lo t of 
newspapers come to  th e ir  homes, and it 
takes them  a  good w hile to  read of all 
th a t has happened in  th e  busy world 
since they last heard of it.—New  York

I  am  sometimes amazed in  passing the 

grea t ready m ade cloth ing  establish­
m ents o f Boston to  note how differently 
they are  regarded th a n  form erly. I t  was 
less than  a  generation ago th a t they 
were patronized alm ost exclusively by 
w orkingmen, mechanics and farmers, 
who desired rough, cheaply m ade cloth­
ing. Merchants, bankers, professional 
men invariably left the ir m easure with 
the ir tailors, and  scorned w hat was fa­
m iliarly  term ed “ slop m ade” clothing. 
But a  dem and arose for fine gr ades of 
ready m ade clothing, and  th e  alert 
American m anufacturer w as ready to 
m eet the  demand.

The dem ands of the custom er wore 
exacting, and to  reach h is high standard
o f excellence scientific m ethods were em­
ployed and  competent designers. I t  was 
tho  old sto ry  of tho rela tive  cost o f m ak­
ing  one coat o r  of m aking 500. But 
there were men o f  peculiar shape who 
heretofore had  been able to  become fitted 
only by  the  custom tailor. H e was too 
Lull or too fa t  to  be fitted from  the  ready 
made stock of the  olden tim e. This 
difficulty was soon m et and  overcome 
until to-day, although  the  custom tailor 
has by no m eans disappeared, th e  ready 
made dealer has fo r h is customers tha t 
class of men who once scomed him .— 
Boston Advertiser.
