Blaine’s 
good news was official Information from 
Brazil th a t the  new republic Is wll ling to 
negotiate a  reciprocity trea ty  w ith this 
country. The B razilian secretary  of 
foreign affairs has officially communi­
cated  tho desire of h is governm ent for 
such a  trea ty  em bracing among the 
Brazilian articles of export which 
are  to be adm itted to  th e ’ United 
S tates free of duty ^ugar, hides and 
coffee, the  agreem ent concerning coffee 
to  be merely a  pledge on the  p a rt of tho 
U nited S ta te s  th a t It will no t levy du­
ties thereon during  the existence of the 
trea ty . Mr. Blaine said a t  tho cabinet 
m eeting th a t  he had strong  hopes of 
being able to secure from Brazil free ad­
mission to  th a t country  of American 
Dour, la rd , pork and o tho r agricu ltu ral 
products, as well as farm machinery and 
o the r m anufactures. Brazil has n very 
kindly feeling tow ard th e  U nited States, 
and Is besides engaged in revising her 
tariff. T he competition of beet sugar 
has cu t her planters ou t of a 
large p a rt of the ir European mar­
ket, and consequently the sugar 
Interest of Brazil Is In a  depressed 
condition. The Brazilians believe It 
would be a good stroke  for them  to se­
cure a firm foothold iu  the  American 
m arket, and a t  the  same tim e supply 
themselves w ith lard , flour, pork, etc., 
w ithout taxation. Mr. Blaine is greatly 
elated with tho prospect of ge tting  his 
reciprocity scheme under way, and pre­
dicts, in convorsallou w ith friends, th a t 
as soon as I t shall become known that 
Brazil Is negotiating a  trea ty  o the r coun­
trie s will begin scrambling for the  same 
advantage. Mr. Blaine hopes to  have a 
trea ty  w ith Brazil negotiated and 
ready for presentation to  congress 
a t  the  coming session, and ho 
Is delighted a t  the  prospect of b r­
ing able thus early to  show the 
country  in a  tangible way hfs method of 
securing a  m arket for more bushels of 
w heat and more barrels of pork. Mr. 
B laine th inks he perceives the practical 
success of his reciprocity plan will not 
only be a  g roat feather iu  hl.s cap, bu t 
give the  pa rty  something to  poin t to 
with pride in th is  da rk  hour, and afford 
a means of escape from  the  unfortunate  
position In w hich it  has been placed by 
th e  popular condemnation of McKlnley- 
Ism. M r. Blaine is one of those Repub­
licans who believe tho Republican pa rty  
will have  to  abandon the  McKinley bill.

A m erican  A id  for  Irelan d W ill N ot
bo N eeded.

Chicago, Nov. 9.—Tho American com­
mittee for the  relief of tho  famine in 
Ireland issues the  following public 
statem ent:

"T ho American committee for tho re­
lief of the  fam ine in  Ireland temporarily 
w ithdraw s Its appeal to  the  American 
people. A t tho tim e th a t appeal was 
Issued the re  was no reason for believing 
th a t the  d istress which would follow the 
failuro of tho potato crop in Ireland 
would bo relieved otherw ise than  by 
American generosity. No steps 
had been taken  by the B rit­
ish governm enf to  m eet the  crisis 
The first effect of tho action of the 
American committee was to  provoke un- 
chris tiau  and flippant denials of the 
English Tory press, th a t d istress existed 
or th a t famine was threatened, never­
theless the dovolopemcnts of tho past, 
month have fully confirmed tho w arning 
of Impending calam ity pu t forth  in the 
American committee's appeal. The 
physical situation in distressed Ireland 
has no t been altered, b u t there has been 
provided the  promise, a t  lost, of relief, 
which will bo adequate even to tho dire 
na ture  of the  distress which is a t  hand. 
T his conclusion Is reached a fte r  friendly 
consultation w ith tho representatives of 
the  Irish people now in America."

Chicago Evening Post: E arly  In the 
coming session of congress, representa­
tives of p syndicate composed of Chicago, 
Montreal and London capitalists will 
present for consideration a  gigantic 
scheme, which, according to  tho  present 
plans, will place Chicago and th e  north­
west in direc t connection with the  A t­
lantic seaboard by m eans of a  ship rail­
way, which Is designed to  connect the 
lakes with the  St. Lawrence river and 
the A tlan tic  ocean. T ho scheme will 
likewise be presented to  th e  Canadian 
parliam ent, and a  subsidy for its con­
struction and maintenance asked of the 
Dominion government. T he Inaugura­
tion and completion of the  scheme in­
volves the  expenditure o f 812,000,000 ac­
cording to  tho estim ates furnished rep­
resentatives of tho syndicate, w hich has 
its headquarters a t  Toronto and Mon­
treal.

A U nited S tates offlclal'stationed at 
Toronto Is understood' to  have ju s t re­
tu rned  from London, and a  repo rt comes 
from Toronto th a t while In London he 
acted for the  syndicate and secured as­
surances from English capitalists of their 
cordial moral and financial support. 
The extent of th e  connection of th is of­
ficial, Consul General Pope, w ith the 
project is no t known, b u t the  Impression 
prevails in  Toronto and Montreal th a t 
Mr. Pope is acting for Secretary of State 
Ulalne and th a t the  la tte r  has a  deep 
interest in  tho success of the  project. 
Financial support fo r the  p roject has al­
ready been promised. It is said, and the 
apportionm ent of the  various geographi­
cal Interests Is given as follows: Chi­
cago and other American capitalists 
(represented a t  Montreal, New York 
and Loudon as already pledged) 86,000,- 
1)00; London cap ita l (said to  have been 
proffered within the  last m onth), S3,000,- 
100; M ontreal and lower Canada, 81,- 
00,000. subsidy expected from  the  Can- 

adia government, 81,500,000.
E rastus Wlmun is represented as be­

ing one of the  leading movers In the 
chcme and Is listed for a  p re tty  big 

slice of tho  stock.
Three  routes have been considered, 

either one of which would reduce by a t 
least four hundred miles the  distance be­
tween Chicago and the  A tlantic Ocean 
and'L iverpool. T ho construction of the 
ship railway, I t has been demonstrated 
lo the satisfaction of the  syndicate,would 
make tho tim e between Chicago and 
Liverpool for a  fast steam er only two . 
days longer than  from New York to 
Liverpool. Tho syndicate has figured It 
o u t th a t th q  re tu rn s ou tho first two 
years' business w ill pay a percentage on 
the investment sufficient, i t  is said, to 
absorb the  g rea ter p a r t of th e  profit now 
derived by tho Canadian Pacific railway 
from th e  larger portion of Its business, 
which would go to the  ship railw ay and 
steam ship line to  be pu t oh as soon as the 
railway Is an assured f a c t  »

So quietly  have th e  plans been ma­
tured  th a t tho first intim ation of the 
project reaches Chicago from  Toronto 
w ith the s ta tem ent th a t a  franchise tor 
the operation of tho syndicate on Cana­
d ian ground was secured from the  Do­
minion parliam ent in such shape as to 
escape notice. I t  Is also sta ted  th a t the 
th ree  routes under consideration have 
already been surveyed and one of them 
favored by a m ajority of the  promoters 
of tho enterprise. The identity  of the 
engineer who drew up the  plans and 
conducted the survey was guarded for- 
a  long time, bu t is now said to  have been 
established In the  person of Captain 
Cowden, of Mississippi river fame, aided 
by a famous civil engineer of London, 
who was one of tho original surveyors 
of tho T ehuantepec canal.

As near as can be learned the  most fa­
vored route is to  connect the  Georgian 
Bay with Lake Ontario by means of the 
railway, which Is to  be about 66 miles 
long. The direc t course to  bo followed 
is through Lakes Michigan, Superior 
and H uron, through the  bay to  Lake On­
tario and thence to  tho St. Lawrence. 
Tho franchise obtained from th e  Domin­
ion parliam ent provides for a  canal, but 
is worded so th a t it can be used to  con­
s tru c t and m aintain a  ship railway In­
stead. T he canal, i t  Is estimated, would 
cost over 830,000,000, while tho ship rail­
way does not call fo r the  expenditure of 
more than  812,000,000.

H opple w as heard  by Judge  Goebel, 
is  a  case in  w hich th e  daughter sues 
f a th e r  to  p revent th e  carry ing  o u t of his 
w ill, instead of w aiting u n til a fte r his 
death  to  contest it ,  on the  ground th a t 
h e  has, by  undue influence, disinherited 
h e r n o t only, b u t been led  to  aver tha t 
she w as n o t h is daughter, b y  reason of 
some alleged flaw in h is m arriage to  her 
m other, h is first w ife.

T h a t good w om an died years ago, and 
i t  is about tw enty  years since Mr. H op­
ple m arried  a  Miss Boone, wlyo had  been 
h is nurse  th rough  an illness. Mrs. 
Boone-Hopple d id  no t like her step­
daugh ter Josephine, and  i t  is  alleged 
th a t she induced H opple to  destroy a 
w ill in  which ho h ad  provided for Jose­
phine as h is “beloved daughter,"  and  to 
m ake the  new  w ill, leaving th e  la tte r  
p rac tically  w ithou t share  in  h is $50,000 
estate.

• g lu tted , and therefore the  yield of 
feathers odds a  second and very consid­
erable source of profit. I t  m ust bo borne 

m ind, however, says tho agricu ltu ral 
editor of Tho Now York W orld, tha t 
geese are  profitable only w hen there  are 
suitable facilities. I t  is  im perative  th a t 
these include extended gross runs, for 
geese are  g rea t graziers, and free access 

i w ater, th is  la tte r  being necessary to  
p lentiful grow th of feathers o f pure 

quality , as well as tho th r if t  o f the  flock. 
An ideal place fo r geese raising is a  hilly 
piece of grass land  through w hich flows 

brook. I t is useless, from  a  com m er­
cial poin t of view, to  breed geese in  re­
stricted quarters o r in  close proxim ity to  
sm all f ru its  and  vegetables. In  tho first 
they  will m ake b u t m eager g row th  and 
they  w ill destroy tho second.

A utum n is  a  favorable tim e for mak- 
ig a  selection of birds for breeding, 

ju s t before th e  flocks are  culled for fat­
tening. The tw o principal breeds of 
geese, when the  birds are  desired for 

t ,  a re  the  gray or Toulouse and  the 
w hite o r Emhden. These insnre hardi- 

early  m atu rity , heavy w eights and 
prolificacy. The E m bdens require a 
pond, b u t the  Toulouse, other things 
being favorable, w ill do fairly  well w ith 
w hat w ater can  be furnished in  troughs. 
T he standard  w eights, as set by tho 
A m erican standard  of perfection, for an 
adu lt Toulouse gander and goose are 
respectively tw enty-five pounds and 
tw enty-three pounds; and  for young 
ones, tw enty  pounds and  eighteen 
pounds. Tho standard  xveights fo r Emb­
dens are  placed a t  th e  sam e figures, 
though tho  common opinion is  th a t the 
Toulouse gaiu tho  heavier weights. 
O ther and  less well know n varieties are 
th e  A frican, ligh t g ray  plum age: Chi­
nese, b row n, also w hite plumage; Can 
uda, gray, and  E gyptian , colored plum ­
age.

W hen geese are  se t early  tw o broods 
may bo obtained from  each female, thus 
securing largo flocks for each season' 
sales. T he la te r  ha tched birds m ake ex 
cellent flesh by C hristm as tim e, i 
goose m akes b u t a  poor show  upon the  
table unless i t  is very f a t  F or fa tten ­
ing  geese ought to  be penned up, ha lf 
dozen together in  a  da rk  coop o r shed, 
and fed on barley m eal and  fattening 
grains. W hen raised for m arket old 
geese m ay be plucked three tim es and 
young ones once before k illing time. 
Geese lay regularly , and  rear Their 
young well season a fte r  season, b u t the  
ganders a re  not- profitably kep t more 
than  three or fou r years.

Liquid Mannres.
In Germany a ll anim al liquids 

carefully preserved in  cement tanks 
w ith slated covers, upon which the  
dung  is throw n every m orning from  
the  stables. W hen the  pile gets 
very dry  some of the  underlying 
liquid is  pum ped over i t  to  prevent 

from overheating. None o the r than 
liquid m anure is used there for garden 
and  all hoed crops. I t is  also largely 
used os a  top dressing for grass, and the 
beneficial results show them selves m uch 
sooner than  on portions treated with 
solid excrem ent. T his is particu larly  
the  case on level, w ell drained  laud. 
There exists a  very prevalent impres­
sion th a t top  dressing leads to  m uch loss 
through evaporation. W ith the  solids 
th is may be so, bu t w ith  liquids it  
possible, because they  find the ir  w ay im­
m ediately below the  surface, where the 
p lan t roots lay  hold on them . A recent 
w riter  from W urtem burg  alleges tha t 
he has reaped be tter  crops and  larger 
profits from  th e  use of liquid m anure— 
sometimes alone, sometimes in  conjunc­
tion w ith the  ordinary stab le  solids— 
than from  th a t of the  m ost h ighly re­
pu ted  artificial manures.
