Held by the Masons in Hart-
man’s Hall.

600D WORK WELL BEGUN.

The Great Benevolent Falr Inaugur-
ated Under Most' Auspiclous Cir-
cumstances Last Night—An
Eloguent Address by May-
or Uhl-The Booths and
Their Attendants.

The great Masonic fair which has
been an absorbing theme for press and
public for months was formally opened
In Hartman’s hall last evening, the mau-
agers having found it necessary to post-
pone the hour which was announced for
yesterday forencon. At 7 o'clock, after
music by Wurzburg & Bronson’s band,
the stage Was filled by prominent mem-
bers of the ordor, and Chaplain-General
H. N. Moore introduced Chairman R. D.
Swartout. Mr. Swartout simply said:
“I have nothing to say, but I will In-
troduce our mayor, Edwin F. UhlL" The

- mayor responded as follows:

“In this city, where the first initiatory
steps were taken looking to tho found-
ing and establishing of the Michigan "
Masoolc home, having for its object the
«care and support of unfortunate brother
Masons, their widows and orphans, fol-
lowed by the purchase of a site and the
erection to Its present completeness of
the beautiful home itself almost within
range of our present view, it is fitting
that this Masonic fair should be held,
whose aim is to aid in the completion of
that most noble and beneyolent enter-
prise. 1 need not In this presence say
that the people of this city fael sensibly
that a great honor has been done them
in this selection for your fair, and a
great privilege extended which allows
them the opportunity to do what they
‘may in contributing to its success,

“The city itself would, if it were pos-
sible, clasp with her municipal hand the
hand of each and every of the thousands
of brothers, sisters and their friends who,
will come within her gates during the
week now begun, and welcome to the
homes of her sons and daughters all
from abroad who thus are here to aid in
the building up of a home for their less
fortunate brothers.

““Through our ancient order comes to
the present generatiou clothed with the
hoar of many centurles, freighted with
the accumulated wisdom of ages, and all
along its pathway has scattered the
seeds of kindliness, of philanthropy and
of brotherly love which have sprung into
flowers of perennial bloom, still, as I
learn, the distinctive Masouic home fs
the product of modern times, the first
having been established toward the close
of the eighteenth century, while ours s
among the first upon American soil.

“What infinite pathos and tenderness
in that little word ‘home!" What a train
of reeollections comes trooping up as
the mystic chords of memory stretching
all along our lives lead us back to the
home of our childhood, which to us was
the dearest and best loved spot on earth,

The man of matured
years who finds the most of satisfaction
and of pleasure within the circle of his
own home is usually a good citizen.

THE CITY FATHERS

Allow the Bills for Lunches and
Pay Election Expenses.

The aldermen came down upon the
mayor's voto of the lunch resolution
like the wolf on the fold last night, and
when they got through with it there
wasn't a shred of it Jeft. The clerk had
lardly finished reading it cre Alderman
Tateum jumped to his feot and moyed
that the resolution stand notwithstaund-
fng the veto. Sixteen of tho aldermen
voted aye, and two nay, Emmer and
McKee befng absent. The luuch bill
amounted to $196.35 and after the veto
was voted down It was ordered pald.

“The bills for the services of fnspectors
and clerks of election did not fare quite

g

so  well, though there is no
be|auostion  but  that  they  will
all be allowed oventually. The

bill were all put fn at the rate of $3 for
cach elght hours work, and some of
them amounted to 817. Several motions
were made and a great deal of discus-
sion rosulted. Alderman Turner was
very persistont In urging that the bills
be allowed at the uniform sum of $9 for
fuspectors and $2 for gate keepers. One
of the latter put fn & bill for $8 and
some of them wanted $3, though the
statute fixes the amount at 8$2.

“UNCLE JERRY™ IS CONVERTED.

He Wants a Forelgn Market for
Surplus Corn.
WasHixetoy, Nov. 10.—*‘Uncle Jerry"
Rusk, secretary of agriculture, scems to
have adopted Secretary Blafne's idea of
reciprocivy. He bas just issued his an-
nual report and in it he devotes a chap-
ter to the subject of promoting consump-
tion of American corn in Europe. He
says: ‘I have long been impressed with
the necessity of taking measures to pro-
mote the consumption of Indian corn in
foreign countries. The facility with
which we can rafse this cercal, its gen-
crally low price and the occasional glut
in the home market in years when the
yleld has been especially Jarge make an
incrcase in our exports of corn ex-
tremely desirable. It is essentially an
American cereal and one which can be
grown in all parts of this great country.
Not more than 20 per cent of the crop
on an average is moved outside of the
country in which it js grown and to the
extent to which this indicates the utili-
zation of the crop for feeding purposes
on the farms where it is grown this is
well. But when we realize that this
fact is true, iu a part at least, es-
pecially In years, like the last, of
an ample yield to the absolute want of
demand our home markets being fully
supplied, 1t is certaiuly a matter of pro-
found regret that there does not exist a
foreign demand suflicient to relieve the
lut at home and to secure for the farm-
ers in the West a price which would be
adequate at least to save them from the
loss on the growing of the corn crop.
“During the past ten years our exports
have largely exceeded 3 or 4 per cent.
of the total crop. This is due largely to
the fact that corn is utilized throughout
the greater portion of Europe solely as
food for animals and then only when its
very low price tempts the feeders. As

but mnst choose between Republicans
and Democrats:

But we are told that the clergy should
co-operate, even though everything may
not be in perfect accordance with their
viows; that we have before us a chiolco
of evils, and that wise men v Hl choose
the lesser ovil. But where in God's
word are we taught that ministers of
Christ aro sent out into the world to
make achoice of evils? “If God be God,’
the record says, ‘serve Him.' In send-
fug out His ministers Christ did not send
them to temporize with evil, but to fight
aud destroy it. Our orders are peremp-
ory.  We have no discretion. The Son

of Man came to lay the axe at the root

of the treo of evil. We have no choice
in the matter. We caniot excuse our-
selves by making & show of zeal in chop-

ing at the branches. Christ himself
never chose between two evils. John
the Baptist did not chose between two
evils. He rejected both, and all evils,
steadfastly holding to the good.

St. Paul would have smiled at the idea
of a disciple of Christ having been
brought into the world to make a choice
of evils. The apostles and martyrs all
died rather than make a choice of evils.

But if we ‘nsist on rejecting the choice
of evils we shall be left in a very small
minority.’ Very true, but the small mi-
nority of today is going to be the mafor-
ity, and, in fact, to master the world bye

and bye; while without the present mi-
nority there would be no future major-
ity.

NEW LIFE IN OLD EUROPE.

A Fow of the Views of John Swinton |

During tils Lecent Toar Abroad.
{Special Corrospondence

In the course of my year's roaming
over several conntries of Europe since
November last I got some views of life
and other things there that few Ameri-
can sightseers are ever likely to look for.
It is safe to say thatmost of our tourists,
after spending a short time abroad, see-
ing France, Italy, Germany or England,
are apt to tell us of the Eiffel tower and
other glittering shows in Paris, or of the
Colisenm and other wonderful relics in
Rome, or of Windsor Castle and other
massive fabrics in London.

Now I, too, when in Europe saw all
theso things, beside hundreds of others
not less ultr\L e or less sugge
thall say uothing about them here.

But whilo abroad and going to one
country 47 - another, from tho Mediter-
ranean o the Jorth sea, I also took oc-
casion (o ~tuly afew of the new feat-
ures and id of the timey that were
even more i resting to me than those
things with which all Americam tourists

n Europe are familiar. I took views
and made stadies of the lfe of the pao-
ple, common and uncommon, from the
upper world to the under world, from
the foregronnd to the background.
surveyed the surface and sounded the
depths from Italy to Scotland
cn, did Ilearn there? What
aiaTen ' Taly, France, Switserland,
England and Séotland?  Many. things
beside those that the New York papers
had told me of—novel shows, surprising
sights, doleful scenes, hopeful signs.

Here, at this time, T shall refer only to
the thing which struck me most, and
that was the evidence of resurgent lifo
now to be found among the masses of
all the conntries through which I wan-
dered in search of that life for myself.

ew ideas aro in the air there, new
movements are advancing, and the way
is being propared for social and indus-
trial changes that will surely promote
the welfarc of the working millions.

L (ound this resurgent life even in old

v, in Rome, tho seven hilled
mlpltnl 'oF this sars, the popee. and the
new rulers of the modern realm. I found
it in the festering yuarters of tho city
and among the castaways, as well as in
the higher quarters and among their
denizens, with many of whom I held
intercourse. 1saw it in popular assem-
blages, in the workshops of the toilers,
in a hundred projects of which I became
aware, and in the papers of liberation.
I heard ideas that surprised me, and
predictions or aspirations that secmed
beyond reulization in our times. I be-
came convinced, after threo months of
residence and research in Rome, that the
progressive spirit now appearing among
the masses there must yet yield fruic
unlike any that has_ever grown in the
soil of old Italy. That which I found
in Rome I found afterward in the other
Italian cities along my course.

In France 1 found the resurgent life
from Paris to Marseilles. The *‘social
question” is up there, as it has been for
a century past, and the peasantry of the
rural communes as well as tho prole-
tariat of the cities are becoming famil-
iar withit. 1 feel it safo tosay after
thrice visiting France that the French
working masses will not forever tolerate
a system under which they do not enjoy
their natural rights. What do they
want? They want the inheritance that
belongs to them and the full measure of

the earnings of their work.

In England, as in_the other countries
here spoken of, I took tiie to survey the
ways of life and study the currents of
thought among people of all social

| grades. T found that the English mind

is advancing in a hopeful way. There
is a spirit of inqairy in regard to that
condition of society which is franzht
with evils and dingers that cainot be
overlooked. and with which neither
benevolence nor legislation has yet been
able to cop». I found that the thinkers
are perplesed over it, that the workers

cities ure beginni
and to bave their own way of thinking
abont it. There are unprecedented dem-
onstrations in England of the power of|
the working classes, who have gigantic
organizations and unite in vast strikes
that are often successful. It appeared
to mo as though they were laying the
foundations of anew social avd indus-
trial order there, upon the broad princi-
ples of eqnit ity and democracy. 1
saw that magnificent demonstration of
the working people of London in Hyde
Park, on the first Sunday of last May,
when half a million of them stood in
colid array and boldly displayed their
principles and their power. It was truly
animpressive array of the hosts of the dis-
inherited; and the reports of the speeches
that Icould not hear, but afterward
read, gave ample proof tlat the speak-
€rs, who had been chosen from their own
ranks, were not backward in proclaim-
ing the demands of labor, These rde-
1nands, which were swelcomed with ac-
clamations by the enthusiastic yet order-
ly maltitudes, were not of a violent or

acticuble character, but were of a
il that aanded awarning to the dom-
inating class in England.

In Scotland I found the resurgent life
even more vigorous than elsewhere; but
Ihnru not roofn to tell-what I learned

then polled a million and a half votes in
theelections and had elected nearly forty
of their candidates to the reichstag.

I have no doubt that the action of the

young Cerman emperor in favoring the
Tights of labor this year has had a very
powerful influcnce in creating that new
interest in the social question which is
now to be found among all classes in
every country of Europe. The echoes
of this voice from the throne have been
heard around the world.
