W hen the  Ham ilton club, o f  Brooklyn,
as incorporated i t  adopted th is  feature, 

and  shox-tly after, when the  Lawyers’ 
club was established in  tho Equitable 
building, the  sam e system was adopted 

much broader scale. The Lawyers’ 
club sef aside private  d ining rooms, a 
public d ining room, a  ladies’ parlor, 
boudoir and bathroom  for the  use of 

s  and daughters of its  members, 
and  subsequently placed them  in charge 
of experienced ladies’ maids, who are  al- 

i in  attendance. No gentlem an is 
ever adm itted to  these rooms unless he 
is accompanied by  a  lady. Upon his 
election to  the  Lawyers’ club a  member 
fills o u t a  blank witlx the  nam es of the 
ladies of liis family to  whom he wishes 
to  have the  privileges of th e  club ex­
tended.

The names so en tered  are  copied upon 
a  register, and thereafter the ladies 
named by  the  mem ber have the  freedom 
of the  suite of rooms se t apart fo r the 
use of their sex. T hey can  gain adm it­
tance to  these rooms a t any  tim e daring  
the day, can m eet other ladies the re  by 
appointment, can lunch  or d ine there, or 
can en terta in  friends a t  luncheon if  they 
so desire. No check is ever presented to 
them , b u t  tho am ount of indebtedness 
which they  incur is charged to  tho m em ­
ber o f tho club a t  whose instance they 
are  introduced.

Tho somewhat rem arkable departure 
has worked adm irably, and-bos given 
entire satisfaction to  the  m ost conserva­
tive members of the  club. A somewhat 
sim ilar custom is  in  vogue a t  the  rooms 
of th e  Riding club, and  there, too, i t  has 
m et w ith favor. Although tho  fac t is 
no t generally know n, a  proposition to  
buy tho house on Tw enty-first street, 
nex t to  the  Dix property, on which the 
annex to  the  Union club is  now build­
ing , and to  tit i t  up  fo r tho  use of the 
wives and daughters of the  Union club 
men, was broached a t  tho tim e of the 
Union club’s  acquisition of the  Dix prop­
erty.

T he proposition did n o t go through, to 
be sure, b u t the  m ere fac t th a f i t  was 
made in  so conservative n  c lub  os the 
Union clnb shows the  hold which the 
innovation introduced by  th e  Somerset 
club has taken  on clnb men. T h a t i t  will 
be generally adopted by the  be tter  class 
of social clubs before m any years there 
caq b e  little  doubt. A nd th a t i t  w ill tend 
to  m itigate  the  asperity  w ith  which 
the  feminine sex regards tho clubs to

KniTott Morning P b m s—No»rly ovory 
day thoro Is boln* brouRkt to  our notlco 
sumo account of some one. dangerously 
III, sick o r Infirm. As often do wo hear 
of some one who has called a t  the  sick 
chamber, only to  go forth  to  express 
doubts as to  the  recovery of the  patient. 
The sick person may bo In a  critical con­
dition o r no t as th e  case may bo, b u t In 
any case long-faced callers of solemn 
mien had  betto r employ the ir tim e In 
some o th e r direction. No one should 
ever bo adm itted Into a  sick room except 
as nurse o r  help. No ouo should gain 
adm ittance  whoso presence would In any 
m anner suggest or allude to  th e  condi­
tion of th e  patien t. Cheerfulness under 
all circum stances, on th e  p a rt of a ttend ­
an ts, will do more for a  sick person than 
a ll remedies combined, if  th e ir  adm inis­
tra tion  Is accompanied with a  long and 
solemn face and dubious forebodings of 
evil. T h e  pa tien t should never, by any 
outside environm ent, know of h is or her 
physical condition. T he Inward flame is 
enough, which may be lessoned by the  
apparen t w an t of sym pathy by a ttend­
a n ts  and others. Don’t  weep If your pa­
t ie n t does; or. If you m ust weep, go out 
o f th e  presence. T he nurse m ust bo 
checrfn), and callers ought to  be con­
spicuous by th e ir  absence, for, If you 
c a n 't  do a  person good, w hat Is the  use 
of such form ality?

If  you a re  certain  you cannot do the 
p a tien t good, nor assist In the  cares, 
then th e  conclusion Is th a t  your calls a re 
made as a  m a tte r  of fashion, or to  show 
a  sym pathy as hollow as th e  good deeds 
you leavo undone. Some callers on the 
sick call to  sym pathize, some to  keep up 
the  fashion, some to  adm inister the  last 
sacram ent, some w ant to  bo on hand 
w hen the  last sigh "gently  heaves the 
expiring b reast."  O thers again are 
anxious to  look upon a  helpless form 
w hich, like B arnum 's "woolly horse," Is 
reduced to  a  show for the  gaze of curi­
ous people, and some call because thoy 
w an t to  "u n d erta k e"  a  paying Job. In 
m ost Ind ian  tribes when one of their 
num ber gets sick the  "evil sp irit"  Is ex­
orcised by the  boating of rude drums, 
dancing and Incantations. S trange as 
It may seem these means are  generally 
availing, and why? Because they In­
fuse Into th e  mind of th e  patien t a  hope 
of life ra th e r  than  a  fear of pain and 
death; so, clinging to  life w ith hope, 
death  Is conquered and health  restored. 
"M ind cure,"'you may say, b u t I t has 
more In It than m ost people will admit.

If you w an t to  kindly kill a  "dear 
friend," the  su rest way to  do so Is to 
call In h is o r her sick room when you 
have nothing to  give b u t sym pathy o r  to 
stand  In g roups about the  room whisper­
ing or lam enting o r shedding te a rs  over 
onte w ho b u t for your foolishness m ight 
survive. These well m eant endeavors 
m ay have th e ir  uninten tional effect, b u t 
If the  pa tien t does no t die, you may rest 
assured th a t your simple efforts were 
unavailing.

Physicians are  often  blamed for not 
restoring the  sick a nd  raising the  dead 
w hen the  fau lt is not theirs. One who 
Is ominous and makes his pa tien t be­
lieve th a t one foot Is a lready In the  
grave will no t be long In ge tting  the 
whole body there. B u t th e  doctor 
w orthy of the  name will do as much 
good by h is k indly expression and cheery 
words as he can by adm inistering drugs, 
which a t  best can only assist n a tu re  In 
perform ing a  cure. Sym pathetic callers 
whose sad and gloomy visages are 
enough (o drive  a well person to  the 
wall should send a brigh t, cheery lit tle  
girl to  Inquire of a  sick neighbor, and If 
she presents a  c luster of flowers w ith a 
smile she Is a benefactor and the  ones 
who sen t h e r w ill have done a  good act, 
o r  ra th e r  ceased to  do a bad one. Again, 
prayers for th e  sick In the ir presence, 
the  adm inistration of the  la s t sacram ent, 
and all such foolishness have killed 
more people than  they  ever passed 
th rough  purgatory.

“ T hanatopsls” should never e n ter the 
sick room. T he b righ ter sides of life 
should always engage our atten tion , 
w ith th is  th ough t In view, th a t. If there  
Is a  m erciful being, who will a t  last ac ­
c ep t the  sufferings of o u r bu rn t ou t 
candle, which burned to  His dishonor, 
we have no r ig h t In th e  end to  throw 
them  in H is face. T hen  w hat th e  use of 
p rayers a t  the  bed-side of th e  sick, the 
la s t sacram ent or expressed sympathy, 
long faces and sad countenances? T hey 
can only do harm.

If  you c an 't be cheerful In the  room of 
the  sick, nor do them  good some other 
way, then s tay  away altogether.

in  the  year 1K11) th a t th is young 
m an, rich, gifted  and  handsome, cnmo 
to New  Orleans to  spend a  w in ter with 
Charles M arot Bauderet, whoso acquaint­
ance ho had form ed in  Paris. The tw o 

i o f the  sam e ago, and  their 
tastes wore sim ilar. V erot had  boon 
captivated by  Bandorct's w it, learning 
a nd  subtile  personal charm . In  tu rn , 
Bauderet's im agination w as tonchcd into 
singular ac tiv ity  and his sympathies 
borne away by  Vorot's m agnetic genius.

I t  is  ra re  indeed th a t tw o  young men, 
poets both, And such an overm astering 
m ntnal in te rest flowing betw een them. 
T heir friendship became a t  once a  pns- 

on.
W hen B auderet loft Pa ris  a fte r a 

year’s sojourn the re  h e  exacted a  prom­
ise from  his now friend  th a t ho should 
come to  Now Orleans and  spend some 
m onths w ith  him . T hus i t  cam e about 
tha t early in  tho  au tum n of 1839 V erot 
arrived, a fte r a  pleasant voyage, and 
took u p  his abode in  tho B auderet man- 

>n on Bourbon street.
Charles M arot Bauderet, us some of 

m y renders m i l  rem em ber, was a  bach­
elor orphan, occupying tho  large, silent 
old houso all alone, save th a t ho  was 
surrounded w ith  m any fa ith fu l slaves.

Tho house was a  low. fa r  spreading, 
gloomy brick s tructure , whoso immense­
ly thick  w alls and sm all w indows gave 
it  n ja i \  like appearance. Vinos clam ­
bered over i t  from  base to  roof, and  it 

embowered in  dusky trees. S ur­
rounding i t  w as a  h igh brick  w all topjied 
w ith a  picketing of iron. Tho gates 
were massive, and  closed w ith huge 
spring locks th a t could bo opened only 
from w ithin. They were attended by 
statuesque keepers as block a s  night.

B auderet w as descended from  a  fam ­
ily of buccaneers. H is w ealth  w as the 
resu lt of auccstral piracy, m urder and 
rapine. In  the  young mail's blood burned 
the ta in t o f unbridled passion, and  in 
his b ra in  a  law less im agination held 
high carousal. H is poems wore, like 
those of Poe, Baudelaire and Villon, 
suffused w ith  som ething th a t suggested 
madness, b u t th e  young m an showed no 
dgn  of an unsound m ind. On the  con­
trary , ho was brillian tly , fascinatingly 
*ane and logical in  Ins conversation. He 
w ent little  in to  society and  en tertained 
scarcely a t  all. in  tho  general m eaning 
i f  tho w ord. A  few friends, rarely 
more than  one a t  a  tim e, w ere adm itted  
throngh his protentous looking gates 
and in to  his luxurious tw iligh t parlors 
and dusk dim  lib rary . Ho w as a  con • 
uoisseur of wines, c igars and old books; 
he smoked a lm ost incessantly, rarely 
drank to  excess, read  m cditeval poetry 
and in  h is conversation w as m nch given 
to advancing preposterously rom antic 
theories touching alm ost a ll th e  relations 
>t life.

W hen V erot a rrived  B auderet m et him 
at the  w harf w ith  every  outw ard  show 
of irrepressible deligh t; b u t  tho  young 
Parisian a t  once fe lt th a t  some great 
change hud taken  place in  h is friend. 
A t first ho w as inclined to  fear th a t 
Bauderet was n o t sincere in  h is expres- 
tions of affectionate jo y  over h is arrival; 
bu t soon enough the  m ystery  w as ade­
quately explained. B audere t was in 
love. H is whole na tu re  w as absorbed 

i tho new  passion.
Mile. Des Champs w as tho  daughter of 
retired  p lanter, whose home was b u t  a 

few steps from  Bauderet's ga te. Reccntly 
the poet had m et her. T o  m eet her was 

love her, and  now ho could find room 
for no  other thought. Isobel Des 
Chamjw w as tho  sub ject of h is  mast 
loquent conversation, his strangely m e­

lodious poetry, h is curiously brillian t 
sketches in  w ater colors.

V erot found Bauderet's houso a  very 
palace of enchantm ent: so vague and yet 

effective were the  im pressions made 
by  i ts  rich tapestry, its  massive mahoga­
ny fu rn itu re , i ts  d im  vistas of books and 
pictures and its  solemn silence. The 
young patrician  F renchm an had been 
accustomed to  old houses, b n t here, in 
this c ity  of the  New  W orld, his creole 
friend had  given him  tho freedom of one 
th a t seemed filled w ith  a n  an tiqu ity  far 
greater than th e  R om an bnildings of 
F rance could boast of—even th e  most 
ruined in  old Provence.

B anderet was anxious to  have Verot 
see Isobel Des Champs, and, of course, 
tho young v isitor, especially a fte r  Bande- 
ret's  eloquent description, felt quite w ill­
ing to  m eet the  lieautiful girl. Nor was 
he in  the  least disappointed w hen he saw 
her; indeed, her loveliness so far sur­
passed expectation, so d  warfed a ll form er 
visions of maidenly attractiveness, th a t 
V erot w as struck to  th e  h e a r t by  her flrst

tho code tho host who had  been so 
cruelly robbed took tho tu rn  of affairs 
w ith a  philosophic resignation tru ly  ad­
mirable. A fter tho  first g rea t struggle 
against tho te rrib le  disappointm ent 
w hich tho d isaster to  Jus hopes had 
b rought ho drew  close to  h is friend and 
w ished him  grea t joy.

V erot w as both touched and awed by 
tho strange change th a t cam e over Ban 
dere t’s  face and  m anner. I t  was a  slow, 
m ysterious transform ation of tho man. 
H is face took on an inscrutable mask of 
qniet, alm ost serene, resignation, behind 
w hich som ething suggested im m easur­
able depths of poignant suffering. In 
his eyes a t  tim es burned a  ligh t which 
s tartled  V erot and ha unted  h is dreams 
a t night.

Love predominates everything, how­
ever, and  the  passionate young Parisian 
was so bewildered and  blinded in  the 
rose m ist of happiness th a t  tho deepest 
significance of Bauderet's conduct was 
entirely  lost to  him. Ho was aw are  of 
nothing m uch besides his impending 
nuptials, tho tender glory  o f tho semi- 
tropical spring tim e and  tho w ild flut- 
iugs of th e  lu sty  m ocking birds.

A bont th is tim e, os is  now known, 
B anderet w en t frequently  to  see an  old 
negress, a  voudoo charm  w eaver, and 
procured from h e r a  phia l of hideons 
poison—u black liquid, th ick , rank, 
frenzy bearing—m ade from  tho heads of 
snakes, tho  tm ls of scorpions and tho 
roots o f various deadly woods a ll steeped 
together for m any days. Among tho 
A frican voudoo w orkers th is liquid was 
know n by an appellation w hich meant 
“ brain  burner." I t  w as said to  induce 
madness of the  m ost hopeless kind. Its 
concoction w as attended  w ith  the  most 
solemnly horrible of r ites and  incanta­
tions.

I t w as tho  n igh t before Isobel and 
V erot's w edding day. Bauderet appeared 
to  bo in  be tter  sp irits th a n  usual; ho hud 
some rare  old w ine brought in to  the 
lib rary , and  he and  V erot sa t up  till late 
drink ing  and smoking, w hile they  per­
m itted themselves perfect freedom in

If Isobel captivated V erot i t  w as i 
loss of love a t  first sight, fo r tho hand- 
somo Parisian d id  n o t fail to  impress he 
im agination in  tu rn . From  th e  moment 
of the ir f irst m eeting they  were ardent 
lovers, as everybody could plainly see. 
save only Bauderet. So lost in  the  in­
fatuation  of absolute devotion w as ho 
th a t he conld see noth ing  b u t Isobel' 
dazzling beauty, could hear noth ing  bu t 
the  rich, low mnsic o f h e r creole voice.

Soon enough V erot w as in  th e  seventh 
heaven of a  successful courtship—not 
courtship, b n t love tolling and  love lis­
tening—w hile poor B auderet w en t r igh t 
on in  blissful enjoym ent of h is imagi­
nary lordship of IsobeTs heart.

The au tum n sped; the  w in ter w ent 
lik e n  dream , and out flushed the  orange 
blooms, ou t poured tho m ocking bird 
songs, heavily drooped the  roses by  the 
walls. Tho breezes from  tho gu lf were 
sw eet and  f rag ran t; the  sky  was like a 
g rea t pale violet te n t shu tting  in  the  
w orld w ith  a  w avering m ist dream  of 
spring.

The 
Parisian was ta ll, a th le tic , fa ir , w ith  
blue eyes a nd  yellow, curling  hair, while 
the  creole w as dark , slight, black eyed, 
m ysterious looking, possessing tho singu­
la r  m agnetism  of a  face a t  onoo hand­
some and inscrutable. Bauderet's sligh t­
ness was no t physical f ra ilty , however, 

•as a  noted sw ordsman, pos­
sessed of extraord inary  nervous energy.

I t  w as lu te  in  the  n igh t and  tho lumps 
were burning low, the  flames flickering 
fain tly  and faltering  in  th e ir  brazen 
sockets am ong tho  pendant crystal b rill­
iants, when Bauderet arose and  said;

H e fetched from  a  lit tle  Imaging cubi-

and  m ounted in  gold, o n t of w hich ho 
took tw o large oscuros separately 

n  silver foil. One o f these ho 
handed to  V erot, a t  the  sam e tim e l igh t­
ing  the  other.

Tho last tw o of a  priceless lo t sent 
tw o years ago by  a  friend nt Hn- 

ia," he said.
' ( to t  da in tily  brushed the  almost 

b lack cigar across his noso to  inhale its 
fragrance, and  instan tly  recoiled, for 

le from  i t  a  strange, insinu­
a ting  and unbearable stench.

T hat is nothing,” laughed Bauderet, 
w ith a  hollow, b ru ta l ring  in  his voice 
th a t s ta rtled  V erot. W hen you ligh t it  
be smell disappears, and  the  smoke is 
xquisitely fine.

light clond tow ard his friend 's noetrile. 
Isn’t  th a t incomparable bouquotf"
Verot pu t the  cigar between h is teeth  

and tried to  ligh t it, b u t th e  th rill of 
a trocious evil th a t flashed through his 
nerves caused  him to  le t i t  fall.

I t 's  horrible!" he exclaimed. " I  can 't 
b ear it!”

Oh, w h a t w omanish qualms!" re­
marked Bauderet, a lm ost testily, picking 
up  the  fallen oscuro and  handing i t  to  
his gnest. "Smoke i t ;  th is may be ont

Something in  Bauderet's voice ap­
pealed to  Verot’s  sym pathy, w hile a t  the 
same tim e i t  m ade his heart almost 
sink.
