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LIABILITIES OF THE GREATEST
ENGLISH BANKING HOUSE.

Baring Brothers Swamped by the
Argentine Securities—Saved
from Absolute Failnre by
the Bank of England.

New York, Nov, 15.—The groatest ox-
cltement was caused in financial circles
today by the announcement that Barlug
Bros & Co., of London, the largest spec-
ulative bankers in the world, had becn
embarrassed for months and would pracs
tically retire from business. Thesignifi-
cance of tho difficulties under which the
firm was struggling s shown by thb fact
that tho Bank of England was called
upon to relleve them to prevent  failure
which would shake every commercial
center on the globe. The first roports
were refected as absurd, buta partial
confirmation came in tho shape of &
cablegram from the leading financial

« news agency of Eugland, which said:

Baring Bros.’ acceptances due today
and Monday are guaranteed by finan-
clers and the Bank of England. The
total liabilities are estimated at £15,-
000,000. The estato on a depreciated
value shows a surplus of £4,000,000.
The firm has not failed, but protracted
liguidation will follow.

The excitement on the stock exchange
was intense, but there were no serious
results because of the short session to-
day. The announcement Is the sensa-
tiou all over the world. The trouble has
been coming for months past, ever since
the crazy speculation in South Ameri-
can securities cooled down to a pom
where the folly of* it.was secn.
tlme began the tromendous drop In South
American securitios which has been go-
ing on for months. The name of the
house whose impending troubles have
been hanging over the money markets of
the world has been most effectiyely con-
cealed, On this side of the watcr,
at least, only. a few financiors have
kpown the definite nature and extent of
the trouble, Two days ago the first in-
timation as to the name of the particu-
lar house concerned was given.

Jehn Baring, the ancestor
of all the English Barings, came from
Bremen and settled in Exeter, England,
early In the efghteenth century. His
son was Sir Francis Baring, a London
merchant, who became a director in the
East India company and amassed a very
large fortune for those days. Owing to
his influence William Pitt rénewed the
charter of the East India company in

Tleor Plans Adopted—How 1t is Ar-
anged.

Ground plans for the proposed police
headquarters building have been adopted
by the board of firs and police, and the
board of public works is now advertis-
Ing for elevations and exterior designs.

Richard Trovellick of Detroft, the
noted labor agitator, has just returned to
. his home after working with the Farm-
ers' alllance in Kansas and Nebraska
for the success of their tickets, and he
predicts & great future for that organi-
zation in which daily events are bearing
him out.

e claims 82 congressmen elected by
the help of the Farmers' alliance; of
these 32, he says, aro out and out Farm-
ers! alliance who will uot go into caucus
with either Democrats or Republicans.

This Farmers' alliance, or & co-operat-
{veorganization of farmers, holds the bal-
ance of power in the Ilinois legislature,
_ and as they are old Greenbackers they
are likely to defeat Gen. Palmer, who
has always been obnoxlous to the finance
reformers because of his enmity to the
greenback. If $ho Democrats of Tllinois
Joln them they will probably slect a
‘Democrat in the person of Congressman-
oloct Stewart.

In North Dakota tho Farmors'alliance
members of tha legislature commands
the situation and will elect the senator
to succeed Moorly in union with the
Democrats.
