SIR LYON PLAYFAIR TALKS
TARIFF LIKE A DEMOCRAT,

Ie Discusses the McKinley Tax and
Tts Probable Effcct—Protection-
1sts Will Continue to Fight
with their Flags Furled.

Loxnox, Nov. 16.—In a speeech to his
constituents at Leeds Friday night,upon
the new United States tarift legislation,
Right Hon. Sir Lyon Playfair, after giy-
ing the tariff history of the Umted
States, sald that the promoters of the
McKinley bill sought to prove that the
measure was needed in order to equalize
the difference between the higher wages
of the United States and the lower
wages of Europe, but their argument
would not bear examination. There fs
no intimato connection, h said, betwoen
the tariff and wages. As a whole,wages
fu America had already been reduced
under a high tarlff, and there scems to
be no tendency to. raise them. Wages
are highest in the unprotected indus-
tries and lowest i the protected ones.

Sir Lyon cited a host of statistics to
show that the consumer always paid the
extra duties. He entered upon a lengthy
discussion of the effects of the tariff,
contending that It would be disastrous
to American agriculture. The farmers
would find that while their forelgn mar-
kets were dwindling every necessity was
increasiug in price merely
fow manufacturers. He thought that
the framers of the bill might be sus-
pected of a covert attack upon Cauada.
He declared that Canada would be able
to supply Great Britain with all the food
she now gets from the United States. In
less than twenty years the United States
will have no surplus food to send, o it Is
toEnlhndsinlen.sllo aid in develop-
ing Canadian

He Insists That Masonry is Inimical
to the Cause of Christ and the
Church—The Pope’s Let-
ter Not Read Iferc.

The late encyclical letter lssued by
Pope Leo XIII to the hierarchy of the
Catholle church throughout the world,
was the cause of & MoRNING PRESS re-
porter's visit to the Rev. Father Cook,
C. S. 8. R., one of the most eloguent pul-
pitorators In the United States. Tho
Rov. Father was found %t the bishop's
residence, and on being asked If the let.
ter applied to the Free Masous of this
country, he declined to answor directly,
but futimated that it did, for said he,
It is a fact well known among all classes
that the Catholle church Is bitterly op-
posed to the order of Free Masons.
Other secret societies, such as 0dd Fel-
lows and Knights of Pythias are toler-
ated by the church, but not sanctoined.
Althongh a Catholic may belongto them,
he cannot belong to the Free Masons and
recelye the rights of the church.

““The encyeclical letter of the pope fully
covers the poiut, and the hierarchy of
the Catholic church receive their orders
on the same principlo as the foreign
diplomats and ambassadors recelve theirs
from tko secretary of state.

““The Catholic church s antagonistic
to the Masons more than any other
secret soclety, simply for the reasons as
laid down in the pamphlet issucd by
Henry F. Brownson of Detroit.
encyclical letter issued by the pope In
Aprll, 1884, he cited that the ultimate
purpose of Masonry was the utter over-
throw of the whole religious and politi-
cal order of the world which the Christ-
ian teaching has produced and the sub-
stitution of a new state of things In ac-
cordance with their ideas, and of which
the foundations and Ies shall be drawn
from mere ‘paturalism.’ Albert Pike,
graud commander, on behalf of the su-
preme council of the Ancient Accepted

POSTAL TELEGRAPHY.

Wanamaker Wil Advocate it also
Penny Postage.

WasniNgToN, D. C., Nov. 16.—Post-
master General Wanamaker's annual re-
port, which Is nearly ready; will come
out strongly on postal telegraphy and on
the rocent lottery legislation.

Last year Mr. Wanamaker, in a gen-
eral way, committed himself to the plan
of a postal telegraph system, but did not
claborate the details, Since that time
he has submitted a bill to congress which
has been fully discussed In the postoffice
committee of the house. Wlis plan dia
not provide for the government either
buying or building telegraph lines of its
own. He proposed to make a beginuing
by contracting with any company which
was willing to utilize the postoffices
of the country for recelying and
dellvering messages on conditlons which
would be favorable to the government
and at the same time would cheapen
telegraphic service to the gencral public.
Since the congressional hearing closed a
largo number of newspaper and other
opinfons in support of the plan have
been gathered, and the postmaster gen-
cral Is encouraged by these to beliove
that public sentiment has reached the
point where a limited postal telegraph
system will meet & popular demand. He
will, therefore, renew his recommenda-
tions of Ist year with added roasons.
The postmaster general probably will
pronounce in favor of penny postage,
though he will hardly urge that it be
adopted at once. The time for its adop-
tion Is a matter for congress to doter-
mine. After the reduction from three
cents to two cents In 1883 tho reduction
In revenues, Instead of being 33 per cent.,
as might have been looked for, was only
10 per cent. Within four years there
was a complete recovery of the revenue
to the basis of three-cent postage. From
this It is nferred that if the present two-
nt rate were split the popularity of
penny postage soon would make up for
the loss of revenue. There Is consider-
able agitation also for reduced ocean
postage.

ST MARKS HOSPITAL :

THE MANAGEMENT REPLIES TO
MR. WENN'S COMPLAINT.

Facets 1n Regard to the Treatment of
Miss Lizzio Wenn—The Institu-
tion s a Hospital but Not
a Home.

Ebitor Morxixe Press—In behalf of
the management of the St. Mark’s hos-
pltal, T desire to reply to certain charges
made by Mr. Elijah Wenn in regord to
the treatment his dsughter received
while an inmate of the Institution. These
charges are so utterly false and unfound-
ed that g statement would hardly be
necessarly if the public in general were
in the same position to judge of such
cases a3 are those who come futo daily
contact with the work which goes on
within the walls of the hosptal
About May 10 last, Mrs. Wenn, the
stepmother of the patient, Lizzie Wenn,
came to the hospital with a pitiful story.
She sald that for nearly two years she
had been obliged to care for her daughter
Lizle, who was a confirmed epileptic;
that she was utterly worn out and ox-
hausted, and begged that the hospital
authorities reliove her of ‘her burden.
She was Informed that it was the rule of
the institution to admit only those pa-
tlents who could be benefitted by medi-
cal care—in other words, that the Insti-
tution was no longer a home but a
general hospital, devoted to the Interests
of the sick.

Although her daughter's case was
clearly one where medical ald could da
but littlo, yet the mother was informed
that, In order to give her the needed
rest, the authoritles would admit her
daughter and do all that lay n their
power to alleviate her sufferings. She
was glven distinctly to understand, how-
ever, that her abode in the hospital could
be but temporarily.

Nothing was sald to Mr. Wenn In re-
gard to rates of board and medical at-
tendance for his daughter, as the au-
thorities considered the case deserving
of their aid. However, as there were
but few patlents in the hospital at the
time, the management made an excep-
tlon to the rules in her case, and did not
discharge her as an Incurable pationt.
Her disease was of such a distressing
nature that no patlent could remain In
the same ward with her. Sho was faith-
fully cared for by the nurses, who de-
voted much time to her, for she was so
fed with a
. She received the same diet as
that provided for the private patients,
and hor bed was so arranged that it was
the fioor
duriug her fits. The children Interested
in the Ministering Children’s league
often brought her flowers and pictures,
and everything possible was done for her
comfort.

Her father In the meantime had vol-
unteered to contribute what he could to
hor support, which arrangement was
readily agreed to by the management.
Instead, however, of paying the regular
rate of board, r. Wenn claims, he
only pafd one-quarter of it, although
that made no difference to the board of
managers since they considered thoy
were doing a charitable work in caring
for the girl.

As the numbers in the hospital began
to increase, it became an absolute neces-
sity to use the woman's medical ward
which contalned elght beds, and which
{zzie Wenn was obliged necessarlly to
occupy alome.  Accordingly she was
transferred to the children’s ward an
when the n:cessii'e: of the hospital de
manded this ward she wi

hospltal since fts opening have been en-

tirely free patients, while fully as many
more have only contributed a portion of
the regular price for board and medical
attendance.

Col. Wi, Ludlow, En.(lum-r U. S A,
Detrolt, Mich: Dear Sir—In reply to
your favor of October 31, requesting
data relating to the improvement of
Grand river allow me to present the fol-
lowing facts and figures:

1. The population of the city of Grand
Raplds as shown by the recent consus
is 64,147—the population of fhe so-
called half mile strip north, east, south
and west, which at the next sesslon of
the legislature will be added to the clty,
1 10,304 or a total of nearly 75,000—hay=
ing more than doubled our population In
ten years.

2. The statistics gathered by the board
will show that this city is pre-cminently
& manufacturing town, having 949 man-
ufacturing establishpents of all descrips
tlous producing goods to the value of
$28,842,468 per annuin; (86,768,000 of the
above is furniture).

3. Our furniture finds a market in
every state of the union and many for-
elgn countries, our factories, in that
branch of industry. being the largest in
the world.

4. Since the enactment of the inter
state commerco law, raflroad froight
rates to the west have been largoly in-
creased, forcing our manufacturers into
sharp, and in several instances, ruinous
competition with centers situated on our
lakos and navigable rivers—compelling
some to remove their plants to cities
whore water communieation with Lake
Michigan was had and some to change
their line of manufacture. Iron Indus-
tries having their attention called to our,
clty through its well earned reputation
in the wood working lines, have passed
us by, needing cheap water transporta-
tion, at least for their raw material, and
have located at lake ports. The hard
wood lumber of which we at present
uso 25,000,000 of feet annually, be-
comes each year more dificult of acs

LONDON'S BIG CHARITIES.

Mothods Which Might Bio Followed with
Profit in This Conntry

Among the passengers on tho Alaskn
was Mr. Charlos B. Stover, superintend-
ent of the Neighborhood Guild. Mr.
Stover went abrond for the purpose of
studying, as far ns his time allowed, the
question of social reform among the
working classes. The Neighborhood
Gnild with which ho is connected has
for threo years been engaged in the or-
ganization of clubs for mutual improve-
ment among the tenement population of
the district.

In pursning this work Mr. Stover ha
found many things in the methods prac-
ticed in tho East Side of London which
seemed worthy of imitation here, and it
was partly for a closer study of these
matters that ho has taken tho tour not
only through England, but in Norway,
Swoeden and Russia.  Mr. Stover hi
some very interesting facts to recount in
relation fo his experiences in visiting the
workingmen's clubs and other institu-

tions of the sort with which the poorest
quartors of London aro dotted.

“My visit to London,” eaid he, “‘was
perhiaps rather at an_ unfortunate time
of year, us many of tho places which I
wanted to visit were closed for the sum-
mer.  However, I saw among other
things the Peoplo's Palace, in East Lon-
don, in Milo End road, the most dismal
querter of the East Side. It i3 the
gigantic technical and industrial insti-
tuta founded in o great degree ns a re-
sult of Besint’s novel, *All Sorts and
Conditions of Men.' Itis in an unfin-
ished stato as yet, of course, but I should
say that it would prove to bo as much
hku an enlarged Cooper Union as any-

ing.
he ‘Palace’ is entirely withont ro-
ligious instruction, being  distinctive in
this particular from the other large in-
dustrial institutes. The classes number ||
already somo 10,000 members, it is said,
in &pite of the incompleto condition of
the building. They include not only
the usual clusses in carpentry and cabi-
netmaling, but watchmaking and pho-
tography, and I should think thatsal-
ost every trade could bo learned thers.

It iseaid that with oc-
casioual crops 60 largo as to glut the
markets, followed by off years, or per-
baps an almost apple fumine $ear like
the presont, o better uso cun be made of
the land than to encumber it with apple
trecs. At tho least it is thought by the
dissatisfied oncs that tho orchard area
of tho country shonld not bo increased
to add to unprofitablo over production
on tho ono hand and unprofitable occu-
pancy of fruitlees acres on the other.
Whilo it is truo that we havo off years
with their inseot bitten, knotty apples
and alternato years of plenty with uore-
munerative prices, it is nevertheless
worthy of carcfal consideration whether
improved methods of cultivation, moro
caro in the sclection of varicties and
wmore attention to tho preservation and
marlketing of the crop may not do very
much toward lessening tho grounds for
such complaints.
