‘WasnINGTON, Nov. 21.—The commis-
sloner of Indian affairs this afternoon
received adispatch from the Indian agent
at Pine Ridge agency, stating that thore
‘was no Important change In the situa-
tion there. The war department re-
celved another dispatch later In the day
stating that tho Indlans, in increased
numbers, are golng from Rosebud agency
to Plne Ridge agency, and that the Mes-
slah craze scems to be spreading among
the Indlans generally, extending as far
north as the Canadian Indlans, and as
far west as the Black Hills country.

Gen. Schofield said this afternoon that
all that could be done In the way of pre-
paration for any outbreak is belng done.
“We notified Gon. Miles a fow days
2go,"” said he, “that all avallable troops
not only In his division, but elsowhere,
would be placed In'readiness and placed
at his disposal. That Is about all there
13 t0 be sald on the subject. Everything
is belng put In readiness, and while we
hope that there will be no outbreak, and
really do not expect that there will be.

Strapped on Their Backs.

The ghost dance, under the
lead of Little Wound, Six Feathers and
other chlefs, aro still going on at Wound-
ed Kneo Creek, White Claw and MedI-
cloe Root, and the Indlsns have their
guns strapped on their backs as they
dsnce.

Rosebud agency and are headed this |3
'way. Itis within the bonds of possibil-
ity that the dancing Indfans may con-
solidate thetr forces at Woundod Knee,
and in that case a fight may be expocud
8t any moment. Medicine Root, the
furthest point from the agency, where
the dancing s golog on, Is 30 miles
away, Wounded Knee {s 15 and Porcu-
pine Is 35, -

Is a very literary person. Yesterday,be-
tween her scoffs at witnesses, she perus-
ed a work on ““The Life of Christ from
Manger to Throne. ‘This morning,
when she took her seat before the jury
in Judge Baker's court, she opened a
Iarge and finely lllustrated book entitled,
“Washington and the Republic,” but
she quickly closed the work and began
making Inaudible and sarcastic com-
ments upon the testimony of the first
witness, a Mrs. Hogan, who admitted
she kept a place far from respectable on
La Salle street, where Miss Ryan board-
ed five or six years ago.

Miss Ryan's lawyer made matters
worse by his cross-examination, but
when he had finished blackening his
client’s character Mrs. Hogan got down
from the stand, and asshe passed the
“lonely, friendless" woman, she stopped
long enough to shake ‘Crazy Mary’s”
hand and whisper a word of en-
couragement. It was the first sign of
friendliness shown to Miss Ryan and she
hrlghunm‘l up considerably. Mrs. Ho-
an had been & vory unwilling witness,
nnd had to be brought Into court on an
attachment.

Lawyer Hardy, who told the most in-
toresting story of any of the witnesses
examined yesterday, having, as he said,
been told by Miss Ryan about all the
men she had “shaken down,” took the
stand once more this morning to be sub-
cted to an aileged cross-examination.

“*Yes, but I declined to have anything
todo withit. T told her that the arti-
cles written in the paper were about
true, as she herself had related to me,
and that a suit would result in her de-
feat and consequent public expose and
scandal.”

The declaration In the case had been
lost, and her Jawyer at that time had
sought Mr. Hardy and requested him to
mnko afiidavit to the effect that the pa-
r had been filed within the time re<
qnlred by the statute. Mr. Hardy was
asked if he remembered that instance,
and the lawyer sharply replied that he
did, and that id at the time
that ho would have nothing to do with
the case as the woman was & black-
maller.
