L. H igh of the 
company says th a t tho  failure was 
precipitated by slow collections and 
the  depression in th e  money m arket. 
T he company is one of the  largest. If not 
tho largest, builders of railw ay cars in 
the  world, and his plan ts a t  Hege- 
wisch, HI.; D ecatur, A la.; A nnijton, 
Ala., and U rbana, Ohio. T he capital 
stock of th e  company Is 84,000,000. of 
which $3,500,000 are  paid up in  cash, 
and the re  is 8500,000 of stock no t yet 
issued. The assets of the  company con­
s is t of shops, yards, rea l estate  and  ma­
chinery.

T he failure will have little  effect on 
railroads. The company’s  business was 
mainly leasing cars.

In  tho first place, no chango can bo 
brought about In our national policy and 
political rulo without numbers—for thoy 
and not scepters, in  tho United States, 
carry  the  dayl Or wo can mako them 
do so. Ultim ately tho majority must 
rule. W hat about tho Democratic

party , then, as to  numbers? Why, sev­
eral times during this Republican sway 
of over a qua rte r  of a  century, tho Dem­
ocrats havo nearly o r  actually  carried 
tho country  by tho popular voto. I t  Is a 
m ighty organization, which with Its 
horolc allies, accomplished alm ost a 
sweeping victory a t  tho lato election. 
And tho party  Is as wide as tho union, 
and everywhere dauntless, vigorous and 
well equipped. Saying nothing about 
Its history (for tho old leaders of both 
ofganlzations aro nearly  all gone, and 
noithor party  can longer live on its  his­
tory), aro there  any other antl-Ropubll- 
can forces stronger and betto r than the 
Democratic? ■

As to  power and numbers alone every­
body m ust say, certainly not. Compared 
w ith Democracy, (and all b u t cranks and 
cowards will boldy stand tho courteous 
contrast), tho other organizations aro 
numerically Insignificant. T h ls 'm ust bo 
acknowledged by tho Alliance, the  
Knights of Labor, tho Patrons of In ­
dustry, tho Prohibitionists and other fac­
tions. Tho Democratic p a rt outnum bers 
them all combined and th is is a  gigantic 
advantage  in advance.

B ut how about platform s and princi­
ples? Thcso aro ovou higher considera­
tions than numbers.

Well, tho various party  c harters an 
before tho w riter—as modified lu difforn 
sta tes of tho republic, and he notices 
soveral thlngs_about thorn. F irst, thoy 
uro all vigorously anti-Republican 
Second, they aro substantia lly  th e  same 
In a  broad and gonorous sense, differing 
mostly as to  phraseology and m inor par­
ticulars. Got .tho. platform s and read 
them and see If wo aro not right, 
tho tariff, land, transportation, labor, 
pensions, an Income tax, tru sts, subsi­
dies, a  postal telegraph and kindred 
questions there Is substantially  
difference—even embracing tho Prohibi­
tion; and on tho currency, banking and 
temperanco problems there aro no Insur- 
passablo gulfs between Democracy and 
the m inor antl-Rcpublican organlzatloi 
I f  families in  tho  samo tow nship they 
would all bo on visiting if no t courting

T his being the  case, w hat ought to  
bo done for a  People’s  party , and 
sweeping and ab rup t victory? If  N a­
poleon wero living and a t  tho head 
w hat would he do under tho circum ­
stances?

COMBINE THE FORCES.
All life Is a  compromise, particularly  

in politics and religion. Otherwise v 
could no t livo together. Principl' 
should not be compromised, bu t ono • 
the highest principles is to harmonize, 
organize and co-operate in spite of d if­
ferences. If  m arriage w aited fo r per­
fection on either side, a  hundred years 
would extinguish the hum an species! As 
Spurgeon puts it, “ If  only the  perfect 
could go to  heaven and there  associate, 
the entire  race would bo damned.”

How, then, shall a  glorious union 
a  g rea t People's pa rty  be brought about? 
Shall the m ighty Democratic pa rty  go 
over to the  Alliance, or to  the Knights 
of Labor, or to the  Patrons of Industry, 
or to  the  Prohibitionists? All b u t the 
la tte r  faction m ust blush, looking upon 
the  very suggestion as laughable!

The 
farm ers are  on to  th is g rab  and they pro­
pose to  have a  m arket whore thoy can 
deposit the ir produce for sale and 
c o lv o a p a r to f  Its w orth lu cash down, 
the  balance when a  salo is made, less 
commission.

Sixth—Did you never road of tho 
cheap times wo had from about 1837 to 
1848-43 when H ugh McCulloch says th a t 
ho saw —not In an Isolated farming 
country, b u t In Philadelphia—oats sold 
for 6  cen ts per bushel, eggs fo r 3 cents 
per dozen, and when ho says tho price 
of e verything else was in  about tho same 

' proportion, and yet oven those w ho had 
m ost had all they could do to  keep the 
wolf from tho door? T h is  was a t  about 
tho  tim e th a t  tho tariff had been re­
duced from  41 to  20 per cent. Did you 
ever hear any sane man call those good 
tim es fo r w orking men?

Seventh—Do you not know th a t wo 
bad some cheap tim es a fte r 1845 and es­
pecially a fte r  the  tariff had been re­
duced from 85 to  20 per cen t in 1857? 
And did you ever hear anybody tha t 
lived hero then and had to  w ork for a 
living call those prosperous times, unless 
i t  was In a  political discussion when he 
could no t sustain h is  side of the  argu­
ment w ithout It? Do you no t remember 
the  cheap tim es of from 1873 to  about 
1S79 o r so, and did you ever know any 
laboring man th a t took' a  special liking 
to  those times?

E ighth—Do you no t know th a t the 
laborer is really the  producer and tho 
Idle rich generally tho biggest consumers 
and th a t  i t  Is a  wiser and  more Ju st pol­
icy to  legislate In tho interest o f the  pro­
ducers than  In tho Interest of tho con­
sumers to apply those term s in tho rela­
tive sense th a t they are  generally ap­
plied?

N inth—H ave' you never heard Demo­
c ra tic  speakers charge th a t the  tariff 
had driven American sa ilors from the 
oceans; th a t p rior to  tho  Introduction of 
the  protection policy the  oceans were 
flooded with American sailors, and th a t 
now the re  were scarcely any  American 
sailors to be found on sa lt w ater? If 
yon haven’t, I  have.

Now how has i t  done th a t, can you 
tell? H as It made A mericans too clumsy 
and aw kw ard or too dizzy headed for 
the  service? Is  the  Yankee no t Just 
sm art now as under free trade?  Is It 
no t becanso th a t, In spite of the  fact 
th a t “ there  is no tariff on the  foreign 
pauper laborer," b u t th a t “ho nowcutors 
th e  nation free of du ly  and immediately 
en ters Into an active and merciless com­
petition w ith the  Industrial classes," so 
much mogp ready and  rem unerative em­
ployment can be obtained here now 
under protection than  there could under 
a tariff for revenue only w hen there  was 
little  Imigration, th a t a  fa r  less number 
a re  obliged to  become ocean slaves than 
then?

T enth—Did you not w rite th a t a rgu ­
m ent against protection because tho free 
trade  sentim ent seems to  be growing In 
popularity , and  because you as a  politi­
cian th ink  It wise to  shape  your policy 
to th e  fac t th a t  the  people do really 
th in k  so, or, in o the r words, to  pander 
to  public opinion? H . Lu t e s .

Wonders Vndcr a  Marsh.
A  rem arkable discovery w as recently 

made in  th e  tow n o f O neonta, where a 
company 'is engaged in  digging phos­
phates from tho depths of a  swamp. In  
one place th e  m arsh is  nnderlaid a t  the 
depth of tw elve feet by a n  impervious 
s tra tum  o f blue clay, above which are 
found three successive and  d is tinc t eras 
of forest growths. The bottom  layer is 
of deciduous trees th a t grow  only on up­
lands, such a s  beech, oak and  maple. 
The second layer is  of soft swamp woods, 
such as elder, basswood and  dogwood.

The upper layer is  o f coniferous trees, 
such as pine, hemlock and  spruce. The 
puzzle to th e  natura list is  the  finding of 
upland trees a t  the  bottom of the  marsh, 
w ith  the  trunks and larger limbs and 
abundant specimens of leaves and  beech­
n u ts in  a  good sta te  of preservation. An­
o ther wonder unearthed  by tho excava­
tions is the  finding, a t  a  poin t five feet 
below the  surface and  am ong th e  trunks 
of th e  coniferous trees, o f  a  flat stone 
a bou t five feet square which had been 
utilized as n fireplace.

T he blackened stone, the  large  collec- 
on of ashes and cinders, and the  b its  of 

crum bling bones of anim als indicate 
th a t long ages ago somebody cooked food 
there. T hat somebody m ust have been 

in  the  s tric tly  p rim itive and  savage 
s ta te , for no  trace o f  any  utensil or tool, 
n o t even a  sharpened flint, has been 
found am ong th e  debris o f  th e  fire.—A l­
bany Journal.
