I t  Is said there  Is 
a coolness existing between tho ox-chnlr- 
man of tho Domocratlc s ta te  central 
committee and Don M. Dickinson, and 
In consequence thereof Mr. Weston 
found his political Influence slightly  Im­
paired, while th a t of Mayor Uhl Is rap­
idly Increasing; th a t the  D emocrats of 
W estern Michigan oxpoct to  olcct a 
ccssor to  Senator Stockbridgo and th a t 
Mr. W eston th lnks ho would All tho seat 
exactly, b u t begins to  th ink  th a t Mayor 
U hl's popularity may m ake him a  dan­
gerous rival unless something Is done 
counterac t It. In  support of th is vlt 
of tho m a tte r  tho fact Is montioned tha t 
Mayor Uhl a ttended the  T hurm an cole- 
b ration, to  which, I t Is said, Mr. Weston 
was not Invited.

W hatovorm ay bo tho facts In regard 
to Mr. W eston's relations w ith tho 
ex-postmaster general, o r  the  rivalry be­
tween Mayor Uhl and tho ex-mayor, It 
is not probable th a t either had much to 
do with the  newspaper deal becauso Mr 
Weston has had tho paper under his 
thum b for the  past four years. W ith 
the  help of W illard Klugsloy and cx- 
P ostm aster B lair he controlled tho pol­
icy of the paper completely, aud they are 
responsible for Its having lost tho confl- 
deuco of tho people through Its dovotlon 
to  the  In terests of corporations ra the r 
than the  good of th e  pooplo. I t  was duo 
to Mr. W eston's Influonco th a t the Dom- 
oe ra t advocated tho  sale of tho city 
w ater w orks to  a  p rivate corporation on 
term s which, briefly stated, would hnvo 
placed the  w ater works system in tho 
hands of tho H ydraulic company, com­
pelled tho city to  pu t up the  c a p i ta l -  
th ree  million dollars—to run  it, while 
tho H ydraulic company simply Axed the 
ra te s  to consumers and reaped tho 
profits. The paper favored tho accep­
tance of sovoral other propositions from 
tho H ydraulic company, all equally in­
imical to  tho city 's Interests, b u t thanks 
to  tho good sense of the board of public 
works and decisive action by numerous 
business men tho schcmors wore de­
feated.

In tho w ater works m atter Mr. Wes­
ton’s Influonco (?) also took In tho  Telo- 
gram-Hcrald and tho Loader. Liko the 
Democrat, theydonounced tho city w ater 
fo r years and published columns of 
gushy stu ll about the  pure cold w ater 
from crystal springs furnished by the 
H ydraulic company, whon the  editors all 
knew th a t the  "springs” wcro nothing

Ball got tired of being held responsible for 
tho mistakes of his d ictators aud decided 
to lot them  have tho name w ith the 
game. O thers say th a t  tho M orning  
Press Is responsible for tho deal. For 
several yoars tho D em ocrat had the  pres­
tige of a  larger circulation than any 
o the r paper In tho city and  It could not 
a llord to  lose It. When tho M orn ing  
P ress w as th ree  weeks old Mr. Ball saw 
th a t It meant business, and realized the 
fact th a t It was time for the Domocrat 
to begin to  hustle. Canvassers woro en­
gaged and they thoroughly worked the 
city, b u t w ith poor success. People who 
were acquainted - with the  paper 
record on m atters of vital importance to 
the ir Interes'.s did not w ant it.

M eet a n d  H e a r  th e  C o m m itte e 's  Re 

p o r t—T hey  V ote  to  O p era te  th e  
S n lt a n d  L u m b e r  P la n ts .

T he principal creditors of R. G. Peters 
held an all day 's session a t  the  Morton 
house yesterday with tho committee ap 
pointed a t  tho previous meeting to  in­
vestigate and  report regarding th e  con 
dltlon of h is affairs. T h e  mooting wa> 
hold behind closed doors, and bu t little  
w as given ou t fo r publication.

Tho repo rt of tho commlttoe was cs 
haustlvo, covering tho whole ground. I: 
general term s It was sta ted  th a t  the  at 
sets wcro worth, a t  a  fa ir  valuation, be­
tween 33,300,000 and 32,400,000, and  tho 
liabilities wore no t fa r  from  82,000,

Tho repoxa was carefully canvassed, 
and In tho discussion the  sentim ent 
developed th a t any a ttem pt on tho part 
of the  unsecured creditors to  force a 
settlem ent would resu lt in  heavy losses, 
and those present decided to exert their 
influonco to  provont such a  catastrophe.

I t  was also decided to  operate the 
S alt A  Lumber company p lan t for tho 
pr sont, and Gen. R. A. Algor of Detroit, 
Jam es Kneeland of Milwaukee, H. E. 
Southwell of Chicago, W illard B arnhart 
and Ju liu s  Houseman of th is city, 
appointed a  committee to  supervise tho 
operations lu  connection w ith tho as­
signee and Mr. Peters.

Tho S alt and  Lumber company owes 
about 31,500,000, and has a  surplus over 
liabilities of 3300,000. I t  has 200,000,000 
feet of standing tim ber which will stock 
the  mill and sa lt block for five yoars, at 
the capacity  tho plan t has boon operated 
for the  past few years. T h is timber 
largely llos adjacent to tho M anistee & 
L uther railroad; can  bo c u t one day and 
trucked  to  th e  mill, the  next day sawed 
Into lumber and  shippod to  m arket,m ak- 
Ing b u t a  brief tlmo for the caultal re­
quired for operating to  bo tied up. Con­
ceding there  is not much margin In 

aking lumber, tho  value of the  exhaust 
steam Is g reat. W ith  tho vacuum pan 
procoss of m aking sa lt th is exhaust 
steam will, It Is claimed, average 1.800 
barrels of s a lt a  day, produced with lit­
tle labor, tho  barrels made from slabs. 
W ith sa lt selling a t  sixty cen ts a  barrel 

i tho dock, i t  Is fu lher claimed tha t 
T here  Is a no t m argin of 30 cents a 

barrel, w hich on daily ou tpu t of 1,300 
barrels amounts to  3540, ond for tho 200 
days, which Is tho  averago th a t mills 
here operate, therd Is 31,000,000 and up­
w ards v/hlch I t is contended the  salt 
p lan t alouo will clear annually . As be­
fore sta ted  the  tim ber lies along the 
Menlsteo A  L u ther railroad, owned by 
R. G. Peters, and In case tho tim ber Is 

c u t and handled the  3200,000 invcst- 
lu  tho railroad may bo lost, as tho 

tim ber may drop into tho  hands of 
speculators aud bo held, whereby the 
ond bed ond rolling stock will become 

valueless. The road hauls considerable 
tim ber for o thor parties, from w hich, it 
Is said, an income is derived sufficient to 
pay half of the  running oxpousos, but 
tho outside traffic In itself is no t suffi- 
clont to  w arran t tho operating of the 
road.

I t  is very unfortunate  for Mr. Potors 
th a t he secured so many of his creditors, 
as I f  necessitates tho raising of a  fund 
among unsecured creditors to  pay off 
th> Incumbrauco before they can operate, 
b u t this can  bo easily done by paying for 
the  timbor us It Is cut. I t  Is tho opinion 
of those interested th a t ono small assess­
m ent Is all th a t will bo required.

Tho contract, however, 
which was signed by a ll tho parties, and 
was the  basis of the  suit, was silent 
upon th is question. A total s trauger to  
all tho facts, reading the  con tract and
