Issued by a president was by W ashing­
ton In 1789, which ho begins by saying: 
“ While it  is the  du ty  of all men to  ac­
knowledge tho power of God, and tc 
obey His will and to  be gratefu l fo r His 
benefits," and th a t having been requested 
by congress to  recommend to the  people 
of tne  U nited S ta te s  a  day of public 
thanksgiving, e tc., ho therefore named 
Thursday, tho 26th day of November. 
This proclamation was dated a t  New 
York, October 30, 1789, is of considerable 
loqgth, and couched In devout aud rev- 
oreu t language throughout. Washing 
ton Issued another Thanksgiving procla­
mation during  h is term  of office, as did 
tho e lder Adams. These wore issued at 
tho suggestion or direction of congress. 
It was not until the  period of the  late 
war, during tho presidency .o f Lincoln, 
>hat any president, of his own motion 
issued a Thanksgiving proclamation. I 
was about the  middle of the  war period 
.h a t President Lincoln issued his first 
I’hanksglving proclamation. From th a t 
tiim* to tho present no year has passed 
in which the  custom thus established 
has not been observed by the  president 
and tho people.

The 
city physician’s office requires h is con­
s ta n t a ttention nigh t and day and Sun­
days. His duties are  exacting and labo­
rious, and his sa lary  is low. T he health  
officer, however has alm ost a  sinecure. 
T ho records and sta tistics are  kep t by 
tho secretary, and the  work of Inspec­
tion Is performed by men hired by the 
city. T he duties of tho health  officer 
himself seem to be to  en terta in  visitors 
and draw  h is salary of S125 a  month with 
even regularity . If  tho  c ity  physician 
was also tho health  officer, and w as al­
lowed a  com petent assistan t, thero 
would bo a  gain of efficiency In both de­
partm ents._________________

E n r o n  Mouniko Pkhsh:—Michigan 
has already dovolopcd n broad a rea  and 
a marvoloua richness of mineral pro* 
duels. On the  U pper Peninsula wo
have among the  largest (If no t the  larg­
est?) Iron and copper mines In tho  world 
—second to  none In quality  of products 
—while our coal and sa lt ranges, al­
though circumscribed In scopo and sec­
ondary In grade of yield, a ro  y e t sources 
of vast w ealth to  tho state.

I t  Is a  noticeable fact, however, tha t 
notw ithstanding several and  expansive 
geological and mlncologlcal surveys 
and published reports, tho vaguest au­
thorities and ideas largely prevail a s  to 
tho boundaries of no t only our vast Iron 
and copper regions, b u t also as to  coal 
and salt, and lately of na tu ra l gas, and 
alleged and extensive gold and silver de­
posits. From  tho s ta te 's  la tes t reports 
and accompanying maps, (now before 
tho w riter), I tlsh a rd  todotorm ino w heth­
e r an ordinary citizen should bo most Im­
pressed by the ir voluminous and bewil­
dering technical character, o r  w ith the ir 
quanity  of substan tia l Information, com­
prehensible and available to  tho  public 
generally. A t best they a re  (outside of 
authorized fac ts  and s ta tistics , highly 
valuable, and  no doubt faithfully  copied 
and exhibited,) an curldlto, highly lat- 
anlzcd, pedocotlc and som ew hat con tra­
dictory discussion between tho  profes­
sors. A fter laboriously w ading th rough  
tho several volumns, although  an o rd i­
nary cap ita lis t or the  regulation citizen 
m ight hesita te  about boring for oil In 
Grand Rapids, and refuse to  buy stock 
In a  s a lt well a t  D etroit, yot tho majorlty 
of readers would surely suspect tha t 
aource of our geological and mlnoorolog- 
Ical commissioners had no t only been 
profoundly educated lunatics, b u t th a t 
these scholastic d ign itaries aotually  pos­
sessed no fu rth e r  than  the  m ost general 
knowledge as to  our vast and bidden 
mineral sources. And tho notorious 
f a c t th a t today test wells are  being sunk 

over tho s ta te  for na tu ra l gas and 
petroleum, and expensive shafts are  going 
down for fabulous m easures of coal, 
gold, e tc., (and in d istric ts and rock for. 
m atlons where these  products can no 
more be found than  pum pkins picked 
from red peach trees,) would certainly 
s till Indicate a profound ignorance or 
d is tru st of M ichigan science on tho  pari 
o f th e  general public.

I t  is bu t n a tu ra l, then , th a t a  popular 
Inquiry should arise  a s  to  w hether Mich­
igan 's geological and mtneraloglcal re­
ports have no t been too sparsely scat­
tered from  tho sta te , and several yards 
above the  heads of the  m ultitude? and 
also w hether an equally learned exhlbli 
on these Im portan t sub jects could no t be 
made in  vigorous Saxon language, and 
more profitably and generally circulated 
among the  people—whoso taxes pay for 
all these valuable publications and pro­
fessional researches?

T he w riter  Is decidedly of th a t opinion. 
The objects of these  reports aro certain­
ly and broadly educational, and nex t In 
Importance to  those of our A gricultural 
College. T hey  a re  wholly d lde ren t from 
our L aw  Reports, (published mostly by 
private cap ita l), o r  even our statu tory , 
public documents, mostly required pud. 
handled by the  law yers and tho state 
Judiciary. As every citizen helps pay 
this mioeraloglcal bill, so every citizen 
should be thereby rationally  posted as to 
w hether ho has a  gold, coal, copper, Iron, 
sa lt o r  gas reservoir on his premises; and 
If not, where any resident of Michigan 
can prospect for one w ithout advertising 
himself us an Idiot or lunatic—as the  ex­
plorers for oil a t  A llegan and  Roscom­
mon arc  now said to  have done. And 
vast fortunes are  thus and constantly 
being sqandcred in hopeless mining op­
era tions no t only in  M ichigan b u t the 
U nited S tates over.

Can such Captain Kidd explorations 
for hidden treasures be avoided? Gon- 
erally yes, and beyo d all question. 
Geology and mineralogy authoratlvelv 
proclaim  where valuable deposits may 
be found; also designate the  regions 
w herein it  would be hopeless, If not 
madness, to  mine for them . T o  Illus­
t ra te  the  scientific situation: W hile dig­
ging for gold on Grand river would be 
like fishing for trou t on tho Black m ils, 
yet one m ight find gold north  of Ishpem- 
Ing, or the  speckled beauties in Mill 
creek, j  I t  is ju s t the old Bible doctrine 
over again. Men c annot ga ther "grapes 
from thorns o r  tigs from  th is tle s."  And 
science speaks as authorillvcly of the 
products of the  rocks as Christ did of 
the  fru its  of vegetation; only, while 
g rapes will never be found on thorn 
bushes, o r figs on thistles, grape vines 
and fig trees themselves (and hero Is the  
rub) may no t alw ays bear them.

And so of the, ea r th 's  rocky forma­
tions. Some of them  never have gold, 
hence to  dig In them  for It is costly non­
sense. O ther fo rinalionscannut produce 
copper or petroleum, and i t  Is Idiocy to 
miue there for them . Aud it  Is the same 
of the  silver, coal and lead formations.

B u t caq. wc alw ays know w hat rocks 
aro holow any locality, w ithout boring? 
By geological surveys, generally and al­
most to  a  certainty; and largely to  pre­
vent worthless aud costly mining In 
wrong localities, M ichigan's aforem en­
tioned reports aro  intended—so, both for 
such purpose, and to  authoritively locate 
valuable mineral regions, they should be 
published In comprehensible, popular 
form aud bo widely circulated.

T he present law and practice under it  
aro very different from th is , p a r  geo­
logical and mincraloglcal reports are  as 
rare  as the  Red book. T hey aro no t at 
nil Intended for popular distribution. 
They aro voluminous, and verbosely dull 
and pcdanlicaly technical; and to  this 
whole and truly most im portant subject, 
tho w riter most respectfully calls the 
atten tion  of our Incoming legislature.

B0NDA1(EFFS LABOR
A BOOK THE CZAR SUPPRESSED AND 

TOLSTOI BROUGHT OUT.

Penalty Pronounced Upon Adam In tin, 
Garden of Eden, " in  tho Sweat of Thy 
Paco Shalt Thou Knead Dread."
W hile a ll tho heavy w eight economists 

and profound scientists have been flood- 
us w ith  pam phlets, paper backs and 

tw o volume cloth bounds on the  labor 
question during  tho past few years, it  
has been le ft to  a  Russian peasant to  
give tho  m ost unique and  sta rtling  con­
tribu tion  to  tho subject. "Lnlm r, Ac­
cording to  the  BiMe," by Tim othy Mi- 
chnilovitch Bondnreff, has recently been 
translated, and is  now  found on tho 
book stands. I n  i ts  simple pea-green pa­
per cover i t  a ttrac ts  lit tle  a tten tion , bu t 
beneath th is unassum ing outside is  an 
array  of charges against tho present sys­
tem  and argum ents in  favor of th e  au ­
thor's proposals w hich hold tho  a tten ­
tion  if  they do n o t in  every case con­
vince.

“Labor," a s  is  s ta ted  above, w as w rit­
ten by  a  Russian peasant, Bondnreff, 
who was 05 years o f ago boforo ho knew 

to  read  o r  w rite. W hen ho had 
finished h is w ork  he subm itted a  copy of 

to  tho  czar, who ordered i t  suppressed, 
presum ably because of its  a rraignm ent 
of tho  n iling  class in  Russia'. Count 
Lyof Tolstoi, who knew  Bondnreff, es­
poused the  cause of the  un tu tored  prophet 
and  a u thor, and  under tho direction and 
protection of tho  grea t novelist and scien­
tis t tho  book w as published, b u t  only to  
be again  interdicted by  tho ru ler over 
all tho  Russins. I t w as then placed in 
the  hands of Amedeo Pages, who brought 

it in  French, from  w hich language 
i t  has been translated  into English by 
Miss M ary Crugcf. All th is has taken 
place w ithin a  very short tim e, os i t  is 
chronicled th a t Tolstoi had no know l­
edge of Bondareff prior to  th e  year 1885.

Bondnreff belongs to  th o  sect of Sab- 
ba tists and  is  a  devoted believer in  the  
Bible, w hich ho read  through carefully 
several tim es, though a t first scareely 
able to  spell. W hen ho wro te  "L abori1 

as s till very illite ra te , as Count Tol­
stoi says th a t w hile he  m ade no  change 
n  tho thoughts se t dow n, y e t ho had to  
‘substitu te  fo r B oudareffs pecu liar or­

thography one more generally used in 
books." The peasant believes th a t he 
has found in  tho  Bible a  solution of all 
social questions, and  Tolstoi in  "W hat 
Is M y Life," "W h a t Should Be Done" 
and "A n n a  K arenina" shows th a t ho 
imbibed pre tty  generally th e  theories of 
Bondareff, w hile he in trodoced  in to  his 

life the  reform  th a t  th e  peasant ad­
vocates: ho se t h im self to  w ork  w ith his 
hands, a  fac t w ell know n to  these who 
have read much of th e  m a tte r  concern­
ing  the  au thor of “ Tho K reu tzer Sonata,” 
recently  printed.

But w hat does Bondareff advocate? 
m  ask. T hat each m an  should earn 

his own b read and  th a t o f h is wifo and 
children by the  a ctual labor of his own 
hands, by  cultiva ting  the  soil. Bo says 
the  first law  o f God given to  A dam  is, 

In the  sw eat of th y  face shult thou 
knead bread," not " ea t"  bread, as i t  is 
generally translated. T his law  was 
given to  A dam as a  punishm ent for ta k ­
ing  tho  fru its of others ' labor. A t the  
same tim e  God said to  Eve, “ In sorrow  
shalt thou bring  forth  children." Bon­
dareff very pertinen tly  asks why m an is 
allow ed to  escape w hile from  w om an is 
exacted s tr ic t obedience to  th e  law . Tol­
stoi disagrees w ith  Bondareff in  tho  hit­
te r's doctrine th a t tho  law  of labor is  the  
effect of a  divine m alediction, holding 
th a t labor is a  pleasure and  n o t a  curse.

B ut Tolstoi agrees th a t  tilling  tho 
ground is th e  du ty  of every m an, and 
th a t all o ther tasks are  secondary and 
should not bo engaged in  u n til he has 
worked in  th e  ground for forty  days. 
This is the  tim e which is allotted for a 
man to  provide th e  year's bread. I t  is 
held th a t physical labor does n o t in te r ­
fere w ith in tellectual activity , b u t on 
tho contrary  increases tho pow er and 
d ignity  of the  m ind, and  both the  phil­
osophic novelist and  th e  peasant declare 
th a t he who docs no t perform  the  labor 
in tilling  tho soil necessary to  provide 
his bread robs those w ho do till of just 
so much. "W o m ust w ork w ith our 
hands because life consists in  a  b a ttle  
w ith na tu re  fo r the  m eans of existence, 
and physical labor is  the  law  o f life .”

I cannot do be tter  th a n  to  quote some 
of tho  more s trik ing  portions of this 
w onderful little  book. The opening 
pages arc  from  the  pen of Tolstoi, and  to  
show the  sim ilarity  o f his a n d  Bondn- 
reiFs views a  few thoughts are  taken 
therefrom . Says tho  philosopher: “ All 
hum an m isfortunes, d irec t violence ex­
cepted, result on the  one hand from 
hunger and privation of all sorts, and 
from discouragem ent in  labor, and  on 
thor other from riches, idleness and  the  
vices they engender. O ught wo no t to 
endeavor to  destroy th is inequality  by 
which some are  plunged in to  tho  evils of 
misery and w ant, and  o thers in to  those 
which belong to  tho  tem ptations of 
wealth?" T h is  can bo dono only by 
obeying the  law  w hich com m ands each 
m an to  earn h is bread w ith his own

"W e  have invented so m any com­
mandments in  announcing, os Isaiah 
says, ‘line upon line, precept upon pre­
cept,' one ru le  for this, ano ther fo r tha t, 
th a t we have lost a ll clear perception of 
good and evil. One says mass, another 
recruits for the  arm y o r  collects taxes, 
a th ird  is  a  judge, a  fourth  is a  student, 
a  fifth cures disorders, a  sixth teaches; 
a ll, in  fine, by  these o r  sim ilar pretexts 
evade tho law  of labor, leaving i t  for 
others, and forgetting tb r.t th e re  are 
around them  m en w ho are  dying w ith 
hunger and  fatigue. B ut before giving 
the  people priests, judges, soldiers, doc­
tors and professors we should know 
th a t they are  not perishing w ith  hun­
ger." --------

"L abor fo r bread is  a  remedy th a t saves 
m ankind. If  men would recognize this

prim itive law  as divine and  imm utable, 
and regard labor fo r bread ns an Indis­
pensable du ty , all would then bo nour­
ished by the ir own w ork, bo un ited  by 
the  sam e fa ith  in  G od a nd  in  love for 
one another, and thus destroy tho poverty 
from  which so m any suffer. * * * No 
one would dio of hunger. If  u m an could 
no t earn enough for himself and  his fam ­
ily  his neighbor would help him. Ho 
would do so because ho would have no 
other uso for products t h a t ho could not 
sell."  Tho logic of th is is tha t, each man 
w orking and producing his own bread, 
there  w ould bo no ono to  buy and  conse­
quently no  place to  sell.

To thoso w ho a ttem p t to  ju stify  their 
failure to  engage in  productive labor on 
tho  pica th a t they do this, th a t or the 
other service fo r society w ithou t ac tua l­
ly  w orking Tolstoi speaks plainly, and 
denounces the  "c ra fty  and diabolical 
theory of tho ‘division of la b o r.'" 
"W hoever thou  a rt, w hatever m ay be 
thy  qualities, how ever good thou a rt, in  
w hatever condition thou a r t  placed, 
const thou take  tranquilly  th y  tea  and 
eat th y  d inner, canst thou occupy th y ­
self w ith  politics, fino arts , science, med­
icine o r teaching, w hen thou seest and 
henrest the  m an w ho is  lying  a t  thy  
door sick and starving? Nol B u t thou 
w ilt say they aro  no t alw ays there a t  my 
door. I t  m ay bo so; b u t they aro per­
haps b u t n sho rt distance away from  thy 
house, and  thou know est it .”

Now  le t us rend from  Bondareff: "All 
m y w ritings m ay bo  condensed in  two 
sayings. F irs t, w hy, according to  tho 
first commandm ent, do  yon no t labor 
for tho  bread th a t you eat, instead .of 
eating th a t w hich tho labor of others 
has produced? Second, w hy in  b oth sec­
ular and theological books aro  no t the 
laborer and  h is w ork  commended in­
stead  o f being trea ted  w ith extrem e con­
tempt?"

“A dam , for having infringed God's 
command, 'Yo shall no t c a t of tho fru it 
of tho  forbidden tree ,' lost paradise not 
only for himself, b u t fo r all his race 
imto the  end of tho  world * * * Wo 
see th a t having recognized h is fau lt, he 
w aited to  receive his punishm ent, and 
th is is  God’s  unexpected decree: 'F o r 
having disobeyed tho  com m and I  gave 
you, behold your punishm ent. In  the 
sw eat of th y  fnco sha lt thou knead bread; 
dust thou a r t  and unto dust sha lt thou 
re tu rn .' * •  * Following tho  coun­
sel of the  serpent, A dam hoped to  livo in 
tho  world w ithou t labor, b u t ho was, on 
th e  contrary , compelled to  seek his nour­
ishm ent in  the  sw eat of his faco. Thus 
you w ill see, reader, w hat is  tho  result 
of th is  desire fo r possessions.”

"W ith  m e, says th e  rich m an, money 
labors fo r bread. I t  is  false! Money 
has no t sinned against God. N or was 
tho com m andm ent se t fo rth  against 
money. Besides th a t money does not 
e a t bread; i t  is  n o t then  obliged to  labor 
for it. B ow  then can yon say, W ith  me 
money labors fo r bread? Do you find 
yourself entirely  ju s t boforo Go<J, and 
need in;,- no commandm ent? B ut were 
yon more holy th a n  the  Boly of Holies 
you do n o t the  less e a t bread labored for 
b y  another. * * * H alf the  people 
living do no t labor for bread; tho  other 
half laboring for and  no t selling i t  can 
scarco support themselves. But why 
should these lost no t know  where to  find 
money if  a ll the  w orld labored for bread?"

" I f  all laborers understood tho prim i­
tive law  they would no t sell th e ir  bread. 
F a r  from  being useful, tho  sale o f bread 
U hurtfu l. T his present year tho h ar­
vest is  good, and th e  laborer sells his 
w heat to  tho  rich  m an for th ir ty  kopecks 
the  measure. B ut suppose th a t the  next 
year tho harvest shall be  bad aud  we 
have a  famine; th e  laborer will buy his 
w heat from  th e  sam e rich man for a 
ruble and  fifty  kopecks the  measure, 
and if  ho have n o t enough money to  pay 
for i t  ho w ill sell h is beasts a t  ha lf price. 
Thus m any aro  ruined by selling their 
wheat. * •  * W hen tho harvest is 
bad the  poor m an is sorrow ful, b u t the 
rich m an is content, because during  a  
famine he increases'his riches. T hus he 
will call a  fam ine a  good harvest, while 
it  is  the  chastisem ent of God. A nd if  
ho joins in  the  prayers of the  poor do not 
believe him , for ho is a  hypocrite."

I  would like to  give m ore extracts 
from  th is  exceedingly interesting  w ork, 
bu t lack of space forbids. Enough has 
been quoted to  show upon w hat Bonda­
reff bases his theory and tho m anner in 
which i t  is justified by  Tolstoi. I  am 
not expressing a n  opinion, b u t leave it 
fo r each reader to  th in k  ou t for liim- 
self. But upon one po in t a ll intelligent 
and  honest men are  agreed: W hether 
or no t each ono should produco w ith  his 
own hands the  bread  ho consumes, m ill­
ions a re  being robbed o f w h a t they  do 
produce by somebody.

About 1 :S0 on  tho  day  of his death  he 
was told th a t he had  abou t tw o hours to 
livo, and ho answered feebly b u t firmly, 
"V ery good; i t  is a ll right,"

A  few moments before he died he 
cried o u t in  liis delirium : "O rder A . P. 
H ill to  prepare fo r action. Pass the  in­
fan try  to  tho fron t rapidly. T ell Mnj. 
H aw ks"— then  stopped, leaving the  sen­
tence unfinished.

P resently  a  smilo of ineffable sweet­
ness spread itself over his pale fnco and 
then he said quietly a nd  w ith  an ex­
pression of relief: “ L et u s  cross over tho 
river and  re s t under tho  shade of the  
trees.” And then , w ithout pain or the 
least struggle, h is  sp irit passed.—Phila­
delphia Press.

In  te sts on a  num ber of different per­
sons an electrician has found the  ef­
fective resistance on tho  hum an body to 
be less to  tho a lternating  than  to  tho 
direc t c u rren t in  th e  same individual, 
w ith a  great variation in  the  resistance 
to  e ither cu rren t in  different persons.

AE01T DAIRY PRODUCTS.
HOW A LIVE DAIRYMAN USES HIS 

WELL AS AN ICE HOUSE.

There are  m any localities where i t  is 
no t convenient to  got ice and n o t cold 
enough for tho farm er to  collect his own 
ice, as every one should do  where it  
freezes sufficiently. Every fanne r in  a 
region where w ater freezt-s ought to  have 
his own ico house. B ut where th is  is  not 
possible, and  w here tho  dairym an has no 
bubbling, ico cold spring upon h is prem ­
ises, tho m ilk can  lie cooled very effect­
ually in  a  w ay described by  O. II. Sm ith 
in T he R ura l New Yorker.

Ho lets i t  do \..i in to  a  woll and sus­
pends i t  ju s t above tho w ater. E ven if 
thero w ere no w ater in  tho  w ell, by  dig­
ging to  a  sufficient depth a  tem perature 
could be reached sufficiently cold to  
lower tho  tem pera ture  of tho  milk to  the 
desired point.

Mr. Sm ith gives tho  following illus­
tration  of cooling m ilk in  a  well.

Thoso to  whom th is idea w ill be of 
any  benefit can  prepare for carry ing  out 
tho plan when tho w eather begins to  bo 
warm  next spring. Mr. Sm ith w rites 
of it:

A  correspondent asks w hether any  one 
is try ing  tho system of raising cream  in 
the  well. Yes, th is is tho  second season

COOLING MILK IN A WELL.
in w hich I  have raised cream in th a t 
way. I  pu t i t  in  deep pails, like com­
mon cream ery p ails, 8 inches across and 
IB Inches deep. T hree  of them  go  side 
by sido in to  m y w ell. They are  letdow n 
into the  well by  m eans of rope and w ind­
lass. I  use tw o common hay  fork pul­
leys, os show n in the  illustration. 
Tho use of these m akes tho work 
easier and steadier. I  pu t the  m orning’s 
m ilk in  the  well and  lo t i t  stay until 
n igh t, then  p u t tho nigh t's m ilk in  and 
le t i t  s tay  u n til morning. We skim  or 
dip  tho  c ream  from  the  m ilk as soon ns 
i t  is taken  o u t of th e  w ell, then le t the  
m ilk stand  in  tho pail fo r tw elve hours, 
and thero is  a  ligh t skim ming, a fte r 
which no  more cream  rises.

Tho tem perature in  tho well is below 
45 degs. when the re  is  w ater; w hen dry 
i t  is about 55 by th e  therm ometer. 1 
use covers fo r th e  pails w ith  a  half inch 
a ir  hole in  th e  center of each. I  th ink  
the  sooner the  m ilk is cooled a fte r  i t  has 
been draw n from  tho cows th e  better. 
I se t the  pails in  th e  w ater trough  while 
milking. W hen th is  is over the  milk 
goes in to  th e  well. I claim  th a t keeping 
the  m ilk and  raising cream in our well 
is a  perfect success. I believe th a t  even 
if  I  had plenty of ice I  could handle the 
m ilk in  this w ay in  less tim e and  w ith 
less trouble than  i t  could be dono by  the 
ice process. If I  should increase my 
dairy  and  the  well were no t large  enough 
to  beep and  cool tho  milk I  would make 
another well.

Set th e  m ilk as near norm al tempera 
tu re, 08 degs., as possible, then Reduce to 
50 degs., and  uso a  good dairy  therm om­
eter. D on't guess a t  anything.

Feed skim  m ilk to  th e  cows th a t p ro­
duce i t  and  you w ill n o t need to  keep any 
hogs around to  uso i t  up.

In  endeavoring to  obtain a ll the  milk 
possible from  cows dairym en sometimes 
overfeed them . Then the  anim al becomes 
feverish. She falls off both in  her milk 
and food and  sometimes dries up, the  
udder becoming thick  a n d  lumpish 
first and th e  m ilk very stringy. The 
udder is especially affected, because, 
of {he extraord inary  chemical activ ity  
required to  convert so m uch food into 
milk. Caro should especially be exercised 
th a t too m uch starch  food is no t given.

I t  
is b u ilt so th a t th e  w aste w ater from 
th e  ice house falls upon a  sm all w ater 
wheel and  docs the  churning. W e th ink  
this idea m igh t bo enlarged on in  places 
where there are  small creameries. They 
m ight bo located along w ater courses 
and  th e  flow of w ater utilized to  ru n  the 
machinery.

FR EE FRKIGUT CARTAGE.

Tlie Q uestion May bo B rough t Up 
A gain  by tho !>., G. H. AS M.

Some tim e ago the -In te r-S ta te  Com­
merce Commission decided th a t the 
course of the D etroit, Grand Haven & 
Milwaukee railroad in delivering freight 
to  its customers in G rand Rapids free of 
cartage, was a  violation of the  ‘short 
haul provision to  the  disadvantagu of 
Ionia, where tho fre igh t ra te  provision 
was the  sam e as to  G rand Rapids, w ith­
ou t the  benefit of free cartage . Com­
m issioner Bragg dissented from this 
opinion. He considered th a t th e  com­
pla in t was inspired by rival railroad 
companies who, no t gran ting  free 
cartogo to  their G rand Rap­
ids customers, expected to  compel 
the  D etroit, Grand Haven <fe Milwaukee 
company to  desist from th a t practice. 
The o the r railroads have the ir stations 
in tho  business cen ter of th is  city, but 
tho  D etroit & Milwaukee railroad  s ta ­
tion Is nearly two miles out. Commis­
sioner Bragg therefore holds t h a t in this 
case free c artage  Is merely a transpor­
ta tion  expense assumed by tho D etroit & 
Milwaukee and made necessary for it  as 
tho only means to  get a  share of the 
business. I t  is reported th a t tho D., G. 
H. dt M. will try  to  get a  reversal of the 
commissioner's decision.

“I f  I  had m y lifo to  live over again I 
would enlist in  tho  regular arm y a t  a 
much earlier age th a n  thu t w hen I  en­
rolled myself w ilh i t  in  1843.” Tho 
speaker was Jam es W halen, ono of tho 
oldest inm ates of the  Soldiers’ home, in  
W ashington. Though 78 years o f ago he 
appears no  more than  60. H is figure is 
as erect, his step os firm  and  elastic and 
h is whole bearing a s  graceful nnd ener­
getic os th a t o f a  m an in  th e  fo il vigor 
of youth, w hile h is head is  completely 
covered w ith  a  thick g row th  of ha ir, b u t 
s lightly tinged w ith  gray.

Though ho has know n l ittle  of school 
instruction or the  study  of books he pos­
sesses th a t na tu ra l intelligence and 
pow er of observation w hich learn  from 
every’thing  seen o r  heard, and which 
soon m ake the ir possessor a  profound 
scholar in  th a t grea test of nil learning, 
a  knowledge of men and things. Ho 
also possesses the  na tu ra l genius of an 
orator and w riter, a n d  when he once be­
gins to  ta lk  upon some subject which 
arouses his in terest and  enthusiasm  ho 
rattles away w ith  a  fluency and  elo­
quence th a t seem incredible in  one so 
comparatively unlettered.

“I  was 80 years of age w hen I  enlist­
ed," ho continhed. “ T hat w as in  1S42, 
and  I  w as CO w hen I  retired, in  1S72, 
a fte r  th ir ty  years of fa ith fu l service, 
during  which I  passed th rough  tho tw o 
most im portan t w ars, w ith  the  exception 
of the  revolution a gainst G reat B ritain , 
in  w hich t he U nited  States ever engaged 
—th e  w ar w ith Mexico and  the  la te  civil 
war. I  th ink  tho Mexican w ar of g rea t­
e r  importance than  th a t of 1812. be­
cause i t  added to  our country  a  m- 
mense te rrito ry  of a lm ost priceless valno.

CHANGES IN GUNS.
“Though I  am  more than  eight years 

beyond the  th ree  score and  ton allo tted  
as the  life  of m an I  constantly th ink  
and speak of myself as a  boy, and  i t  is 
only when I  consider tho  w onderful 
changes th a t have token  place in  our 
country  and  i ts  m ilita ry  service since I  
first shouldered one of U ncle Sam’s 
guns th a t I  realize my age. The only 
arm s we had then w ere heavy, clumsy 
old m uskets th a t contained only one ball 
a t  a  tim e,.and  had  to  be loaded from  the 
muzzle a fte r  being once discharged.

“W e d id  no t even have cartridges. 
W ith an  old fashioned ram rod we first 
ram m ed down some powder. T hen wo 
placed a  bu lle t in  the  palm  of our hand, 
covered i t  w ith  powder, poured powder 
and ball in to  tho gun, ram m ed them  
down, ram m ed down a  sm all w ad of pa­
per, placed a  cap on w hat w as called tho 
nipple of our gun—something th u t no 
modern gun maker o r  user knows any­
thing  about—and then we were ready  to  
shoot.

How  d ifferent from  the  needle guns, 
Chassepot rifles, th e  W inchester and 
Remington arm s of th e  present day! A 
little  brass cannon carry ing  a  tw elve 
pound ball w as th e  largest gun  we had, 
and  was considered som ething terrific. 
Now  U ncle Sam’s cannons are  sixteen 
inch guns, carry ing  a  ball w eighing 500 
pounds, which requires 250 pounds of 
powder to  fire i t ,  and  w liich w ill perfor­
ate  a  steel plate sixteen inches th ick  a t 
a  distance of tw elve miles.

" I t  w as b u t  a  sho rt tim e a fte r m y en­
lis tm ent before I  became convinced th a t 
a  m an in  the  arm y has a  far  easier, pleas­
a n te r  lifo and  a  m uch be tter  chance ro 
prosper and do w ell, if  he behaves h im ­
self, th an  in  any  m enial position—̂ uch 
a s  th a t o f  a  laborer o r servant, fo r ex­
ample—outside o f it. The officials a l­
w ays m anifest a n  interest in  a  private 
who shows a  desire to  be faithful and 
im prove h is condition, and  w ill encour­
age and  aid him  in  every possible way.

WIVES IN THE ARMY.
" In  tho  arm y, as elsewhere, the  man 

who squanders h is money w ill be always 
poor and  wretched. On tho  contrary, if 
ho is industrious and  th r if ty  there  is no 
walk of life  in  wliich an ignorant, un­
lettered m an, lacking tho education 
necessary to  cnablo-him to aspire to  any­
thing  be tter  th a n  daily  labor fo r daily 
bread, can  do better.

“ Though only officers are  now p erm it­
ted  to  have the ir  wives w ith  them , ye t 
w hen I  became a  soldier in  1842 and  for 
m any years a fte rw ard  a  certain  number 
of w omen were allow ed to each company 
in  a  regim ent as laundresses. These 
women w ere tho wives of the  private 
soldiers, and a s  I  w as so fortunate a s  to 
tec  a re  ono of these positions for m y wife 
I  was able to  have her w ith  mo u n til the  
b reaking ou t of the  la te  civil w ar. Tliis 
practice is s till observed in  a ll the  arm ies 
of G reat B ritain  and  her colonies, rn d  I 
think  our governm ent mode a  g rea t mis­
take in  abandoning it. M arried men 
w ith wife and children by  the ir side 
make th e  best soldiers.

“The presence o f those dear ones re ­
stra in s  a  m an and tends to  m ake and 
keep him  ever sober, fa ith fu l and brave 
in  tho discharge of h is du ty . In  tim e of 
battle  he has a  m ore direc t interest in 
winning the  fight than  th e  single m an, 
o r  ho whose wife nnd child ren  are in  per­
fect safety  hundreds, perhaps thousands 
of m iles away. He feels th a t he is ba t­
tling  fo r a  personal stake, and  accord­
ingly puts fo rth  h is highest, best efforts.

“ In th is respect a  B ritish  soldier has a 
m arked advantage over tho  American, 
though in  every o the r w ay the  condition 
of the  form er is no t so good a s  th a t  of 
tho la tte r. Tho B ritish soldier is n o t so 
well paid nor so well fed, and  his chances 
for promotion are  no t nearly so good, bu t 
to  bo allowed to have wife and children 
w ith him more than compensates .him 
for all his other disadvan *—Chi­
cago News.
