AMONG THE EP

'm-o Tector of Trinity Charged With
ehood and Blshop Gillesple
Accused of Shiclding n Man
Guilty of un Infa-
mous Crime.

“Why didw’t they make Woodford
prove it?" “Why didn't Bishop Gillesple
stop proceedings and investigato the
charges?” ‘“Why didu't Johnston do-
mand an investigation?” and many other
similar questions have been asked and
discussed many times, among the merm-
bers of the Episcopal church of this clty
during the past three weeks, The quos-
tlons arose from the fact that Rev. H. H.
Johnston, three weeks ago yestorday,
‘was ordained as rector of Trinity chureh,
after charges had been preferred against
him by Rev. Siduey H. Woodford, form-
eorly rector of the same church. The
charges in plain language wero uothing
less than that the candidate forordination
was & notorious liar. They were made
while the ceremony of ordination was in
progress aud among the witnesses called
upon to support them was the bishop
himself, who after declaring thom *‘false
before God" allowed the ceremony to
proceed.

‘There has been more or less trouble in
and about Trinity church for years, and
it'scoms to grow rather than decrease.
There is also dissatisfaction which
amounts to bitter hatred in other sec-
tions of the Episcopal church of thecity,
some of it due to Rev. Woodford’s action,
much of it to Rov. Johnston, aud a largo [ ¢
amount of it due to the manuer, actions
and methods of Bishop Gillespie. The
Jatter, like that in the Trinity parish,
has been felt for years and has reached
apoint where it is likely to create an
openrupture at any moment.

. As maybe inferred from the above,
there are factions in Trinity church over
the trouble with the rectors and also in
the other Episcopal churches, due to the
actions. There are’ Woodford
members and anti-Woodford, Johnston
and anti- Joh\u(an. bishop and anti-
Dbishop. Triuity tire Johnston and
lull-\vwdlord {ncllon: seem be

in the ascendant at present. Since
Rov. Johnston'’s ordination,  not-
pithstanding the charges agalist him,

ALGER EXPLAINS

He Calks About the Chargo Thut He
1s a Preferred Creditor in tho
Peters Assignment.

Gon. R. A. Alger, in an luterview pub-
lished in the Detroit Times relative to
tho sult brought by Flotcher & Wanty,
in behalf of some of the creditors of R.
Q. Peters to secure the removal of the
assigneo and the-appointment of & re-
celvor, says: .
“For two years I have held the se-
curities of R. G. Poters for my indors
ments for indebtedness to me and for
the benefit of banks fn the city. Thesa
securitios have been I the way of stocks
in Poters' different interests; for in-
stance, Buttars & Peters, the R. G.
Petors Salt and Lumber company and
the Manistee & Luther railway. As T
say, Pve held the securities for two
years past.  As Mr. Poters seemed to be
gotting harder up all tho time, I de-
clded to have them changed into my
name and that of the banks. That
change was made shortly before the ns-
signment. A short time before the as-
signment Poters made over to C. M. Da-
videon, cashier of the Datroit National
bank, & deed and bill of sale of his inter-
est In tho Lemon & Peters gracery busi-
ness in Grand Raplds. He did this
without any solicitation on the part of
the bank or myselt, or any Kuowicdge
that he Intended to do so. That is what
gave riso to the rumors, if there were
any rumors, to the effect that Mr. Peters
had wished to make tho banks and my-
sell preforred ereditors.

But it hardly pays o buy land
plaster for this purposs, when you con-
sidor that all zeid phosphates contain
about 50 per cent. of their woight ef sul-
phate of lime, which is the chemical
name of land plaster, and will effectu
alfy fix the escaping amm mia of  com-
post hesp.
