Ths foderal tarlf sct has only par-
tally gona fnto operation, some of its
{mportant provisions belng limited to
take effect at dates yet In the future.
The genoral provisions of the law have
beon in force less than 60 days. Its por-
manent effects upon trade and prices
still largely stand In conjecture. Ttis

prices of articles wholly unaffected by
tho tariff act, has by many been hastily
ascribed tothat act.

It attacks the inert organic matter in the
s0il and develops nitrates from them
which fornish nitrogen. [t makes the
various silicates in tho oil solable to
soma extent, and thus releases potash,
soda, magnesia and phosphoric acid from
their combinations and males them
available, Thus it provides all the ele-
ments which are reqnired by the crops
and rarely disappoints the farmer. . Bat
itis easily ecen that it adds nothing to the
soil but lwe" and as it draws the others
from the soil it will in tite rapidly ex-
hanst it nnless these othersare returned.

Show Animals.

Tho comparatively high prices fixed
Ly their owners on the best animals
shown at fairs are not “fancy,” and
should not discourage any from attempt-
ing needed improvements of their own
stock. The pure bred atock in many
cases produces enough more from the
same feed to warrant a large part of tho
price demnnded for it. The rest is
abundantly jnstified by,its ability to re-
produce ifs valuable characteristics in
its progeny. It costa comparatively little
for any,farmer to grade up his stock in
any desired direction, and this will al-
wayspay. When his grades show the
expected improvement and begin to pay
it will be comparatively easy to begin
purchasing and breeding thoroughbreda.

A SUCCESSFUL WOMAN'S EXCHANGE
IN UPPER NEW YORK.

The Chicago Tensple—Co-operative House-
Keeping—Some Soelety Expensos—Cush-
fons Galore—Tho Latest Mourning Fad,
Men Like Aprons.

Harlem does not proposo to be out-
done by any other portion of the city.
Its latost success is an exchange for
woman's work, established on a very
small reale tiwo years ago and now flour-
ishing beyond the hopes of its incor-

porators. It iasituated at No. 40 West
Ono Hundred and Twenty-fifth street,
has helped to a livelihood more than 200
women, who probably could not have
been reached in any other way—for it
deals with o peculiar class of consignors.
‘Women who malie and sell fancy goods
and domestio articles for ‘‘pin money”
are rigidly denied tho institution’s bene-
fits. ‘Tho applicant must prove that she
needs the money and that it means a
materiul lightening of the burden she
bears. i

Tho proper committes investigutes her
case, and if she is deemed worthy she is
given o consignor's privilege at tho low
rate of $2a year. This will enable her
to offer for £alo anything she can make

and bring or gend to the exchange. If
it is a salable article it is accepted and
disposed of at the fixed price by the
owner, 10 percent. commission being de-
ducted. For tho benefit of those who nre
unablo to pay even the consighor's feo a
very happy plan has been adopted.
Charitable women joining the society
and paying an apnual snbscription of §
become members of  the board of mana-
gers, and are each entitled to threo con-
signor's tickets. which they give to those
who are not able to purchase them.

No names aro attached to the articles
exhibited for sale, all being registered
and kept accotnt of by tho bookkeoper,
