Washington. Dec. 4.—T h e  determ in­
a tion lo  pu t tho election bill through ro- 
r lves  all th e  speculation of last session 
on (he tariff bill. I t  was then said th a t 
the  D emocrats would ta lk  tho bill, If not 
to  death, a t  least Into such a s ta te  of dr- 
lay  th a t th e  elections In November would 
c a tch  I t by tho ta ll feathers. As with 
th e  McKinley bill so now w ith tho othor. 
I t  will bo talked to  such an e itrem e 
period of endurance th a t M arch 4 will 
find It unsigned by the  president. One 
thing  ought to  bo said hero In connection 
w ith th is bill, and th a t Is th a t a fte r  all 
the  senate will have much less real 
pow er over I t th a n  Is popularly supposed. 
T here  are  really tw o bills In Iho senate, 
one the  original Lodge bill from the 
house and  tho o the r th e  H oar bill In the 
senate. Uncle George F . H oar endeav­
ored yesterday to  go t his own bill substi­
tu ted  for the  Lodge bllf, b u t ho did not 
succeed.

T he bill which Is now under seemingly 
Interminable discussion Is a  m ixture of 
all the  election bills w ith senate  amend­
ments. I f  I t gets th rough  tho senate, 
and  It p robably will, It m ust then go to 
bouse, where practically  I t will be a  now 
bill, and qu ite  na tura lly  It will got all 
th e  adverse a tten tion  a  united m inority 
can give It. Nobody believes tb a t  the 
bill will g e t o u to f  the  senate before Juu- 
uary , and in tho meantime no t an ap- 
priallon bill will receive a tten tion  In the 
senate. All th is  Indicates th a t In spite 
of Democratic willingness to  m ake this 
session a  business session, the  Republi­
can purpose is to  p u t some more partisan 
legislation on th e  books, oven If they 
have to  force an ex tra  session of the  new 
congress In the  spring.

T he bill will now come up  every day 
In th e  senate  a t  2 o'clock and have tho 
r ig h t of way over all o the r legislation 
until disposed of. Today the  defeated 
Mr. Spooner, of W isconsin, occupied the 
floor In reply to  Senator T urple. The 
Republicans are  going to  to  ta lk  volum­
inously on  the  bill, and a lready Evarts, 
Cullom (who, by tho way, had a great 
speech prepared last session) aud Dolph 
have speeches prepared. I t  Is prob­
able tb a t  every D em ocrat on the 
floor will a rm  himself, and when It I- 
considered tb a t ne ither Morgan, Reagan 
nor Call has yet spoken—the Idea th a t 
the  debate will la s t all the  month Is not 
an unreasonable one. Tho action of the  
Farm ers’ A lliance convention yesterday 
down a t  Ocala, F la., has made such 
friends of th e  bill a s  Spooner, E varts 
and Moody look a  little  disturbed.
TH E HOUSE TA LE S PENSIONS.

H ie  Chorees

Washington, Dec. 4.—T he pension 
bill was th e  subject of the  proceedlngi 
In th e  house during  the  whole afternoon 
and  occupied tho  tim e until ad jou rn ­
m ent. Mr. Morrow, who Is in charge of 
the  measure, opened th e  debate. Ho e x ­
plained th a t the  bill appropria ted for 
th ree  payment^of pensions, th e  sum of
8133,173,000. I t  was estim ated th a t this 
sum of money would be distributed 
am ong 654,784 pensioners. T h is  was 
the  la rgest num ber of beneficiaries ever 
provided for any single item. He was 
confident th a t no deficiency would resu lt 
under the  bill unless additional pension 
legislation was enacted. Uls rem arks 
extended over an hour.

M r. Sayres then proceeded In a lengthy 
speech to  review the  bill, contending 
th a t  the  estim ates on which the  appro­
priations were basod were Incorrect and 
th a t no estim ate  for a  sim ilar purpose 
bad  ever been correct. Ho said tb a t 
a no ther deficiency would be the  unavoid­
able resu lt of tho passage of tho pending 
measnre.

T he speech of the  day was made by 
Mr. Cooper who renewed his charges 
a gainst Commissioner of Pensions 
Raum, and read extensively from testi­
mony taken  before th e  Investigating 
committee last session. He reviewed 
th e  whole of the  testim ony w ith refer­
ence lo  th e  refrigerator company aud 
charges th a t  Gen. Raum had been In 
collusion w ith Lemon, the W ashington 
pension a ttorney, and th a t tho cases of 
la tte r  had been placed upon completed 
files when no t completed cases.

Mr. Saw yer replied to  charges a gainst 
th e  pension commission. In  the  course 
of his rem arks ho said th a t the  evldenci 
before the  commission had failed to  show 
th a t  a  single employe of the  pension 
office held stock In the U niversal Re­
frigerator company, or th a t anyone had 
solicited stock In the  office, or th a t  Raum 
had In any w ay perverted the  office of 
commissioner to  aid In any private  busi­
ness affairs.

R ut one hour m ore of the  geueral de­
bate on the  m easure rem ains and tomor­
row It will be disposed of.

The Senate.
Washington, Doc. 4.—In the  senate, 

upon the  conclusion of Senator Morgan'; 
rem arks In favor of his resolution to  in 
vestlgate the  causes of tho discontent 
among the  Indians. Senator Pugh 
spoke a t  considerable length 
opposition to  the  election bill. 
A t th e  conclusion of Senator Pugh's 
rem arks Senator H oar announced th a t 
a fte r  today he  should press tho election 
b ill until a  voto Is reached. A fter a

lco for Farmers.
J .  E . H . w rites in  Tho Rural New 

Yorker: In  a  p a rt of England w ith  which 
I was very fam iliar tho  farm ers had 
plenty of ice for the  ho t w eather, which 
they procured in  th is w ay: They had 
sheet iron receptacles m ade th ree  feet 
long by tw o wide and ono deep, clamped 
a t  the  four sides, and  these they filled, 
during the  frosty w eather, w ith  spring 
or well w ater, and  exposed to  the  atmos­
phere u n til th e ir contents were frozen. 
T hen they  undid tho clamps, leaving the 
four sides loose, and  i t  w as a  very easy 
m atter to  ex tract the  coagulated mass, 
wheel i t  to  the  ice house, reclam p tho 
receptacles and refill w ith  the  pure water, 
and so on, u n til in  a  few  days or weeks, 
according to  the  severity  o f  the  w eather, 
their ice houses would be pleuteously 
stocked. Is  no t th is a  feasible method 
for tho  farm ers of th is country  to  try?

Tho editor of The Rural Now Yorker 
remarks: O rdinary freezing w eather will 
produce tho ice  i f  tho w ater is poured 
into th e  iron pans in  sm all quantities. 
The Rural N ew  Yorker once tr ie d  this 
method, using some old iron sinks as 
freezing pans. In  order to  ge t the  ice 
out of tho sinks we tu rned  them  over 
and poured ho t w ater on tho bottoms. 
Ono advantage of th is  method is tha t 
one can m ake ice of pure spring o r well 
w ater. Tho m an who provides himself 
w ith a  largo outfit of pans w ill bo sur­
prised to  seo how m uch ice he can pro­
duce on  a n  ordinarily  cold day.

Tho offense Is charged to  have been com­
m itted a t  various times and the  w arrants 
upon which the men wore arrested  dis­
closes the name of Thos. Broderick as 
the  minor lo  whom liquor was sold. The 
complainant Is a  sister of Broderick's 
and her story Is to  the  effect th a t she 
has assumed the  difficult task  of main­
ta ining a homo for four little  brothers 
und sisters, tho fa the r and m other both 
being dead. Sho sta tes th a t sho has fre­
quently  Implored tho saloonkeepers not 
to  sell her brother liquor and th a t no a t­
tention has been paid to  her requests;

until ho learned tho clgarm aker's trade, 
and th a t ho Is now earning 810 a  week 
bu t spends nearly all of it  for whisky.

T b a t  Case o f  D estitu tio n  YVae N ot 
So Had no R eported.

The mention of a  case of destitution 
on Alabama stree t by tho M orn ing  
P ress yesterday morning resulted In 
considerable annoyance to  some kind- 
hearted ladles who se t ou t to  relieve the 
distress described by tho reporter. Tho 
ladles w ent over on a  car w ith a  heavy 
basket of provisions, and a fte r  carrying 
It all around the  neighborhood succeeded 
in finding the  family of David Stew art, 
bu t Mrs. S tew art gave them to under­
stand th a t she was no t In need of as­
sistance. She certainly was no t 111, and 
tho ladles departed, somewhat disap­
pointed a t  tho frulllcssness of the ir good 
Intentions and reported the ir experience 
to  the  Morning P ress.

J n s t  before the ladies called a t  the 
office, Mr. Stew art, whoso address the 
directory gives as 135 W est Bridge street 
called a t  the  office and denied th a t  his 
family was In destitu te  circumstances 
and said th a t his children were not beg­
gars, though ho adm itted th a t he could 
not control them, th a t  they played tru ­
a n t and came over the  r iver Instead of 
going to  school. Ho said ho did not ask 
assistance—all he w anted the  city  to  do 
was to  keep his children a t  school.

F u r th e r  Investigation showed th a t tho 
reporter who w rote tho article  which 
caused tho ladies trouble, did uo t call on 
Mrs. Stew art, b u t on another woman 
who was III and whom ho supposed to  be 
tho m other of the  children. In  fact, she 
said sho had two children and told about 
her husband having left her and gone to 
F lint. W hether her story Is tru e  or not 
Is no t known, b u t it  Is certain  th a t she 
has no c laims upon charity .

T he reporter first saw tho Stew art 
children a t  the  Clarendon hotel Weducs- 
day afternoun. T hey had asked for

imething to c a t and Landlord Klllcan 
bad given them  a lunch and also some­
thing  to  take  home, they having told 
him th a t the ir m other was sick, aud tha t 
there was nothing In the  house for them 
to ea t. T h a t a t  b reak fast tim e the re  was 
nothlug In the  house b u t a  small piece of 
bread and th e ir  m other gave th a t to  the 
baby. Tho reporter asked them where 
they lived and w ent over to  Investigate, 
w ith the resu lt above stated.

L ast evening the  reporter wont over 
to Alabama s tre e t again and found th a t 
Mrs. S tew art and her children came 
hero from  Ja ckson  lost Monday morn­
ing. I t  appears Mr. Stew art has not 
been living with his fam ily during tho 
past summer. A rap  on tho door was 
answered by tho same little  girl seen at 
the  Clarendon Wednesday. Sho said 
there were some ladies in the  house with 
her mother, and she did no t w ant any­
one else to  come In; th a t her mother 
sout her o u t to  beg for something to  eat. 
because there was nothing In tho house; 
th a t tho ladles bad brought them some 
provisions, and her fa the r go t some 
money for playing a t  a  dance Wednes­
day night.

Mr. S tew art is a musician and says he 
works In a  fu rn itu re  factory, bu t he was 
no t a t work yesterday. He is a  stout, 
healthy looking man.

W hen the  facts In tho case were men­
tioned to  Landlord Klllean last evening 
he said he had not seen the  c hildren un­
til th e ir call Wednesday afternoon. 
"W e have such calls nearly every day," 
said he, "and  of course some of them 
a re  Impostors, bu t most of them a re  de­
serving, and it 's  be tter  to  feed the 
frauds than  to  allow tho really poor to 
suffer."

L A W  A N D  LIQUOR.
A P r o h ib i t io n  V ie w  o f  the  Roeorda  

M ade by th e  A uth or itie s .
Jam es H . Thaw , the  merchandise 

broker, read in th e  Morning Press yes­
terday an account of a  boy being in a 
torrlblo s ta te  of intoxication, and ju s t as 
a reporter entered his office finished 
reading the paragraph:

" T he  police say th is  Is the  w orst case 
of drunkenuess ever brought to  the ir no­
tice and  th a t lu case tho boy recovers 
tho parlies who sold him the  liquor will 
be prosecuted to  the  full ex ten t of tho 
law."

"W ell, now, th a t's  good. T o  a  law- 
abldlne citizen like me. th a t sta tem ent 
Is very gratify ing ,” said Mr. Thaw. 
"T h a t th e  police have decided to conde­

scend to  prosecute violators of tho liquor 
law is something of a  surprise  to me. I 
am satisfied th a t tho police officials are 
aw are th a t the  liquor law is violated 
305 days In the year. T hey  ta lk  about 
prohibition not prohibiting, and how can 
It, when the  officials, lustoad of being In 
sym pathy with I t are  directly  opposed to 
It.

“ They ta lk  about electing groat re­
form ers to  office. Lots of Democrats 
came to  me and asked mo to support Mr. 
Uhl for mayor, and alm ost the  first thing 
he did a fte r  ho assumed tho duties of 
tho office, was to  appoint a  man who Is 
next th ing  to  a  saloon bummer, on one 
of tho m ost Im portant commissions In 
the  city. Of course I  don’t  expect th a t 
there will bo any groat reform made In 
tho police departm ent, as long as i t  is 
controlled by the  presout commission, 
bu t I  would like to  have tho public 
know a  few things In regard to  how 
it Is run.

Aldermen Crequo and Sproul of the  
Second w ard and Yerex of the  Third  
ward m et last evening to  consider the  
petition of the  Reeds L ake Electric  rail­
road, which was referred to  the  alder­
men of those w ards by tho council. Al­
derman Tateum  was no t present. Sev­
eral of those Interested In the  road were 
also present.

Being invited to  s ta te  the  grounds 
upon which the  company based Its claim 
for admission to  tho city. Senator Wes- 
sellus said th a t the  company had Invest­
ed In the  p lan t 850,000, and In order to 
put It Into first class condition I t should 
expend 810,000 more. T h a t 810,000 It 
could no t ge t unless i t  w as given a  fran­
chise Into tho city. As now situated  the 
road cannot pay, and If admission to  the  
c ity  is denied them , they would be 
obliged to  pull up  th e  p lan t and move 
It elsewhere. Beyond E as t street 
there Is a  population of 6,000 or 
7,000 people, who will be taken 
Into the  corporate lim its this 
w inter, and are  now vlrtu rally  p a rt and 
oarcel of the  city. Unless the  electric 
road Is permitted to  come down town 
they will be w ithout a  c a r service. 
Even should tho old company extend Its 
Cherry stree t line, ha lf of them would 
still be w ithout s tre e t c a r service. 
W ithin tho last year 250 houses had 
been b u ilt along tho line of the  road In 
tho belief th a t  adequate s tree t c a r ser­
vice to the  h e a r t of the  city. The con- 
's tructlon of th e  line would also benefit 
the residents of tho city  by giving a  five 
cent fare to  tho lake. "T he opposition 
to  tho road does no t come from the  resi­
dents.”  said Mr. Wesselius, " b u t from 
tho Cable company. Henry De Graaf 
and Fred Clark are  th e  paid lobbyists of 
th a t company to  look a fte r  the  council. 
Fred Clark told me himself th a t he was 
retained by the  oldcable company by the 
year to  look a fte r  its  In terests In the 
council. T h a t company cannot make 
extensions because Its finances are  ro t­
ten. I t  h a sn 't the  money, and If we are 
denied a  franchise the  township will not 
ge t th a t  c a r service for some tim e to 
come. We offer to  use Iron poles If the  
council w ants them , to  use only the  best 
rails, to pave between tracks, and  to 
give bonds to  give a six m onths’ service 
and a  five cen t fare  to  the  lake."

Following Mr. Wesselius' remarks, 
a geueral discussion was had. In which- 
all the  aldormcn took part. As there 
seems to  be a  unanimous opposition on 
Ransom and Pa rk  streets, I t was sug­
gested tb a t th e  road m ight run  down 
Fulton to N orth Division, and then to 
P earl. T his would necessitate running 
coutlguons tracks along th e  old com­
pany’s  lino for a  distance of a  conple of 
blocks. L itigation would doubtless be 
caused, bu t Mr. Wesselius said th a t they 
were w illing to  accept any modification 
of route the  council m ight suggest, and 
a willingness to  m eet tho legal Issue In 
the  court.

Following this discussion, the  alder­
men mot for a  short tim e w ith  closed 
doors. Nothing of w h at occurred was 
divulged by the  aldermen, except the 
fac t th a t no report will bo made Monday 
night. I t  seems, however, to  be reason­
ably certain  th a t most of the  aldermen 
a re  disposed to  adm it th e  company to 
the  city, although  the route may be 
changed and strong guarantees exacted.

AGAINST TH K  LODGE BILL.
The most significant public event In 

tho United States Wednesday was the 
unanimous adoption of a  resolution by 
the  Farm ers’ Alliance disapproving the 
Lodge election bill.

N either tho name of Dem ocrat or Re­
publican is known in tho F enners’ Al­
liance, and by tno same token I t is dotor- 
m lntd th a t  sectionalism shall be frowned 
upon in w hatever shape it  is presented.

T his patriotic and n ational organiza­
tion realizes th a t the  tim e has come 
when the  two old parties shall bo forbid­
den to build themselves up on sectional 
ha tred  and prejudices. One of the lead­
ing Ideas of the  farm ers is to  restore a 
aatlonal spirit, to lerant, loving and 
brotherly in every section of the  country. 
In  observance of th a t Idea the  farmers 
have.felt i t  th e ir duty to  advise congress 
to  drop the  Lodge bill for the  reason 
th a t I t is aimed a t  the  south and calcu­
lated to foster sectional hatred.

T h is is the  view taken of the bill by 
the  Democrats and th is endorsement by 
an organization so powerful and so neu­
tra l, as between Democrats and Repub­
licans, will have a  cheering influence 
upon tho  D emocrats and should give the 
Republicans pause. T ho Republicans 
do not adm it tho bill is sectional. Thoy 
contend th a t tho object Is to  give 
the  nation honest elections free from 

• f ra u d , falsification and intimidation. 
T h is is the  plea made for it  by President 
Harrison in his message.

T he object thus sta ted  m ust be adm it­
ted  to be righ t and worthy of the  best 
and most serious tbonght of all patriotic 
staUsmon. Elections honestly conduct­
ed and returned, m ust be socured if  we 
would preserve our institutions.

The different states were roused to 
amendments of the  election laws directly 
afte r th e  last presldontal election in con­
sequence of the  bribery and intimidation 
th a t were shown to  have been used so 
unscrupulously in  most of the  states. 
Tho Republicans appeared to  have done 
the  most In th is line, because they had 
the  m ost money and employed the  most 
men. Tho Democrats no doubt did what 
they could in  tho same direction bu t 
•ould no t compete w ith the ir opponent 
excepting in  the  South where ihcy have 
the  negro In the ir power.

T h is  Lodge bill, the  D em ocrats claim, 
Is intended to offset the  personal efforts 
of citizens in th e  southern sta tes to  con­
tro l tho negro vote, by the  strong arm of 
the  federal government, w hile it  leaves 
the  Republicans free to  bribe and bull­
doze in the N orth as heretofore and  tha t 
a fu rther effect Intended is to  hand the 
whites of the  South over to  negro domi­
nation which InvPes another reign by 
co rrup t carpetbaggers and ignorant ne­
groes to  the serious detrim ent of tho 
prosperity now so strongly setting In- 
npon the South.

T he D em ocrats impeach tho honesty 
of Presiden t H arrison in his professed 
regard  for fa ir  elections by pointing to 
the  fac t th a t W annam aker is in the  cab 
ine t as a  rew ard for the  immense sums 
he contributed to  Quay’s  corruption 
fund.

T he Democrats fu rth e r say th a t the 
notorious Johnnie  Davenport of Now 
York Is th e  au thor of the  main features 
of the  bill, and th a t his purpose is to 
beat tho Democrats o u t of votes In New 
Y ork through the  display of federal 
officeholders Republican in politics.

T he enforcement of the  provisions of 
the  bill by partisans Is feared more per­
haps than  the  provisions themselves. I t 
is a  p ity  th a t such Is the  sta te  of party 
spirit. I t  Is really a reflection on onr 
government.

The farm ers see all th is and advise 
congress to  drop the subject and lea* 
the  people of the  sta tes the  d etails of 
•lections free from federal Interference.

Is  th is no t soun d advice in view of the 
fac t th a t all the  sta tes a re  earnestly en­
gaged in the  work of election reform? 
The booth and the  uniform ballot tha t 
secure secrecy will protect against bri 
bery and fear of employers. These ar« 
the  grea t enemies of an honest election, 
dishonest counts and fraudulent returns 
• re  not •astly  perpetrated. Tho secret 
ballot provokes no bad blood between 
the  sections. I t Is as mild as a dove while 
royal In Its power.

T H E  L O Y A L  LEGION.
I The Loyal Legion for this state, In 
I session in this city, is an organization of 
| exceedingly aris tocratic  pretensions. I t

A work th a t coh 
science never could accomplish for the 
spiritua l welfare of mankind

NEWS, NOTES AND EXPERIENCES 

IN FARM LIFE.

ComparativeCo.t un.l Charaotorl.tIc Tain.

In  the  interest o f the  dairym en of the  
sta te  experim ents were in stitu ted  a t  the  
M assachusetts s ta te  experim ent station 
to  determ iue the  rela tive  values of the 
oil cake m eal m ade b y  th e  new  and  the  
old processes. In  th e  local m arkets the  
old process linseed o il cake m eal is  sold 
a t  $27 per ton  and  the  new process a t  $26 
for the  sam e w eigh t T he first named 
article  is  obtained b y  subjecting the  seed 
to  the  action of a  pow erful press to  secure 
its  oil, while th e  la tte r  is produced by 
the  aid  o f  a  new process which favors a 
more thorough abstraction of the  oil and 
involves a  boiling of tho  seeds. The differ­
ence in  th e  trea tm en t of th e  seed for the 
separation of thooil, saj-s D irector Goess- 
man, explains one o f  th e  m ost character­
istic differences in  tho  composition of 
both k inds of linseed m eal, fo r old pro­
cess m eal contains, a s  a  rule, a  larger 
percentage o f oil or f a t  and  a  smaller 
of the  organic nitrogen containing m atter 
than  tho new  process meah

Five cows w ere selected fo r tho  tria l, 
and tho  experim ent extended over six 
successive m onths. W hen summ arized 
the  results showed th a t fo r da iry  p u r­
poses, a t  the  sta ted  m arket prices, under 
otherwise corresponding circumstances 
and  w hen used in  equal parts, these 
meals m ay servo in  place o f each other 
w ithou t material!.’ affecting the  financial 
side of tho operation. As th e  old process 
meal has a well established reputation 
as a  suitab le  food for da iry  cows, so the 
new  process article  m ay claim  a  sim ilar 
position in  the  fron t ran k  o f concentrated 
feed stuffs for da iry  purposes. A careful 
selection o f  suitable  associated fodder 
constituents is, however, in  bo th  in ­
stances necessary to  show th e ir  rea l eco­
nomic value.

Tho Coro o f  Cows’ Foot.
An English farm  journal gives some 

useful inform ation on n  poin t th a t has 
received lit t le  a tten tion , which is  in  brief 
a s  follows:

Every dairym an th a t wishes to  prevent 
his cows from  losing flesh, condition and 
milking power should a ttendcarefu lly  to  
the  soundness of th e ir  feet; fo r they, more 
than  other domesticated anim als, a re  
liable to  th a t painful and  in jurious dis­
ease foul-in-the-fcet. The m ain  cause 
of th is  di&eoso lies in  tw o  facts—first, 
th a t cows are  cloven footed; second, th a t 
their hab its lead them  to w ade through 
mud. W hen any  k ind of filth  becomes 
lodged for a  tim e betw een the  hoof, tho 
p a rt becomes inflamed, sw ells a n d  dis­
charges m atter, w hile n fungoid growth 
develops a t  tho  sam e tim e. S teers are  
n o t so liable to  th is disease a s cows; for, 
no t being so m uch accustomed to  indoor 
feeding, they have no t th e  sam e inclina­
tion to  come homo before tho proper 
tim e, crowd around tho  gate  and  convert 
the  ground into a  m ire. O ther causes 
for th is  disease are  tubercle and  a  strain 
in  tho foot.

T reatm ent advised w hen tho trouble 
has com ofrom  filth  between the  hoofs is 
th a t tho foot should bo washed, poulticed 
w ith  linseed and  a fterw ard  dressed with 
sulphate of copper, carbolic acid o r b u t­
te r  of antimony. Tho foot should be 
kept c lean and  tho  cow indoors to  rest. 
W hen a  s tra in  in  tho  foot is tho cause 
there  has probably been a n  excessive 
grow th o f tho horny  pa rt. Tho toe nails 
should therefore be c u t w ith  a  sharp, 
fine toothed saw, w hile tho  fron t of tho 
sole m ust sometimes bo pared  a s  w e ll 
W hen tuherc le  is th e  cause the  disease 
is too deeply seated for trea tm e n t

Tho Depth o f  Drains.
T he rela tion  o f tho  depth and dis­

tance  opa rt o f d rains is  considered by 
K lippart as follows: T he idea th a t depth 
w ill compensate fo r frequency in  all 
cases seems now  to  bo  abandoned. I t  is 
conceded th a t c lay  soils, which readily 
absorb moisture, a n d  y e t are  strongly 
reten tive , cannot bo d rained  w ith suffi­
c ien t rapidity , o r  even thoronghness, by 
drains a t  any  depth, unless they are  also 
w ith in  certain  distances. In  a  porous 
soil, as n  general ru le, th e  deeper tho 
dra in  tho  fu rther i t  w ill draw . The ten­
dency of w ater is  to  lie  level in  th e  soil, 
b u t capillary a ttrac tion  and  mechanical 
obstructions offer constan t resistance to 
th is  tendency. Tho fu rther w ater has 

iss in  tho  soil tho  longer tim e, other 
th ings being equal. w iJl be required for 
tho passage. Therofore, although  a  sin ­
gle deep dra in  m ight in  te n  days lower 
tho w ater line as m uch as tw o drains of 
tho  sam e depth, or, in  other words, 
m ight d raw  tho w a te r  a ll dow n to  its 

level, y e t i t  is  quito  eviden t tha t 
tw o drains m ight do  tho  w ork in  less 
tim e—possibly in  fivo days. W e have 
seen already  tho  necessity of laying 
drains deep enough to  bo below the 
reach of tho subsoil plow  and  below 
frost, so th a t in  tho northern  sta tes tho 
question of shallow  drainage seems 
hardly debatable. Y et if  wo adopt the  
conclusion th a t  four feet is  the  least al­
low able depth whero an outfall can be 
found thcro  m ay bo tho  question still 
w hether, in  very open soils, a  s ti ll grea t­
e r  depth m ay  not bo expedient, to  be 
compensated by  increased distance.

A  recent estim ate places th e  produc­
tion of silk throughout th e  w orld last 
year a t  11,700 tons, a s  against 11,5-13 tons 
in  1888, 11,883 tons in  1887, 10,594 tons 
In 1896 and  9,003 tons in  1885. The 
average of tho  four years from  1885 to 
1688 w as 10,748 tons. Tho 1889 crop was 
ra the r above it ,  although  scarcely any 
silk w as produced in  Syriu and  other 
p a rts  of the  Levant.

INFORMATION ABOUT THE NEW FOOD 

LACTOSERINE.

Dow a Swede Has Made Whey Pay H 
•omely, at the Same Time Giving a 
Food to Cow* and Mon—L»cto*erin

I t  is proposed to  s ta r t a  lactoserine fac­
tory in  tho U nited  States to  prepare the 
new article o f food invented a  year or 
ago by a  Swede, W ilhelm Rhenstrom. 
I f  the  article  comes in to  general use, and 
if i t  ia R3 good as i t  i3 believed to  be. it  
w ill do uway entirely  w ith  tho  problem 
w hat to  do w ith  the  skim  milk to  make 
it  pay. Mr. Rhenstrom ‘a process prom­
ises to  mako i t  pay  alm ost as well as new 
milk itself.

Tho R ura l N ew  Y orker sen t a  corre­
spondent to  Sweden to  investigate the 
properties of the  new food and the  proc­
ess of m aking it .  In  Sweden there is 
already a  factory for its  manufacture. 
Tho R ura l correspondent attended a  din­
ner a t  w hich ©very article of food into 
whoso composition m ilk en ters w as pre­
pared w ith  lactoserine instead. H e re ­
ports th a t i f  there w as any difference in 
the  flavor of tho dishes i t  w as in  favor of 
luctoscrino as against milk. The change 
tho article  w ill w ork for the  better 
case of persons too poor to  buy  all the 
milk they w an t can ocarcely be reckoned.

M ingled w ith  cocoa lactoserine makes 
a  drink  more delicious than  ordinary 
cocoa or chocolate. Coffee prepared with 
an equal part of lactoserine tastes like 
coffee containing m ilk and sugar.

In  Sweden the  cream  separator is  used 
to  take all the  bu tte r  fa ts  from  the  milk. 
Sweden, by  the  w ay, is th e  country 
which tho  separator w as invented. . 
te r  tho cream is  a ll removed the  skim 
milk is  taken and  in  tu rn  separated into 
cu rd  and whey. The cu rd  o r caseine is 
either m ade in to  skim  m ilk cheese or 
taken to  the  lactoserine factory and 
pressed into “ fadder cakes” for the  cows, 
th a t oa t i t  w ith  avidity.

I t  is w ith  tho whey th a t tho  lactoeo 
rine factor}’ deals especially. To two 
parts of tho w hey ono p a rt of skim milk 
is added. Tho m ixture is then treated 
according to  M r. Rhenstrom’s  process, 
and  becomes cakes about five inchee 
square. These cakes are  sent from  the 
dairy  o r cream ery to  the  lactoserine 
factor}', w here thoy are  p u t through the 
finishing operations. Tho product loaves 
tho factory either rousted o r unroasted, 
either in  cakos o r  a  fino w hite  powder, 
according to  the  purposes fo r w hich i t  if 
intended. I t  is  claim ed th a t the  ne\? 
article can bo used w ith  perfect success 
In the  place of m ilk in  m aking ice cream.

The Rural New  Y orker sums u p  the 
inform ation on lactoserine as follows:

A t tho lactoserine factor}' they  take 
tho raw  lactoserino cakes from  the 
dairy. These cakes are  w hite  and 
m oist and abou t six  inches square. 
Tho first process is drying; the 
second, cu tting  in to  inch squares 
third, roasting .or n o t roasting; fourth, 
tak ing  i t  to  the  m ills to  be made. 
Roasted lactoserino is  a  very fine powder 
for cocoa and  some kinds of sauces and 
soups, and good, b u t no t so fino, for 
making coffee lactoserine. Lactoserine 
not roasted is  suitable  for preparing b 
powder for several w hite  soups and 
sauces, fo r cu rry  powders used in  India, 
fo r preparing desserts, fo r food for in­
fants, and , last, fo r the  m anufacture  of 
soap. In  a  w ord, tho w hey w hich 
commonly is given to  tho pigs is, by  this 
process, utilized to  tako the  place of 
m ilk in  m any articles of food, and  ii 
baths w hich ladies take  to  produce a 
smooth skin.

Tho past m onth w e have been packing 
b u tte r  in  glass tubs, a u d  have had a  fine 
opportunity to  prove our w ork by look­
ing in to  th e  sides and  bottom  of the
package.

I  was surprised to  see th e  am ount of 
space occupied b y  a ir  o r brine a fte r the 
tub  was supposed to  be filled, unless the 
greatest caro was taken  in  tho  work, 
find th a t tw ice worked bu tte r, judging 
from  outside appearance, makes the  best 
job. I  would advise packers to  do 
dentists; to  m ake a  perfect weld, they 
pu t in  small quantities o f gold in  1 
cavity  a t  a  tim e, in  filling teeth. So 
w ith b u tte r  in  the  tub.

If  you do not th ink  th is care is called 
for, tu rn  o u t tho p a rt of a  tu b  tho follow­
ing day, and  see if  the  sides of th e  bu tte r  
hug tho wood, or if  there are  spaces for 
a ir  as the  brino soaks away.

I  liavo sold tons of b u tte r  in  Now York 
to  fu m ers , etc., because i t  w as strong 
and molded on tho side of the  packages.

Since the  day of refrigerator cars and 
cold storage for bu tte r  (which, by  the 
way I  claim to  havo been th e  first to  
construct and use in  New  York city 
th is cold storage w as used to  hold the 
once a  week receipts o f ice c a r bu tte r  
from  St. Law rence county, N ew  Y ort, 
twenty-five years ago), th is evaporation 
from  the  wood is  less than  formerly; but 
fo r holding, the  tu b  should be well 
packed on tho outside, to  prevent somo of 
th is loss in  w eight and  quality  of butter.

FAEM, FIELD, GAllDEN.

N ex t to  th e  cabbage w orm the  worst 
insect enem y of th e  cabbage is  tho aphis, 
o r  p lan t loose, w hich is  so often found 
upon the  leaves and  in  th e  heads in 
g rea t num bers. T his is a  sm all, b luish 
w hite insect, th a t subsists upon the  sap 
of tho plant and m ultiplies w ith grea t 
rapidity. L ike m ost of tho peculiar 
fam ily to  which i t  belongs, th is insect 
has the  pow er n o t common among in­
sects o f  bring ing  forth  living yonng, b a t 
w ith  m ost of those th a t havo been care­
fully  studied the re  is  in  th e  fall a  sexual 
generation by which tho  tru e  eggs are 
laid, and  in  th is egg s ta te  m ost of them 
pass th e  w inter. B ut a lthough th e  cab­
bage aphis has been know n both in  E u­
rope and  A m erica for more th a n  a  cent- 
uary, tho sexual generation has never 
heretofore been found, and  entomologists 
did no t know where or when th e  eggs 
w ere laid, nor how th e  Insect passed the  
w inter. -

Rccontinvostigntions, however, carried 
on a t  tho Ohio experim ent s ta tion  by Dr. 
C. M. W eed have show n conclusively 
th a t th e  sexual generation develops late 
in  an tum n on th e  cabbage, and  th a t the 
eggs are  laid on  tho  cabbage leaves. The 
true  male is a  sm all w inged creatnre, 
w ith a  m ore slender body th a n  th e  other 
w inged forms. The egg lay ing  female 
has no w ings and  is pale green in  color. 
This discovery o f  the  fac t th a t the  insect 
passes the  w in ter in  th e  egg s ta te  on the 
cabbage leaves has an  im portan t eco­
nomic bearing. I t  suggests a s  one of the 
best w ays o f p reventing the  in juries of 
th is  pest the  destruction during  w inter 
of tho o ld cabbage leaves w ith  th e  eggs 
npon them , instead of leaving them  un­
disturbed until spring, os is  too often

French Dreed, of Poultry.
The question has been asked w hy i t  is 

th a t one finds so few of th e  French fowls 
in  A m erican poultry  yards. There is no 
country in  the  w orld where poultry  is 
more popular o r w here excellent quality  
is m ore imperatively demanded th a n  in 
France. Tho edible quality  of their 
poultry  is  a  m a tte r  of comment. W hy, 
therefore, are  n o t th e  French breeds 
which give such satisfaction a t  home 
popular w ith  us?

In  rep ly  to  th is  query The New  York 
W orld says th a t th e  fac t th a t tho French 
breeds are  all non-setters, o r  a t  least in­
cubate b u t rarely , is doubtless ono rea­
son w hy they  have n o t become as popu­
la r in  A m erica os they  deserve to  bo. 
There is no question b u t  th a t  they  will 
repay the  careful atten tion  of tho  m er­
cantile  poultry  breeders, possessing as 
they do in  a  h igh  degree tho  im portant 
points of g rea t w eight and  excellent 
quality  of flesh, w ith  a  rem arkably 
sm all proportion of bones and  offal. A 
second reason why th e  F rench breeds 
are  n o t popular is tho  fac t th a t their 
m erits are  no t generally understood.

The breed m ost p referred in  France 
for th e  quantity  and  quality  of i ts  flesh 
is  the  Crevecceur. In  fo rm  these b irds 
are  very full and  compact, and  the  
plumage is m ostly  blaok. They rarely 
sit , and  are  m oderate layers o f very 
large w hite  eggs. Thoy are  somewhat 
delicate in  constitution, being  sub ject to  
roup and  th ro a t diseases, w hich fac t 
doubtless has also t o  do  w ith  the ir rare 
occurrence here. The m erits of the  
Crevecceur. briefly sum m ed, are: Its 
edible qualities, early  m a turing , facility  
w ith  w hich i t  can  bo kep t in  confine­
m ent and  its  large, fine eggs.

Tho Houdan is th e  m ost popnlar of 
the  F rench fowls in  th is country, and  in 
m any respects i t  resembles tho  Dorking. 
I t  is a  handsome fowl w ith  m ottled 
plumage a n d  a c rest o f black and w hite 
feathers. In  i t  ore com bined the  size, 
quality  and form  o f  th e  D orking with 
earlier m aturity . The hen is a prolific 
layer of fa ir  sized eggs. Tho chicks are 
easily reared and  yield an am ple profit 
on  good feeding, both in  eggs and 
flesh.

The L a  Flecho resembles th e  Spanish, 
which, however, i t  exceeds in  size. The 
hen is a  good layer o f  large  w hite  eggs; 
the  flesh is excellent. The breed is. 
however, very delicate, and  does no t lay 
well in  w inter, except nnder favorable

Entrance to Chair Hlvee.
C. G ere, o f Pennsylvania, who utilizes 

boxes received w ith  plan ts and  f ru i t trees, 
says in  Tho A m erican Bee Jou rnal: "The 
bottom  boards of m y hives extend out 
about six inches in  fron t of tho hive. This 
being nailed to  tw o pieces of 2 by 4 scan t­
ling, I  tako a  bottom board, place i t  in  
the  box w ith  th e  fron t end close n p  to 
th e  fron t side of th e  box and  then  make 
an  entrance through  th e  fron t side of the  
box on a  level w ith  th e  bottom  board. 
Then p u t the  h ive  on th e  bottom  board 
in  the  box, and  if  you w an t a  three inch 
space betw een the  box a nd  hive take 
piece of board th a t wide and  one inch or 
more longer than  you w an t th e  entrance; 
nail to  tho under side of th is board cleats 
three-eighths of an  inch thick, place this 
between tho hive and  the  box to  corre­
spond w ith  the  entrance  of each; then 
crowd tho hive up  to  i t  and p u t in  the 
packing. This m akes a n  entrance  so tha t 
the  bees can fly w henever tho  w eather is 
suitable. As every p a r t of the  hive is 
packed you w ill have to  nail a  piece on 
tho  outside of th e  box for the  bees to  
aligh t on.”
