To-
ward the lattor part of his remarks
there were frequent iuterruptions and
when he began a severe review of the
clause providing for domiciliary visits
under the protection of deputy United
States marshals, Senators Edmunds,

strated, declaring that this clause has
been eliminated by the lenlh subsil-
tute. After a lengthy Interchange
of opinions it was decided that the
clauso still remained in the bill an
‘was suggested that Senator Gray defer
the conclusion of his address uatil the
election committee should preparo s
suitable amendment remitting this
clause.

In pursuance of this mutual under-
standing the senate adjourned.

ALLEGED VIOLATIONS OF THE
INTER-STATE COMMERCE LAW.

Cole Hnuled From Pennsylvania to
Chicago for Less Than Three
Dollars Per Car—Crooked
Grain Rates.

The return of these indictments Is the
result of several week’s Investigation on
the partof the grand jury on general
charges that the Inter-state commerce
law had been violated relative to rates
on grain shipped from Northwestern and
Western points to Chicago for rates less
than those established by law. It was
in this investigation that Charles Coun-
selman, the board of trade man, and
James C. Peaseley, treasurer for the
Burlington road, were brought before
the court, fined and committed for re-
fusing to answer questlons pertalning to
the same subject matter, but these two
gontlemen were not indicted.

CHARTER AMENDMENTS

'IONS AT THE SPECIAL MEET-
ING OF THE COUNCIL.

The Boundary Settled--Dobate Over
the Director of the Poor--Taxes
to Be Paid Twice n Year--
Some Minor Matters.

A speclal meeting of the councll was
held last evening to consider the recom-
mendations of the committee on charter
amendments.

The first recommendation considered
was that one proyiding for extension of
the city limits one mile on the south and
and o half mile on the north and
west. A general expression being called
for, Thos. D. Gilbert sald that he
thought tho enlargement of the city &
mistake, but as it was a foregone con-
clusion he would not oppose it, although
he desired to put himself on record s
predicting that the city would be sorry
for it. Alderman Stebbius also spoke
against it, saying that the city has less
than 11 inhabitants to the acrenow; that
the proposed extension would take In &
considerable number of farms; and that
while some extensions should be made
they should not be so large as those pro-
posed by the committee. Alderman An-
derson asked the status of tho contract
betweea the town board and the Hy-
draullc company. The city attorney
said that without seeing the contract he
could tell very little about it. He would
say, howeyer, that he didn't think that
the town board could make a valid con-
tract for a longer period than one year.
Alderman, Turner read the act of the
legislature authorizing the contract and
concurred in the city attorney’s opinfon.
John Widdicomb advocated the exten-
slon, as did also Alderman Turner, and
it was adopted by the com:cll, the only
dissenter being Mr. Stebbins.

The proposal to abolish Ihe office of
director of the poor, @nd to transfer the

Tt Is clalmed that the constitution con-
fars upon congress the power to define
congressional districts In all the states.
‘This power Is found In section 4 of art-
icle 1 which reads:

Now
the farmers should warn the Democrats
to not run the tarlff question Into the
ground. It the farmers can drive the
foxy old party leaders from mattes of
secondary Importance that they are play-
ing with to the one and primary lssue
the farmers insist upon having consid-
cred, they will galn their point all the
sooner and precipitato an fssue that will
break up present lines, and with those
lines sectionalism would fall forever.

The congrass has the same power over
the election of senators that It has over
the eloction of congressmen excepting
only thatitcannotdirect In whatplace the
senators shall be chosen, and If congres
alonal districts can be fixed by congress
80 can it fix the lines of the legislative
districts whereln are chosen the men
‘who choose senators.

It is sneeringly sald that editors’ opin-
lons against the constitutionality of dis-
tricting by congress are ot worth con-
sidering because great constitutional
lawyers say congress have that power
conferred by the article of the constitu-
tion quoted. These great constitutional
Iawyers are great unconcionable partl-
sans and would say black was white if
the party necessities required it. An
editor or any man who can read and un-
derstand the Euglish language can read
and construe the artice quoted from the
constitution as well as any lawyer
whother he Is great or small.

“The times, places and manner of
holding elections” has no reference to
booming election districts. The power
“‘to make or alter such regulations” re-
fers speclally “to times, places and man-
mer of holding elections” and confers no
additional power. Thero is not the least
implication of power over the apportoin-
ment, unless it can be inferred from the
power to fix the placeof holding the elec-
tion, and that very power, so limited, in-
fers the power of districting In the
states both for congressmen and mem-
bers of the legislature who elect the sen-
ators if it Infers such power over con-
gressional districts.

‘Wa belleve congress should fnsist upon
the observance of cortain rules by the

inst gorrymandering. If this power
it can be Inforred in the power of the house
10 judge of tho election and qualifications
of Its own members. Amy member of
congress certificd from a district and
stato grossly gerrymandered as fs the
caso with many districts in Ohlo, Missis-
#lppl and Towa should be denled a seat
because elected by a cheat and & fraud.

THE SUGAR BEET.

This matter of ralsing beets for sngar
In Michigan Is attracting a great deal of
attention and promises In a few years to
be a great additlonal source of wealth to
the state.

A beet sugar factory Is contemplated
at Ravenna another year. This last
season sugar beets were raised In that
soction that analysis shows would yleld
13 to 16 per cent. of sugar. In Nebraska,
where the sugar beot industry is a great
succcess, the rule s to pay $3 per ton
for beets that will yleld 12 per cent. of
sugar, and 50 cents per ton for each ad-
ditional 1 per cent. of sugar over 12 per
cent. The average yield of an acre is
15 tons.

It is sald the sugar beet requiresa
light, sandy loam, deep soil and molsture
In the Jate summer. These conditions
can be found In great perfection along
the western borders of this state. Iu-
vestigators can easily find from rellable
records the amount of ralnfall each
month of the year In any part of the
state. The light, sandy loam fs the next
requisite, and It can be easily found in
perfection throughout thoussuds of
sqare miles in tho state. We hope to
see experimental crops ralsed fn every
county where the promise of success Is
good. Wherever analysls shows a valu-
able sugar beet, proparations can be
made foralarge crop In another year,
and factorles erected to manufacture
them. In this way the state could soon
have added to its farming weslth a crop
that would exceed in value wool or
wheat and the farmer be enabled to en-
tar the market wits another staple pro-

WOMEN IS EXHAUSTED.

New England Mothers Who Drudgo In
the Factorles to Koep Life In Them-
selves und Their Babes—Wasted by
Work They Tarn to Artificlal Stimalant.

(Special adence.

Female life in a factory town isacom-
plex affair, and in many instances has all
the elements of tragedy. In the great
majority of cases it is a ceaseless grind,
s0 monotonous that almost anything
would be a relief. The mill girl isa fa-
vorite topic with writers whose lot
throws them into such a village or city.
Butit is the girls presumably in their
teens, the girls who have not turned the
corner and started around the block of
old maidhood, thut come in for the de-
scription. There is o big class, indeed, if
anything fall half the femala operatives
large cities, to whom this does not ap-
and who fail of description or men-
i that is, married women who work
in factories. Ex-President Cleveland
recently showed considerable interest on

She thinks
how she could carn every week at least
two-thirds as much as her husband does,
sometimes quite as much as he can if
conditions are favorable. She counts
up how many things could be bought
for that, and it isn't many weeks before
that woman will be at work again.
Soon after that children begin to arrive,
and if the husband isn’t made of pretty
good mettle he finds the family too
much for his scanty earnings, and be-
tween the arrival of additions the wom-
an Las to go into the mill to help keep
life in the children,

1f she goes to work after the appear-
ance of the first child she is pretty sure
to be doomed to mill life the rest of her
days or until her family have grown up
and can help support her, The pluck
and bravery exhibited by these women
are wonderful, and frequently they work
up to the very birth of a child and are
again at their looms at the end of a
weelk.

STYLES IN STATIONERY.

Bere Is the Proper Thing in Note Paper
and fn Visitiog Cards.

Styles in stationery have not material-
Iy changed from last season, though
some of the distinctions are a little more
marked. New varieties of note paper
with florid decorations, eccentric dimen-
elons, and conspicuous tintings are pro-
duced, bt fail to become standgrd. The
most elegant as well as genteel paper
#old is a heavy cream white sheet fold-
ing once into & equare envelope, This
sheet may have a rough finish and the
curiously mottled appearance of coarse
wrapping paper, by the irregular ar-
rangement of water lincs, when it is

own as Grecian antique. It may be
smoothly finished, with noglossand very
heavy and silky in texture, when it is

called “kid finished.”

It may have a rough cloth finish or a
peculiar rough effect known as “‘parch-
ment vellom.” Quite tho latest paper
nsed is a £o called “etching paper,”
‘which has a rough surface with various
irregular depressions, and rougher etill,
almost like Bristol board, 1s the so called
band made parchment, A new variety
of paper Lias broad water lines stamped
scross the paper horizontally, and diag-'
onally applied to the envelope.

The same styles, too, arc carried out
In the thin lined papers for those who
like a thin paper for the purpose of letter
writing. notes of invitation or
regret and formal correspondence the
heavier varieties are employed. The one
new tint produced this year isa very
delicate violet shade, whichis sometimes
used by msthetic people. Another shade

known as azure, which is in reality a
dull, eoft blue, is also somewhat popu-
lar. Dull stone color and chocolate are
also sometimes seen, but the conserva-
tive woman of good tasto selects always
a plain cream tinted paper.

Mr. Henry D. Lloyd made an able de-

He
felt that strikes and lockonts were but
the skirmishings of o great social war. A
labor question really existed, despite the
sneers of many. In all questions of prin-
ciple there conld be but one side in the
right, and the laborer, while frequently
individually wrong, was always on the
right side,

The public treated the working people
as if they had no feeling, yet a thinking
man had no need of ofiizial evidence to
realize the misery of the lower classes.
The average man would cry, *“The union
forever!” until the luborers formed a
union, and then he would refuse to re-
ceive its committee. The man who
labored for the oppressed was a philan-
thropist until ho represented such a
union, and then the employer “would | ¢
not deal with an outsider.” Organized
labor had been decried as an organized
mob, and on this stand Jay Gould had
discharged his overworked and under-
paid employes becauso they wished to
treat with him asa body. To the mind
of the speaker a man who used sach
principles was the enemy of American
liberty. The charge of tyranny against
these organizations, coming from those
who lived on the boulevards against
those who lived on the back streets, from
men of the averago n&e of 55 against
thoso of 28, was excruciatingly funny.
Blood shedding was no real part of the
actual strike.

Had a visitor from another planet
landed on the earth the day of the battle
of Gettysbarg and asked the meaning of
that bloodshed, the probable reply would
have been that those people were merely
debating among them:elves how best
presarve the Union. The attendant ruf-
Aanism of a contest stained both sides,
but the blackness of it rested on those
who make the poor poorer and the
wronged more wronged. The recording
angel would with o pitying tear blot out
the sins of the other side.

The cost of production perhaps-had
something to do with the question, but
the real cost of production to the Ameri-
can citizen meant a childhood free from
factory life, & womanliood which should
kmow none but home work, a fatherhood
which should find time to take its child
upon its knee, and a manhood which
should be allowed to cast a ballot as
conscience alone dictated.
