L ondon, Dec. G.v-Tho Irish  N ational­
is t conference, w ith Mr. Parnell In the 
chair, m et in Its room a t the  hour of 
noon and resum ed its deliberations. Mr. 
Redmond, chairm an of the  special com­
m ittee appointed to w ait upon Mr. Glad­
stone yesterday, arose and sta ted  tha t 
the  committee had discharged the  duty 
w ith  which I t had been en trusted . Then, 
as a part of his report, M r. Redmond 
sen t to th e  secretary to  bo read the  le tte r 
which la s t nigh t had boon received from 
Mr. Gladstone. T he reading of the  le t­
te r  was quietly  listened to  until th a t  por­
tion of I t w as reached In which Mr. 
Gladstone offers to  tr e a t w ith a  now 
leader, of the Irish N ationalist pa rty  on 
th e  same term s of equality  and m utual 
ccnQdenco which he had accorded Mr. 
I'a rucll. W hen th is  poin t was reached 
by th e  secretary , the  supporters of Mr. 
Sexton and Mrr llca ly  * cheered and 
cheered again. T heir  noisy dem onstra­
tions wore promptly m et by the  Ironical 
cries and satirica l jeering of th e  Parnelite  
factlonarics.

Upon the  conclusion of the  reading of 
Mr. Gladstone’s le tte r, a  stormy debate 
ensued. In  the  m idst of a  scene of such 
excitem ent as has not been equaled even 
In the  proceedings of th is harrassed 
meeting of angry  Irishm en, Messrs. 
B arry, Sexton and llca ly  in  quick suc­
cession took the  fluui, and with grea t de­
term ination and powerful language de­
manded th a t a  division be a t  once had 
upon the  main question—th a t of the  re­
tirem ent of Mr. Parnell from the  leader­
ship of th e  Irish  parliam entary party.

Finally , and now In the  m idst of a 
solemn silence, Mr. Sexton arose and 
speaking with calm n deliberation, b u t in 
a  tone indicative of suppressed emotion, 
delivered to  Mr. Parnell the  ultimatum 
o f the  m ajority  of the  Irish  renrescnta- 
tion in parliam ent. T he ultim atum  was 
to  Hie effect t h a t  in th e  even t of the  a f­
firmative decision of Mr. Parnell as to 
his resignation of the  chairm anship  be­
ing  delayed a fte r  G o'clock th is a fte r ­
noon th e  m ajority  would a t  once w ith­
draw  from the  p reseu t conference and 
proceed to  convene a  separate  meeting 
of the  majority.

•‘T his m eeting," said Mr. Sexton, 
slowly and deliberately, facing his col­
leagues, “ will depose Charles Stew art 
Parnell from his place as le:id%r of the 
N ational pa rty  of Ireland."

W ith the  conclusion of the  rem arks of 
Mr. Parnell’s  irreconcilable foe, and in 
the  m idst of turmoil, excitem ent and 
confusion, the  conference a t  2:45 took a 
recess for half an hour.

On the  re-assemblingof the  conference 
a t  the  conclusion of the  half hour recess 
a  le tte r  from A rchbishop Walsh was read 
which in  the  strongest term s demanded 
the  peremptory removal of Mr. Parnell 
from the  Irish  leadership.

A profound impression was created 
upon the  conference by the  reading of 
th is docum ent, which plainly Indicated 
th e  adoption by the  archbishop’s  col­
leagues of the  I rish  Catholic hierarchy 
of a  policy aggressively hostile to  Mr. 
Parnell’s continuance in power.

John  O'Connor then moved the  pass­
age of a  resolution which declared Mr. 
G ladstone’s le tte r  in reply to  the  over­
tu res  of the  special committee of the 
conference to  be unsatisfactory and as­
serting  th a t Ire land  requires positive 
and unequivocal assurances from the 
Liberal leader on behalf of his pa rty  re­
gard ing  the  v ital questions of Irish  con­
tro l of the  constabulary and land prob­
lems.

T he motion was seconded by Mr. 
K enny in a  brief b u t energetic speech.

Mr. Abraham then took th e  floor and 
moved as an am endm ent to  Mr. O Con­
no r's motion a  resolution th a t  M r.Parnel) 
should a t  once vacate the  chairm anship 
of th e  Irish  N ationalist party.

Mr. Parnell stolidly refused to  p u t the 
question on M r. A braham 's resolution 
w hereupon Ju s tin  McCarthy and 44 other 
members of the  conference arose from 
the ir seats and slowly filed ou t of the 
room. _________

London, Dec. G.—The Rubicon has 
been crossed and  ton igh t the  Irish Na­
tionalis t pa rty  is sp lit in tw ain, the  ma­
jority , under th e  leadership of Ju stin  
McCarthy, having resolved no longer to 
brook P a rnell’s  leadership. T he long 
pending dispute o-'ded this a fternoon in  a 
open rup ture  when G ladstone’s  ultima- 
lion was received declining to  fore­
shadow bis plan for giving Ireland home 
rule as long as Parnell was the recog­
nized chief in  N ationalist councils. 
W ild ou tburst of cheers, groans and 
hisses greeted the  reading. Parnell 
sought to stem the  tide by calling from 
the  chair: “ Who.Is m aster in  Ireland? 
G ladstone?" B ut his face became livid 
and his angry passion uncontrolled 
w hen Mr. Healey said, sotto voice: 
“ Who is m istress?"

The uproar was deafening when P a r­
nell culled him “ low and vulgar.”  The 
climax of fiery excitem ent was reached 
when Parnell tore to fragm ents the  reso­
lution sent up  by Mr. A braham to the 
chair calling on him to resign. One of 
the  pieces passionately hurlea  away 
struck  Ju s tin  McCarthy and the  latter 
arose and walked from the hall followed 
by 44 members.

The socedcrs adjourned to  another 
room, elected Ju s tiu  JilcCarthy chairman 
and appointed a  committee of e igh t to 
assist him In directing the  party . A 
m anifesto is being prepared to the  Irish 
people. P a rliam ent will be ndjo 
early  next week and the  battlefield 
transferred  to  Ireland.

B lit It will not help him any for 
tho following reasons; Philosophy Is 
no t a  fac t In Itself; I t Is simply 
lug about a  fact; an endeavor b 
Izo facts w ith each o ther, to  analyze 
thorn; In o the r words, It Is a method of 
th ink ing . Thu philosopher is the  critic 
of science; he endeavors to  sco w hat use 
can be made of certain  tru th s  which 
science has discovered. Indeed, there Is 
no t much difference between science and 
philosophy; both are  dealing with facts, 
with reality; bu t the  philosopher goes 
more deeply into the reason of things 
than  the  scien tist if the  la tte r  Is not 
also a  philosopher.

Tho question to be settled Is this: Is 
religion som ething rea l and true, o r is It 
a delusion, a phantasm , an Insane fancy? 
Mr. llow cll says th a t “ religion and 
superstition a re  synonymous,”  neither 
having any underlying*reality; and as a 
consequence neither science o r  philos­
ophy can have anyth ing  to do w ith "tho  
baseless fabric of a  d ream .” Even a 
dr.'am  m aybe a r i l  to have somo sub­
stance. I t  is ha rd  to  say th a t any'seu- 
sallnn of tho brain  was unreal. The 
more fac t th a t it  was a  sensation gave It 

• brief existence as a fact.
Now. I  hold th a t religion is real, true  

and Indestructible. I  w ill adm it tha t 
Mr. Howell cannot touch religion with 
his fingers, or ta ste  I t with his tongue, 
or hear I ts movements as ho can hear the 
movements of a  m an's h< a i t ;  holthcrcau 
ho sub ject it  to  a chemical analysis, nor 
ylow i t  w I'h a  microscope. How, then, 
can  we (Teal with it?  I reply, th a t re­
ligion belongs to  tho region (not ''reason” 
as the  types had It) of m ental science, 
o r  moro properly, psychology. Religion 
Is feeling, at, emotion, a  sentim ent, an 
Ineradicable p u t  of m an 's being? Is 
no t love real? Is not Joy real? I t  Is 
perfectly proper to  ta lk  about th e  science 
o r  philosophy of love or joy; and I t is 
Ju st a s  proper foc_me to ta lk  about the 
science or philosophy of religion. If 
M r. Howell Is not a  paren t ho of course 
knows nothing about pa ren tal love, 
sim ply because circum stances have not 
aroused th a t ''po ten tia l energy” which 
alw ays lies do rm an t u n til the  p roper 
lim e com es for its birth.

I t  may be^thal there are  men In whom 
religion has not vet hail its blrth-throes, 
bu t I  greatly  doubt w hether such a man 
ever lived. O ur g rea t m other. N ature,
I  believe, provides for t i e  budding of 
religion very early In man’s  life, how 
early  none of us can toll, fo r there  Is a 
period of w hich wo have no abiding con­
sciousness; b u t the  bud Is there, and 
sooner or la ter i t  Is revealed, thu living 
gem having been slowly developed In 
man from  th e  beginning until now. I 
bold th a t  religion is one of the’ best 
proofs we have of w hat we call a  soul, 
the  ultim ate na tu re  of which is Inscrult- 
able to us. Mr. Howell can never reason 
away a fact. A man having once felt 
pain can never bo convinced, ho was mls-

rellglon can ever be reasoned out, much 
less ridiculed ou t, of tho  most sublime 
emotion of which his soul la capable.

Mr. Howell eludes my question whether 
his experience which ho told us about— 
his experience with God—was real or 
not. I f  h e  told, us the  tru th  when he 
said God, In answer to prayer, filled his 
soul with joy and peace, ho has "experi­
enced religion," and m ust know th a t It 
Is real, i’hiiosophy can reason about 
his experience, b u t the  experience Itself 
was a  fact. I  am tru ly  anxious to  know 
whether Mr. Howell has “experienced 
religion.” I f  he has not, why does he 
rail a t  something about which he knows 
nothing.

To th e  dealer, however, 
there is a  nicer and  more exact method 
of nam ing tho shade. "Claro,*’ fo r in­
stance. stands for the  ligh test shade of 
all and  is m ostly found in  tho cheaper 
g rade of twofers. About tho palest in  
color of the  o rdinary c igar is tho "Colo­
rado.” Then comes "Colorado Maduro," 
next "M aduro," and  lastly  "Oscuro, 
which is the  darkest, heaviest cigar 
made. Tho “ Colorado Madnro” and 
"M aduro”  shades nro tho m ost sought 
fo r in  tho  best grades of domestic cigars, 
w hile consumers of im ported brands run 
to  "M aduro” and "Oscuro."

I t  seems difficult to  g e t a  really  good 
im ported cigar th a t is not d a rk  colored. 
All of them  are  strong, and  w hile many 
men affect the  darkest, h igh priced 
kinds, I  believe th a t b u t few  of them  
really  enjoy them. As good a  cigar 
any m an need smoke can  now  be  bought 
fo r ten  and fifteen cents. A  few  experts 
m ay find value and  solaco in  a  tin  foil 
covered twenty-five, cen t weed, bu t 
w hen anything over a  qua rte r  is  paid it  
is money throw n away for ornam ents 
like tin  foil, band, fancy linings to  box, 
etc. A t present prices of tobacco and 
labor a  m anufacturer can’t  p u t a  value 
of fifty cents in  one cigar unless he folds 
in  tw enty-five cents’ w orth of postage 
stam ps, and yet m any people smoko 
these expensive sorts. —Chicago Joum ah
