T ho fraud, one of tho most se­
rious In the  eyes of tho  association, was 
discovered, and, as Is well known, both 
men and the  horses were expelled. Some 
court proceedings were held w ith which 
tho public has been made familiar, and 
then Nelson made a  clean breast of the 
whole m a tte r, and today the  association 
is in possession of his confession In 
writing, and has also the  checks which 
were paid and returned to Nelson. As 
long ago as last A ugust It was evident 
this tu rn ing  sta te ’s evidence, as i t  were, 
would m aterially aid Nelson, for Secre­
ta ry  Morse, of tho association, was 
much more kindly disposed to  Nelson 
than  he could possibly be to  the  other 
party .

0. T h a t makes a  to tal of $33,076; 

while under tho plan I  propose I t would 
bo only 820,000.

TJTE A L L IA N CE  M OVEM ENT.
In the  political movement which has 

found expression through the  Farm ers’ 
Alliance there Is fo r the plain, working 
people, much of hope. I t  Is only by 
united action upon definite lines of policy 
th a t  they can hope to  obtain the  adop­
tion of the  measures demanded by tbeir 
necessities. W hile labor organizations 
have frequently erred, and have adopted 
policies which sober second thoughts 
have condemned as n ttc rly  untenable, 
labor today occupies a  much higher plane 
than  would have been the  case bad no 
such organizations existed. T he Alliance 
movement, though begun by th e  farmers, 
is comprehensive enough to  Include the 
en tire  laboring clem ent of the  country, 
and if given the righ t kind of an Im­
petus, i t  will resu lt in  legislation which 
will benefit every man who w orks for 
his broad.

B ut if  the  Alliance can accomplish so 
much good, it  can also do much harm. 
T here  is serious danger th a t the  dema­
gogues, the  cranks and self assertive 
visionaries may force themselves to  the 
front, and guide both the  A lliance and 
the  country upon the  rocks. Some of the 
measures proposed by them are  fraught 
with the  g rea test peril to  th e ' financial 
safety of the  world. T he proposition 
th a t the government shall erect ware­
houses, o r  subtreasuries, whore It shall 
store farm ers’ products and Issue Inter­
est bearing receipts which shall pass as 
currency, and the  proposition th a t the 
governm ent shall loan money on real es­
ta te  to  all applicants, If pu t into execu­
tion, would in  a  sho rt tim e involve the 
nation in absolute ru in . T he only way 
In which the  governm ent could meet the 
trem endous demands upon the  treasury 
would be by the  Issue of a paper curren­
cy so immense In volume th a t i t  could 
never bo redeemed. An exactly similar 
measure In A rgentine sent gold up to  a 
premium of 300 per cent, flooded thb 
country w ith irredeemable currency, 
filled the  monetary centers of Europe 
with worthless securities, and finally 
precipitated a  collapse which came near 
occasioning a  disastrous panic through­
out the  civilized world. T he laboring 
men can, of all classes, least afford an 
experienco of th a t kind.

The movement has already had a  good 
Influence upon both of the old parties. 
Legislation in the  direction of more 
money is already planned, and the re  is a 
prospect th a t the  relief thus to  be afford­
ed will quie t the  agitation in favor of 
these schemes. I t  certainly Is to  be 
hoped th a t such will be the  case.

The reasons ho 
vanccs are  even more rem arkable, and 
so far from justifying his course, offer 
the  most cogent argum ents for prosecut 
log the case to the  end. I t  I t undoubt 
edly true  th a t the  young woman who I 
the  principal witness In the  case is ai 
unwilling witness. I t  would be strang 
Indeed if a  woman who voluntarily won 
to  a  physician and became a  willing 
party  to a  crim e like the  one Dr. H oyt h 
charged w ith, should ho desirous of pros­
ecuting him and anxious to  sw ear to  tin 
details. Tho very fac t th a t sho does not 
mako tho complaint, th a t she Is an 
willing witness, th a t sho docs not wish 
to  proclaim her shame in  public, b u t th a t 
In splto of all this, sho does when 
placed upon the  stand  give positive 
and circum stantial evidence, tends to 
create  a strong belief in tho tru th  of her 
story. Tho fac t th a t on a  former tria l 
tho Jury disagreed shows th a t the evi­
dence was strong enough to  convince a 
portion of tho panel th a t the  prisoner 
was guilty beyond a  doubt.

Tho Morning P ress has no wish to 
prejudge o r prejudice Dr. Hoyt, 
prefers to  believe him innocent. B ut it 
does say th a t th is case should be tried. 
E ither tho respondent is guilty or he Is

I  also 
aoto there are  a  good many such cases 
on the  calendar of tho  present term  of 
the  S uperior court, and  many aro aw ait­
ing exam ination a t  th e  Police court. I 
a lto  noto the  names of most as old ylo- 
latora who haye been np repeatedly and 
paid fines. And r ig h t hero lot mo note, 
th a t w lib le  my recolloctson I  h a re  not 
know n one of the te  law -breaking gentle­
men to be Imprisoned for such repeated 
violations. T his whole business has 
seemed to  mo more like a fast and loose 
game w ith these law breakers, hard ly  In 
keeping w ith the  dignity of a  cou rt of 
Jostieo. Soch finot h a re  no terrors for 
thorn, for they go o n l again and  soon 
make tho floe back from protit derived 
a t tweaking tho law.

If  our Judges would consult with, 
^ Idgo  Honker of tho Fifth  c ircu it a s to 
h it dealings with those offenders, they 
will learn how to stop such violations.
I  a ttended the  recen t session of tho 
B arry  C ircuit court, ovc rw h lch  Judge 
Hooker presides. I  was also present at 
tho previous term  of same court. I 
noted tho curious fac t, th a t  a t  theso 
two term s b u t ono liquor case was on 
the  calendar, same ono a t both terms, 
being conllnned a t  tho previous term . 
An atto rney  from th is city  was down 
there  to  dofond tho lono violator. A t tho 
hoicl In the  evening. In conversation 
w ith this a ttorney, I  learned ho pro­
posed a t  the  opening of the  cou rt in tho 
morning to apply for a change of venoe, 
the  reason given being (privately to 
me) th a t It was not so much th a t his 
clien t could not ge t a fair t r ia l a t  H ast­
ings, bu t said ho, " I f  ho ls convicted the 
Judge will Imprison the  man, as he has 
been before convicted." Tho attorney 
told me there  was no fooling whon Judge 
Hooker caught a  violator a  second and 
th ird  tim e, and tho awful sigh came, 
and "m y clien t has before been sen t to 
the  s ta ts  prison by this Judge fur a  like 
offense and tho Lord only knows w hat 
next to  expect. If convicted." Ho 
change of venue was arantod a  tria l had 
and conviction. The F riday  nigh t before 
conviction, the  violator was partly bu rn ­
ed ou t—la th is city. Judge  Hooker hav­
ing  made It too In teresting for him  In 
his c ircuit—so sentence was deferred 
nntll next te rm  to give him tim e for a  
vacation. A nd since tho same man Is 
ap here for a  violation of the  liquor laws, 
in  the  sho rt tim e ho has been here. It Is 
to  be hoped Judge  Hooker will glvo 
him a  very extended vacation, and 
help ns on t  J uat a little  a t  least.

I am Informed by H astings attorneys 
th a t the  liquor violations are  rare; th a t 
violators understand th a t Judge Hooker 
will stand no nonsense, and It is danaer- 
ons to  a c t c au a h t before him. I  under- 
atand  for first offenso It Is a  heavy fine 
or the  a lternative  of going to Jail; for 
second offense, heavy fine and Imprison­
ment In county Jail, and for th ird  offense. 
Imprisonment in oaeo f the sta te  prisons. 
I sbail miss my prediction, m ark  my 
word, If some of these second and thlrd- 
tlm e offenders d on 't h ear the  prison door 
behind them a t  the p resen t te rm  of tho 
superio r court. Judge  Burlingam e has 
much the  same disposition as Jndgo 
Hooker, and the  g r it to  p u t tho law Into 
execution th a t will remedy th is repeating 
■ ulsance. I  th ink  I understand Judge 
Burlingame, and I  believe som ething 
shall drop very suou.

THE AMERICAN FEDERATION.

•  Groat National la b o r Orcnnlsatlon 
Denned by Ono Who Knows.

‘A n A m erican federation o f all na­
tional and  international trades unions to  
sid and assist each other, and  further­
more, to  secure national legislation in  
tho interests of th e  w orking [x-oplo and 
influence public opinion by  peaceful and 
legal methods in  favor of organized 
labor." So reads section 8 of artic le  2 
of the  constitution of tho  A m erican Fed­
eration of Labor.

Surely no  fa ir  minded m an can  find 
fau lt o r  flaw in th is  m anly  declaration, 
mark tho assertion, “ by peaceful and 
legal m ethods," a nd  none o f  th e  trades 
anions w orking under the  American 
Federation of Labor has ever violated 
its constitution yet.

Tho A m erican Federation of Labor Is 
Independent of tho K n igh ts o f Labor, 
and its constitution is  distinctive from 
all form er trades unions. I t  represents 
the progteesivs idea  of trea ting  tho  great 
and troubling question of capital vs. 
labor. . Its mode of procedure is based 

moderation and intelligence. T hat 
heroic application the  strike  ie its  dernier 
resort.

In a  nutshell is  tho case sta ted  in  its 
address to  tho w orking people of Amer­
ica: "O rgauization to  p ro tec t tho in ter-  

if thoso who aro  forced to  sell the ir 
labor fo r wages, an in  rela tion  to  tho  in- 
tcrrote of those w ho spacnlato in  labor 
a  a  commodity."

No logic can tw ist th is  fact: "W age 
am ors are  the  na tu ra l and  proper 

guardians of w age earners' righto." In 
other w ords, if  one doesn 't look on t for 
himself w ho will?

Frederick H arrisou, a n  E nglish sta tes­
man, au thor and  law yer of elevated po­
sition, tersely pu ts tho labor queution in 

social ligh t as follows:
'A  settled conviction has grow n up in  

the  cousciences of eerious men of all 
schools t h a t society in  its  present form 
presses w ith te rrib le  severity on tho 
whole body of those who toil in th e  low­
est ranks o f labor."

W hile th is fac t continuea society can 
neither be honoet, honorable nor healthy, 

ply because tho  begetters of wrong 
and injustice  cannot be pure  and  v.-hole-

can  Federation of L abor is  i ts  hum anity

From  some inscru tab le  reason th e  idea 
has obtained lodgm ent in  tho m inds of 
some th a t labor o rganizations breed a n ­
archists. Now. w hile i t  m ay bo true  
th a t all anarchists come from  the classes 

are  compelled to  sustain life by  sell­
ing th e ir  labor, s till i t  doesn’t  m ake all 

■ workers anarchists. As a  signifi- 
proof of th is , du ring  tho  recent 

g rea t dock strikes in  London, hear this: 
"London saw w ithou t uneasiness o r ill 
w ill 50,000 m en on  tho verge of sta rva ­
tion pam in procession through  the 
streets."

Under tho teachings and  constitotion 
of th e  A m erican Federation of Labor it 
is a n  im possibility to  bo an anarchist 
and a  m em ber in  good standing. The 
policy of these new trades unions is to  win 
public opinion and  hold it. How u tterly  
suicidal to  th e  success of tills policy 
would i t  be wore the re  the  least sus­
picion o r  enconrngement of anarchy 
am ong them.

It has lawn dem onstrated th a t " the  
strongest unions coincide w ith the  grea t­
est fixity in  wages and  hours of labor, 
and  the  few est trades disputes o r strikes."

T here is  more real benefit to  humanity 
wrapped up  in  th e  endeavors of the  
American Federation of L abor than  In 
any organization outside of the  church 
th a t now exists on earth , and  those I 
fits are  for bo th  sidos—capita! as well as 
labor—as will bo evinced, in  my opinion 
before the daw n of th e  T w entieth cent­

Antelopes* 
horns, powdered, they believe to  be ex­
cellent fo r rheum atism , and glue from 
the  hides of asses is  supposed to  be an 
adm irable tonic and  diuretic. The shell 
of a  certain  fresh w ater tu r tle  m ade into 
je lly  is a  sure th ing  f«/r “misery in  tho 
joints." A decoction from  the  hedge­
hog’s  liido is  excellent for skin diseases, 
and  tigern* bones mixed w ith  hartshorn 
and  terrap in 's shell in  the  shape of a 
je lly  is a  first ra te  tonic in  cases of dis­
eases of the  bones nnd of ague.—Wash- 
‘ agton Star.
