Wasuington, Dec. 8. — As Senator 
Gray resum ed his speech In opposition 
to  th e  E lection bill, ho referred  to  an 
artic le  he read Saturday  concerning the 
tr ia l of Mr. H endricks before 
Chief Supervisor D avenport. Senator 
H oar said th a t Mr. D avenport had 
authorized him to stam p the  sta tem ent 
as absolutely false. Senator Henna 
asked Mr. H oar to  s ta te  when 
and  where he got th is autor- 
Ity. Mr. H oar characterized 
this question a s  Irrelevaut and Imperti­
nent. Mr. H enna then said  th a t ho 
would answ er tho Inquiry himself and 
th a t  John  I. D avenport, chief supervisor 
of elections, had been In W ashington for 
m onths and  a t  p resent has a  lobby In 
tho  capltol w orking for tho passage of 
th is bill. T h is sta tem ent was fol­
lowed by g rea t applause In the 
galleries upon which tho  chair 
stated th a t a  repetition of th is  disorder­
ly  conduct would resu lt In th e  galleries 
being cleared. Senator Higgins said 
th a t if Davenport w as engaged In lobby­
ing  for th e  election bill he could no t be 
engaged In a more w orthy enterprise.

S e n a to r G ray then  resum ed, taking 
up the  p a ra g ra p h  referring  to  supervi­
sors. He declared  tho  chief supervisor 
to  have unlim ited a u th o rity  to  name his 
successor, and  thus established a  verit­
able empire. He contended th a t no one 
of tha  original s ta te s  would have to l­
era ted  such a n  Infringem ent of the ir  
liberties.

M r. H enna Interrup ted  him w ith tho 
s ta tem en t th a t 12 of the  13 original 
s ta te s had  re turned  D em ocratic majori­
ties a t  th e  la te  November election In 
anticipation of th is curta ilm ent of the 
righ ts  of citizenship.

Continuing Mr. Gray discussed tho 
section referring  to  th e  board of can­
vassers w ho shall certify  to  the  results 
o f elections. He said th a t  th rough  the 
en tire  bill force was a  salient and prom­
inen t fea ture. A fter reading sections 
1889 and  2002 of the  revised 
sta tu te s  concerning the  use of troops 
a t  polling places, he spoke against the

T H E  ST A T E  M ILITA RY .
II  the members of the  Owashtanong 

club really contemplate the  organization 
of a  m ilitary company, wo advise them 
not to do It, until they learn w hat Is 
going to  bo th e  m ilitary policy of the 
new s tate administration.

I t  Is more than probable th a t the  mili­
ta ry  force will be reduced ra the r than 
enlarged during the term  of Governor 
W lnans. T he farm ers have an idea 
th a t the  s ta te  is a t  (oo much expense to 
m aintain Its m ilitary organization, jind 
th a t  economy will demand its  reduction 
to  about two regim ents. Furtherm ore, 
the re  is a  popular Idea among the  gran­
gers, with which the  governor may be 
touched, th a t s ta te  encampments are  to 
a  largo extent more fo r the  pleasure of a 
few than profit of the  many, and th a t In 
the  Interest of economy these encamp­
ments should bo omitted. I t  Is fnore 
than  likely th a t the  next legislature will 
no t provide for a  sta te  encampment next 
year. W hether all th is Is good sense or 
no t Is questionable. Wo believe th a t 20 
companies of Infantry are  all the  armed 
force the sta te  needs, b u t the  addition 
of a  ba ttery  of light a rtille ry  and a 
battalion of cavalry would no t be objec­
tionable. T he maintenance of such a 
force In an economical way for an emer­
gency perhaps would bo wise. Michigan 
Is a  border sta te , and  on th a t account 
there Is more reason for a small, well- 
drilled force than any other sta te . But 
no  larger force than  wo have named Is 
necessary, and In view of rapid tran s it 
by railway, and the  small need there 
would bo of scouting in a  defensive w ar­
fare, the  cavalry companies could safely 
be dispensed with.

The agricu ltu ral college gives all Its 
students a thorough m ilitary drill, and 
the  O rchard L ake academy m akes mili­
ta ry  d rill and tactics a  specialty in all 
a rm s of the  service, so th a t from these 
sources wo have hundreds of young men 
throughout the  sta te  capable of tailing 
command of companies and regim ents of 
Infan try  on sho rt notice should the  na­
tion become involved In w ar with Can­
ada.

Wo mention Canada because she 1 
country th a t adjoins us. W ith any kind 
of notice, giving a  short tim e for prepa­
ration, wo have nothing to  fear from 
Canada. Wo cannot see how I t could be 
possible for Canada and England 
blned to  secretly concentrate drilled 
troops anywhere on the  border for a  sud­
den and overwhelming Invasion, and 
w ith nothing to fear from th a t q uarter 
Michigan has no need of an armed force 
bu t fo r the  purpose of suppressing insur­
rection o r  riot. Wo have gone through 
nearly  50 years of existence as a state 
w ithout an emergency demanding the 
use of oven one regim ent of infan try  and 
It Is not likely th a t there  will bo any 
more need of an arm ed force In the  next 
50 years than  In the past.

A careful consideration of th e  situa­
tion would seem to Justify the  reduction 
of th e  arm ed force of the  sta te  to  no 
more than tw o regim ents of Infantry 
and In th a t case several of the  paid state 
m ilitary officers could be abolished. 
W ith  only tw o regim ents, the  ranking 
colonel could bo brigade commander if 
such ex traordinary circum stances should 
arise as demanded the assem bling of 
both regim ents. The governor’s mili­
ta ry  secretary being also private  secre­
tary  could serve as adu jan t general and 
the  governor’s aids could be designated 
for quarterm aster generals when in the 
field. Perhaps an efficient Inspector 
general should bo retained a t  a  salary 
no t to exceed $500 and expenses.

If  the  governor and his pa rty  properly 
appreciate the  situation they will make 
economy the  rule of all th e ir movements 
wherever possible w ithout harm  to  the 
progressive sp irit of the  people, th a t de­
mands the  highest culture, the  broadest 
Intelligence and th e  most elevated mor­
a lity , hum anity and intelligence. The 
cu ltivation of a m ilitary spirit, however, 
Is no t necessary.

I f  I t Is true  th a t the  Indians are 
threa ten ing  to  ta k e  the  w ar path be­
cause they are  given starvation rations, 
It is a  shame to our government. No 
less an au thority  than  Gen. Miles says 
th is Is so. T he U nited States are  in­
debted to  the  Ind ians and by trea ty  stip­
ulations owe these Indians the  rations 
necessary for the ir support and i t  Is 
the  solemn duty of th is  Christian, civil­
ized nation to  keep its promises with 
these savages.

S T A T E  GAM E LAW S.
I t  Is whispered about In Democratic 

circles th a t the office of sta te  trame war­
den is to  bo abolished because the  state 
game laws cannot bo enforced. If  the 
game w ardenship is abolished the  game 
laws should bo repealed and let the state 
bo overrun, as In the past, with tho 
hordo of b ru tal hunters th a t in times 
past Invaded the  sta te  from far and 
near. We do no t believe th is should be 
done.

I t  is true  th a t the  game laws have not 
been enforced as they should bo. A 
sta te  of things has existed th is very fall 
in the north  woods th a t is a shame and 
a disgrace. An Intelligent gentleman 
who, with a friend, encamped in tho 
woods of L ake county last November 
for shooting deor reports to us t h a t the 
game laws wore violated in the  most 
reckless m anner. Dogs were used in 
the  chase and tho life of any hunter was 
in danger If he dared to shoot them. 
Tho “ runways” of tho deer were crossed 
with ropes or wires th a t were attached 
to  the  triggers of the  loaded gun 
placed th a t when discharged by running 
against these crossing w ires or ropes 
they would kill tho  passing fleer. Ir 
consequence i t  was dangerous for hun t­
ers no t fam iliar with these deadly traps 
to bo caught in the  woods over night.

A t Spring Lake, to  our certain  knowl­
edge, the  fish laws a re  violated every 
winter and spring, and doubtless the 
same is tho case upon all our lakes and 
rivers.

Wo do n o t blame tho fau lt of a ll this 
upon tho s ta te  game warden. T he fau lt 
is in the  law Itself. In  tho first place, 
tho deputy w ardens are  made to  depend

the  board of supervisors of the 
eral counties for the ir pay, and, strange 
to say, these boards are  indifferent 
tho violations of the  law. Many of tho 
members live away from tho  bodies of 
w ater where the  protected fish are  found 

tho haunts of tho game, 
no Interest in enforcing 
Many of them indeed have tho 

idea th a t tho fish and game are  only 
being protected for tho pleasure of city 
gentry, and they would ra the r see the  
w orthless loafers and vagabonds who 

the  violators of tho law get the  fish 
and game than  any one else. T hey do 
not realize th a t the  tim e w hen the^e 
agabonds h u n t and fish and tho modes 

they adopt are  all so destructive of the 
fish and game th a t if allowed the ir own 
way tho sta te  would soon be destitu te  of 
its fine fish and Its noble game.

Tho other principal obstacle in  the 
way of the  game warden Is the  tria l by 
ju ry  before a  justice. I t  Is often pos­
sible for thedefendant to ge t on tho jury 
a  lazy lou t no better than himself and in 
sym pathy with him, who will refuse 
find a  verdict of guilty against him, how­
ever clear tho evidence of g u ilt may 

Tho law should no t be repealed, but 
amended so as to  insure to  the  deputy 
w ardens reasonable pay w ithout refer­
ence to  a  board of indifferent and preju­
diced supervisors, and violators of the 
law should be held for tria l in the  Cir­
c u it court on probable cause of guilt 
shown on examination before a  justice, 
the same as other criminals.

T he office of game warden should not 
be abolished, b u t tho w arden's hands 
should be strengthened and a mat 
pointed to the  place who will m ake its 
duties his entire  business, to  the  abso­
lu te  abaudonm cnt of any other employ­
ment. The deputies should bo carefully 
selected; they should bo men of honesty 
and nerve who would fearlessly enforce 
tho law.

Editor M orS iso  I’iiksb—In a  recent 

• Issue of your paper I  noticed an article 
from the  pen of Roy. Charles Iv. Gibson, 
In which I t occurs to  mo ho has laid 
somo very broad claims for religion. Ills 
effort to  show th a t science and religion 
are  Identical; th a t  th e  term s are  synony­
mous will, In the  ligh t of logic, prove 
disastrous. In  my judgm ent science 
and religion a re  diam etrically opposite. 
T hey  possess nothing In common. Re­
ligion appeals to  prejudice, passion, 
belief and Ignorance; It appeals to  w hat 
a  man does not know. Science, on the 
contrary, appeals to  reason; to  m ature 
Judgment, to  Intellectuality .

T he province of science Is to  discover, 
dem onstrate, classify and teach facts. 
A fact, to  us, docs no t become such until 
we know It; I hoard, so, ,1 believe so, I 
guess so, or 1 have read so and so, Is not 
necessarily a  fac t; W o  m ust have Drst 
reduced It to  a m a tte r  of actual knowl­
edge.

N ot so w ith religion. In  religion this 
method Is conspicuous by Its en tire  ab­
sence. F i r  example, religion teaches 
first th a t  th a t man has an Immortal 
soul; I t has never taken  the  tim e or 
trouble to  prove It; Its professors have 
always been too busy for tha t.

Second, I t teaches th a t the re  Is a life 
beyond the  grave, of which th is  life is 
b u t a  sho rt probationary period, a  sort 
of w eary vale of tears, during  w hich the 
powers beyond th e  clouds will bo able to 
determ ine the  na tu re  of our reward. 
Thia, like  th e  first, Is le ft entirely  w ith­
o u t proof. T he gap  Is closed with the 
court-plaster of belief, and no difficulty 
Is enconntercd.

T hird , It teaches th a t the  soul Is In a 
lost condition, and th a t  th e  province of 
Its p riests and  preachers Is to  a ssist In 
effecting its salvation. T his, like all the 
rest, they do  no t feel called upon to 
prove. T he shlnp lastcr o f faith  Is called 
Into requisition to  close the  breach, and 
all goes smoothly.

T hus religion runs on ad Infinitum, 
w ithout evidence and w ithout demon­
stration.

B u t the  s trangest th ing  of all Is th a t 
a  man can be found In these la s t days of 
the  nineteen th  cen tury  borrowing trouble 
about divorcing science and religion. I 
would no t hesita te  to  lay a  wager th a t 
the re  I s -n o t an educated man in the  
U nited States who has the  sligh test sus­
picion th a t they w ere ever affianced, to 
say noth ing  about being wedded. The 
very Idea of divorcing th ings th a t  have 
never been wedded Is sufficient to  weary 
any one.

If  the re  Is any one th ing  more certain 
than  ano ther, It Is th a t between science 
and religion the re  Is no affinity. The 
s ta tem ent th a t  “ no scholar o f eminence 
today pretends to  m ake a  distinction be­
tw een science and religion”  Is positively 
Incorrect. I  challenge Mr. Gibson to 
refer me to  a  scholar noted for his learn­
ing  who does n o t m ake h  g rea t distinc­
tion between science and religion. A 
man may study  theology a lifetime and 
know less of th e  whys and w herefores of 
th ings when he quits than  when ho be­
gan . W hy? Because theology Is not 
science. I t  deals w ith  anyth ing  bu t 
facts. In  one sense. It may be entitled 
to  be styled one of the  fine a rts ; for, the 
faculty  with w hich i t  claims everything 
fo r Itself, proves nothing and dodges 
dem onstration clearly entitles I t to  th a t 
appellation. Proving principles and 
then explaining phenomena by proved 
principles would be fa r  more fitting and 
oecoming to  th is age and  people. An 
education th a t  does no t embrace the 
scientific Is no t w orthy th e  name.

T o bear me o u t In th e  position th a t  I 
have taken  In regard  tO 'tbe opinions of 
em inent scholars on the  sub ject of sci­
ence and religion, I  refer the  reader to 
Prof. E. A. H ackle, H erbert Spencer, 
P rof. T . H. H uxley and Prof. John 
Tyndal. T heir  w orks can be had a t  the 
public lib rary , and I  would add th a t 
these gentlem en stand  on the  highest 
eminence of true  learning, and are  con­
ceded to be th e  h ighest au thority  In 
scientific circles. N otw ithstanding all 
th is , the  Christian hastens to  tell the  ex­
a c t opposite, pu tting  forth  these  absurd 
claims w ith a  degree of brazen effrontery 
th a t would do cred it to  Baron M unchau­
sen, hoping thereby  to  overawe the 
honest doubter by acting as a  scarecrow  
to common sense.

Now, I  consider myself too nearly-out 
of the  woods to  be frlghtcnd so easily, 
and will say fu rther th a t I hold mvself 
In readiness to  debate the  sub ject either 
In public o r p rivate. I t  should be re­
membered th a t th e  "Christian T heo ry” 
th a t there Is a  God, lacks every  essential 
element of proof. I  will take  the  posi­
tion th a t today It can be logically, scien­
tifically, and philosophically proved th a t 
the re  Is none, and  could no t by any possi­
bility be one.

Another article  by “ Substrlber” seems 
to  be w orthy something more than  a 
passing notice. His first sentence I  be­
lieve to  be suprem ely logical and consist­
ent, for I  ta k e  It th a t none of us could 
tell th e  difference, between sp irits and 
spooks, goblins and ghosts, holy or un­
holy, should wo m eet a  flock of them. 
Brother, le t us shake! B ut th a t second 
sentence is a  whale. I  d o n 't th ink  I  can 
m aster th a t; the re  Is more faith  and as­
sumption stuffed Into th a t one sentence 
than  would be required to  inflate the 
proposed new a ir  ship. If  any one of 
those propositions are  ever proved it  
will be a  happy day for the  Christian. 
For the  benefit of the  reader I will quote 
a small fraction of It: “ We th ink  and 
act only as He (God) In his wisdom di­
rects."  I  only pause to  ask: W here 
will He (God) place th e  responsibility?

A nother sentence runs thus: “The 
man In the  pu lp it who preaches Christ 
for a  salary th a t is more than  sufficient 
t )  afford him a  life of com fort and 
Is a  humbug, hypocrite and fraud, and 
the  tru th  is no t In him ." Had I  been 
present when "Subscriber” wrote th a t I 
would have done my b est to  Induce 
to  leave o u t th e  words " th a t  Is 
than  sufficient to afford him a life of 
com fort and ease.”

Then I  would have It road righ t along 
w ithout change to  the  word "m orals."  1 
th ink  th a t m akes I t read eminently 
proper.

[TH E CURVATURE OF THE EARTH.

Boasons Why I t  U  Trapostlhlo for the 
| Naked Eye to  See tho Bonmlness.

G enerally speaking, wo say th a t tho 
curvature of tho earth  am ounts to  about 
seven inches to the  sta tu te  mile; more 
exactly, i t  i s  G.99 inches to  tho mile, or 
7,962 inches for a  geographical mile 
Any am ount of artificial assistance w ith 
optical iuslrum cnts does no t m ake i t  
possible fo r th e  eye to  perceive th e  least 
iota of curvature, oven thongh the  gaze 
is directed from  tho h ighest eminence. 
This is because tho vision is  no t capable 
of comparing heights and  distances. The 
effect of tho known curvature  of the 
globe m ay bo illustrated in  tho  following 
maimer:

Take down your globe, pluce a  book, 
pane of glass or even n  ru ler against it  
—either of the  tw o objects first named 
being best adapted to  such an experi­
m ent; you w ill observe in stan tly  tha t 
the  book o r pane only touches in  one 
point, the  globe’s snrfoco falling away 
in  all directions from th e  point o f con­
tact.

Now suppose the  ocean's surface to  be 
calm  and  frozen, and a  sheet of glass 
many miles square laid  upon it. A t one 
mile from the  place of contact tho  glass 
w ill stand ou t nearly  8 inches (this 
measurem ent lifting upon tho  ocean, the 
m ile is  a  nau tica l one), in  fac t, w ill lack 
bu t .038 of on inch- of being 8 inches 
from the  pane; a t  th ree  miles i t  w ill bo 
6 feet, a t n ine m iles 54 feet and so on. 
The number of fee t of depression is  equal 
to  tw o-thirds of the  sqnare of tho anw - 
ber o f miles for any  observable distance.

The atmosphere plays an im portant 
p a rt in  estim ating tho v isibility  of ob­
jects. On th is  account p a rt of th is de­
pression m ust be canceled to  m ake good 
tho phenomenon of refraction, which 
causes objects of all k inds to  appear 
higher th a n  they would i f  there were no 
atmosphere. Careful measurem ents have 
shown th a t the  e rror from  refraction 
averages m ore than  one-seventh of th a t 
from  curvature. Tho rule, therefore, 
commonly used for correction of cur­
vature  and refraction is: Square the 
num ber o f miles and  take four-sevenths 
o f i t  fo r tho correction in  feet. Thus, if  
an ob ject is  visible a t  a  d istance of five 
miles wo m ay know  th a t its  he igh t is  at 
least 14J feet.

Or, if  the  height of a  visible object is 
known—say 100 feet—ta k e  one-fourth of 
th is , m ultiply by seven and  toko the 
square root of the product (which gives 
the  distance of the  object), in  th is in ­
stance a  fraction of over thirteen  miles. 
A m an swimm ing in  the  oqean can  per­
ceive a  tow er 200 fee t h igh and  nineteen 
miles aw ay a s  a  mere speck on tho  hori­
zon; b u t i f  tho  m anw ero  elevated 100 
feet above the  surface o f tho  w ater he 
could plainly perceivo a  tow er 100 feet 
high  a t  a  distauco o f tw enty-six miles.— 
S t  L ouis Republic.
