DATRY AND CREAMERY.

BRIEF ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS
ABOUT BUTTER MAKING.

Proper Temperatare of Cream for Charn-
ing in Winter and In Summer—RButter
Made from Milk That Has Been Frozen
Is Bitter and Cromb.
Mr. W., who writes e for pointson

butter making, will find below answers

to his questions. Butter makers_should
bear in mind that circumstances alter
sases:

1. T

3 best temperature to separate
mxlk Dy orce in summer is

2 degs. Farhenheit. If the milk is too
warm tho butter will be salvey: 75
degs. will do in winter.

2. Cream should be cooled

ssiblo after it leaves tho se)
30 or 62 degs. In winter this
aot so essential, if the cream is sur-
counded by water. If not cool the but-
ter will be soft and off flavor.

If churned too

in winter 59 to 60 degs.
warn it is liable to mass in the churn,
and will always lose some of its body
and color.

4. Butter made from frozen milk is

liable to be_bitter and crumbly. Such
wilk should not be received, for it is no
better than if scalded.

6. Idonot think it necessary to work
butter twice if you get it straight in
salt and color the first time. Examine
butter at the end of thres to ten hours,
and, if not straight, go over it again. I
advocate salting butter in the churn—
one pound of salt to ten pounds of butter.

6. A cement floor is the best for but-
ter; also a half basement room.

7. Run Danish-Weston at 4,000 to4,500.

8. To avoid streaks in your butter
strain the cream through a wire sieve
and clean the sieve with hose pipe or
water, in place of rubbing through with
aladle. Churn at a lower temperature,
and when churned do not freeze a por-
tion of-the butter with ice or cold water,
88 it will not take salt or color when
bard and cold. Cool the cream in sum-
mer as long and much as possible before

churning, and start the churn at the
right temperature, Some cream at 60
degs. will churn in ten to twenty min-
utes; it should be cold enough to take
one hour.—A. M. Bingham in Creamery
Journ:
