ANOTHER INSANE ASYLUM.

Gov. Luce makes the statement that
the state will have to proyide for 400
more insane patients and that another
asylum will be necessary.

We have three state prisons located
severally at Marquette, Jackson and
Tonis. The one at Ionia has a capacity
for 624 inmates and holds at this time
loss than 400. The one at Marquette
contalns less that 50 convicts; we do not
know exactly, but we feel quite sure its
convict population Is less than 50, its
_officers are probably half the number of
Its conylets.

The State House of Correction at
Tonis has about 330 empty cells. The
convicts at Marquette could be transfer-
red there and maintained at a very
small additional expense and the prison
at Marquotte could be converted into an
asylumn for the insame of the Upper
Peninsula at very little expense.

There fs no need of & prison in tho
Upper Poninsula, but there is need of
an asylum for the insane there. The
prison at Marquette {s only partly com-
pleted. Tt Is beautifully situated on tho
ahores of Lake Superior, where the air
is clear and bracing and the wster pure.
The annual expeiise of maintaining the
prison must be near §50,000, by trans-

~ ferring the prisoners to Ionia this could
be largely saved and the convicts work-

«d to adyantage on state account in the

shops of the prison yard there.
