all over Europe.

I t  is seriously contended th a t the 
Angles. Saxons and  Celts are  undoubted­
ly tho  direc t descendants of E phraim  and 
Manasseh; and th a t o u r th irteen  colonies 
represented tho th irteen  tribes which 
settled in  P.ilestiup under th e  rulo of 
Joshua, w hich colonies were m ade up 
mostly of the  descendants of Joseph.

The reasoning by which th is  teaching 
is urged upon our acceptance is  plausible 
and  quite ingenious; b u t a ltogether too 
much has to  bo taken  for granted.—Cor. 
Boston Transcript.

Enemies o f Trapdoor Spiders.
I t  is difficult to  say  w hat m ay be the  

enemies of tho trapdoor spider, against 
w hich such ingenious architecturo has 
been reared and  snck v ig ilan t w atch  is 
exercised. B ut tho  quite  general testi­
m ony is th a t these spiders leave their 
tubes a t  nigh t and  go forth  in  search of 
prey, or, a s  in  other cases, open th e  lids 
of the ir tunnels and  spread straggling 
lines near by, upon which passing insects 
are  entangled and  delayed long enough 
to  allow  tho  spiders to  pounce upon 
them  from  the ir open caves. If  we credit 
these accounts wo m igh t in fer th a t tho 
enemies w hich the  trapdoor spiders most 
dread are  no t such as aro abroad at 
night.

Evidently  the  creatures aro fearless a t 
th a t tim e—a sta te  of m ind w hich doubt­
less resu lts from  the ir knowledge tha t 
they aro  comparatively free from  their 
w orst enemies. T he enemies which they 
most d road m ay therefore be reasonably 
looked for am ong d iurnal creatures, and 
no t among those o f nocturnal habits. 
Among these foes a t  least one of the 
m ost form idable and irresistible is  a  di­
urnal insect, tho fem ale of tho  terrible 
digger w asp, which I  do  n o t donbt will 
be found to  store tr a p  door spiders as 
well as ta ran tu la s  and  lycosids.—Henry 
C. McCook, D. D ., in  Popular Science.

W hy a re  no t these officers 
expected to  teach  something besides 
tactics to  the  men under them? Is the 
governm ent a fraid a  p rivate will reach  a 
higher caste? Service In the  arm y should 
be a  blessing to  a  man Instead of a 
curse. Much more m ight be said on this 
subject, b u t le t us look to  borne. Per­
haps a  lecture on something besides dis­
cipline would do our police and detective 
force some good.

This led tho  doctor to  believe th a t a n ­
other a rte ry  m ust havo been cu t, so an 
exam ination w as held th is  afternoon, 
nnd ns no traco of arte ria l blood was 
found upon tho bandage i t  w as certain  
th a t the  m an had  no t bled to  death, and 
tho only theory given is th a t, a s  the 
p atien t was very w eak from loss of 
blood, tho  sudden though t th a t ho was 
bleeding to  death  caused a  shock w hich 
stopped tho pulsations of the  heart, or, 
in other w ords, tho  m an w as frightened 
to  death.—H artford  Courant.

Every day  there  are  consumed 150 gal­
lons of soup, 150 pounds of fish, 2,500 
pounds of m eat nnd poultry, 3 barrels of 
flour, 15 bushels of potatoes, 150 pounds 
of tab le  bu tte r, 800 pounds of sugar, 45 
pounds of oatmeal, 00 pounds of cracked 
w heat, besides other articles in  Lko pro­
portion.

Ho te lls also of trailing  a rbu tus ga th ­
ered n t  this Umo o f year in  Williams- 
town. Both ore spring flowers; and if 
they bloom in N ovem ber nnd December, 
then Novem ber and December are 
counted am ong th e 'sp r in g  m onths—by 
tho hepntica and the  arbntns. The Lis 
tener may add to  tho lis t of these early 
blooming spring  flowers his Canada vio­
lets, which have been in  bloom w ithin a 
week. B ut for th a t raattor, these de­
licious little  violets have been blooming 
all sum m er and  fall.—L istener in  Boston 
Transcript.

A story  of how a  well known sporting 

man p u t h is guardian to  tho expense of 
$5,000 by uu intended joke has just 
leaked out. I t seems th a t tho guaTdian 
had some business affairs th a t were be 
ing contested in  tho courts and needed 
special a tten tion  on account of the  big 
am ount n t stake.

No tree, scarcely, excepting tho W ash­
ington elm . n t Cambridge, is moro fa­
mous than  tho ginkgo tree  near the  Joy 
street gate on th e  common. Dr. Holm, 
celebrates it. aud o thers often mentiom- 
It; b u t I nbtice w ith pain th a t its  nnm 
is often misspelled " jingo ."  I t  has novel 
shown signs of fru iting , and for my part 
I confess th a t I, u n til now, had no idea 
th a t it  is a  f ru i t tree. B ut G arden and 
Forest says th a t the Japanese ginkgo 
tree  does sometimes bear fru it, th a t s 
tree planted in  th e  grounds of tho m ili­
ta ry  academy o f K entucky produced 
fru it several years ago, nnd th a t ono ol 
the  trees in  Central park, Now York, is 
now fru itfu l. A  tree  in  the  g arden ol 
Charles J .  W istar, n t  G erm antow n, Pa., 
now aboWt forty  years old, bore a  few 
fru its last year fo r tho first tim e. The 
f ru it of tho ginkgo is som ew hat similar 
to  nn olive, w ith  a  large, hard n u t sur­
rounded by. thick  oily flesh which soon 
becomes rancid and  is very disagreeable. 
Tho kernel of tho  n u t, however, has a 
delicate almond liko flavor m uch liked 
by  the  Japanese, w ho use grea t quanti 
tics of these seeds as dessert f ru it.—Bos­
ton Advertiser.

Relics from  southern battlefields are 
s till finding th e ir  w ay to  tho n o rth ,an d  
thoy excite n  good deal of intcrestnm ong 
tho veterans. A t  tho office of Frederick 
E. Hovcy there has arrived a  section ol 
an oak tree  ab ou t 4) feet long and  12 
inches-through. I t  w as purchased 
relic from  n  farm er a t  Chickamauga for 
$8, and  ho seenred ano ther dollar for 
carrying i t  to  th e  railroad, nine miles 
away. I t  was shipped Ju ly  10, and 
should have arrived hero w eeks ago, but 
the  ca r was sidetracked during  the  strikes 
and  did not arrive  hero un til th is month. 
This piece of oak is deeply imbedded 
w ith shells. There ore tw o whole shells 
partly  v isible nnd fourteen small pieces. 
Tho cap on ono of theso shells is three 
inches in  diam eter, nnd a  few le tters can 
bo deciphered on i t  w hich m ight tell its 
make. The pieces have grow n in  and 
are  pa rtly  covered by  tho gnarled oak. 
T his tree  stood very close to  tho head­
quarters o f G en.
