FOREIGN CAPITALISTS.

Loxpox, Dec. 16.—Private advices
from Pekin say that the imperial gov-
ernment s In desperate straits for money,
but hesitate to accept the offers of many
millions from capitalists who have gone
there from all parts of the world to ob-
tain the handling of a Chineso loan.
