THE BEHRING SEA TROUBLE

The President to Send a Speclal
Message to Congress—Blaine On
Mis Mettle—No Chance for
& Penceful Solutlion.

WasmxaTox, Dec. 20.—President Har-
rison expocts to accompsny his trans-
mission to congress of further papers re-
lating to the Behring sea controversy
with a special message of some length.
In this messago he will express, in lan-
guage of his own solection, his views re-
specting the rights and clabms of the
United States connected with the seal
fishery, the comparatlve merlts of tho
conduct and position of the two govern-
ments since the first selzures in 18806,
and the daty of congress In the present
position of the question.

The measage will bo framed with
special reference to the now pending
proposal of the British government for
an arbitration, which proposaj It Is in-
tended to reject befors any.communica-
tlon is made to congress. The rejection
of tho proposal wlil effect a practical, if
not complete, suaspension of diplomatic
efforts for a settlemont, there belng no
expectation that elther governmeant will
bring forward any effort for a renewal
of negotlations after the Impending re-
Jection of the British tender of arbitra-
1'on has been announced by Mr. Blaine

‘The phantom glided with the
speed of a bird from hill top to hill top
until It disappeared In the Bad Lands.

and his spirit Is beckoning his followers
10 revenge his death. The ghost dances
fu cousequenco have sprung up with
fncreased vigor along the Bad rlver as
far down as Willow creek. Advices from
the Black Hills state that skirmishing is
®oing on between the hostiles aud whites
all the way from Cherry creck to the
forks of the Cheyenue. It fs thought
hera that unless troops come up au
round up the hostiles great damage will
bo doge to the property of rapchers.

in the next issue of the paper. A series
of similar episodes gained him the ac-
quaintance of all the newspaper offices.

This suit {s founded upon an article
which appeared in the MORNING PRESS
on Noyember 10, in which {t was stated
thata number of ladjes on South Unfon
street were denouncing the doctor for
what they eonsidered serious neglect of
one of his patlents.

Rozema telephoned to the office of the
MoRrxNiNG PREss, saying that If {t did not
want & libel suit it would do well to send
someon aronnd to see him.

He was told that the paper
would not make euch a retraction as he
demunded, because [v might lead 10 a li-
bel sult with the ladies reforred to, but
that {t wasreadyand wlilling to publish
any statement he desired to make over
