holy see. But his position patriarch
of Mossul differs from that of any other
dignitary of the Catholic church in the
universe. He is the religious, political,
and clvil ruler of his people, having full
Jurisdiction over Mesopotamia, ancient
Assyria, Babylos, Persia and Media;
and the Turkish government con-
siders him one of the highest
dignitarfes (n the land.

Last weel
his Beatitude was the guest of the Turk-
ish Ambassador and the Home Secre-
tary, and the Queen Is to have a special
visit from him_before he returns to the
East. Peter Ellas XIIL, on his way to
England, was received by His Holiness
the Pope, with whom he had a long and
important finterview. Th e, who
has, among other things, promised his
Beatitude s college n Rome for the
Chaldean students, has already founded
one at Mossul, where the ruler resides
Peter Elias XII, who claims an un-
broken patriarchal succession from St.
‘Thomas for the Roman Church of the
B ossul In 1840. He
t studled fn his native town, and
I(Ierwlrd a$ Constantinople and Rome.
In 1865 he was ordained priest. and was
secretary to Amanton, apostolic delegate
for Mesopotamia, In 1867 he returned
10 Rome with & Chaldean bishop to rep-
resent the patriarchal office at the cen-
tenary of SS. Peter and Paul. In 1847
ho was consscrated Bishop of Grazezira,
and four years later was made Patriarch
of Mossul, At that time thers were
only man Catholic families in
his  provinee, but by his zeal, yirtue,
and merit he roon won mady converts to
the church, The schismatics made two
attempts to assassiaato him, but he mir-
aculously escaped. Tho schism, how-
ever, died ont in ten years, and now
flock enjoy the fullest freedom of protec-
tlon from the Turkish government, as
do all Oriental Christians. His Beati-

Mrs. Cecella Parker Woolley’s Lec-
ture on the Great Infidel at Tem-
plo Emanuel Last Night.'

She
compared him to the headlight on a lo-
comotive, which casts its rays far out in
the darkness but does not protend to
light up that which fs beyond its circle.

An Expedition Sent to South Amer-
from Harvard.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Dec. 21.—An im-
portant expedition is sent out by Profes-
sor E. C. Pickering from the Harvard
astronomlical.observatory Saturday. The
party will go to Peru to observe and pho-
tograph the stars and determine their
relative brightness.
