22, as follows:

“I believo that all, or very nearly all
of tho followers of Sitting Bull have
been captured. Cul. Sumaer reports
the captare of Big Foot’s band of Sioux
numbering 150.  Ho has been one of the
most defiant_and threateniog. She re-
sult so far has been satisfactory.”

Gen. Schofield s very much pleased

with this report, and sald this morning
ho hoped to hear very soon that all the
hostile Indians had surrendered.

M'QUEEN'S CITIZENSHIP

Strong Evidence that the Sherif-
Eloct 1s a Disloyal Subject
of Queen Victoria.

The announcement in the MoRNING

Press Friday morning {o the effect that
Under-Sherlfl. Lamoreaux lLad goue to
Canada to look up the record of John
McQueen, sheriff-elect of this county,
was pronounced false by two of the
other city papers. The return yester-
day of Mr. Lamorerux fully confirms the
statoment in every particular.
Some wild storles were afloat yester-
day regarding the result of the fnvesti-
gations made by Mr. Lamoreaux, who,
while hustling for pointers In McQueen’s
natlvity, ran agalost a snag fn the per-
son of W. F. McKnight, the next prose-
cuting attorney of the county, who was
also in Canada In the Interests of Mr.
McQueen. Both men are reticent as to
tho result of thelr Investigations. I is
stated, hiowever, on. reliable_anthority,
that Mr. Lamoreaux has In his posses-
ston some afbdavits that will require
somo strong swearing on part_of
some one to make people believe Mr.
McQueen fs an Amer n ul.!zen On
the other band, Mr. ight clafms
that Mr. McQueen Is n|l ngm and that
the result of his fuvestigations.will show.
s mich, wheu made public, at the pro-
per time.

Itls certaln, however, that Alr, Me-
Queen was born In Canada fn 1845, und
Sr. Lamoresux basstated that McQueen
lived In the honie of his birthplace until
23 years of age; that his father was an
officer under the Canadfan government,
that McQaeen voted in Canada and that
he did not become a resident of the
United States until he was 23 years old,
and has never taken out his naturaliza-
tlon papers.

Mr. McKnight refused to be inter-
viewed on the subject, contenting him-
self with the statement that McQueen
was all right.

Tho Unlon
In reference to the order nf the secro-
tary of the mavy that hereafter, until
July 4, 1891, the Union Jack shall con-
tain forty-threo stars, The New York
Times says: The Union Jack is a flag
peculiar to vessels only. It is a square
blue piece of bunting, studded with
white stars, representing the different
states of the Union. On board a man-
of-waritis flown from a jackstaff mount-
ed close to the cap of the bowsprit.
Where a vessel has no bowsprit it is
either mounted in the extreme forward
part of the bow or runup on a hoist
passing over a small block secured to the
forestay. It is not usual for men-of-war
to display their Jacks except when lying
at anchor and all is snug.
In home waters the Jack is rarely scen
other than on Sundays or during gen-
eral inspections and on stato occasions.

To the man-of-war's
man the Juck appeals perhaps more
strongly than the national ensign. The
blue jacket recognizes that the defence
and honor of the Union Jack are con-
fided to the nmavy.

WEARING OX CHAINS.

Among theso patients was a family
from St. Jerome named Aubin, and tho
father and mother, with five danghters,
the eldest 24 years, and the youngest 18,
now live under tho doctor'’s roof.
parents live like ordimary mortals, but
the five children lead a life almost as so-
vere as the terribly austere regime of a
Carmelite nun. The house in question
is not of modern construction by any
wneans, and when the visitor was shown
into the conrt yard in the rear the elder
’\nlun was engaged washing the doc-

or's wagon, and his good wife was sim-
lhrly occupied with the windows.

As this worthy couple do not belong
to the community proper, and conse-
quently do not sleep in coffins, they wero
left at their work, and the next floor
was reached. The five littie sisters, us
the doctor calls them, were found robed
in red material, with a white head dress
falling down overﬂmr shoulders. These
girls have no education whatever, yet
their medical protector says they are
very learned in things pertaining to the
celestial sphere. They retire at hall-
past 8 and ariso at 4, and although they
do all the work for the house, the greater
part of the day i3 spent in adoration and
prager.

By tho side of a nicely decorated altar
stands a post abont six feot in height,
and upon the latter hangs an ox chain
ten feet long, the use of which was ex-
plained as follows by the good doctor:
When Montreal is given over to carni-
vals, to balls and parties, and when the
devil finds it easy to tempt frail man
and womankind, it is at these seasons
that the five sisters devoto themselves
most intently to penitence and prayer.
This heayy chain is hung around cach
sister’s neck for an hour at a time, while
they kneel in prayer for their sisters of
the world whom destiny has thrown in
temptation's way.
THEY SLEEP I¥ COTFINS.
The doctor now draws aside a curtain,
and a large, deep coffin, painted black
anud covered over with gray cotton mebts
the astonished gaze of the reporter. The
cxom being removed the pillow is' found
0 be made of soft wood, and not a single
rtxcle of clothing is visible. The five
sisters slecp upstairs, the second floor be-
lng divided into a half dozen small, cheer-
less rooms or cells. The furniture in
each of these sleeping apartments con-
sists of a black coffin, a table and a tin
waslibasin, ths same absence of clothing
being qnite as marked as on the floor be-
low. In reply to a question Dr. Jacques
stated that tho girls wotld rather die any
time than leave the community, and he
rattled off the most wonderful miracles
that had been operated following a briet
