ONE LAW HELD GOOD

The Supreme Court Says Chapman’s
Two-Cent Railroad Act s
Al Right.
LaxsixG, Dec. 25.—The fate of the
Chapman two-cent fare law, which has
been In the keeplug of the Supreme
court for several months, was decided in
an opinlon handed down last night.
‘The law was an outgrowth of the at-
tempts made in the last legislature to
secure a reductlon of passenger fares.
According to the provisions of the act,
rallroads whose gross passenger earn-
ings excsed $3,000 per mile were required
to carry passongers at the rate of two
cents per mile; roads whose earnings are
over $2,000 and less than $3,000 were
compelled to charge not over two and
one-half cents, and roads whose earnings

charge three cents per mile.

The Chicago & Grand Trunk was one
of the roads coming tnder the 2-cent
provislon, but after obeying the law for
a short time, the company refased to do
s0 any longer, and In Wellman vs. the
Chicago & Grand Trunk began a test
case to decide the validity of the law.

It is con-
ceded that the presont volume of circula-
tlon s too small for the requirements of
business. The business Interests of the
country are growing even faster than
the population, and yearly require a
vaster volume of money. An annual In-
flation of $36,000,000 would notmore
than maintain matters on their present
footing. As the amount of silver now In
sight would, if coined Into dollars, make
less than $17,000,000, and the output of

PROPOSED SILVER LEGISLATION.

It is vory probable that the pext few
weeks will witness [n congress a remark-
able thing in these days of thick and
thio partisan legislation. It looks very
much as though the members would di-
vide upon the money question with
reference only to their individual views
and regardless of party affiliation. The
demand for some. sort of leglslation
which will relleve the monetary situa-
tion is 8o strong that neither party dares
to assume an astitude of even seeming
hostility. The division therefore will be
hetween the advocatesof free colnage,and
the supporters of a gold standard. So
far the latter seem to be in the majority.
Thbe proposition which has been formu-
Iated by them Is the purchuse of 12,000,-
000 ounces of silver, which is practically
the whole visible supply fn the country,
and the purchase monthly thereafter of
an amount about sufliclent to absorb the
production of the Amerlcan mines.
‘These purchases will be made at the
market price, and pald for in certificates
which will pass current the same as
greenbacks. This plan maintains the
present gold standard. The silver
will bs pald for on a gold
basls, and the certificates will
also be based upon gold values. Con-
tinued indefinitely, this plan will some
time bring silver to a parity with gold,
and then, the goldites say, free colnage
will be a safe and justifiable measure. In
view of the immense Influence possessed
by the creditor classes, for whose inter-
est it {s that money should be scarce and
high, it Is probable that this measure is
s radical a one as can be obtalned st
present. It certainly would be better to
concode something 1o the money power
rather than to lose all relief by standing
out for extremo measures, however right
they are In principle. The immediate
effect will be to place In circulation
about twelve and a half million dollars,
I, In addition to this, the proposed
measure s passed allowing national
banks to fssue bank notes for the par
value of bonds deposited, the total infla-
tion will be nearly or quite twenty-four
millions. Such an amount of money
thrown into Immedlate circulation would
result In a business boom of considerable
magnitude.

OUR MERCHANT MARINE.

A very exhaustive examioation has
been made by the Boston Journal as to
the manner in which European natlons

_ bulld up and malntain thelr gfeat mer-
chant marines. The facts certainly are

‘The Journal shows from the record
that Great Britain Is paylng annually an

‘ Immense amount of subsidies to vessel
owners. Oue line to Tudia receives $1
200,000 a year for carrying the mails,
though French and German lines have
offered to do the same work for half the
money. Last year Eogland’s subsidies
amounted to $£3,000,000. Some of the
large ocean steamers recelve a fee of
£50,000 a year. simply as a retaining fee,
in caso they should be wanted as aux-
{liary vessels in case of war.

Franco pays about 2,000,000 annually
for subsidies; Germany something over
$1,000,000; Italy about $2,000,000. Spain

THE LABOR DEPARTMENT'S
GOES FOR THE CRAM

Bo Talks About
An Argument That Scoms to Cat Both
Ways—Somethlog About Printers and
Machines.

Carroll D. Wright, chief of the de
partment of labor, delivered nn ad-
dress in a Brooklyn church a few days
3g0 on tho progress made in the inven-
tion of machinery and the consequent
improvement in the conditim of the
workingman. Mr. Wright makes the
popular errorof calling these machines
“labor saving." How has labor been
saved by the machine?z How has the
laborer ‘been greatly benefited? The
machine has enabled the capitalists to
30 more manufacturing with a smaller
axpenditure for the wages of labor, but
the machine tender is driven harder
than he was when working under the
old methods. The in&ividual laborer
has not been enabled by the machine to
save his stren
trary bas been the case, Collectively
the laborers have suffered Ly di
ment, and the suffering would have beerr
greater had not the labor organizations
fonght for reductions in the hours of
labor. Tho statistics prepared by the
Jepartment of which Mr. Wright is the
head prove this.

New Hazard Jn Chemlcnl Manufacture.
Attention has been drawn to the dan-
ger of fire in the use of chlorate of pot-
nsh, sugar and muriate of ammonia in
the manufacture of tablets. While it is
generally known that chlorate of pot-
ash, together with organic matter, forms
a powerful explosive, it should be under-
stood that under certain conditions it is
an agent in producing fire without an

explosion.

Sugar glone requires a temperature of
600 degs. Fahrenheit, and if an accumu-
lation of dust or particles of the two in-
gredients named should form a mmm
on the steam pipes of a factory a
might be caused. Itis therefore llrgl.-d
that the manufacture of the chlorate of
potash and muriate of ammonia tablets
shall be restricted or prohibited as being
dangerous to the welfare of the com-
munity. —New York Commercial Adver-
tiser,
