WisniNOfoN, Dec. 37.—Tho lecture 
of Congressman Cutchcon of Michigan 
tho  o the r evening upon tho seamy side 
of W ashington life brings to  mind tho 
story of tho Mrs. R utherford B. Hayes 
T em perance society which, during the 
Hayes adm inistration, was somewhat 
notorious In W ashington. I t  was organ­
ized and bpomod by th ree  newspaper 
men, and a t  no tim e In Its history did It 
have a ny  o the r existence th a t the  ficti­
tious one which these newspaper men 
gave It.

One of tho men w*as John  McCarthy, 
now Senator Sanford 's p rivate secretary; 
ano ther was H enry Noyes, a  local re ­
porter on tho S tar, now dead, and the  
th ird  was a  m an who w as th e n  doing 
local w ork, b u t has since been a  clerk 
In the  PostoQlco D epartm ent. Ho was 
addicted to  d rink  and, as no pledge 
seemed to  hold him, his two newspaper 
friends had him a rrested  a t  the  end of a 
Christm as spree, and  In spite of his 
pleadings, to  w hich h is friends tu rned  a 
deaf ear, ho was locked up.

W hen he  was sober McCarthy and 
Noyes brought him o u t of th e  cell, and 
then and there . In th e  w aiting room of 
tho  station house, tho Mrs. Hayes Tem ­
perance society was formed. McCarthy 
was elected preslden t^ the  sobered Journ­
a list was named secretary and Noyes was 
chosen treasurer. T hen  each man be­
gan to  w rite long and In teresting pa ra ­
g raphs for his papers, giving in detail 
the  reports of th e  meetings th a t  were 
never held—except when the  three men 
got together In tho station house—and 
In a  little  w hile the  Mrs. Hayes T.-m- 
peranco society was known from one 
end of the  land to  the  other 
Of course Its p resident received lots of 
lette rs, b u t  the  one which he remembers 
m ost d istinctly  was w ritten by a  senator 
who Is s till In the  senate, asking the  en­
dorsem ent of th e  society to  aid him  In 
h is efforts to  secure a  position In Hayes' 
cabinet.

T here  have been many strange things 
tn  W ashington, b u t the  h lslury of the 
Mrs. Hayes Tem perance society, told 
now for th e  first time, is absolutely 
unique.

L as t year she w ent 
w ith him on h is t r ip  fo r game through 
th e  swam p, and  became expert In the  
use of both gun and knife. Yesterday 
tho fa th e r  w ent to  Savannah to  dispose 
o f  his game, leaving h is daughter home 
to  look a fte r  the  children, the  mother 
having died a  few m onths ago. Duriug 
th e  n igh t the  children cried fo r w ater, 
and  Maggie w ont to  the  well to  draw  it 
T he well was about one hundred yards 
from  the  house, and tho nigh t was brigh t 
and c lear. W hile draw ing tho  w ater 
sensation of dread came upon her as h 
quick ear detected th e  suuud of heavy* 
footsteps. She know w hat they meaut. 
Looking around, the  young girl saw a 
huge bear In the  pathw ay and making 
for the  house. T he door was open, and 
the  cries of the  children when they 
tho bru te  nerved her fo r the  light. Grasp­
ing her fa th e r  s  hunting  knife, which sho 
carried ou t with her for protection, she 
ran  rapidly a lte r  the  anim al to  ca 'ch  him 
before be could seize any of th e  children 
J u s t  as th e  bear had reached the  dour hi 
heard  the  g irl's  footstep behind him. 
Ho turned , and rising upon his hauuche: 
le t his big paws fall upon the  girl': 
shoulders. Quick as a  flash she buried 
the  knife In h is th roat. W ith a  shudder 
th e  bear fell backw ard. Miss Maggie 
then th ru s t th e  knife into his heart, klll- 
Ihg him.

BO O TH 'S  SCHEM E 

he G en e ra l ■Severely S co red  by  th e  
L o n d o n  T lm eo.

L ondon, Dec. 27.—T ho T im es today 
publishes a  three-column artic le  severely 
criticising G eneral Booth's scheme of 
social regeneration as se t forth  In his 
book, “ In  D arkest England and the 
Way O ut." T he writov of tho  a rticle 
says:

General Booth cannot th ink  he is to 
be authorized to co llect by force the  
moral lunatics— Irredeemable slaves of 
vlco, crim e and d rink . He cannot ex­
pect us to  believe he can compel to  work 

who admltcdly w ill no t work, or 
th a t any colony of such men, oven under 
tho s tim ulus o f-th e  lash, which General 
Booth Is too clover to  ask  for, could be 
compelled to be self-supporting."

T he article  accuses G eneral Booth of 
a  chlid-llke ignorance of farm ing and of 
recklessness In entering on a  con tract for 
the  purchase of land for a  farm  colony 
in E-sex a t  £15 per acre. I t  adm its th a t 
there  Is likely to  bo a certain  percentage 
of successes lu  connection w ith the  farm 
and colony schemes, b u t questions 
w hether General Booth Is the  r igh t man 
to  control tfie operations.

Tho editorial sta tes th a t the  article 
tho first Installm ent of a  c ritical exami­
nation of tho scheme by a  well qualified 
w riter, and says: "W e do not affect 
regard th e  scheme w ith any th ing  bu t 
profound d is tru st. We urge tho public 
no t to  conclude In a  fit of hysterical emo­
tion th a t Mr. Booth deserves to  be In­
trusted  with an Immense sum of money, 
b u t w ait and hear eveiythlng th a t can 
bn urged a gainst th e  scheme.

BR A Z IL  W ANTS IM M IGRANTS. 

T h e  N ew  R e p u b lic  A ccused  o f  Im - 
p o r t lu i : ' W h ite  Slaves.

W arsaw , Dec. 27.—T he Courier pub­
lishes the  te x t ef w hat purports to  be s 
secret Brazil decree for the  encourage­
m ent of Immigration. T he decree ap 
pears to have been Issued Ju n e  22, 1800, 
and bears the  s ignatures o f President 
Fonseca and Senior Gllcera. I t  prom­
ises th a t Immigration agents shall be 
paid 120 francs fo r every adu lt they send 
to  Brazil, and 00 francs for every child 
landed. An additional premium of 100,- 

francs Is offered to any company 
landing 10,000 Imm igrants In Brazil In 

year. In  addition Imm igrants are  
promised substantial advantages, 
contingent upon the ir signing be­
fore em barkation, a  declaration as 
to  tho handicraft they Intend to  prac­
tice. T he Courier complains th a t em i­
gran ts  sailing for Brazil from German 
are  never asked to  sign any declaration, 
and says th a t  therefore when they reach 
Brazil they are  In tho position of out­
laws, and having no righ ts are  forced to 
en ter into contracts which practically 
convert them  Into slaves. T he Courier 
denounces this system as a  fraud , and 
accuses tho Brazilllan governm ent a t 
connivance.

N ew  Y o rk , Doc. 27.—A W ashington 
pecial to  the  Herald says th a t frauds 

which have robbed tho government of 
$1,000,000 within th e  past twelve 

months have Ju st been b rought to  the 
knowledge of the  treasury  officials, and 

searching Investigation Is In progress. 
T ho frauds have boon committed by con­
suls and consular agen ts of the  United 
States In Canada, and tho  exporters of 
Canadian goods to  tho United States. 
Somo tw enty consuls ou t of about seven­
ty, the  larger number stationed In the 
province of Ontario, a re  implicated in 
the  charges which are  under Investiga­
tion.

T he process of tho fraud  consisted In 
tho appropriation of Illegal foes, and the 
under-valuatlon of exports by tho ex­
porters. Consul certlflcates In blank, 
signed by consuls and consular agents, 
have been sold for a  nominal sum fur the 
use of e xporters In making false returns 
of value on goods sou t to  tho United 
States. Tho evidence Is no t complete as 

to  tho  percentages allowed by the 
exporters fo r privileges of undervalua­
tion, b u t enough Is known to show th a t

ystematlc scheme of- petty  swindling 
has been carried on by moaus o f con­
su la r certificates.

T ho law regula ting  fees authorizes con­
sular agents who receive no sta ted  sal­
a ry  to  receive from tho  fees received a 
certain  sum, usually about $ 1,000, as 
the ir compensation. The consuls also re­
ceive a  certain  proportion of the  fees re­
ceived by consular agents in the ir  dis­
tric ts. T hey receive for themselves no 
p a rt of the  foes received for official du­
ties a t  the ir own offices, because they are 
paid by a  salary. A number of consuls, 
Including several whose names a re  quite 
well known, were quick to  appreciate 
tho point th a t there was more money for 
them in having exports presenlcd for cer­
tification a t  the  consular agencies In out­
lying towns, than  a t  the  consulate itself. 
T hey accordingly made term s with tho ex­
porters by which the  latter, In the  viola­
tion of law, carried goods from righ t un­
d e r the  nose of the  consuls before whom 
they should have been certified, to smaller 
towns where consular -agents were on 
duty. These agents were In tho pool 
and promply accepted th e  certificates, 
which they had already sold a t  a  dis­
count for cash In blank, and which were 
filled ou t with false and Insufficient 
values. Those certlflcates rec ite  th a t 
the  exporter appears personally before 
tho consular agent and makes oa th  to 
tho correctness of the  facLs se t forth. 
The very na tu re  of the  certificates pre­
cludes the ir being signed in advance 
w ithout palpable and Intentional fraud 
T hey have been distributed, however, lu 
g rea t numbers, apd tho autographs of 
certain  consular officers upon these 
dam ning documents will soon be In pos­
session of Secretary Blaine.

T he estim ate of $ 1,000,000 as the  ag­
gregate loss to  the  government is noth­
ing more than an estim ate. F u rthe r In­
vestigation may show th a t tho loss Is 
many times $1,000,000, and th a t there  
are  even more guilty parties than  have 
yet been discovered.

T he accounts of a  number of consuls 
In Canada are  hold up  a t  the treasury 
departm ent to  aw ait the  resu lts of the 
Investigation, and some of tho gentry. If 
they ever sign a  receipt for the  salary 
which they now now claim  to bo due 
them, will have to  sign It In blank.

Ho declares th a t the  number 
of frlondllcs is g reatly  exaggerated and 
th a t they did not number over one hun­
dred and flfiy In all. He says he was In 
one of their tepees outside o f Pino River 
agency, where a  num ber of bucks wore 
congregated, and th a t tho squaws were 
crying and saying th a t they would never 
retu rn  and commenced singing thodeath 
dance around them . He says there are 
a t  least calculation from 500 to 
000 w arriors among them, all well 
armed (a num ber having Soriug- 
liold carbines, the same us is used by the 
soldiers In tho arm y) and all declaring 
th a t they ’ would fight. They also told 
him of a  young Indian whom they had 
pu t to  death  by to rtu re  a  few days be­
fore because he oamo to try  and induce 
them to re tu rn  to  tho agency. He says 
he knows this to bo true, as the  young 
Indian left Pine Ridge over a  week ago 
for the  Bad Lands strongho'd and has 
never returned. Ho also says he en ter­
ta ins groat fears as to  the  135 friendlles 
who w ent out, as he is almost sure  th a t 
the  m ajority  If no t all of them  will be 
killed. He says they  have an Immense 
stock of provisions and the ir strong­
hold is skillfully fortified and  Is almost 
Impregnable. He counted over 100 
tepees on the side nearest the  P ine Ridge 
agency and 63 on tho  other side. He 
says th a t neither love nor money would 
bring him near»thelr stronghold again, 
as he is afraid  tha tshould  they recognize 
him he would bo killed also.

General Miles, who is In Rapid City, 
said today th a t he was tired  of fooling 
with these Indians and  though t the best 
thing to be done was to  a ttack  thorn 
without any fu rther delay.
