T he o the r pa tien t who received ib 
m illigram mes w as a  woman in the  Ger­
man hospital, also suffering w ith lupus 
of the  face. I t  was her eleventh Inoccu- 
latlon , tho  trea tm en t having b*>gun on 
December 11. T he healing of tho lupus 
Is qu ite  perceptible.

Dr. Baruch of the Monteflore home in 
One H undred and Tbirt.y-elvbth s tree t 
said yesterday th a t hereafter he should 
inocculate no more patients In the  hos­
p ital with tho Koch lymph. T hefe  ar«-, 
he said, nine patients under treatm ent, 
and the  study of the  operation of th«* 
lym ph upon these patien ts will serve to 
te s t the  cura tive  value of th e  lymph.

A t Bellevue hospital. House Physician 
Pope said th a t com parative examinations 
of th e  spu ta  of the  patien ts had been b« - 
gun . I t  is In these exam inations th a ' 
the  progress of tho consumptive patients 
tow ards recovery, if they are  to  recover, 
will be traced. I t  w ill bo several months 
before definite results will bo obtained. 
T he pa tien t w ith cancer a t Bellevue hos­
p ital has shown strong  indications of 
Improvement.

T he patien t has phthisis, and Dr. Shrady 
says the  diseaso has so fa r  advanced 
th a t the re  will be a  cavity  in ono lung 
before the  lym ph can  ta k e  hold.

D E SE R T IN G  T H E  FARM S.

S o n s  o f  th o  N u tm eg  S ta te  L eav in g  
T h e i r  IIom cHtcaUs f o r  C ity  L ife.
N ew  H aven , Conn., Doc. 28.—A 

notab le  incident of the  decline of New 
England farm ing  is Recorded In one of 
the  m ost fertile  pa rts  of the E as t, the 
Connecticut V alley. L lttleC ity  is In the 
tow n of Haddam and contains some 
fairly  prosperous farm s, b u t the  decline 
referred  to  is there. Or. account of Its 
depopulation the  village is having diffi­
culty  in  m aintaining Its school, which 
once was flourishing. Ten years ago 
the re  were th ir ty  pupils In the  school, 
bu t the  a ttendance  has gradually  fallen 
off, and for th e  past year or two 
school has been closed a  large  portion of 
th e  tim e, tho few children in  tho village 
going to  school a t Ponsot.

Now the  sta te  board of education 
th rea tens to  deprive the  L ittle  City 
school of the  s ta te  a ppropriation unle 
Its membership is increased. How to 
suppi> i no demand, for more pupils Is a 
question which puzzles the  Inhabitants 
of L ittle  L.iy. fo r the  children of the  vil­
lage have nearly all grown up and gone 
away. T here , as in so many other beau­
tifu l New England villages, tho  farm ers' 
sons abandoned their homes for city life 
os they became old enough, leaving their 
fathers to  grow old on tho farm s and to 
realize le.ss and less profit each year as 
tho  Inability to work gained upon them. 
T he old men and women, sometimes with 
one or two daughters and less often with 
a  stu rdy  son, are  struggling along on tho 
homesteads, bu t tho entirely  deserted 
farm  houses a re  n o t uncommon.

Excellent land In tho village could bo 
obtained for a  small portion o f its actual 
value, bu t w hen tho na tu ra l heirs do not 
soo fit to  assume possession i t  is not 
strange th a t purchasers aro  scarce. And 
tho trouble does not lie in tho condition 
of tho land, nor a ltogether In the  disin­
clination of young men to  farm  life. 
Tho natives of Connecticut, as a  rule, 
m ake Inclination In Industrial pursuits 
subservient to  money m aking, and if Hn* 
social conditions wore such th a t farming 
would n a t have to  pay heavy tribu te  to 
othes Industries there  would be no aban­
doned villages on the  Connecticut river.

Washington, Doc. 28.—A t tho meet 
Ing of tho American Economic associa­
tion last evening P ro f Francis A. W alk­
er, th e  president of tho association de­
livered an address. He surveyed the 
most Im portan t economic developments 
within the  United States during  the  two 
years since th e  association last met in 
Philadelphia. The ex traordinary growth 
• f  pseudo-soclallsra, under tho local 
name of nationalism , ho attributed 
to tho fac t th a t the  masses 
of the  people, alike among the 
more fortunate  and the  loss fortunate, 
had a t  la s t come to  appreciate the 
supremo Importance of Industrial rela­
tions, b u t had no t ye t learned, by a care­
ful study of h istory and of the material 
conditions of hum an existence, within 
w hat narrow  lim its exertions fo r the 
amelioration of m ankind m ust necessa­
r ily  be 'confined. All those reformers, 

so defiant of established economic 
principles, would sooner o r la ter  become 
recru its of the  economic army.

R egarding tho apparen t growth of tho 
Single Tax party , the  speaker expressed 
tho opinion th a t  economists were coming 

take  tho view th a t something more of 
economic ren t than tho s ta te  had  been 
accustomed to  exact could advuntagc- 

r be brought Into the  Treasury, 
while on tho  o the r hand the  practical pol­
iticians, tho more they studied the  sub­
ject, wore more and more impressed 
w ith tho hopelessness of tho project, In 
view of the  opposition of tho farm er class

H e a ttr ibu ted  th is largely to the 
discrediting of tho views of tho orthodox 
A merican economists on the subject oT 
money, and especially of the  Indifference 
to  tho money supply. These views, ho 
aid, had no t been sustained by the  best 

European opinion or by the  common 
se of our people. Ho continued:
If, of an Irredeem able and fluctuating 
rency, th a t alcohol of commerce, it 

may bo truly said, Mt bltoth like a ser­
pent and stlngeth  like an adder,’ with 
qual tru th  may It be added th a t stran ­

gulation and suffocation are  words nut 
strong to  express the agony of the 

industrial body when embraced in the 
fast tightening folds of a  contracting 

oney supply."
In the  lack of na tura l leadership, he 

said, we could only hope th a t prudence 
may rule the  hour, and th a t tho instiac- 

e  conservatism of th e  American peo- 
s may enable them to pass through 

this, perhaps the  most perilous crisis in 
the ir financial eareer, w ithout a  wreck.

T he last topic touched upon was th a t 
of Immigration, T he American people 

now loudly called upon to  decide 
w hether the re  was any lim it to  tho ex- 

to which they would share  their 
b irth righ t w ith strangers. Tho foreign 
a rriva ls h^d risen from 2,500,000 between 

and 1880, to  5,000,000 between 1880 
and 1890. Another decade It may, as far 

3 could see, rise to 10,000,000. Not 
only the  enormous increase of Immigra­
tion, bu t the  m anifestly lower character 
of the  recent comers, especially those 
from eastern Europe, made tho question 

ie of urgency.
Our first duty, ho said, was to  our­

selves and our descendants. Ouf next 
du ty  was to  help, as far  as we could. In 
raising the oppressed masses of Europe. 
B ut most of all we should endeavor to 
m ake th is experim ent of a  free common­
w ealth of educated labor tho grea test 
possible success. I f  the  continued ad­
mission of degraded peasants from the 
old country  would Interfere with this 
g rea t work we are  called upon, no t less 
a s  ph ilanthropists than  patriots, to  pu t 

stop to  it.

When wo first encountered tho tribe 
who fought with poisoned arrows, w rites 
Stanley In the  January  Scribner, we 

not prepared to  bo greatly  Im­
pressed with the  danger, b u t we received 

ovore lesson In A ugust, 1889, during 
fight with tho Avlslbba savages. 

Young fellows, inspired by tho example 
of L ieu tenant Stairs, R. E., rushed with 
brave homicidal intentions to  tho front, 
and the  tiny arrow s sailed in showers 
past them; bu t some of them found their 
Intended billets, and were arrested 
quivering In arm s and shoulders. W ith 

temptuous smiles the  .young men 
drew  them out and flung them away, 
and some continued answering the  sav­
ages with rifle shots, w hile others 
sought tho surgeon, bearing with 
them tho arrow s w iih which they had 
been wounded. When the  day’s light 
was over of course wo had more leisure 
to examine the missiles, and our anxiety 
was grea t when we observed th a t they 
had been freshly smeared w ith a  brown, 
gummy-llke substance which em itted a 
subtle acid odor, with a  suspicion of as- 
afoetida In it. Tho arrow s seemed to 
have been plunged Into a  pot containing 
a  goodly quantity  of a  resinous sub­
stance , and twirled around In It and well 
soaked and then lifted up in a  bunch and 
covered w ith a  banana or a  piece of 
phrynium leaf. Quivers full of tho ar­
rows showed us th a t tho weapons were 
considered by the ir owners to bo danger­
ous fo r those so smeared were tied to­
gether, head downward, and a p a r t from 
tho others.

Y et the  wounds made by these slender 
arrow s were mere punctures, such as 
m ight have been made by finely pointed 
butcher's skewers, and being exceeding­
ly ignorant of tho effect, wo contented 
ourselves w ith syringing them with warm 
w ater and dressing them with bandages. 
In some Instances affectionate men 
sucked theii comrades’ wounds to make 
sure th a t nothing of tho substance could 
bo left to  Irrita te  them. In no instance 
was th is method of any avail. All who 
were wounded either died a fte r  terrible 
sufferings from tetanus, or developed 
such terrible gangrenous tum ors as 
incapacitate them from duty for long 
riods. or w reck the ir constitutions 
completely by blood poisoning th a t their 
lives became a burden to  them.

as a  nation from under heaven, because 
the baud of A maloklto was against the 
throne of the  Lord." "  Therefore the 
Lord's w ar was against Amaleit from 
generation to  generation until Amalek 
should be wiped ou t as a  nation from 
among tho nations of the  earth . Thus 

eo these verses are  no t so objec­
tionable as they a t  first seem. The 
overthrow of Amalek was no t personal, 
bu t uatlonal; not e ternal or a fte r death, 
but the ir overthrow  was In th is life.

T ho Amalekitos are no ttheon lyna tfon  
th a t has been wiped away from tho 
e arth , and may it  no t bo the  fall of some 

atlons now on the  earth .
"T he cause of th e  fall the  u tte r  ruin 

the national extinction Is the same, 
namely sin, In ono of Its thousand 
forms; opposition to  tho progress of 
righteousness and the  progress of purity. 
Such opposition explains the  decline and 
fall of many nations and cities th a t once 
flourished on our e a r th . Wo need not 

i our own country to  find an Illus­
tration. T he Indians who a  few years 
ago roamed over our beau tifu l s ta te  as 
nations of free men and women, have 
nearly m et the  fate  of the  Amalekltes. 
I t  really has been th e  w ar of th e  Lord, 
and as the  diary  of 1890 closes we hear 
the la s t dying struggle  of the  Indians to 
gain some sa tisfaction e 'e r  the  curtain 
falls th a t shall hide them forever from 
the nations of the  world.

seals have a  fixed and certain  hab it of 
Tisitlng th e  islands of th a t sea in tho 
breeding season where they give birth  to 
tholr young and care for them until 
they can sustain themselves In the  ocean 
which gives the United States an abso­
lu te  property In them the  same as If 
they were a  herd of cattle  th a t, having

been rounded up and branded by iheir 
American owners and turned looso, had 
wandered across the  borders Into Mexico 
o r  Canada.

T he seals and the ir young on tho Isl­
ands are  helpless and m ust bo protected 
by the  government and it Is claimed tha t 
the  United Slates have a  right to insist 
th a t the  seals shall not be killed going 
ou t from the  Islands or returning to 
them as necessity* and Instinct compels 
them.

T his Is the  right, Senator Morgan 
claims, th a t congress proceeded upon In 
Its legislation for the protection of the 
seals In Cleveland's tim e and he says 
this r igh t Is acknowledged In the  com­
mon law of England. I t  Is the  right 
th a t forbids obstructions off a coast to 
the  return  of fish along tho shore ac­
cording 10 well known habits of such 
fish.

T his may be a  stronger position to 
take  against England than  territoria l 
rights under the trea ty  of purchase, but 
whether it  is right, or both our claims, 
they should be insisted upon as rights 
too Well established to  be subject to  a r­
bitration. England m ust back down.

A  DANGEROUS SP L IT .

These charts a re  found to  give- much 
more reliable clew  to the  movements 
and origin of cyclones than  the  usual 
method of the  comparison of isobars and 
isotherm s 'alone.

leaving the rarer a ir  to  the  r igh t hand.
