MHINLEYS MEASURE

MARSHALL FIELD & CO. PRO-
POSE TO KNOCK IT OUT.

They Take Action to Teat the Valld~
1ty of the Tarll Law Before
the Supreme Court of the
United States.

CuicaGo, Jan. 1.—Marshall Field &
Co. yesterday began an attack upon the
McKinley bill which they belleve will re-
sult In its extermination, root and
branch. The assault was made with a
petition which they filed in the United
States Cireut court, and in which thoy
declare that the measure Is unconstitu-
tlonal, vold, and of no force or effact.

December 10 the firm pald Collector
Jobn M. Clark the dutfes demanded on
certain dress goods, silk embroidery and
woolen wearing apparel. This particu-
lar Importation was not a large onv, but
sufficient to be made the subjectof a
protest. Collector Clark decided against
the protest, as & purely collective officlal
he was forced {o do, and an appeal was
made to the board of -pnnlsm In New
York, which®was created by an act ap-

Thls honrd decided
llllnn Marshall Field & Co.
ter a careful examination of the
Ilw u\d after tha compilation of authori-
W. Bliss, the attorney for
Mnslml Field & Co., in(»rmea the firm
that au action carried 0 Supreme
court would probably renls In e ig-
noble death of the bill. As the duties
e:tablished by the measure add bearly
$500,000 to the duties annually paid by
this firm, a test of its constitutiouality Is
certainly warranted by the economic
management of an enormous business.

Mary
Ellen Is a frequenter of the streots, and
like Topsy, she may be said to have jist
growed," but In growing she acquired a
museular strongth that is surprising.

Her full name s Mary Ellon Martin,
or Egan, as she sometimes calls herself,
and sheds 18 years old and very small.
She {8 now awalting disposition by a po-
lico maglstrate, Mary has puzzied many
physiclans who have called at the jail to
satisfy themselves as to her real strength.
That the girl Is & prodigy s bornme out
by the jall officials, who have bestowed
upon her the title of *‘Mary Ellen-with-
tho-tiger's-grip."

Her strength {s of such proportions
that nefther the ponitentiary officlals nor
the authoritles of the House of the Good
Shephord care to haye her as an inmato.
In the former institution the girl un-
loosened the screws that held fast the
bars of the cell in which she was incar-
cerated and made her way out of ler
cell. In the other fnstitution It was an
easy matter for her to galn her liberty
atany time by forcing open thg doors,
po matter how heavlly they were pad-
focked,

Over Three Hundred Thousand Dol-
lars Worth of Plunder Found
in the Pockets of n
Thief's Coat.

New Yonk, Jan. 1.—George Huttle-
maler, a youth of 19 years, who says he
works sometimes, was taken before
United States Commissloner Jobn A.
Shields and remanded yosterday ou a
charge of Interfering felonfously with
Uncle Sam’s malls. Huttlemaler was ar-
rested as a suspiclous person.

Oan Monday evening Policeman William
Carey of the Leonard streot squad saw
two porsons in front of 311 Broadway
who dld not appear to be honestly om-
ployed. They ran at the sight of the
poljceman, but Huttlemaler was cap-
tared.

When the policomfiin searched his pris-
oner ho foynd a strongly-made pocket
knlfe, with a broken polnt; but in a coat
which he was carrylng for the man who
oscaped were pleces of envelopes on
which were still sticking uncancelled
postage stamps.

These seemed to have been torn from
the wrappiogs which had been around
two boxes of wedding cake. The boxes
were also in the thiel’s pockets. One
was empty, but the cake, carefully
wrapped, was complete In the other.
“There was also a little book which had
been Intended for a New Year's gift. It
is “Penelope's Sultors,” and Is Inscribed:
“To IMllle; Happy New Year, 18
M. A.G.” Then there was a package
addressed to George Kretz, No. 6 Broad
street, Savannah, Ga., and some private
lotters from Mr. Hanley, the agent of
the Mallory line in_this city, and others
from Theodore W. Bailey & Co., the
carpet merchants.

But the most interesting looking pa-
pers wero the property of the Northern
Pacific rallroad company and of the
Edison General Electele Light company.

AN UNLAWRUL ORDER

THE RULE RELATIVE T0 PEN-
SIONS AT THE SOLDIERS HOME

Thoe Ex-Chaplain Denounces
Proposition and Contends That {t
Cannot bo Enforced—State nnd
Natlonal Law on tho Subject

Enrron’ MonNiNG Press—The “‘czar
of all Michigan™ has, as the crowning act
of his adminstration, and with the ap-
parent approval of his court, {ssued the
following uk e:

“Eyery pensioner residing 16 this
home [the, Soldiers' home], and accept-
ing the benefits, must turn over to the
commandant, upon receipt of ‘his quar-
terly pensfon check, any sum In excessof

to the disposal of the board of managers.
Any infringement of this rule ou the
partof an inmate shall be followed by
his discharge from the home.”

Ts not this Plece of infamy and his lme
pardons of notorlous criminals a fitting
finale to tho ruleof the Republican party
in this State? Its management of the
Soldlers’ Home s of {tself enough to for-
bid any soldier In the State ever voting
to restore it to'power. Few soldiers, at
least, have-mourned deeply over Its late
merited rebuke. It cama none too soon.
If the “Czar,” and his court, thiuk there
15 no appeal from this ukuse, I trust we
shall be able to show them ero long that
they were mistaken. Unless the United
States District court, to which wo pro-
pose to appeal, views matters differently
from what I hope it will, the enforcoment
of this ukase will get somebody Into
trouble. 1t is to ba hoped, however, that
Governor Winaus and the new members
of the board whom he will appoint will
vlew this dastardly leglslation with em-
phatic disfayor, aud will revoke it at the
earliest possible moment.

I am unable to fitly express the mean-
ness, the dishonorablencss or the con-
temptibleness of this new ruls, which
will drive many & deserving veteran out
of the home I midwinter, and will be a
galling chaln on the neck of others who
will remufn rather than face the rigor of
snow and lce outside the home. But
leavo this aspect of the matter to the
tender merofes of the reading public and
tho G. A. R., and call atention to the
legal gspects of the case.
Unless I greatly misread the United
States law, It makes the taking and re-
tention of a sofdler’s penslon paper
(which was ordered this morning) & mls-
demeanor, and puuishalle as such.
Sectlon 4745, Rovised Statutes of the
United States, reads as follows:
*#Any pledge, mortgage, assignment,
or trausfer of any right, claim, or inter-
est In any pension which has been, or
may hereafter be, granted, shall ba void
and of no effect; and any person who
shall pledge or receive as a pledge, sale,!
assignment, or transfer of any right,
claim, or interest in any pension, or pen-
slon certificate, which has been, or may
herealter be, granted, or Issued, or shall
hold the same as collateral security for
any debt, promise, or upon any pretext
of such debt, or promise, shall b6 guilty
of & misdemeanor; * * * and any
person who shall retain the certificate of
a pensoner, and refuse to surrender the
same upon the demapd of the commis-
sioner ef pensions, or a United States
pension agent, or any other person au-
thorized by the commissiouer of pensions,
or the pensioner, to recelve the same,
shall b gullty of & misdemeanor; and
upon conviction thereof shall be fined in
# sum not exceedlog $100, and the costs
of the prosecution.”
I fall to see that this law exempts the
“Czar of Michigan,” or auy of hisagents,
and it it does not, the commaudant is
liable tojdvrasg for retaining the certifl-
cate of wsingle inmate, without his con-
Sent. Gon, Plerce muy plouse take no-
tice of this provision of the United States
Luws, lest he fool with a buzz-saw. He
nay care nothing for sentiment, or the
feelings of the Lelpless men under his
authorily, but ho should also remember
that the Uunited States courts carc ab-
Im.ely nothing for titles, or positions, or
dignity. He had much better disregard
the edicts of the “Czar” aud his court,
as he has done so many times before,
than the laws of “‘Uncle Sam,” for a vio-
lation of tl\em. MLM this notice, would

Bersenharitz
pleaded with her to marry him, but she
bed persistently refused. Sho was 30
years old and he was only 22. Every

day since they first met
had begged her to marry him. Mrs.
Lyon accepted him as a boarder in her
flat a year ago, and he set upin business
supplying photographic materlals at 416
Sixth avenue. For some reason, probably
because his own name was hard to pro-
nounce, he took the name of Lyon in his
business. He was not prosperous, and
before long he found himself $10,000 in
debt. He paid $2,500 last spring, and
last summer got deeper In debt, and grew
despondent. He had been melancholy,
for a year. More than a year ago
he jumped Into the North River,
and was rescued.

Bersenharitz's creditors visited him
last fall and demanded money. He told
them to run the business themselves,
and walked out of the store and did not
enter it agaln. He accepted an offer of
$100 a month to and sell phow-
graphic supplles, and was start to-

orrow. On Monday night, Mrs. Lyon
sald, Bersenharitz sat talking with her
and asked her to shoot him, and after
he was dead to put the revolver In his
hand, so that the coroner would be led
to believe he had committed sufcide.
