Its manufacturing in-
stitutions and commercial business are
not excelled by any city of its size in the
country. Perhaps its weakest point fs
In the management of its public affairs,
which is still crude, but as the city
grows older officials with more enter-
prise and better judgment may be se-
lected by the people to Jook after thelr
Interests. Grand Raplds hns 8 good
mayor now and mber of good offi-
cers, but stll there is room for improve-
ment.

Grand Raplds is in great need of
such an institution and It certalnly
should be built, even though the expenso
be considerable. The people will reap a

One of the demands of tho Farmers'
Alliance is for the election of sonntors
directly by the peoplo. The adoption of
such a chango in our aystem would at
least have tho good effect of doing away
with the scandals—altogether too fre-
quent—of wealthy men purchasing their
seats in the upper house

The main obstacle in_ the way of sach
a chango is that it involves a constitu-
tional mmendment, and thero are few
things in our political life harder to
bring abont than amendments to the or-
sanic law, either stato or national. In
the cases of state constitutions it is no-
torious that peoplo will go on indefinite-
ly bearing real evils, rather than adopt
constitutional amendments which will
cure tho evils Any proposition to
change the organic law scems to nwaken
all the conservatism in people's natures,
and great numbers will voto against any
proposition simply because they would
rather ‘endure tho ills they have than
run aoy risk of opening the door to
“tinkering with the constitution."

This was the shape in which it ap-
pears in the first draft of the constitu-
tion. June 24-25, 1787, the convention
adopted the report of the committee,
except that the term was changed from
seven to fix years, and the ineligibility
clanse was stricken ont. The conven-
tion then entered upon a protracted
struggle as to the representation of each
state, and various propositions were
arged. One scheme gave Rhode Island
and: Delaware each one and Virginia
five, with the other states proportioned
between these. Dr. Franklin proposed
that each state have an equal representa-
tion, with a vote on money bills propor-
tionate to its share of .the taxes. Dela-
ware threatened to withdraw from the
confederation if the small states were
not given an equal representation, and
finally, after the debate had gune on for
six weeks, the plan of giving eac)

two members was adopted. and thu Amu.ll
states concentrated their efforts upon
giving the “second branch” the utmost
power and importance. Ang. 6 the name
“senate” was formally given the ‘‘sec-
ond branch.” Sept. 6 the office of vice
president was agreed upon, and he was
made the presiding officer of the eenate
inorder to give him something to do.
The constitution was finally adopted
Sept. 17,

The Farmers' Alliance platform con-
fines itself to o mere demand for the
election of senators by the peoplo, and
does not. specify how this is to bo doe.
Here is opportunity for a wide diversity
of opinion. Shall it bo by the whole
voto of o state, a8 a governor is elected,
or shall each state be divided into two
senatorinl districts? Shall tho present
rule of two senators for each state—
large or emall—continue, or shall each
state have a vote'in the senate in pro-
portion to its popnlation?

Before any change can be made it will
be necessary to get section 8, article 1,
of the cousfitution amended. This reads:

“The senate of tho United States shall
be composed of two senators from each
state, chosen by tho legislature thereof,
for six years, and each senator shall have
onevote.

To secure this amendment it will be
necessary to have it proposed by two-
thirds of the members of both honses of
congress, and it must then bo ratified
by thelegislatorea of hree fonrthaof the
states. is, assuming that the house
‘will consistlof 356 repeeantabiyes, ibwill
bave to receive the votes of 234 repre-
sentatives and 59 senators, and be rati-
fed by the legislatures of 83 states.—
National Triborie.
