There can be no compromise of 
tho question. It Is only possible to  pu t off 
tho final decision by a  make shift. T hat 
perhaps would be best for the  Dnlted 
States Just now, until our new navy Is 
nearer completion.

Ho said: "E very  cream ery operator and 
every patron o f a creamery has his 
opinion os to  w hat is best fo r the  cream ­
ery , nnd I  can only give m y opinion from 
tho standpoint of an operator, leaving 
yours to  be brought o u t in  tho discussion 
th a t m ay follow.

Three essentials to  a  successful cream­
ery  a re : honesty, cleanliness and in te lli­
gence. These th ree  graces aro a s  bo- 
coming to  the  patron us tho operator. 
You m ay differ os to  tho  order of preced- 

nnd contend th a t cleanliness should 
be placed first or intelligence first, bu t 
each is absolutely essential to  success in  
th e  cream ery and  in  tho  da iry  as well.

Every transaction  in  and  about the 
cream ery m ust bo honestly  dono, else 
th a t confidence betw een p atron  nnd op­
e ra to r essential to  tho  success o f each is 
forever gone. There is a  m u tua lity  of 
in terest th a t renders dishonesty of cither 
ruinous to  both. Tho " tr ick y "  cream­
ery  m an soon has " tr ick y "  patrons, nnd 
dishonest patrons drive h im  to dishonest 
tricks by  which both are  losers. Tho 
cream ery m ust bo m anaged upon tho 
broad principle th a t to  bo profitable to  
th e  ow ner i t  m u s t m ake dairy ing  profit­
able to  tho patrons. T h a t narrow , self­
ish m anagem ent th a t  pays as lit t le  for 
m ilk and  cream a s possible w ill never 
bo host fo r th o  creamery n o r fo r tho pa- 

ona.
The cream ery should he a n  educator 

a ll tho com m unity in  clcanUness, 
honor and  general intelligence npon all 
da iry  m atters. The cream ery m an  m ust 
bo progressive and  ab reast o f  tho  tim es— 
spreading tho  la test and  best thoughts 
upon a ll m atters pe rta in ing  to  dairying, 
da iry  breeding and  dairy  feeding. I t  is 
best for the  cream ery th a t i t  he operated 
upon business principles, nnd n o t upon 
any  catchpenny plan. T here  m ust be 
intelligence in  operating tho  creamery, 
to  tho  end  th a t th e  best w ork  m ay bo 
dono w ith  tho  least cost of fuel, ma­
terials and labor. The honest c ream ery 

w ill compel his patrons to  be honest 
w ith him  and  each o the r by  refusing 
milk o r cream  from  h im  who is  not 
cleanly in  his w ork a s  well a s  from  him 
who adulterates.

No remedy is  so effectual in  bringing 
milk or cream to  a  p roper percentage as 
th e  w hispered news, "T hey  won’t  take 
So-and-So’s  m ilk n t tho  factory," ond no 
news travels so f f s t  Some decision of 
character is required, b n t n m anager 
w ithout "backbone" is  no t fit fo r the  
creamery. M anaged npon th e  live-and- 
let-live basis, the  cream ery w ill go  or 
m ultiplying in  num bers, m anufacturing 

raw  m aterials produced on our 
farm s, developing th e  resources of Iowa, 
restoring tho w asted fertility  of the 
form , of tho  soil robber, developing tho 
tru e  dairy  cow, spreading intelligence, 
building homes, developing b e tte r  men 
and women, of higher intelligence, 
h igher th ink ing  and  be tter  living.

WltooiiBln Dairy School.
T he U niversity  o f W isconsin has a dd­

ed to  its  other adm irable courses a  dairy  
school T h is year the  da iry  coarse will 
open Jan . 0 and  close th e  last of March. 
D r. Babcock, inventor of th e  m ilk test, 
w ill give tw enty  lectures during  tho 
term . There w ill be four sub-courses of 
instruction. Dr. Babcock’s  lectures w ill 
comprise in  th e  first sub-course ench top­
ics as cream raising, the  churn ing  and 
preservation of m ilk, e tc. The second 
sub-conrse will be devoted to  milk 
ing , w ith  labora tory  instruction . T hen 
comes the  th ird  sub-conrse, bu tte r  m ak­
ing, and the  fonrth , cheese m aking.

T he m ilk te s t instruction w ill be one 
of the  most im portan t pa rts  of the  
course. The s tudent w ho carefully 
learns his lessons hero w ill be ab le  to  de­
term ine tho am ount of b u tte r  fat 
m ilk, and  also to  te ll w hether m ilk is 
skim med o r whole, and  w hether i t  has 
been w atered or otherw ise adulterated. 
H e will be m ade acquainted w ith all 
kinds o f  cream  separators and  bn tte r  
extractors, and  m ade to  understand  the  
highest m arket standard  for bu tte r. A t 
the  close of th e  course the  young man 
or woman who has successfully passed 
the  exam inations, a n d  has had eight 
m onths’ p ractical experience 4n  a  com­
m ercial cheese factory or creamery, 
w ill, if  his w ork is  satisfactory, receive 
a  dairy  certificate from  th e  U niversity 
of W isconsin.

In  a  dairy  s ta te  like W isconsin the  
benefits of a  school like th is  cannot be 
estimated.

H er soft soap has probably dissolved 
in  Lake Gervais, bu t the  rem ains of her 
ducks and  chickens were found hero and 
there w ithin a  rad ius of a  milp o r more 
from the  house. The idea th a t a  tornado 
oould.plnck the  feathers from  a  fowl ns 
clean as could the  m ost accomplished 
chef has been laughed a t, b u t some of 
the chickens and ducks belonging to  tho 
Good family were stripped of every 
feather. B ut th a t was* no t the  only re­
markable thing  about them. Some of 
the chickens found nearly  a  mile from 
the house had the ir necks stretched to  a 
remarkable length, th e  necks of some, it 
is said by  those w ho saw  them , being at 
least a  foot long. Another incident of 
the storm is th a t one of th e  ladies w ho 
took refuge in  th e  cellar w as almost 
covered w ith oats, the  sharp needles of 
which penetrated her clothing and stuck 
to  the  skin. The husband of the  lady 
vouches fo r this occurrence, and says 
tha t i t  took nearly  half an hour to  re­
move th e  oats.—S t. Pau l Pioneer Press.

TEST MILK BEFORE SELLING IT TO 

THE CREAMERY.

Milk AnatyaJ*.
The value of a  cow for dairy  purposes 

depends upon several factors, tho two 
most im portant of which are  tho quan­
tity  aud the  quality  of the  milk. We 
have some cows a t thi.q s ta tion  th a t give 
milk w hich contains about 8 per cent, 
fat. Such cows m ust give about th irty - 
three pounds of raillr to  m ake a  pound 
of butter. W e have o thers th a t ru n  5 
per c e n t fa t, in  which case tw enty 
pounds will make a  pound of butter. 
A fter giving m ilk several m onths those 
rich cows sometimes ru n  u p  to  7 per 
cent, fa t, in  which case about fourteen 
pounds of m ilk will m ake one of butter. 
W ith  th is  knowledge of th e  am ount of 
fa t in  milk we have «>nly to  go to  tho 
records of m ilking to  learn  th e  standing 
of each cow1.

I can assure tho  reader th a t the  3 per 
cent, cows would have gone loug ago 
had we not wished to  keep them  for the 
purpose of studying  some features of 
the ir milk th a t tho  milk from  th e  other 
oows did  no t possess.

I  do  no t w ish to  he understood as in­
sisting th a t the  richest milk is always 
the  cheapest Some oows w ill give very 
rich milk, b u t in  such small quan tity  
th a t they are not profitable, w hile a  cow 
giving 8 per cent, m ilk  may bo one of 
the  m ost profitable on tho farm. I t  does 
not m a tte r  w hether the  milk is of rich 
or medium quality so long as tho to tal 
am ount of f a t  produced is entirely  satis­
factory. A cow m ust give a  large 
am ount of b u tte r  fa t fo r the  year if  she 
is to  re tu rn  any profile fo r feed and

W ith  the  methods fo r testing milk 
now before th e  public there  is no reason 
w hy the  dairym an should no t know the  
relative value o f  all the  cows in  his 
herd. I t  does n o t seem to  me necessary 
th a t each m an should ow n a  testing  ap­
paratus; ho can ttk e  a  sample of m ilk 
and have tho factory m ake a  test for a 
small fee. A  factory using the  Babcock 
test could well afford to  m ake th e  fat 
de term inations for its  patrons for five 
cents each.

B ut unless we rem em ber th a t the  fat 
test is only one of tw o figures which 
m ust be m ultiplied together to  ge t the 
true  result, wo m ay do the  cow rank iu- 
justic. To got tho o the r figure th e  dai­
rym an m ust weigh the  m ilk from  his 
oows. To do th is a  spring balance can 
be purchased for a  do llar or tw o and 
hung up  in  the  da iry  barn , and  th e  m ilk 
can be weighed thereon daily , o r i f  th is 
seems too m uch labor le t the  milk bo 
weighed once a  week, and  on th e  same 
day always, a n d  careful record made.

A sheet of brown m anilln  paper can 
be ru led  w ith a  load pencil in  a  few m in­
utes and tacked upon a  board w ith  a 
hole a t  the  top, w hich can  be hung upon 
a  nail close b y  tho scales. The cows can 
bo nam ed or num bered, and tho amount 
of milk se t in  the  appropriate place w ith 
very little  trouble. I know th a t many 
w ill say th a t th is is  too m uch trouble, 
b u t nothing is too m uch trouble which 
helps a  m an abont his business.

N othing will open the  dairym an's eyes 
more than weighing the  m ilk and hav­
ing these analyses made. Nine tirnee 
ou t of ten, a fte r such a n  examination, 
there  will be some cows for sale a t  any 
price to  the  local stock buyer.—Experi­
m ent Station Bulletin.

Moreover, in  a  milk dairy  herd have 
alw ays ono o r tw o Jerseys to  make the 
m ilk rich. Holsteins w ill give the  quan­
tity , Jerseys tho richness. Then your 
milk will noon g e t a  booming reputation.

Mr. Clark, of The American Dairy 
man, claim s to  have invented, b u t not 
qu ite  perfected, a  machine th a t will 
ge t tho milk from  six cows in  the  tim e 
th a t a  m an may milk one by hand. 
W o hope Mr. C lark w ill be able speed­
ily to  perfect tho machine, and th a t the 
good news is all true. He says the  m;» 
chine can bo sold for $10. If  so it  wib 
work a  revolution in  th e  dairy bnsincsa
