' FAREWELL MESSAGE.

LaNS1NG, Jan, § —The joint sesslon of
the house apd senate was called to order
at 11 o'clack hy Lieut. Gov. Strong, and
Gov. Luce proceeded to read his fare-
well message. It is a well writton docu-
ment of great length, touching upon
every department of the state goyern-
went, all the public fustitutions and
makipg suggestions and recommenda-
tlonx relative to many matters of a gen-
oral nature. As he said, he had covered
the state from Lake Superior to the In-
dfaua state line. He Indorsed the pres-
_entreform election law, but thought it.

should be amended so that voters should
ba required to remaln In the booth at
least ono minute, that circulation of bal-
lots Butsido the booths should be abso-
lutely prohibited and provisfons made
for more rapldly cauvassing the voto.
He urged the increase of the malt liquor
tax from $300 to 8500, and the passage of
a general law for the Incorparation of
villages, thus avolding the time squan-
dered In the leglslatars in granting city
and village charters. He also advised a
law taxing the stock and mortgages held
by that class'of bailding and loan asso-
clations apparently organized solely for
the purpose of investment by capitalists,
and to enable them to do a geucral bauk-
{ng business without paying & tax.

In regard to the cumbersone method
of collecting delinquent taxes on land.
A chaoge Is commended to your very
careful conslderation. It s a guestion
that has been much discussed for yea
und there seems to be a grow(nz demand
for the change. I cau conceive of no
good reason for the return of these lands
by the county treasurer to the suditor
general and by the auditor general re-

_ turned to the county treasurer for sale.
1 cannot belleve that more crrors would
be committed by having the sale made
directly by the couuty treasurer, as iu
most of the other states, than under our
present system. More erro; made
in the return to the supervisors and in
thé assessment than fn any other way,
and their going to the auditor general
does not correct these errors. Thie pres-
‘ent sy~tein adds largely to the expense

Gentlemon of the senate and house of
reprosentatives: The people of Michl-
gan bayeentrusted to yon the legislative
control of public affalrs for the next two
yoars

1 cannot doubt that you feel the great
responsibllity which comes to you with
the power to make laws affecting the
varled fntorests of 2,000,000 people, and
that you will strive to exerclso this
power In a spirit of equality and fairness
toall. Coming, as you do, direct from
fhe people, o part and parcel of thosa
whom you represent, with like experl-
ence and aspirations and materfal inter-
ests, and with Intimate practical knowl-
edge of their needs, you have only to be
true to yourselves to serve well the fu-
terests of your people. The magnitiude
of the trust reposed In you will become
more apparent as you proceed, and
should be a constant Incentive to glve
your best thought and energles to the
falthfnl discharge of your dutfes.

Custom sud the coostitution make it
my duty to bring to your atteation such
matters of public concern as seem to me
to require legislative action. To outline
asound public policy or to propose s
wiso course of legislation, would require
Jarzo publle experlence and great pollti-
cal wisdom. Ican lay clalm to naither,
but I trust wo are all actuated by the
ame motive, how best to discharge our
official dutfes and serve the true interest
of the prople. In this spiritlet us strive

- | together to correct abuses and remove

fnequalities wheére they exist, and to
make snch needed reforms snd regula-
tlons as experfence and the yofes of the
people polnt ont and demand at our
bands If wo do this, we shall accom-
plish the object for which we were
chosen, and justify the confidence re-
posed lo ns. ©

My predecessor has so fully and con-
clscly laid before you the condition of
public affalrs that I can add little or
nothing ‘to the information you now
have. His diligenca and fidelity have
made him famliiar with the manage-
ment of tho various public {nstitutions.
and the measure of success or fallure In
their adminfstration. I commend his
concluslons and suggestions to your cae-
ful consideration.

I have visited the state prison, the
state university, the state normal schoo),
the school for the deaf, and the eastern
asylum, all of which seem to be in ad-
mirable condition. It was my [ntention
to visit the other state (nstitutions, that
I might have some personal knowledge
of their management and needs, but I
havo not as yet been abls to do so. The
growth of our iustitutions Is vizorous
and their wants beyond thelr means.
Tho questfon will be, not how much
could they use, but how much can you
grant? Most of them could make good
use of more than they ask, but I feel
sure that the various estimates have
been made In the spirit of economy, and
fo-view of the popular feeling against in-
creased publlc exponditures.

Belleving
that our prisons should have the best
executive and business talent obtaluable
for their management, [ have elsewhore
recommended that all our penal fnstitn-
Hons Lo be placed nnder the control of a
single byard. This board should, so fer
as possible, be non-partisan, and should
appoint the wardens and have general
supervision of the fustitution. The war-

lens of our prisons are the only officers
ot the head of our state Institutions who
areappolnted the governor.
other’executive heads of fnstitutions are
apvointed by the respective governing
boards, and sound policy domands thut
lhu prison appointments be non-politi-
cal.

Election Law,

All aro agreed as to the desirabllity of
ballot reform, and our new election law
is genorally approved as & step
right direction. The booth luturaglves
overy voter an opportunity to be alone
with his ballot, and absolute serrecy is
the best guaranty of purity in elections.
A practical test of our Iaw has shown
that some amendments are needed to
rondor it entlrely efficlent and satisfac-
tory. I suggest the followin;

1. Lat the law apply to all elections.

Somo of the requisites in a ddiry cow
are large digestive powers, indicated by
o capacions stomach, suggestive of a
good nppetite and good assimilating
ability, broad hips, deep loins and sides,
and evidences of a strong, robust consti-
tution, with plenty of room for heart and
lung nction, says The Indiana Farmer.
These are all of {mportanoe, and shonld
b found prominently present in the
dairy cow selected with a view of mak-
ing the most profitable returns.
Profescor Stewart says, touching the
selection of the dairy cow, that having
determined her capacity of digesting
surplus food for making milk, look care-
fully to the receptacle holding it—the
ndder and the veins leading thereto.
The cow may assimilate a large amount
of food which goes mostly to lay on
flesh and fat, butif she has a long, broad
and deep udder with large milk veins
itis safe to conclude that her capacity
for digestion and_assimilation is active
in f(illing this receptacle; in fact the
udder is the first point to consider
in the cursory examination of a cow.

Cronmery Tips.

A well known and reliable firm of
dealers in dairy products in Boston con-
trilute to The Creamery Journal the fol-
lowing suggestions about packing
shipping:

While we indorse the recommenda-
tion to have at least a portion of tho
coyrs come in during the fall for winter
dairy, at the same time we realizo that
the important point at present is, how
can the farmer make the most money
out of his herd as they aro at present,
and rituated os he is. 4
Of course the more money the cream-
ery gets out of its product the more the
farger gets for his milk or cream, as the
caso may bo; 60 W venturo to make a
few suggestions.

In the first place, the butter must be
200d in order to command the top mar-
ket price, not forgetting that in very
warm weather extra precantions must
be taken in the matter of using ice when
gathering x e watching it closely
during ripening process, and perhaps
churuing a littls ‘oftener. By doing o0
we believe thers would be much less
sour butter made.

In the second place, use packages to
snit the market. Butter pueked in soft

wood tubs, assorted sizes, commands the
best price here. Be sure and soak the
tubs for twenty-four hours before using,
as quite n number of tubs of butter poil
on sides, owing to neslect m prepmng
packnges: of course  that means
prices.

When you get ready to ehip select
your commission merchant. Ship your
goods fresh—*'they are never better”
and ship every week, thus giving him a
shance to get-up a line of customers that
can depend on getting your butter every.
week. In that way the trade gets to
know your brand, it suits the consumers,
nd they will pay good pricee rather than
T creamery

¢ take the chance of some othe:
suiting.

The maker who sells one week and
ships tho next, and keeps changing com-
wmission men, can never expect to get top
prices, as ono honse does not handle the
butter long enough or regularly enough

to get up a reputation.

A MONSTER AVIARY.

Semcthing About the Largest Dird Cage
That Has Ever Been Dulls

California may well boast of its big
treas, its watorfalla of the Yosomito and
its mammoth froit and vegetable prod-
ucts, but it has ndded another laurel to
its crown in the possession of tho largest
aviary in the world. An hour’s journey
from San Francisco by water and rail
brings one to the quict little town of
San Pablo, in Contra Costa cosuty, and
a short drive from thero is the old and
well known Alvarado Rancho, now own-
ed by Heory F. Emeric. Over an area
of 2,500 acres of fertile ground are scat-
tered orchards and wheat fields that
yield wouderful crops, and near the cen-
ter of this domain is tho old home of
Mr. Emeric's father, now deceased.

It is n quaint structare, with shaded

mantlo of pure white Castilian roses.
Fronting the house are parterres of
choice flowors of innuimerablo kinds,
bright with color and as fragrant as the
breezo wafted odors of Ceylon. There
are, in fact, 810 varieties of roses alone
to be scen, and in the conservatory
thero aro rare orchids and other valuable

and peach and apple trees, heavily laden
with Bellflowers and Winter Nellies, tho
aviary is seen. This featuro of the place
is an airy structure of closely netted
wire, sustained at intervals of 0
foct by wooden uprights, forming a per-
foct cago. It is 175 feet long and 60 feot
wide. \Within its confinesis a miniature
forest of quince troes, the tops of which
emerge through the netting. This, in
addition to a covert of thick brush,
affords admirable shelter for the birds
in summer, while in the winter they
have tho uso of a large house that s in
the cage for their protection against the
elements.  With commendable foresight
Mr. Emerio has stocked this aviary with
English pheasants and Chiness golden
pheasants, and there are also hundreds
of quail there, merely as a side issue.

Mr. Emeric estimates that he bas over
409 pheasants, and he proposes to set
loose 100 or more of them each year to
run wild through the country, and will
give many away to thosa who desire to
propagate them. This will, of course,
ba of groat benefit toall lovers of bird
shooting, and besides will assist materi-
ally in increasing the number of what
A8 NOW A Tare. ics of fowl in this
stato. Tho pheasants are fed with wheat,
and occasionally chopped liver is glven
to them. They are crossed with bantam
hens, the rosalt being game cocks that
are as pugnacious as their imj
sires; and the pheasant is notably a
fighting bird. Ths golden pheasants
are only fitted for an aviary, and ocoupy
the position that a Sevres vase doce in &
drawing room.

Mr. Emeric has completed negotiations
to have a large invoice of bobwhites sent
to him from the cast, and then he.will
increase the proportions of his aviary to
This bird is

, only a
little larger, and is bettar flavored. It is
a great favorite with eastern lmnters,
and will be gladly welcomed by local
sportsmen. The same coursa will be par-
sued with these hirds as with the pheas-
ants. The propagation of these valuable
and interesting bird-h a hobby with Mr.
Emeric, an expensive one naturally, but
one that he can afford, and his efforte
should receive the earnest support of all
those who are interested in the introduc-
tion of new birds on this coast.—San
Fraucisoo Chronicls.

HANDY RESTAURANTS.

CONVENIENCES FOR WOMEN WHO
GET HUNGRY SHOPPING
Places In Fasblonable Stores Where
Lunehes Are Served to Buyars at Mod-
erate Pricesa—It Is Somothing of an Tn-
ovation, but Has Become Popular.
Several yoars agoa big retail dry goods
bonse tried the experiment of providing
a restaurant for its customers. It took
up n large section of one floor, and was
mml with polished hard wood tables.
A epace waa reserved on the upper floor
for the litchen, and an army of girls
was employed to act as waiters. The ex-
perinient was o success almost from the
start, as the members of the firm knew
would be.

Prior to that timo customers had been
interrupted frequently in the midst of
their shopping by the neceasity of going
ont to lunch, As thero did not happen
to be a good restaurant in the vicinity,
this always meant o considerable loss of
time, and, as o ruls, the shopper would
not return that day. If she desired to do
any other shopping she would go to soms
tore more convenient to the restanrant

where she lunched.

y opening a restaurant (n the store,
thertfore, the frm was enabled to keop
its custorners, and the latter were not
interrupted so nmd.\ in their buying,
Furthermore, many persons came to the
ot Al e yinnsad mpumhnu
by the sight of tho things around them,

«o that the direct profits of the restaurant
were only a small portion of the entire
profits that camne from itin indirect ways.

The restaurant itself was an attrac-
don. It yna large and airy, anda cheer-
full placs to sit in. Shoppers who were
tired on: from standing around bargain
convters or walking from one place to
another found it very pleasant to come
here and rest. [t offen happened that
the Iunch was considernbly prolonged

by the chutting of friends who met at
the tables The food and the way in
which it was prepared did credit to the
place, nnd the prices compared favora-
bly with the prices of the other articles
for sule thera. ~

TROFITS FROM THE START.

The restuurant had not been long in
existence before the firm concluded to
sacure siill further profits from it. They
Qid this by establishing in & ssparate
roow a restaurant for their employes.
The same kind t was served
in the public restanrant was served to
the employes, but at reduced prices.
nearly as could be figared m mployee
obtained their lunch at cost. The only
proviso made by the firm in regard to
this was that those who took advantage
of their restaurant would not be allowed
to leave the establishment until the
day's work was over. The ewployes
were not compelled to patronize the res-
taurant, and if they wanted to go
where were allowed the samo time as
nsual; but it was soon shown that the
finn bad made go mistake, becanse only
a small numberof the employes went
ontside

A number of other dry goods houses
have established restaurants. One of
these is very excellent, and compares
favorably with first-class restaurants
elsewhere. The bill of fare is elaborats,
the mervice is very good, and every at-
tempt is made to please. At the same
time the prices are below those charged
for similar service in regular restaurants

A rteporter visited 8 number of these
restanrants the other day. The one last
referred to was found to be the most at-
tractive. [t is a large room on the sec-
ond floor of the building, away from the
noise of trade, and is very nicely fitted
ap  There is a velvet carpet on the
floor, and the furniture is all appro-
priate. A magnificent carved oak side-
board stands in one corner of the room,
and is made brilliant by handsome uten-
eils of chased and engraved silver and
elaborute picces of cut glass. The table-
cloths are of the finest linen. All the
china and silverware compare in quality
with those found in any firstclass
restanrant. There is only one man in
the restauract and ho is the cashier.

MODERATE PRICES.

The manager is a woman aud the
waiters are all yonng girls. The person
who selected thess evidently had an eye
to the methetic, as they are all pleasant
tolookst. They wear uniform
dresees, with pretty white lace caps and
aprons. The reporter was looked at
with surprise when he came in, and the
mannger camne up to him at once and in-
formed him that gentlemen ywere not

accompanied by
ladies. An exception was made in his
case, bowever, as he was simply looking
for information.

An idea of the prices can bo obtain
from this list of extras on the b\ll of
fare: Chicken soup, 20 cents; lobster ala
Newburg, 80 cents; lamb chops, bread-
ed, with green peas, 85 cents; chicki
croquettes, with cream sance, 40 cents;
roast beef, 25 cents; roast veal, stuffed,
25 cents; roast turkey, with cranberry
sauce, 60 cents. A notice was appended
to the bill of fare to the effect that no
extra charge would be made- when one
portion was served for two. The impor-
tance of this was apparent when it was
found that the portions were nnusually
large, and that one was always large
enongh for two. Leading out of the res-
tanrant was a handsomely fitted writing
room for the benefit of its patrous.
Handsome polished hard wood tables and
pretty little fancy seats were provided,
together with all the little accessories
necessary for comfort.

One of the restaurants had a parlor
adjoining it for the accommodation of
customers. The prices at this restaurant
were considerably below those of the
first. Roast turkey was put down at 80
ocents and roast chicken at the same.
The other extras were: Celery, 12 cents;
Tokay grapes, 10 cents; pw-oronngaa,
b cents, and cranberry sauce, 7 cents.
Al theeo restaurants do their cooking in
the store building.—New York Sun.
