T H E  N A TIO N AL ENCAM PM ENT.
We agree with the  F ree Press th a t tho 

national encampment of the  G rand Army 
a t D etroit Is a  s ta te  affair. Undoubtedly 
It Is no t an affair of D etroit alone, and 
we m ost earnestly urge th a t the  wealthy 
men of th e  stato  contribute largely to 
defraying the  expenses of the  encamp­
ment.

Instead of the  committees In charge of 
arrangem ents legging I t to  Lansing and 
there spending th e ir  b reath pleading for 
a  s ta te  appropriation, the  first thing 
they should do Is to  prepare a  sta tem ent 
of how much money Is w anted and w hat 
It It w anted for. Governor Luce says 
the  am ount wanted is #105,000. We 
suppose th is sta tem ent Is by au thority  of 
those In charge, bu t th is  Is no t satisfac­
tory. T he gentlemen who have au thor­
ised th is  sta tem ent should make public 
the  Items of expense th a t make this 
grand total.

W hat a re  tho plans th a t Involve such an 
expenditure?

Local decorations belong alone to  De­
tr o i t  H ousing the  veterans can be 
done with very little  oxponso, because 
ten ts w ithout charge can be obtained 
from  the  sta te  and the  U nited States.

Wo believe 
such a  sta tem ent Is now tho first thing 
In order, and no t a  raid  on tho state
treasury.'  _

PR ISO N  GIFTS.
Now I t appears th a t a t  Christm astim e 

Navln, tho  convict, was active In secur­
ing  from his fellow convicts a  largo sum 
of money, sta ted  a t  over S500, with 
which a  silver se t was purchased for 
W arden H atch. T ho convicts who sub­
scribed to  this fund are  now kicking 
themselves forgiving money to  an object 
th a t  they think  contributed to  Navln'! 
pardon.

T his practice of eonvlcts making pres­
en ts to  prison officers a t  Christmas time 
prevails In a ll our prisons and Is 
creditable to the  officers. T he convicts 
have small sums sen t them  from friends 
or th a t they bring to  the  prison with 
them and which is deposited with the 
elerk for the  use of th e  convict with tl 
approval of th e  warden. T he expendi­
tu re  of th is money Is made upon orders 
from the  convict and mostly for h is per­
sonal comfort and delectation. W ith 
th is fund he boys delicacies for his diet 
when his appetite  cloys on prison food, 
especially In the  heat of summ er, and 
with It also ho buys his own tobacco, If 
he c annot use tho tobacco furnished him 
by the  s ta te . -

His deposits are  small and needed by 
himself and cannot be maintained or In­
creased by his own labor except In a  few 
Instances. T he officers, therefore, should 
scorn to  receive g ifts from men whose 
sonrces aro so limited.

T he Influence upon the  officer Is not 
good; It puts him under a  certain sense 
of obligations to  the  convicts who have 
contributed to  the  gift. I t  Is for this 
purpose more than anything else th a t the 
most of the  convicts contribute money 
for the  gifts. Perhaps nine-tenths of the 
convicts who contributed to this munfl- 
cent g ift to  W arden H atch w ere appli­
cants for pardon and wore currying fa­
vor to  t h a t end tho same as Navln. Now 
they aro provoked th a t the ir money only 
contributed to  N avln's release.

ous tim es become m arty rs to  h is invont- 
ivo genius.

T ho person referred to  is  a  mathema- 
tician, a  chess export, a  ventriloquist, a 
a  prestidigitator and  a  journalist. He is 
also a  mem ber of th e  New  Y ork Press 
club, and  has provided entertainm ent 
for hundreds of thousands of persona 
H is genius, however, is  more especially 
employed in  inventing puzzles, both of a 
m echanical and  m ontal kiud. H is namo 
is Samnel Loyd. Ho h a s.d n rin g  tho 
past twenty-five years invented over 500 
various problems, tho nam es of the  lead­
ing  gam es having become famous 
throughout th e  length and breadth of 
the  U nited States and even in  Europe.

T his gentlem an is  th e  inven tor of the 
celebrated 14-15 puzzle, parchesi, the 
pony puzzle, th e  trick  donkey puzzle, 
the  pigs in  clover and  m any others. He 
has recently  copyrighted his la test in­
vention. w hich h e  calls "b lin d  luck,” 
and  w hich he pronounces to  bo the  best 
• f  thorn all.

now  he thought o f  one.
Mr. Loyd recently  gave several in te r­

esting particu lars in  relation to  his many 
games. Parchesi w as invented in  1805, 
and th e  idea cam e about in  ra th e r  a  cu ri­
ous w ay. A  Broadway m erchant had 
bought a  quantity  of gay ly  tin ted  paper 
rem arkably cheap, and n o t know ing w hat 
to  do w ith  i t  h ad  suggested to  tho puzzle 
inventor th a t tho colors m ight be utilized 
in  m aking n p  an a ttrac tive  game. In a 
few honrs th e  various combinations of 
colors were deftly  utilized and “ pgr- 
checi" was the  result.

In  1869 the  “ trick  donkey" came to 
lig h t  T his was developed by acciden t 
The inventor's fa the r and  him self wore 
crossing from Europe in  the  com pany of 
a  distinguishodPennsylvanian. T helat- 
te r’s  daughter, A nnie, then a  lit tle  girl 
about 12 years old, being in  need of some 
am usem ent, the  inven tor took a  pair ol 
scissors and a  rough silhouette outline of 
a  donkey, c u t i t  away from  the  body 
the paper, and le ft i t  to  little  A nnie to 
p u t together again. W ith  a  few  later 
improvements the  puzzle assumed the 
form  m ade fam iliar to  m any thous 
of young people.

A lthough th is  happened twenty-five 
years ago the  reporter saw a  le tte r  w rit­
ten quite  recently by  a  N ew  Jersey  firm 
requesting th a t 140,000 copies of this 
puzzle be sent to  them.

" P igs in  clover" w as introduced  about 

twenty-fivo years ago, u n d e r the  name 
of " la  pe tite  bagatelle," and i t  had quite 
an extensive run . I t  was copyrighted 
b u t a fte r tho  expiration of th e  copyright 
some enterprising individual named 
"pigs in  clover," and its popularity  re­
vived.

T he fam ous 14-15 puzzle w as originally 
designed as an advertising medium , and
some 10,000,000 were utilized for tha t
purpose before i t  w as sold as a  game.

His la tes t Invention is  "blind  luck. 
I t has occupied th e  originator eight 
years of study , and  has piised  through 
some hundred various form s before the 
present one was finally selected. Its 
nam e is  a  peculiarly  happy one, and  i t  is 
the  m ost simple looking affair i t  is pos­
sible to  imagine. There is  nothing 
m athem atical in  its appearance. The 
game consists in  placing half a  dozen 
l ittle  sticks upon num bers from  one t< 
six, arranged upon a  horseshoe design 
T he num bers have tho appearance of the 
face of dice, there  being fou r ones 
so on u n til four sixes are  reached. The 
game is to  try  and  m ake fifty-one or pre­
vent your opponent from  m aking it. 
Each player plays a ltern a te ly ..

The m ystery in  tho ffrm c  is to  explain 
w hy i t  is  th a t the  m ore you look a t  it  
and study  it ,  the  g rea ter is  the  certainty 
of your being beaten by  one who plays 
haphazard and depends en tirely  upon 
his luck to  win.

P. T. B araum  invested thousands of 
dollars in  advertising h is show through 
tho medium  of the  pony puzzle and  tho 
&ick donkey puzzle. So d id  m any others, 
though n o t on the  sam e colossal scale. 
T here  is  scarcely a  novelty publishing 
house th a t is  n o t moro o r  less fam iliar 
w ith  th is puzzle inven ting  genius.—New 
York News.

T o  come on his 
plane  of thought, as I  said. Is no t ne­
cessarily to  descend. I  tru s t he will not 
Impute motives to  me w hich I  do not 
en terta in . H is own u tterances m ust be 
th e  criterion  b y  which people may Judge 
where he stands. Now, fo r purposes 
th is discussion, we will agree  th a t "P il­
grim’s"  God Is everywhere p resent and 
th e  m aker and fa the r of a ll. Will 
grim " now please te ll me how those who 
are  not so good as th e  re s t of his chil­
dren g e t to  be no t h is children? I f  you 
have a  son and  he m urders or s tea ls  am  
you any tho  less h is fa the r?  Please look 
carefully a t  th a t Jumble. You say  I 
represen t them (the  bad children) as his 
children. J u s t  so. W hat else can they 
be, according to  th e  premises. Is  tha t 
merely my opinion or Is It a  fact?

Pilgrim  evidently th inks It a  mistake 
for mo to  have an opinion. As I said be­
fore, It Is folly to  quote so-called Scrip­
tu re  to  sustain positions of this kind, for 
th is very reason, th a t they are  con tra­
dictory. I  cited him to passages from 
the  Bible merely to  offset w hat he quoted 
before, th a t hell was an e ternal destiny 
for thuso who did no t believe on the  Son 
and the  simple w ords, “no t m yoplnlon,” 
told th e  story.

Now, he quotes some more of tho same 
stuff, only they sh ift tbe  reason for hell 
torm ent on to  the unrighteous for mis­
deeds, Instead of non-belief on th e  Son, 
showing conclusively the ir contradictory 
na tu re , and thus do no t bear the  stamp 
of a  perfect mind as th e ir  au thor; t 
have value only as a ll opinions of 
and are  tru e  only as they run parallel 
with existing facts, notlceatdc It

As we have go such fac t a= eternal 
to rtu re  for any one hum an being among 
onr own common hum anity, so we have 
no firm foundation to  base such a  con­
clusion on.

I  tru s t Pilgrim  will examine his owr 
soul, and try  to  see w hat I t is In him th a t 
desires and seems to  gloat over this 
e ternal to r tu re  as a  hoped for destiny 
for some of h is follow men. W ith my 
m ake up  I  should go mad If I could en­
dorse I t as a  fac t for a  moment. "  ‘ 
tru e  there a re  some terrlbe int 
women In our world, and gone over tho 
othe r side, In whom th e  tige r and hyena 
the  sloth a nd  tho bat, were more pre­
dom inant than the  dove and tho lamb, 
the  a n t o r  tho bee, as qualities symboli­
cal; b u t as they did not make themselves 
who was responsible for th a t?  They 
simply act ou t the ir na tures and a  cor- 
ta ln  am ount of suffering i» the  resu lt or 
effect of Intem perate uses and abuses 
T his law of na tu re  Is eternal, and in this 
sense only can the re  be eternal suffer­
ing; no t for one Individual, b u t as a  law 
to  which each Is sobjected In proportion 
to his deeds until the  last Jot Is paid.

Dignity nnd W orth of the  Nome.
W hat then  aro  the  m eans of perpetu­

a tin g  good fam ily stocks in  a  democracy? 
T he f irst is country  life. In  th is  regard 
democracies have m uch to  leam  from 
the  E uropean aristocracies w hich have 
proved to  be durablo. A ll tho  vigorous 
aristocracies of past centuries lived in 
tho  country  a  largo p a rt of tho year. 
The m en wore soldiers nnd sportsmen 
for the  m ost p a rt, and  lived on detached 
estates sparsely peopled by  an ag ricu lt­
u ral and m artial tenan try . They were 
of toner in  cam p th a n  in  tho  tow n or city. 
T hoir women lived  in  castles, halls or 
chateaux in  tho open country  alm ost the  
whole year, and  the ir child ren  were born 
a nd  b rought up  there. Tho aris tocratic  

noble fam ilies of modern Europo 
s till have the ir p rincipal seats in  the 
c ountry, and  go  to  tow n only for a  few 
m onths of th e  year.

N ext, a  p erm anent fam ily should have
perm anent dw elling place, domicile,
■ home tow n. In  older societies this 

has alw ays been tho  case. Indeed, a 
place often  le n t its  nam e to  % fam ily. In 
A m erican cities a n d  large  tow ns there 
a re  as y e t no  such th ings os perm anent 
family houses. E ven jn  tho o ldest cities 
of th e  east hard ly  any  fam ily lives f 
single house th rough  the  whole of 
generation, a n d  i t  i s  very ra re  th a t tw o 
successive generations a re  born in

me house.
Rapid changes of residence are 

ru le  fo r a lm ost everybody, so th a t a  city 
d irectory w hich is more than  one year 
old is u n trustw orthy  for home addresses. 
I t is  a lm ost impossible for the  hum an 
m ind to  a ttr ib u te  d ign ity  nnd social cc 
rideration to  a  fam ily which lives in 
hotel o r w hich moves in to  a  now flat 
every 1st of May. In  tho country, 
however, th ings a re  m uch better. Ir 
tho older s ta te s  the re  are  plen ty  of fam i­
lies w hich have inhabited  the  sam e town 
for several generations; there  are  a  few 
fam ilies w hich have inhabited the  i 
house fo r th ree  generations.

Tho nex t m eans of prom oting fanrfly 
perm anence is  th e  transm ission of a  fam ­
ily  business o r occupation from  fa the r to 
sons, fat a ll old countries th is  inherit­
ance of a  trade , shop o r  profession i s  a  
m a tte r  of course. U nder r ig h t condi­
tions, a  transm itted  business tends to  
m ake a  sound fam ily more secure and 
perm anent, and  a  perm anent fam ily 
tends to  hold and  perfect a  valuable 
business. T his principle, w hich is  se­
cure ly  founded on biological law , ap­
plies best in  the  trades a n d  professions, 
in  ord inary  commerce, and  in  th e  in­
dustries w hich do no t requ ire  immense 
cap ita l; b u t in  Europo m any vast indus­
tr ie s  and  m any grea t financial and mer­
cantile  concerns aro  fam ily properties, 
and  the re  is in  our own coun try  already 
a  d istinct tendency to  th is fam ily m an­
agem ent of largo businesses as being 
more economical and v ig ilan t th a n  cor­
porate m anagem ent, and  more discern­
ing  and  prom pter in  picking o u t and  ad­
vancing capable m en of all grades.— 
President C. W . E lio t Jn Forum.

Wlinl Koch's Discover? Deads To.
I t  can  la tely  bo nssutrted th a t every 

sta tem ent m ade by Koch himself is true
1 accurate, l lo  has gono no  farthe r 

than  is  justified by  tho  actual scientific 
facts. W ith  th is  assum ption, no one 
can doubt th a t K och has made ono of 

im portan t discoveries in tho 
history of medicine. If i t  bo trn e  th a t 
•phthisis in  tho beginning can  bo cured 

w ith certain ty ," i t  is possible, if  not 
probable, th a t consumption m ay bo 
cored in  tho la te r  stages by  supplem ent­
ing tho injections by  general hygienic 
measures of trea tm en t, antiseptic inlta- 
lotions and  so on, which have already 
been fonnd useful.

Tho direc t value o f tho  discovery of a 
means of curing  a  disease w hich is re­
sponsible fo r ono ten th  of tho deaths 
from  all causes, including violence, is 
indeed grea t; b u t  the  im agination a l­
m ost fails to  grasp  tho  im portance of tho 
method oxtendod to  other diseases pro­
duced b y  micro-organisms. If  wo know 
tho exact mochnnism o f  tho  cu re  for con­
sum ption, i t  is  certain  th a t wo shall soon 
bo able to  successfully apply th is  knowl- 
odgo to  tho study  of other diseases.

I t  is possible, in  tho  lig h t o f w h a t has 
recently been accomplished b y  Koch, 
th a t in  tho  near fu turo  m any curative 
lymphs w ill bo discovered, each produced 
by tho special micro-organism  of each 
disease. I t  w ould  then bo no t too mnch 
to  expect th a t these agents would prompt­
ly  arrest tho different diseases to  w hich 
•hey aro  applicable. F or example: Tho 
fyphoid lym ph, tho diphtheric lymph, 
the  lympji fo r measles, scarle t fever, etc., 
w ould prom ptly a rre s t these diseases and 
save patien ts from  the  degenorations nnd 
tho accidents w hich aro liable to  occur 
w hen these diseases are  allowed to  run 
the ir course, and  th a t  convalescence will 
bo prom pt because tho  diseases havo not 
produced dam age w hich c an  only bo re­
paired by time. T ru ly  th is  would bo a 
revolution in  mediciuo, nnd i t  now seems 
to  bo impending.—Dr. A ustin  F lin t in
Forum.

w ith a  resourceful m ind. Tho fac t tha t 
tho aforesaid m aster, when n o t too busy 
a rranging  investm ents fo r h is surplus 
cash, does a  lit tle  newspaper w ork, per 
haps accounts fo r th e  resourceful m ind 
L ate  F riday  forenoon th is gentlem an 
opened the  front door o f h is residence 
prepared for h is  custom ary saun ter to  
the  elevated station. A  snow drift from 
tw o to  throo feet deep completely cov­
ered h is doorstep. H is wife a t  h is el­
bow suggested th a t  he go dow n stairs 
and  get th e  snow  shovel, b u t  ho treated 
the  suggestion a s  n playful jest.

A fter contem plating tho  snow bank a 
few  seconds ho w histled fo r h is  dog. 
An anim ated bundle o f h a ir  camo tum ­
bling  in to  th e  hallw ay. "O olahl" spoke 
tho m aster, “do yon w an t to  go for a 
w alk!'' W ith a  quick  ba rk  of delight 
tho lit t le  dog plunged o u t o f  tho door 
and  rolled dow n tho steps to  tho side­
walk. T hen, a fte r  a  good deal of lack ­
ing  and  rolling ntxmt, tho  anim al re­
gained his feet, nnd obej-ing his m aster’s 
call scrambled up  tho steps and  back 
into tho  house.

Diphtheria an<1 Ton.llltli.
D iphtheria is a  constitutional disease; 

I t is in  tho  blood, b u t itm an y  tim esm an- 
ifeots itself locally in  tho th roat. It 
often causes w hite spots to  appear on  tho 
tonsils ond even on  other pa rts  of tho 
throat. B a t theso w hite  spots a re  far 
different in  appearance from  those soon 
in  toneilitis. A grea t num ber of por- 
soiis aro frightened a s  soon as they sec 
w hite  spots on tho tonsils; b u t i f  the re  is 
no epidemic o f diphtheria  in  the  neigh­
borhood do no t, as a  general thing, fear 
th a t tho  trouble is  diphtheria. In  nine 
cases o u t of ton  i t  is tonsilitis.

A  dangerous sym ptom  in  th is case, 
however, is a  bad soro th roat w ithout fe­
ver a t  tho outset. I havo scon tho most 
fa ta l eases of diphtheria  s ta r t in  th is way, 
and  I  dread such coses m ost qf a ll. A 
troublesome sore th roat before tho fever 
oomcs on is suspicions, and  needs a  physi­
cian promptly. A fever, accompanied 
generally w ith  coryza, b u t n o t always, 
followed by sore th ro at, is  p robably ton- 
silitis, and  can bo trea ted  a t  homo gen­
erally. W o may get w hite  spo tsin  both 
cases, Tho w hite  spots differ widely in 
the  tw o diseases. In tonsilitis tho w hite 
spots are  merely dead cells th a t a re  
broken down, disin tegrated  and  aro 
forced to  tho surface. T hey can bs 
brushed aw ay, b u t they  aro  a  trifling 
thing  ns compared w ith  tho  spots in  d iph­
theria.

W ithout going deeply in to  the  subject 
o f d iph theria  a t  th is tim o, I  shall simply 
say th a t the  spots in  th is  disease are  the 
appearance a t  tho  surfacoof tho tonsils of 
a  tenacious membrane. T his membrane 
dips dow n in to  tho  surface o f  tho tonsils, 
nnd if  removed leaves a  bleeding, ngly 
track behind it, w hich is  la to r filled w ith 
another mombrano ju s tn s  tenacious.—A 
Physician in  Boston Globe.

A  melancholy 
ligh t over in  Brooklyn th e  other day 
w hen a  m an was taken  to  c o a r t on the  
charge of neglecting to  provide for his 
fam ily. Ho solemnly asseverated th a t 
he carried home a ll th e  money he earned. 
Being fu rth e r  questioned, he  adm itted 
th a t h is sole m eans of livelihood was 
serving a s  a  ju ro r, and  th a t  h e  only go t 
a  chance to  prosecnto h is  vocation about 
once a  year. T his is sometim es scoffed 
a t  as th e  age of the  decadence of faith . 
B ut th ink  of th e  faith  w hich th is poor 
m an has exercised day  a fte r  day and 
y ear a fte r  yearl Is  i t  any  w onder if  he 
has sometimes donbted  w hether, a fte r 
a ll, tria l by ju ry  is th e  palladium  
liberties?

Certainly he w ere to  be  pardoned if 
questionings and  suspicions sometimes 

h is m ind. S till th e  calm  w ings 
of his faith  soared above such petty 
things, and  ho faced tho fu tu re  w ith  con­
fidence. A sa  fam ily provider, though, i t  
is plain th a t  such a  person has serious 
drawbacks. E n t there’s  no  denying his 
faith . I t  m igh t n o t be able to  remove 
m ountains, b u t i t  would n o t hesitate at 
a  fair sized hill.—N ew  Y ork  T ribune.

Fire* In New York.
T h a t tho grow th of th e  w ork  which 

New Y ork firemen are  called on to  do 
demands the  best apparatus which can 
be m ade, a nd  th a t every valuable im ­
provem ent m ust bo adopted w ill be ap­
paren t from  even a  casual inspection of 
the  sta tistics of fires and  consequent 
losses. In  1888, tho  year a fte r th e  paid 
departm ent took th e  places o f tho  volun­
teers, there  were 790 fires in  the  city.

A  novel idea has been presented to  the 
English trade  to  m eet th e  competition 
from  m anufacturers w ho have stores for 
reta iling  th e ir  own goods. I t  is pro­
posed to  form  a  company with a  capital 
stock of $100,000. T his company will 
pay cash for the  goods, w hich will be re ­
sold to  shareholders a t invoice prices, 
p lus a  charge of 5 per cent, to  cover ex­
penses. The object of the  company is 
th a t the  shareholders, who are  retailers, 
w ill be able to  buy  all classes of goods 
a t  the  low est w holesale prices for cash, 
w ithout reference to  th e  quantity  b ough t

B y th is plan of co-operative buying it  
is figured th a t a  g rea t saving can be 
m ade over the  regular w ay of buying in 
small lots by  retailers, who lose the 
trade  discounts and  o the r item s, which 
i t  is  estim ated m ake a  to ta l o f  about 15 
per cent. The m ultip le  shop competi­
tion is  said to  be bearing  heavily on the 
small retailers, and  some plan of this 
k ind is  necessary if  they are  no t to  be 
crowded out. The idea is a n  excellent 
one, b u t w hether i t  can  be m ade a  prac­
tical success o r n o t rem ains to  be seen.

THEY DISCAED WIGS.

From  one of the  old fashioned houses 
in  E as t Broadway hangs th is sign: 
"Ladies’ Barber Shop. Ladies’ H air Cut 
and Dressed." Tho visions of daintily  
perfum ed rooms and pretty  women a t­
tendants th a t m ay be aroused by th is are 
no t borne ou t by clever inspection. In 
fac t these combinations don’t flourish 
in  th a t locality. B u t nevertheless the 
place has an interesting history. The 
proprietor is  a  square facel man w ith  a 
bald head and brown mustache. Etc is 
a  Russian Hebrew, and learned the  art 
of ha ir dressing in  Russia. He practiced 
i t  in  G erm any a n d  A ustria, also, before 
he came to  New  Y ork to  beautify  tho 
heads of tho east side belles. Many n 
blushing kalla (bride) has had her hair 
done up  in  tastefu l coils by  h is nimble 
fingers previous to  her wedding. Busi­
ness was dull tho other day  when a  re­
porter called upon the  barber.

"M ost of my custom ers are Jewish 
girls, of course," h e  said. "T im es have 
changed greatly  since I  received my ap­
prenticeship. The g irls a re  no t so pious 
any more, no t even tho daughters of the  
most orthodox families. There is a 
spirit of freedom in  the  a ir  ia  th is  coun­
try  which overwhelms m any of tho  old 
tim e customs, and  Jew s do here many 
things which would cause th e ir  ostra­
cism in the  Jew ish quarters of tho Ros- 
siau villages.

GIRLS WITH SHORT HAIR.
"W hen I  first began m y w ork  all 

Jew ish g irls  and  women woro wigs. 
They clipped thoir own hair very close 
and wore tho wigs over it. Before iny 
tim e tb ay  used to  shave their heads. 
The reason for th is  custom  was th a t 
some rabbi had declared i t  proper. He 
argued th a t i t  subdued the  spirit of van­
ity  inheren t in  a ll women. His dictum  
was generally approved, a ud  it  became 
so general a  custom th a t no pious Jew ­
ish w oman would have exhibited her 
own hair in  public under any circum ­
stances.

" If  by  chance h e r w ig w as displaced 
and her own hair was revealed she con­
sidered i t  a  calam ity, and  prayed earn­
estly  th a t her involuntary sin  m igh t be 
forgiven. The w igs were never allowed 
to  be ornam ental, b u t  were alw ays very 
plain and common looking. T his cus­
tom still prevails in  the  sm all tow ns and 
villages of Russia and  Russian Poland, 
Elsewhere i t  has been modified.

" I  w as abroad a  few years ago, and no­
ticed th a t in  tho cities th e  women have 
established a  new system. Instead of 
clipping their ha ir short all over the 
head they now let i t  grow  in  a  bang in 
fron t and  clip tho  r e s t  T hey w ear little  
skull caps over th e  clipped pa rt, and 
only p u t on th e  wigs occasionally. Very 
few w ear wigs in  the  morning, and  they 
do the ir m arketing  w ithout them . The 
appearance of a  lo t of women with 
bangs stray ing  from under sku ll caps is 
very odd.

“The influence of A m erica upon tl  * 
custom is remarkable. I t  is well known 
abroad th a t i t  has been discarded here, 
and the  result is th a t m ost of the  women 
im m igrants are  prepared for it. In  fact 
I  have come across a  num ber of girls 
who le t their h a ir  grow  secretly  under 
the ir w igs while they were s till in  their 
native villages, and th rew  the ir wigs 
overboard as soon as they  go t on th e  ves­
sels th a t carried them  to  these shores. 
Of course if  they h id  been detected a t 
home they would have received scan t 
courtesy from  tho  rabbis.

A QUEER CASE.
" I t  may seem strange th a t Chief Rabbi 

Joseph doesn’t insist upon tho  continu­
ance of th is  custom in N ew  York, b u t I 
imagine th a t he has been advised th a t it 
would be impossible to  enforce i t  Most 
of the  w omen w ait u n til they  come here 
before they le t the ir h a ir  grow.

“ I t  is my business to- train  and tr im  it  
a fte r  i t  is grown. You see even tho  girls 
w ho have held to  the  custom u n til thoy 
come to th is country  give i t  up  when 
they sec* how lonesome they  a re  here. It 
is no easy task to  fix the ir ha ir, because 
constant clipping h is  stiffened and  hard­
ened it. I t is am using, though, th a t 
theso girls are very critical. Oace they 
discard tho clipping and  w ig business 
they go t )  the  other extremo. I t  is  as 
though nil tho natura l vau ity  th a t h;is 
been pent up  in  them  had suddenly been 
le t loose.

"A bout a  year ago I  was called upon 
to  testify  in  a  law suit about th is custom. 
A lexander Levy, a  Polish fu r m aker, had 
been arrested upon tho,chargo o f Eliza 
Blashkor. She said th a t she had  advanced 
him money upon liis promise to  m arry  
her, which he had  failed to  refund when 
tho promise was broken. I t  camo out 
in  th e  tria l t h a t he was anxious to  m arry  
her, b u t th a t his pa ren ts  objected be­
cause she w asn 't pious enough. H e ad­
m itted on the  witness stand  th a t this 
w as the  case. Ho said th a t his parents 
had threatened to  cast him  off, and  to 
mourn for him a s if  he were dead if  he 
married the girl.

"The m ain objection, it  seems, was tha t 
she w ouldn't shave off h e r ha ir aud  wear 
a  w ig as his m other d id. The girl gave 
the keynote of the  feeling in  the ortho­
dox com m unity hero w hen she said th a t 
she had refused to  do this because the 
custom  had boen generally abandoned, 
and because she was an A m erican and 
d idn 't propose to  m ake a  guy of herself.

" I t  is only rarely  th a t I  find .any wo­
men, even am ong the  old ones, w ho ad­
here to  the  custom. My w ork has grown 
away from  w hat i t  was originally, and 
now i t  is m ainly h a ir  dressing, a fte r tho 
modes prevalent in  th is and all other 
civilized countries.’’—New Y ork  Sun.
