A COMMENT ON LUCE.
Speaking o f tha  Marquotto prison Gov, 

Luce says:
"T h is was finished In tho spring of 

1889, and was opened oarly In tho sum­
mer. W ith our present prison popula­
tion, th ree  or four hundred less than five 
years ago, wo had ample provision for 
all of them ; bu t the  prison having been 
constructed, I t seemed wiser to  open and 
occupy than  to le t stand."

Gov. Luce knows the  construction of 
th a t building was In p a rt a  political Job, 
and was an Imposition upon tho taxpay­
ers of the  state

I t  Is not true  th a t our prison popula­
tion Is three or four hundred less than 
five years ago. There has no t been a 
day In the  past six years when there was 
not from 100 to  200 empty cells In the 
sta te  house o f correc tional Ionia. There 
are  a t th is tim e about 220 cells empty 
there now.

There Is no sense In running the  Mar­
quette  prison. T o  do so Is a  continuous 
Imposition on the taxpayers, In order to 
provide a  Job for two or three dozen 
office seekers. Tho exact population of 
the  prison Is not given, b u t I t probably 
does not exceed 50, and the  conflnomcnt 
of each convict costs tho s ta te  81,000. 
To say th a t th is is bettor policy than  tc 
shu t the  prison up Is sheer folly. & 
watchman could be pu t In charge of the 
building a t  an expense to  the  sta te  of 
perhaps 81,000, and yet th is Is not 
thought as wise as to  open It to  receive 
40 o r 50 convicts and nearly as many 
officers a t  an expense of 850,000 per 
year.

T h e  sta te  Is losing In another way by 
running this M arquette p rison; the 
vlcts could be worked to  good advantage 
with tho short-tim e convicts a t  Ionia  on 
state labor, and they would m ore,than 
support themselves.

T he M arquette prison should be recon­
structed  for the  care of the 
sar.o of the upper peninsula. Any 
good arch itect could remove the  cell 
block and p u t the  wing, ro t 
and w arden's residence In good shape for 
tho care of 159 to  200 Insane persons : 
about the expense of m aintaining I t as 
prison for one year. T h is  would save 
largo expenditure for another Insane 
asylum, or a  number of cottages, 
called, th a t cost enormously compared 
w ith the ir modest name.

T H E  P O IN T  » F  IT.
Tho F ree  Press can no t understand 

why Gov. Luce recommends th a t  the 
election law shall be so amended tha t 
th e  voter shall bo required to  make a 
ha lt In the  polling booth of one minute.

V ie  purpose clearly Is to  guard against 
bribery. If  the  voter sells his vote and 
has received the ballo t he Is to  c as t he 

Ivo an assurance th a t th e  goods 
will be delivered by passing to the  ballot 

through th e  booth so quickly th a t 
be could have no chance to  change the 
ballot.

I t  Is to  defeat this possibility th a t the 
iggestlon Is made by Gov. Luce and It 

Is sensible.

TnE action of tho president In naming 
Ex-Senator Hill from Colorado for a  high 
office w ithout consulting the  senators of 

sta te  Is regarded as punishm ent of 
those senators fo r speaking against the 
force bill and voting to  displace It with 
th e  financial bill.

g reater wisdom than  tho .popular voice, 
rejects Hand m aintains an exist!qg order 
th a t Is subject to  popular doubts of Its

The Bank of Franco's Big Loan.
The recent loan o f  75,000,000 francs 

in  gold by  tho Bank of F rance  to  the 
Bank of England  is Btill th e  ob ject of 
acrimoniona criticism . Hero is how  the 
73,000,000 was transferred  from  the 
lender to  th e  borrow er. Tho loan was 
made in  ingots of fine gold a t  th e  m ar­
ket rale  on  th e  day  of transfer. The 
Bank of England w as obliged to  send to  
Paris an agen t supplied w ith  an English 
treasury  bond signed by tho  first lord of 
the  treasury  a sag u a ra n te eo f  reim burse­
ment.

Tho ingots wore delivered in  th ree  in ­
s tillm en ts  of 25,000,000 each, on three 
different days, in  tho cou rt yard of the 
Bank of France, to  th e  English repre­
sentative, and  from  th a t m om ent the 
precious m e ta l w as entirely  a t  th e  lat- 
te r's risk. W hen th e  day  o f paym ent 
trrives—three m onths hence, if  ni 
newal is  asked—the loan m ust be repaid 
a t  the  Bank of France , e ither in  ii

i pounds sterling, valued a t  the ir  
weight in  fine gold.—Paris  Cor. fipoch.

Equal Pay for Women.
In a  recen t interview  reported in  Tho 

New  Y ork M ail a n d  Express Mr. G . W. 
Childs said:

W om en are  advancing  rap id ly , and  I  
am  glad to  see it. T hey  should have an 
equal chance w ith  men. T he o the r day 
I  employed a  chemist—a  woman—and I 
pay her $1,500 a  year, th e  sam e price I  
should p a y  a  man. I  utoke no difference 
in  the  salaries paid on m y paper. I  em­
ploy m any  women w riters, and  they  do 
ju s t as good w ork and  receive ju s t as 
good pay  as tho  men. My w riters bavo 
instructions never to  w rite alleged hum or 
about th e  m utker-in-Iaw. or any  joke  a t 
theexpenseof woman. If  you w ill notice 
you w ill no t find the  facetious flings a t 
th e  opposite sex w hich  characterize the 
so culled hum orous paragraphs in  m any 
papers. I t  is  no t r ig h t to  poke fun a t 
women; they  deserve and  should havo 
our deepest adm iration and respect, 
alw ays te ll tho women w riters on 
paper to  stand  u p  for the ir sex., I t  is 
alm ost impossible to  p red ic t th e  futnre  
chances of success for women. M any of 
them  now aro earn ing  salaries equal to  
th e ir  male brethren. The professions 

open to  women, and  they an 
vancing all dlong the  line. T hey should 

iconraged os m uch o s possible.

A New War Story.
T his story of how thirty-six  brave sol- 
iers on tho one side p u t to  u tte r  rout 

and  rapid flight 8,000 bravo soldiery on 
th e  other side is from  tho lips of a  pri­
vate  w ho fought in  tho ranks through 
the  stirring scenes of the  sixties and 
came out w ith  an honorable discharge. 
In  1862 H anover Junction , a  little  town 
between the  forks of th e  N orth  A nna and 
South A nna rivers, was held by  a  body of 
troops from  Longstreet’s brigade. There
