Alter quot-
fug almost verbatim the general
wcope and, In fact, almost the text,
of the Hoar-Davenport bill, Mr. Quay so
chianges It as to provide that the call for
federal control of elections fn each
voting precinct shall only )0 made when
the president shall ‘Mve become con-
vinced by proper represontation that
such action is necessary; thal then the
writ of habeas corpus shall be suspended
aud the power of the military bo lu-
voked {f necessary to fusure far elec-
tons wherever such may be in doubt.
Of course it Is understood that this
bill 1s lutroduced first to antagonize the
Hoar bill and generally to make the
whole idea of federal control of elections
s0 odious as to bring out a fresh and
more violent protest from the country.
All of which proves afresh that the two
Penosylvania senators know of other
ways of killipg a cat besides choking her
with hot butter.

negroes be deported to the Congo Free
State. but that is a matter that must be
taken careof by the uegroes themselves.”

“What advantages wonld accrue to
the negroes if they should emigrate to
that conntry in large numbers?™

“The advantages would Le many.
There is any amount of land to be had
for the asking; the laws are favorable
\nd calculated to promote happiness and

ontent: the climate for the negroes is

comparatively healthys the soil is fortile
and the country new, o that the slight-
est cultivation cannot fail to bo followed
by the most gratifying results. In these
facts lie the advantages that would fol-
low for the emigrating negroes.  Value
at the same time must be given to the
fact that they would become residents
of their mative land.  Whites—that is,
the Cancasian race—cannot colonize the
Congo Free State

*A white man while living.in the

Congo valles threa years would expend

n years of vitality and the white wom-
an could not ret health. The result
of this wonld b children of puny ffames
and inferior intelligence. [t wonld have
the effect of forever keeping the Congo
Free State in a condition of inconse-

quence amoug the nations of ‘the world.
wnh negroes forining the majority of
its citizenship it wonm with proper en-
couragement, make remarkable develop-
ment and in time become a great nation.”

FORWARD OR BACKWARD

*Is ther any possibility, if the Ameri-
can negro should go to Africa, that he
‘would, becuuse of contact with the say-
ages, retrograde from a condition of
civilization: or, on the contrary, would
his presence thera have a benoficial in-
finence upon the growth of civilization
among the natives”

“That is very difficult to answer, The
laws of the Congo Free State have been
made with the thought of havinga civil-
izing effect upon the savages. If the
civilized blaciis going into that country
were develuped morally, it is safe to say
that their ‘contact with the savages'
would be happy. [f, on the contrary,
they were of degraded character, if
would follow that they would deterior-
ate, practice polygamy, ete.”

“What obstacies would they have to
overcome before they would become
thriving colonists?”

“No very, great obstacles would pre-
sont themselves Sheep, goats and cattle
are of prolific growth, and the rivers
teem with fish, and to be successfdl it
would only ueed that the colonists should
show that kil of expression of industry
that descrves success The emigrant
should rewwmber, though, that he is
gaing to « land where desirable results
be secured only after toil, and
. while nature is lavish in her gifts,
)ut bread would have to be earned liter-
ally with the sweat of the brow.”

‘Would they have any share in the
conduct of government, the making and
the executing of laws, ete., or would the
whites attempt to dominate them?*

w'At present the Congo Free State's
government is entirely in the hands of
the whites, but in my opinion, I think if
any black man proved his capacity he
would receive a.l that any could expect.
Governor Janson had a Lagos negro as
bis secretary aud he was an able man.
He enjoyed much power in the colony.
No, it would only be a question of the
best material.”

For instance, rattan cane,
which is growing scarce in the market,
in Africs rows in unlimited quantities.
Of course there haye been many obsta-
cles to prevent the development of the
Congo Valley trade, the most important
of which by boen the tost of portage to
place of s1ipment.

‘A railway is now in course of con-
struction, which, when completed, will
remedy this evil, and those merchants
who nre mnow handicapped by the ex-
pense of transportation will reap the
benefits that must come as the sequence
of their being on the ground. Amerl-
cans seem to° be dead to these opportu-
nities They ought to be there now and
cultivating {rade, so that when the rail-
road is in operation to bring the interior
nearer the coast they will be in a situa-
non to reap a fair share of the profits
that must follow.
