QUAY’8 FO RCE BILL.
Senator Quay proposes an amendment 

to  the  Lodge bill, th a t explicitly gives 
power te  the  president “ to  suspend the 
w rit of habeas corpus and to  employ the 
armed forces of the  U nited States, naval 
and m ilitary, for its enforcement and 
for the protection of the officers whose 
duties are  herein provided for."

I t  has been indignantly  denied th a t 
th is proposed election law is a  force bill. 
I t  la dented th a t Its provisions a re  to  be 
enforced by the  bayonet, and on th is  ac­
count Mr. Quay has all along sneered at 
the  bill as weak and no t “ drastic" 
enough for the  purpose it  is  Intended 
to  accomplish, and therefore he has been 
indifferent to Its fate. Now ho comes 
forw ard w ith the  provision he deems 
necessary, and the re  Is no mistaking its 
meaning.

Should th is amendment prevail I t will 
In reality  be a  force bill th a t would force 
th e  negro to  th e  fron t and the  white 
man to  the  rea r; moreover, i t  Is more 
than  likely it  would lead to  sad scone* 
of r io t and blood. I t  is not a t  all prob­
able th a t I t will be adopted; its  b rutal 
frankness would end the  Republican 
party , and th e  Republican party  know
this.

T he bayonet Is undoubtedly hi 
away in th e  Lodge bill, bu t its exist­
ence there  has been denied. I f  thl: 
Quay amendment is rejected It will have 
the  effect of a  legislative denial th a t the 
Lodge bill confers these powers regard 
ing  the  w rit of habeas corpus and the 
arm y on the  president, and he theref* 
could n o t Invoke them If the  bi’l should 
become a  law. In  th a t case the  
would be almost harmless and fall far 
short of the  effect expected from it.

should be left to  carry  th is deficit for 
themselves until they have been sufll 
clently punished for the ir arb itrary  
course.

T his Is a  very different sort of a  thing 
from a  deficit a rising o u t of necei 
and ex traordinary expenditures in  due 
course of adm inistration. Such a  thing 
cannot be helped. B u t if the  leglslatu 
sets aside a  certain  sum for building 
hospital the  m anagers m ust keep within 
th a t sum o r nearly so. T heir  authority  
in such a  m atter Is explicit and limited 
If they receive 820,000 for a  hospital 
they are  self willed and defiant if they 
build a  hospital th a t costs 830,000 
they should suffer for such unlawful 
conduct.
