Were Murdered.

Wasmixaroy, Jan, 16.—Tho commls-
sloner of Tndian affalrs has recaived from
Elaine Goodale, supervisor of educatlon,
the followIng lotter, datad Pino Rldge,
January 12:

*‘Yours of the 7th Instant asking for &
report of tho battlo at Wounded Knee 18
recelved. [ was not an eye-witnoss of
the fight, and my (nformation has been
obtained chlefly from Tudian prisoners
who engaged In It and half-breeds who
wore present, and from partles who vis-
Ited the battle-field several days alter the
encounter.

“The testimony of the survivors of
Big Foot's band is unanimous onone im-
portant polnt, namely, that the Indlans
did not dellberately plan a resistance.
The party was not & war party, accord-
ing to thelr statemonts (which I belleva
to be true), but a party Intending to
visit tho agéncy at the Invitation of Red
Cloud.

“The Indlans say that many of the
men wers uoarmed. Whan they mat
the troaps they anticipated no trouble.
There was constant friendly Intercourse
between the soldlers and the Indlans,
even women shaking hands with the of-
ficers and mon. The demand for thelr
arme was & surprise to the Indians, but
the great majority of thom chose to snb-
mit quiotly. The tepees had already
been searched, and a largo number of
guus, knlves aud hatchets coafiscated
whon the searching of the persons of the
men was begun. The women say that
they, too, were searched, and thelr
knlves, which they always carry for do-
mestic purposes, taken from them.
pumber of tho mon had surrendered
thelr rifles and cartridge belts whau one
young man, who Is described by the In-
dlans as & good-for-nothing young fel-
low, fired a single shot This called
forth a volley from the troops, and the
firing and confusion becamo ganeral.

*“I do not credit tho statement, which
has been made by some, that the women
carried arms and participated actively
In the fight. The welght of the testl-
mony Is overwhelmlogly agalnst thls
supposition. There may n one
or two fsolated cases of this kind, but
there fs no doubt that the great majority
of tho women and childron, as well as
mlny uparmed men and youth, had no
thought of anything but fight. The;
were pursued up the ravines and shol
down Indlscriminately by the soldlers.
“It {s reported that one of the officers
called out: ‘Don’t shoot tho squaws,’
but the men were doubtless too much ex-
clted to oboy. The killing of the women
and children was In part uoavoldable,
owing to cenfusion, but I think there is
no doubt that It was in many cases de-
liberate aud Intentional. The Seventh
Cavalry (Custer's old command) had an
old grudge to pay.

“The party of scouts who burled the
dead report 84 bodles of men and boys,
44 of women and 18 of small children.
Some were carrled off by the hostiles.
A number of prisoners, chiefly women,
havo since dled of thelr wonnds and
more will soon follow. The pmy who
visited the battle-field on January 1 to
rescve any wounded who mkhl h 0
been abandoned, brought In seven and
reported that nalrly all of the bodles of
the men wero lying close about Big
Foot's tent, while the women and child-
ren were scattered alonk s distance of
two miles from the scono of tho en-
counter.

“‘The maln reflection which occurs to
me {n connection with this most unfor-
tunate affalr s that the same thing
should not be allowed to happen agaln.
The_ frresponsible action of one hot-
headed youth should not be the signal for
a general and (ndhcrlmlnnte slanghter
of the unarmed and helpless.”
